QUEER EFFEC TS OF S U N S H IN E .

Stone as W ell ae M etals Expands U n­
der H eat Raya.

Every one know s th a t the  h ea t of 
the sun will expand Iron and steel. 
Stevenson's tubu lar b ridge over the  
Menai stra its  is 400 feet long. The 
heaviest tra in  passing over it bends it 
ju st half an inch, yet on a Ju ly  day, 
after the sun has been sh in ing  on it 
for several hours, it is found to  be 
bent an inch and a half below its usual 
horizontal line. The hea t of th e  sun 
acts on stone as well as m etal, a fact 
Which is proved by th e  W ashington 
monument. It Is 555 feet high, but 
it will be found to be about tw o inches 
higher in the evening than  in the  
morning of a  sunny day. A s trange  
effect of sunshine was noted at P lym ­
outh, where to lay the foundation of a 
sea wall the workm en had to descend 
in a diving bell. These bells had s tu ­
pidly been fitted w ith convex cir­
cular glasses a t the top. The sea was 
very calm and the glasses so concen­
trated  the  rays of th e  sun th a t the 
clothing of cne of the w orkm en w ere 
set on fire, and th a t a t no less than 
twenty-five feet below the  surface of 
the water.

SE IZED  BY A C R O C O D ILE .

A frican  Boy H ad N arrow  Escape F rom  
A w fu l Death.

A hunter in Africa te lls  some stories 
about crocodiles. He says: "One
afternoon I w ent ou t to  hunt leebwe 
(a kind of an telope), which w ere plen­
tiful in the swamps. I wounded one 
splendid bull and gave chase, accom ­
panied by two boys. W e followed it 
across one o r two channels, and final­
ly the  boy who was leading caught 
it  up in an arm  of tbe stream  about 
two feet deep. As he was holding 
on to  the buck a crocodile—attrac ted , 
no doubt, by the blood which flowed 
from the wounded an im al—shot’ up 
and seized the boy by the  leg below 
the knee.

The w itness rem ained mute, how­
ever, and the jury, unable to find her 
age as a basis of legal calculation as 
to the num ber of years she might yet 
live, gave her the minimum allow­
ance.

the tra in , between Jaffa and Je ru sa ­
lem, an elderly American woman ob­
jected  to  the  smoking going on around 
her.

T here was 
no thing on w hich to  scratch  until the 
M auna Loa was sighted. The whale 
was repo rted  by native fisherm en to 
have dived undernea th  th e  boat and 
scratched  its back on th e  keel of the 
vessel. The shak ing  and rolling of 
th e  vessel w ere caused by the whale, 
so the  fisherm en claim ed, rubbing its 
back aga inst th e  bottom  of the Mau­
na Loa. W hen th e  w hale had gotten 
relief from  the  m arine hives, it swam 
away.—From  the  H onolulu Pacific 
Com m ercial A dvertiser.

H O W  JA C K  LO ND ON  “ A R R IV E D .*

Popu lar A u th o r S trugg led  H ard  fo r  
H igh  Poaitlon He Holds.

Jack  London, the fascinating  short- 
story w rite r and brillian t war corre-, 
spondent, ro w  a t the front, Is ba t 
tw enty-eight years old. T h ree  years! 
ago he was unheard of by the reading 
world. To-day he is read everywhere,, 
Is sought by publishers, and the pages 
of the m agazines, from The Century 
down, a re  open to him.

The story of how he “arrived,” 
how he first se t foot upon the 
stepping-stone to  success. hei 
te lls In The Editor, the  New 
York m agazino for literary  workers, 
incidentally  giving th e  la tte r class 
some excellent advice. H ere are  a 
few of his terse , p regnan t sentence*:

W ork! Don’t  w ait for some good 
Sam aritan  to  tell you, bu t dig It out 
yourself.

Fiction pays best of all.
Don’t  w rite  too much. Don’t  daslu 

off a  6000-word story before b reak fa s t
Avoid the  unhappy endibg, the  

harsh, the brutal, the  tragic, the horrw 
ble—If you ca re  to  see in p rin t th e  
th ings you write.

Keep a notebook. Travel with it, 
e a t w ith It, sleep with It. Slap into 
It every s tray  thought th a t flu tters 
up Into your brain.

“As soon as a  fellow sells two or 
th ree  th ings to  the m agazines,” says 
Jack  London, "his friends all ask  him 
how he m anaged to do it," and then- 
he goes on, in his own racy way, to  
tell how it happened to  him.

H e had m any liabilities and no as-, 
sets, no Income and several mouths: 
to feed. He lived in California, fa r 
from  the g rea t publishing centers, 
and did not know w hat an  editor 
looked like. But he sa t down and 
wrote. Day by day hls pile of m anu­
scrip ts m ounted up. H e had vag u s 
Ideas, obtained from a Sunday supple­
m ent, th a t a minimum ra te  of $10 a  
thousand words was paid, and flguredi 
on earn ing  $600 a  month, w ithout 
overstocking the m arket.

One m orning the postm an brought 
him, Instead of the usual long, th ick  
m anuscrip t envelope, a short, th in  
one. He couldn 't open it r ig h t away. 
It seem ed a  sacred thing. I t  con­
tained the  w ritten  words of an ed itor 
of a big m agazine. W hen, m odest as 
ever, he had figured In his mind w hat 
th e  offer for th is  4000-word story  
would be a t the  m inim um  rate—$40, 
of course—he opened th e  le tte r. Five 
dollars!

Not having died r igh t then  and 
there , Mr. London is convinced th a t 
he m ay ye t qualify as an oldest in­
habitan t. Five dollars! W hen? The 
ed itor did not sta te .

But, by and by, in the course of its  
w anderings, one of hls s to n es reached 
an editor who could ^ee the genius of 
Jack  London, and had the  patience to 
pene tra te  beneath the husk of wordy 
Introduction and discover the  golden 
grain.

H ere is the incident th a t proved 
th e  tu rn ing  point in Jack  London’s 
lite ra ry  career, as he so graphically  
te lls  It:

"N othing rem ained but to  get out 
and shovel coal. I had done it be­
fore, and earned m ore money a t  I t  
I resolved to do It again, and I cer­
ta in ly  should have done it, had it  not 
been for The B lack Cat.

“Yes, The B lack Cdi. The post­
m an brought me an offer from It for 
a 4000-word story  which was more 
lengthy  th an  strength  y, if I would 
g ran t perm ission to cu t It down half. 
G rant perm ission? I told them  they 
could cu t it down two-halves if they ’d 
only send th e  money along, which 
they  did, by re tu rn  mail. As for the  
$5 previously m entioned, I finally re ­
ceived It, a fte r publication and a  grea t 
deal of em barrassm en t and trouble."

Black Cat story  w as nearly  20 tim es 
w hat the flve-dollar ed ito r paid I

Nor is Jack  London th e  only w rite r 
who has been lifted from  obscurity to  
prom inence by the  lucky B lack Cat, 
which, as the  New York P ress  has 
tru ly  said, has done m ore for short- 
sto ry  w riters and short-story readers 
than  any o ther publication.

Each of its  fam ous prize com peti­
tions has brought new w rite rs to  the  
front. In its  m ost recent, the $2,100 
prize was won by a  young Texan who 
had never before w ritten  a  story, and 
th e  second, $1,300, w ent to a  law yer’s 
w ife in an  obscure Missouri town.

It has ju s t inaugurated ano ther con-1 
te s t  in which $10,600 will be paid to 
w rite rs in sum s of from  $100 to $1,500. 
T his will, no doubt, add m any new 
nam es to th e  lis t of those who have 
“a rrived” through its recognition.

But all should bear In mind th a t i t  
will be entire ly  useless for any one 
to  send a  story  to  The Black C at 
w ithout first reading and com plying 
w ith all the  published conditions. 
H ere Is a chance for th e  reader to  dig 
dollars o u t of hls brain, fo r w hat life 
does not a t  letist contain one ta le  
w orth  te lling?

New Cuttle Disease.
Cattlemen in lla le  and some of the 

adj pining counties on the plains have 
been quite uneasy for some time 

r the appearance of a new cattle 
disease in that section, which affect­
ed the feet and mouth of the animal, 
and which was feared to be the real 
foot and mouth disease that has 
caused cosnilerable trouble at vari- 

tinies in different portions of the | 
United States. The situation was 
referred to the Bureau of Animal In-i 
dustry at Washington and an inves­
tigation requested. The bureau del­
egated the work of investigation to! 
Inspector lines, whose station is at' 
Roswell N. M. That gentleman has 
just finishen his work and finds that 
two districts are infected, one in and 
around Hale county, and the other 
in the vicinity of Hansford. His 
diagnosis of ihe trouble is that it is 
mycotic apthous fever, which, 
plain English, is noninfectious foot 
and mouth disease.

While the disease is alleged to be 
noninfectious, the inspector found 
in some instances that whole herds 

I were affected with it, but none of 
the uniiAMtls have died. It is stated 
that the tnannor in which the dis- 

| ease is acquired is through the cat 
ing of forage that is infected with 
the poison, and it is not capable of 
being transmitted from one animHl 
to another through the medium of 
microbe or bacillus. The Washing­
ton authorities have agreed that the 
diagnosis of the disease is correct.
In the meantime the cattlemen in 

I the infested districts are greatly r< 
lieved to find that the disease is not 
what it is generally feared to be.

TEN MONTHS’ DROUTH.

Rain in the Alamogordo Country 
Brings Relief to a Sorely 

Stricken People.
Alamogordo, N. M., Aug. 8.—A 

drouth of te n months has been bro­
ken throughout this section by g en­
eral rains. Tho first downpour oc­
curred on the 4th ins!., and in sotfie 
localities amounted to alums 
cloudburst. Along the foothill; 
the Sacramento mountains great, 
black clouds arose and floated out 
over the valley nbout Alaniogordi 
La Ltiz and Tulnrosa, and for tw 
hours the water fell in torrents and 
sheets. The southern portion of 
Alamogordo, a settlement of Mexi­
cans, was flooded and several adobe 
houses were melted down and de­
stroyed, but fortunately no lives 
were lost. In many places the 
ter was eight feet deep and running 
very swiitly.

In the mountain districts much 
good has been done, as the prolong­
ed drouth had paralyzed truck farm 
iug and the goat and cattle industry. 
Cattlemen arc the heaviest losers. 
For several months past cattle have 
been dying for the want of grass and 
water. Goals have fared better be­
cause they are easier taken care of 
and looked after, although goat 
breeders report that kids have died 
within a few weeks after being drop 
>ed and the increase in herds has 

been light this season.
Truck farmers have sv.fiYred gr'-at- 
and no work in their line has 

been done till recently, and in con­
sequent! all crops will he late. Al­
falfa and fruits are raised extensively 

irrigated localities, but these have 
been cut short this year on account 
of the prolonged drouth.

Now that the rainy season is on, 
we may look for rain till the winter 
snow comes, about November or De­
cember.

The rainy season here usually be­
gins about July 1 5  nnd stops about 
Sept. Id. Last year the rains ceased 
about Sept. 15 and all winter there 
wm no snow, not even in the moun­
tain districts, and for that reason the 
drouth just broken has been the 
most severe and destructive in the 
memory of the oldest inhabitants.
