County pursues construction of alcohol,
drug & sex offender rehab facility

by Pat Ragsdale :

Schleicher County Commis-
sioners voted Monday to begin a
process that, if successful, will
lead to the construction of a treat-
ment center for drug, alcohol and
sex abusers somewhere in the
county. For the second time in two
weeks, the commissioners met
with Tom Green County probation
officer Steve Henderson who ini-
tially proposed the idea. Hender-
son advised that only non-violent
offenders would be assigned to
the facility, and then only by or-
der of a State District Judge after
a recommendation from a District
Attorney.

Henderson restated his opinion
that there is a need for a treatment
facility to house up to sixty offend-
ers. He further explained that in-
dividuals would be assigned to the
facility for a six-month rehabilita-
tion program and that they would
have a considerable incentive to
compete the program since it

would be administered under “de-
ferred adjudication” provisions in
the state law. Deferred adjudica-
tion means that an offender who
violates any of the judge’s terms
will face revocation of their pro-
bation and immediate transport to
a Texas Department of Corrections
prison where the maximum sen-
tence for the offense would be
served.

Seeking input from others in
the room, Judge Johnny Griffin
asked for comments concerning
the construction of the treatment
center. The general consensus was
that the facility would not pose a
serious threat to the peace and
welfare of the county. However, all
agreed that a town hall meeting
would give the citizens of the coun-
ty to voice their concerns. A pub-
lic meeting is in fact required by
law, prior to final approval of the
treatment facility.

After a motion by Bill Clark,
seconded by Kirk Griffin, the court

voted to begin looking for a site
for the proposed facility. That step
was necessary before Henderson
and District Judge Barbara Walth-
er can approach the State Legisla-
ture about funding the project.
Henderson estimated that the
project had a “fifty-fifty” chance
for approval.

In other business, Sheriff Dav-
id Doran reported that he had ob-
tained a prisoner to serve as a jail
cook through the cooperation of
the Val Verde County Sheriff and
a district judge there who issued
the bench warrant transferring the
prisoner from the prison system.
Doran said the inmate will be as-
signed to the local jail for at least
six months. He also noted that a
second, longer term inmate is be-
ing trained to work as a cook.

That news pleased the commis-
sioners who then chose not to con-
tract with the hospital district to
prepare food for the Meals for the
Elderly Program. Instead, the
meals will continue to be prepared
in the jail. Mrs. Ann Fagan-Cook,
Hospital Administrator was also
on hand for the meeting. She in-
formed the court that the hospital’s
offer to prepare food for the pro-
gram, at $3.45 per meal, would
remain open through the current
budget year.

Commissioners Bill Clark,
Ross Whitten and Kirk Griffin
were present for the meeting. Com-
missioner Johnny Mayo was not
present but was attending a meet-
ing in Junction as a representative
of Schleicher County.

City Council
holds monthly
meeting

The Eldorado City Council met
Monday -evening March, 12 and
met with natural gas customers
who live along a pipeline extend-
ing three miles east of town. Gene
and Vernell McCalla, Joe Charles

. Christian and John Edward Mea-

dor came before to discuss options
for keeping the line operational. In
the council’s previous meeting the
group had voted to abandon the
line due to excessive leaks.
Speaking on behalf of the pipe-
line customers Meador said that
the group was aware of the deteri-
orated state of the line and had
agreed among themselves to repair
the line at no cost to the city, pro-
vided the city would continue to
furnish natural gas to their resi-
dences. It was explained that even
with the high price of natural gas,

it is more economical than propane

or electricity and therefore the
group was interested in preserving
their access to the city’s gas sys-
tem. Additionally, the group not-
ed they would be willing to pay for
any gas loss above 6 percent, the
amount the Texas Railroad Com-
mission has set as a maximum for
any gas system. :

In recent years, the city’s loss
on the rural pipeline has been cal-
culated between 27 and 40 percent.
Although the council took no for-
mal action on the request, council
members seemed sympathetic to
the group’s request and indicated

Billy Joe Haney’s Life Adventures

Billy Joe Haney was sheriff of
Menard county from 1961 until
1985. He had only one opponent
during his tenure. His roots are
deep in Menard county. Five gen-
erations of his grandparents are
buried in the Menard cemetery.
The earliest birthdate on one of
their grave stones is 1797.

When he went to law enforce-
ment conventions, he drew a crowd
as he told about some of his ad-
ventures before, during and after
his years in the sheriff’s office. He
had one of the most compelling
voices I ever heard. It was a cross
between Andy Griffith and Paul
Harvey. The stories he told were
equal to the quality of his voice.

He had only one jail break. A
prisoner busted out but was caught
a couple of hours later when he
tried to hitch a ride on a highway.
The car that stopped to pick him
up was driven by a deputy.

He had only two jury trials
while he was sheriff. “Inever filed
a case until I had the goods on
‘em,” said Billy Joe. “Then I'd get
them to plead guilty. Saved the
county lots of money.”

Billy Joe knew the value of
working with kids. He talked to
them often. “I knew everybody in
town, since I lived there all my life.
I knew their kids and their dogs.”
When some high school students
pulled up some of the speed bumps
in front of the high school, he
found out who did it and made
them help do the repair work.

When he learned that some of
the youngsters were having a beer
party, he went there and broke it
up. On the way, he saw his daugh-
ter coming back from the party site.

The person who furnished the two
kegs of beer was fined one hun-
dred dollars. Billy Joe went to all
the kids who were at the party and
had them pay five dollars toward
the fine. “I told them my daughter
paid, and they had to, too.”
Alcohol kept Billy Joe busy
since Menard was the only wet
county around. Three beer joints
were in the county. One, called the
Lily Pad, was owned by his moth-
er. Once somebody got hold of a
tear gas canister and set it off in a
local pool hall. The perpetrator
didn’t get in any trouble. “It was
just a prank. Nobody got hurt. In
fact, the people in the pool hall
thought it was kinda funny. Today
if that happened, the person who
did it would probably go to pris-
on.” »
He loves to ride motorcycles.
Once he and his daughter took a
motorcycle trip to Canada. A mo-
tel owner told them they should
take a thousand mile trip through
the most beautiful part of Canada.
So they did. Then they came back
down Highway One along the pa-
cific coast all the way to San Di-
ego. .
Since being out of the sheriff’s

office, Billy Joe started a business

to haul livestock, mostly cattle,
sheep and goats. He had a big sign
on his truck that said “Eat Beef.
Wear Mohair.”

Billy Joe was killed last year
in a traffic accident near Mason
while hauling cattle.

His philosophy was simple.
“You’ve got to have fun every day
or you’ll go sour,” he said. He lived
his life that way and said he had a
most enjoyable time.

ocean, but animal experts say Tex-
ans need to be careful.

“If you’ve traveled internation-
ally,” said Dr. Linda Logan of the
Texas Animal Health Commission,
“don’t risk carrying the disease
home to your herd. Disinfect your
boots before working with your
livestock.”

Those who feed waste food to
swine should be careful to see that
all scraps are well cooked, she said.

Logan also suggested that pro-
ducers limit traffic and visitors
onto their property and keep new

livestock isolated for several days

before turning them out into the
rest of the herd.

An outbreak in the U.S., some-
thing that has not happened since

1929, could cost milliofis. It could

kill deerand dther cloven-hoofed
animals as well livestock.

“An outbreak costs a country
millions of dollars to fight, and
thousands of animals can be lost,”
Logan said. “Additionally, live-
stock markets must be closed to
prevent spread of infection, dair-
ies may not be able to operate, and
transportation of livestock must
cease.”
