Texas 
Governor W. Lee "Pappy" O'Daniel attended the event, as did a crowd of more than 5,000people 
from across West Texas. This Saturday, a  60th Anniversary Celebration is planned a t the Mill. A 
parade on Main Street will begin the festivities, followed by a day-long celebration a t the mill. State 
Representative Bob Turner will be the keynote speaker for the occasion. A Texas Fibers style show is 
planned, as are other activities, including an auction, a  Texas Fibers Style Show and a  "Totally Texas 
Barbecue" featuring food items grown in the Lone Star State.

The Eldorado Woolen Mill will 
celebrate its 60th anniversary on 
Saturday, Feb. 24th and a full day 
of activities have been planned to 
mark the occasion. Beginning at 
"9:30 a.m. a parade will wind down

Opened in 1941, the Eldorado 

Woolen Mill was the first woolen 
mill built in Texas and remains the 
only surviving full-process woolen 
mill in the southwestern United 
States. Eldoradoan Joe Muller 
Christian, a young textile engineer 
and son of the local bank president, 
purchased the first equipment for 
the mill in Lowell, Massachusetts, 
on November 3,1939.

• Ground was broken for the mill 
on January 2,1940, and the build­
ing was completed in May of that 
year. The mill has operated contin­
uously in the same structure and 
on the same location now for 60 
years.

Joe Muller Christian also served 
as the mill’s architect. He was a

Grand jurors 
issue thirteen 
indictments
Schleicher County grand jurors 

met on Friday, February 9,2001 and 
handed down thirteen indictments. 
Among those indicted were the fol­
lowing individuals:

Lee Roy Fuentes, 22, of Eldor­
ado, was indicted for “Family Vio­
lence — Felony 3rd Degree” in rela­
tion to an incident that occurred on 
Oct. 21,2000. Bond was continued.

Joseph Joe Tijerina, 39, of El­
dorado, was indicted for “Driving 
While Intoxicated, 3rd Offense or 
More.” The incident occurred on 
Dec. 9, 2000. He remains in jail in 
lieu of $10,000.00 bond.

Jimmy Dale Timms, 44, of Lub­
bock, was indicted for “Possession 
of a Controlled Substance” for an 
incident that occurred on Sept. 28,

A routine traffic stop turned out 
to be anything but routine Monday 
night for Schleicher County Depu­
ty David Olivan. When an oncom­
ing automobile failed to dim its 
headlights, Olivan pulled the car 
over. What he found was a car with 
a fictitious registration and a driv­
er without a driver’s license or in­
surance. Olivan also discovered an 
intoxicated passenger in the car 
who just happened to have more 
than $13,000.00 hidden in his boots.

The traffic stop occurred ap­
proximately five miles south of El­
dorado on U.S. 277 at 11:20 p.m. 
Olivan arrested Salvador Salinas, 
21, and Samuel Medrano Espino­
za, 30, both of Mexico. Salinas was 
booked into the Schleicher County 
Jail on charges of Driving Without 
a License, Driving an Auto With a 
Fictitious Registration and Driving 
Without Insurance. Espinoza was 
booked into jail on a charge of Pub­
lic Intoxication.

While searching the men dur­
ing booking procedure, Olivan and 
Jailer Stephen Whitten discovered 
that Espinoza had hidden the mon­
ey in his boot tops. Espinoza dis­
avowed ownership of the money 
and, when a drug dog later detect­
ed the presence of dope on the 
money, the department began le­
gal procedures to seize the cash. 
In all, the loot totalled $13,498.00

Olivan said that at first Espino­
za resisted when ordered to re­
move his boots. “I told him if he 
didn’t take them off, I would take 
them off for him,” Olivan said lat­
er. “When he pulled the boots off 
and the money started falling on 
the floor, I was stunned.”

With nothing more on which to 
hold the two suspects, they were 
released from jail on time served. 
The pair left behind the 1989 Old- 
smobile that, it turns out, caused 
the traffic stop in the first place.

Cold, hard cash — Schleicher County Sheriff David Doran (L) 
congratulated Deputy David Olivan Tuesday after a routine traffic 
stop led to the discover o f more than $ 13,000.00 in cash hidden in 
a suspect's boot. The department, working with District Attorney 
Steve Lupton 's office, moved to seize the money after the suspect 
disavowed ownership o f the cash.

“The low beams were burned 
out on the car so they couldn’t dim 
their lights,” Olivan said.

If the men fail to return to El­
dorado to claim the auto, then it will 
also be seized by the Sheriff’s of­
fice. “I doubt seriously if we ever 
see them again,” commented Sher­
iff David Doran on Tuesday.

The sheriff went on to praise the 
work of Deputy Olivan. “He was 
doing his job and following depart­

ment procedures,” Doran stated. 
“That, and a little bit of luck helped 
get this money off the street.”

The cash will be divided with 
the district attorney’s office. It is 
unclear how much of the loot will 
be awarded to the Sheriff’s De­
partment’s seized cash fund. How­
ever, any of the money which does 
make its way into the fund may be 
used to upgrade the department’s 
equipment.

His death on Sunday came 
as quite a blow.

I can’t say when or how I first 
became a Dale Earnhardt fan. I 
know it was many years ago, how­
ever, when he was driving a blue 
and yellow car sponsored by Wran­
glers jeans.

Dale Earnhardt was a hard 
charger. On the rare occasions 
when his car wasn’t good enough 
to compete for 1 st place, he would 
battle it out for 7th...or 15th...or 
24th. He was a competitor and he

AUSTIN-When 59 Texans 

signed a declaration of indepen­
dence from Mexico on March 2, 
1836, the Alamo was surrounded 
by an army whose leader viewed 
those advocating Texas sovereign­
ty as nothing but pirates.

General Antonio Lopez de San­
ta Anna intended to put down the 
rebellion and leave Texas scorched 
and soaked in blood. The 42-year- 
old dictator had done the same thing 
the year before in putting down a 
revolt in the Mexican state of 
Zacatecas.

Four days after the Texas in­
dependence declaration was signed 
at Washington-on-the-Brazos, San­
ta Anna stormed the Alamo and 
soon was marching east in pursuit

of the remainder of the Texas’ rag­
tag Army.

But on April 21 Sam Houston 
and his soldiers defeated the Mex­
ican general at San Jacinto and 
Texas was on its way to a decade 
as an independent republic before 
becoming a state of the union.

The anniversary of the signing 
of that cheeky document that got it 
all started has been a state holiday 
for years. As late as the 1960s, 
most schools closed in observance 
of the day.
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The Woman of the Year
In my town of Big Spring, about 

the highest honor a person can have 
is to be recognized as the man or 
woman of the year at the annual 
chamber of commerce banquet, in 
January, my wife Susan was 
named woman of the year.

In typical woman of the year 
fashion, she said she didn’t deserve 
it, that she knows several women 
who should have received the hon­
or. But everybody I’ve heard from 
says she was a good choice. I cer­
tainly concur.

Sometime last Fall a friend of 
ours called me and said she was 
going to nominate Susan for the 
award. She asked me to list some 
of Susan’s accomplishments. I did 
so, thinking to myself that she cer­
tainly should win it. She’s been in­
volved with our two museums, our 
symphony, the relay for life, numer­
ous civic and social organizations, 
on and on. I really could give you a 
long list of her volunteer endeav­
ors. But all the time I was getting 
the list together, I was thinking to 
myself ’’It’ll never happen.”

A committee meets once a 
year to go over the nominees, con­
sider the good they’ve done and 
name the recipients. I got a call one 
day telling me Susan was the win­
ner. I shed tears of joy. Here in Big 
Spring, the winner is supposed to 
not know about getting the award 
until about 20 seconds before it’s 
presented. That means keeping it 
a secret.

I was in the Army Security 
Agency during the cold war and 
had a top secret clearance, but I 
never had to keep a secret like this 
one. I became a human shield. I

was constantly at her side. I would 
hardly let my wife talk to anybody, 
for fear someone would tell her. I 
did tell our two sons, who both live 
out of town. When they called, I 
ended the conversations quickly, 
afraid any pause would bring on 
some tiny hint that would spoil ev­
erything.

Susan goes by to visit her par­
ents every afternoon. I started go­
ing with her to make sure her par­
ents didn’t spill the beans. In all, 
prior to the banquet I only told 
about eleven people. The afternoon 
of the banquet I started calling peo­
ple to invite them to a celebration 
party. Even then, I had reservations 
about letting go of the secret. Keep 
in mind that I was told about her 
being chosen nearly three weeks 
before the banquet. That’s a lot of 
pressure. About two weeks before 
the event, I started making plans 
to get family members in. I had to 
figure out how they were going to 
be picked up at airports and taken 
to a place where Susan would not 
see them.

Well, we got everybody in and 
situated and when the President of 
the Chamber announced her name, 
she just about went into shock. At 
home, we had a fun weekend with 
everybody here. I put several bou­
quets of flowers and cards she re­
ceived on the dining room table 
along with her plaque and a frame 
containing the words which were 
read about her at the banquet. I 
went into the dining room early 
Sunday morning and saw nothing 
on the table. “I couldn’t take the 
shrine,” she said. Spoken like a true 
woman of the year.

Eventually, the day was dropped 
as a school holiday and activities in 
observance of the holiday began to 
fade.

Three years ago, a group of lat­
er-day Texas patriots led by Jay L. 
Johnson and Roger T. Moore of 
Austin decided more attention 
should be paid to March 2 and the 
reason the date stands out in Tex­
as history.

The result was the organization 
of Celebrate Texas, a non-profit 
group whose goal is to “encourage 
and promote the education of the 
general public regarding Texas In­
dependence Day and the history of 
Texas and its people.”

Since then, the group has orga­
nized a Texas Independence Day 
celebration in Austin that has 
grown larger each year.

I This year’s March 2 obser­
vance begins at 9:30 a.m. that Fri­
day with a memorial ceremony at 
the State Cemetery. At 11:30 a.m., 
a parade will move up Congress 
Avenue from First Street to the 
Capitol.

So far, 80 units, from bands to 
reenactment groups, have signed 
up to be in the parade. That’s 13 
more than last year.

At noon on the south steps of 
the Capitol there will be some brief 
speechifying and Texas music.

“My attitude is that we ought 
to appreciate Texas at least one 
day a year,” said Moore, an Austin 
advertising agency owner and car­
toonist.

“There was a lot of Texas- 
bashing in the presidential race last 
year, but we happen to think Texas
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is a pretty nice place,” he said.

Good drivers to get a break
Beginning soon, qualifying Tex­

ans will be able to renew their driver 
licenses or identification cards on 
line or by telephone.

There’s a catch, though. Only 
those eligible to renew by mail will 
be able to take care of driver li­
cense or ID card business without 
going to a Department of Public 
Safety driver license office. To 
qualify, you have to have a clean 
driving record for the previous 
three years.

The DPS says about 80,000 
Texans a month currently renew 
by mail. That number is expected 
to increase when the online and 
telephone renewal program kicks 
in. Eventually, the DPS says, it ex­
pects 40 percent of Texas driver 
license or ID card holders will be 
renewing without having to go to a 
DPS office.

This should substantially reduce 
waiting time for those who still 
need to visit a DPS driver license 
office.

wasn’t satisfied if there was a car 
left in front of him.

I think tha t’s why the 
NASCAR fans loved him so. They 
knew he was racing to win every 
minute he was on the track, re­
gardless of where he stood on the 
leader board.

For the last several years, 
Earnhardt drove the #3 car, a black 
Chevy owned by Richard Chil­
dress. In it, he came to be known 
as “The Intimidator,” a name giv­
en to him by his fellow Winston 
Cup drivers, one of whom said that 
having Earnhardt on your bumper 
at 190 MPH is the most intimidat­
ing feeling in the world.

Dale Earnhardt hit the wall at 
the Daytona International Speed­
way on Sunday. He was traveling 
at just over 180 MPH when he en­
tered the last turn on the final lap 
of the race in 3rd position. Perhaps 
uncharacteristically, Earnhardt 
wasn’t racing for the lead. Instead, 
he was blocking a Dodge driven 
by Sterling Marlin, while his son, 
Dale Earnhardt, Jr. battled it out 
with Michael Waltrip for the check­
ered flag. Interestingly, Earnhardt

owned both of the cars in front of 
him.

When Marlin’s Dodge clipped 
Earnhardt’s rear bumper, the black 
#3 fishtailed then turned right, 
straight into the wall. A doctor at 
the scene said Earnhardt died in­
stantly.

Dale Earnhardt first raced on 
the Winston Cup circuit back in 
1975. He didn’t get his first win 
until 1979. From that time until now 
he won 76 races, including 34 at 
the Daytona International Speed­
way. He amassed an amazing 7 
Winston Cup titles.

Earnhardt’s wreck on Sunday 
didn’t look that bad. Only a few 
laps earlier, a spectacular crash 
propelled Tony Stewart’s car into 
the air where it flipped end-over­
end, disintegrating in a heap amid 
an 18-car pile up. Except for a few 
minor injuries, everyone involved 
in that one was okay. By contrast, 
Earnhardt’s crash looked tame. 
Everyone who saw it expected him 
to walk away. He didn’t.

NASCAR pioneer and TV com­
mentator Ned Jarrett said, “Dale 
Earnhardt was the greatest race car 
driver that ever lived. He could do 
things with a race car that no one 
else could. He leaves a big, big void 
here that will be very hard to fill.”

Like I said, I’m really not much 
of a race fan. But I was a Dale 
Earnhardt fan. I admired his com­
petitive spirit and I shall miss him 
a lot.

With an expenditure of $5.50 
for lumber and hardware cloth 
and $l.g0 for labor, Mrs. James 
Williams of the Reynolds Homo 
Demonstration Club has a lamp 
brooder which will accomodate 60 
or 70 chicks but may be used for 
as many as 100. The brooder is 
4 feet long and 3 feet wide with a 
sun porch 6 feet long and 3 fees 
wide. The bottom of the sun porch 
is of 1-2 inch mesh hardware 
cloth.

Tht brooder is heated with an 
ordinary low type kitchen frimp. 
The sun porch is planned with a 
hardware cloth floor to keep* the 
clucks off of a contaminated0 soil 
and too it affords them a direct 
contact with the sunlight. Direc­
tions for maing the brooder and 
description of it may be found in 
bulletin C-141, Homemade Lamp 
Brooder which may be secured at 
the County Home Demonstration 
Agents office.

his ranch, raising Hereford cattle, 
and Angora goats and buying 
lambs in the fall which he fatten­
ed and sold in the spring. In 1928 
he sold his ranch and a year later 
he bought the 10 section ranch he 
still owns.

Woolen Mill celebrates 60th anniversary

cal College at Lubbock, now Tex­
as Tech University. Construction 
foreman for the job was John Grif­
fin. A twelve-man construction 
crew quarried limestone for the 
building locally, on ranches owned 
by Will Whitten and J.B. Christian.

The first shipment of scoured 
wool, 2,300 pounds arrived at the 
mill on June 27, 1940 from Cen- 
Tex Wool Company at San Mar­
cos. The wool was produced in 
Schleicher County and shipped to 
San Marcos for scouring and was 
stored in the Woolen Mill building 
until the machinery arrived. The 
bulk of the textile equipment was 
sent by sea from  B oston to 
Galveston, arrivingjn Eldorado by 
rail on the Panhandle and Santa 
Fe Railroad. By December 13, 
1940, a first run of brilliant laven­
der blankets came off the mills 
looms.

On February 27,1941, a grand 
opening was held to officially ded­
icate the new mill with more than 
five thousand people in attendance 
— that was three times the popu­
lation of Eldorado at the time. Tex­
as governor W. Lee “Pappy” 
O’Daniel had been “subpoenaed” 
in Schleicher County Clerk Dogie 
Finley and a motorcade of enthu­
siastic Eldorado boosters. Sheriff 
E.H. Sweatt served the smiling 
governor with a citation noting his, 
“negligent neighborlessness.” 
O ’Daniel did attend the grand 
opening, as did two state senators 
and a state representative. A bar­
becue, stock show, parade, 
speeches and an auction of first- 
run mill blankets autographed by 
the governor, were attractions of 
the day.

Early in World War Two, blan­
kets from the mill were woven for 
the relief of English refugees in 
the German air blitz. Then, from 
July 1942 to September 1945, the 
mill produced 25,000 U.S. Army 
blankets. Most were sent by rail 
to Mira Loma, California, for use 
in the Pacific theater. During this 
time the mill operated sixteen 
hours a day, six days a week, and 
had a top payroll of twenty work­

ers. Peak wool use was 250,000 
pounds per year. After the war, 
production was “re-civilianized” 
with the introduction of the cus­
tom weaving program, a barter 
system by which sheep ranchers 
could trade in their raw wool for 
finished blankets. By 1953 a rain­
bow of sixteen fabric colors re­
placed the monochrome “olive 
drab” of the Army blankets.

From 1964 to 1968 the mill was 
owned and operated by a consor­
tium of Schleicher County ranch­
ers. Creative innovations at the time 
included the weaving of mohair 
drapery, stadium blankets, ruanas, 
shawlies, dresses, and mouton pelt 
pillows and rugs. A showroom on 
Divide Street in Eldorado featured 
the new products. In 1968 Penfield 
Barker of Brownwood, Texas, pur­
chased the mill and began special­
izing in fire-retardant upholstery 
fabric. In 1987 his son Jim Barker 
assumed operation of the mill. Mill 
products ended up in such faraway 
places as Sweden, France and Sau­
di Arabia. A stream of visitors 
came to the mill, including Gover­
nors John Connally and Dolph 
Briscoe.

The mill is a unique showcase 
of the history of the woolen manu­
facture industry. The mill equip­
ment, antique but in perfect work­
ing condition, was largely manufac­
tured in New England and Germa­
ny. To observe the mill in full oper­
ation, with card-machines rolling, 
bobbins spinning, and shuttles 
coursing back and forth, is to take 
a nostalgic step back in time. It is
