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* Behind every face is a story...Sheryl Meador

Behind every face is a story,
some mysterious, some exciting,
and some simply interesting. For
many in Eldorado, the name Sher-
yl Meador conjures up the image
of a wife, a mother and something
else: hearing impairment.

As a young child, Sheryl was
able to hear, but at the age of four
she contracted hemophilus influ-
enza, a form of non-contagious
spinal meningitis.

“I was unconscious for two

days and the disease almost killed
me,” Sheryl said.
" Consequently, Sheryl lost her
hearing and entered a month long
period of denial, a time she doesn’t
remember. Fortunately, she recov-
ered, but had to face a new chal-
lenge — communicating.

Sheryl’s elementary education
was completed in a “hearing”
school that held separate classes
for deaf students. Surprisingly,
Sheryl was not allowed to use sign
language, but was encouraged to
learn to speak. At that point in
time, the widely held belief cen-
tered upon speech as the main
means of communication. At age
ten, Sheryl enrolled in Texas
School for the Deaf in Austin.

“I liked it at the school, but I
also missed my parents,” Sheryl
said about her years spent at the
school.

Sheryl continued her education
at TSTI in Waco, Texas, where she

. studied dental laboratory technol-

ogy. Her education complete, Sher-
yl began the daunting task of find-
ing a job. Because of her disabili-
ty, she was faced with job discrim-
ination, but luckily came out on
top.

“Some employers don’t want to
hire deaf people, while other peo-
ple do,” Sheryl said. “Because we
work fast and focus, we are able
to do things more quickly and are
more productive in the work-
place.”

In 1996, Sheryl returned to Tex-
as State School for the Deaf for a
class reunion and met John David
Meador, her future husband. Inter-
estingly, the two were not strangers.

“We dated during high school,”
Sheryl said, a huge grin lighting up
her face. “I was thirteen and he was
seventeen.”

The couple was married in
1997 and Sheryl and her family
moved to Eldorado from Houston,
where she made the transition from
city girl to country girl. After six-
teen years of working, Sheryl de-

cided to become a stay-at-home
mom and care for her two young

sons, Robbie and Shane.

Sheryl doesn’t believe that her
hearing impairment has hindered
her ability to raise her children.
There are numerous obstacles
throughout the wonderful world of
parenting that Sheryl has been
faced with. Yet, she seems to have
conquered them easily. Of course,

many of us still wonder. how a
hearing impaired mother deals
with the problem of not being able
to her their infant cry.

To that question, Sheryl had a
simple answer. “Everything is
lights.”

Sheryl had a crying baby signal
monitor that would blink when one
of her children cried. Doorbells,
phones, and alarm clocks are all at-
tached to lights that flash to alert
the user. Other inventions that en-
able hearing-impaired persons in-
clude the closed captioning and the
teletype device (TDD). The TDD
allows a hearing person to commu-
nicate with a deaf person on the tele-
phone. By calling a relay number, a
hearing person can speak with an
agent who contacts the person you
wish to call. As a phone message is
relayed to the agent, it is typed and
forwarded to the person so that they
can read it. To answer, a hearing
impaired person merely types their
reply and the agent reads it back to
the caller. Sheryl warns that this
method of talking is slow and takes

a little patience.
But as technology advances,

more and more products are avail-
able to aid the hearing impaired.
Computers and two-way message
pagers are only two of the many
products that allow Sheryl to com-
municate wit fewer barriers. The
pager allows Sheryl and her hus-
band to communicate in the same
way that we do with our cell

“My pager is a life saver,” Sher-
yl said, clutching it tightly in her
palm.

When Sheryl isn’t chatting on-
line, she occupies her time remod-
eling her home and caring for her
family. She taught sign language
classes in Eldorado two years ago
and would like to again if there is
ever enough interest. Recently, the
Southwest Collegiate Institute for
the Deaf in Big Spring offered
Sheryl a position instructing stu-
dents in dental laboratory technol-
ogy, but she had to decline.

Not surprisingly, few people in
Eldorado are aware of the numer-
ous issues concerning hearing im-
pairment. Eldorado is the home of
only a handful of deaf citizens so
there has been little emphasis on
educating the public. Luckily, all
elementary aged students are ex-
posed to sign language in Mrs.
Joella Parker’s elementary music
class. Besides that, there is little,
if any, contact with the hearing-
impaired world. For many of us,
the thought of initiating a conver-
sation with a deaf person may seem
uncomfortable, but talking is the

"best way to learn and understand

someone else’s situation.
To this, Sheryl can offer a few
words of advice. “Don’t be afraid.”

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WTU seeks to recover uncollected fuel costs

AUSTIN — American Electric
Power’s (AEP) West Texas Utili-
ties (WTU) subsidiary has filed a
request with the Public Utility
Commission of Texas (PUCT) for
permission to recover in customer
bills approximately $59.5 million
in under-collected costs for fuel
used to generate electricity. The
filing is the result of the continu-
ing increase in natural gas costs
throughout the entire country.
These costs have exceeded signif-
icantly the amount charged to cus-
tomers.

If approved as requested the
surcharge would begin with the

through December. Residential
customers using 1,000 kilowatt
hours of electricity will see an in-
crease of $17.40 a month during
this seven-month period.

WTU customers this month be-
gan seeing the impact of an interim
increase in the fuel factors used to
determine the fuel charge portion
of the bill to more currently reflect
the market price of natural gas.
However, this interim increase in
fuel factors, which still must receive
final approval from the PUCT, did
not address the approximately
$59.5 million in uncollected fuel
costs for the period from July 2000
to January 2001.

Natural gas prices from July
2000 through January 2001 were
up to four times higher than prices
during the same period of the pri-
or year. Despite the fact that 43 per-
cent of WTU’s generation is fueled
by low-cost coal, the sheer magni-

tude of the continued increases in
the price of natural gas that began
last summer prompted WTU to
request the fuel factor increases in
January and now the surcharge.
Fuel costs are an expense of gen-
erating electricity, which WTU must
pay to fuel suppliers. WTU does not
make any profit on fuel costs as the
PUCT requires that these costs be
passed through to customers at the
price paid by WTU.
Investor-owned electric utili-
ties .in Texas, like WTU, are re-
quired by the PUCT to sue fuel
factors based on cost estimates to
collect the projected cost of fuel
used to generate electricity at their
power plants. When the actual cost
of fuel is significantly more than
the amount customers paid in their
monthly bills, then PUCT rules
require that the utility file a request
for permission to recover these
amounts through a surcharge.
