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Ready or not...here it comes
State okays Ports-to-Plains Trade Corridor route

The Ports-to-Plains Trade Cor-
ridor won final designation from
the Texas Transportation Commis-
-sion last Thursday. The route, ex-
tending north and west from Lare-
do connects to two other major
U.S. ports-of-entry at Eagle Pass
and Del Rio, before turning north
along U.S. Highway 277. The
route passes directly through El-
dorado and Schleicher County on
its way to San Angelo, Lubbock,
Amarillo and eventually to Den-
ver, Colorado.

Elected officials up and dowr.
the corridor heralded the news.
“That’s great news,” said Schle-
icher County Judge Johnny Grif-
fin. “It took long enough but the
state finally got it right.”

In Mexico, the vote was wel-
comed by federal and state offi-
cials who see development of the
corridor as essential to economic
growth along the border. The Zo-
calo Acuna, the daily newspaper
in Ciudad Acuna, greeted the news
with a huge headline that simply
said, “{Sil”

Although complete funding for

-

the project has not been secured,
the Ports-to-Plains Trade Corridor
Coalition wasted no time in declar-
ing victory. Kevin Evans, coalition
president trumpeted the vote as
“one that enhances the economic
landscape of West Texas.”

Lubbock Mayor Windy Sitton
agreed, “‘What this does is it allows
West Texas to develop all the way,
up and down,”’ she said.

“Trade is the driving force be-
hind this,” said Eldorado Mayor
John Nikolauk. “For too long West
Texas has been isolated while the
major trade route ran north from
Laredo to Austin and Dallas. This
new route will move some of that
traffic in our direction.”

That sentiment is what prompt-
ed a number of West Texas cities
and counties to sign on as partners
in the Ports-to-Plains Coalition
several years ago. Major funding
and leadership for the group came
from the City of Lubbock as the
coalition set out to comnrvince the
Texas Transportation Commission
that West Texas deserved a larger
slice of the trade pie.

Driver’s failure to dim lights
leads to recovery of stolen car

Juan Antonio Castro Velasqu-
ez, 30, of Mexico remains in the
Schleicher County Jail after a
routine traffic stop Sunday
evening revealed the car he was
driving was reported stolen in
Cleburne.

Schleicher County Deputy Ja-
son Chatham reports that he was
patrolling northbound on US 277,
about three miles south of Eldora-
do, when he met Velasquez, trav-
eling southbound at about 11:30
p.m. Chatham said he pulled Ve-
lasquez over when the man failed
to dim his headlights.

At cursory check of the car, a
freshly painted yellow 1986 Chevy
Monte Carlo, revealed that it had
once been painted maroon...and,
the car was sporting license plates
belonging to a 1991 Chevy Monte
Carlo. Also, Chatham said the
car’s vehicle identification num-

ber on the dash board appeared to
have been tampered with and the
windshield appeared to have been
recently installed with a registration
sticker for a 1980 model Dodge.

Velasquez, too, had identifica-
tion problems. After telling
Chatham that he did not have a
driver’s licefise, Velasquez pro-
duced a State I.D. card. A check
of the card showed that it belonged
to a woman from Corpus Christi.
At that point, Chatham took Ve-
lasquez into custody and charged
him with Unauthorized Use of a
Motor Vehicle.

A subsequent-inquiry revealed
that Velasquez is a citizen of Mexi-
co. However, according to Celburne
police, he has operated a body
shop in that city for about four
years. According to Chief Deputy
George Arispe, an investigation into
Velasquez'’s activities continues,

Border crossings at Laredo
were already backed up and, at
times, Interstate 35 between Lare-
do and Dallas looked more like a
parking lot than a major interstate
highway, as 18-wheelers clogged
the north-south artery. Then, along
came NAFTA, the North Ameri-
can Free Trade Agreement, and
traffic along the I-35 corridor grew
exponentially. That’s when the
Ports-to-Plains Coalition decided
the time was right to ratchet up the
lobbying pressure.

For a time, the effort seemed
more like a feud than a serious lob-
bying effort as West Texas cities
and counties competed with one
another for inclusion on the route.
Neither was the effort harmonious
on the local level as people up and
down the corridor debated the im-
pact a major trade route would
have on their hometowns. The
dreaded word bypass became ta-
boo and was quickly replaced with
the less threatening phrase “relief
route.” Meanwhile, others contem-
plated the strain that increased law
enforcement and emergency ser-
vices personnel would place on
local budgets.

After a feasibility study last
year pared the number of viable
routes, Eldorado’s and Schleicher
County’s hopes continued to rise.
Then, the U.S. Congress included
U.S. 277 on its preferred route ear-
lier in the year. At that point,
Thursday’s vote by the Texas
Transportation Commission
seemed like a foregone conclu-
sion. So much so, in fact, that coa-
lition members threw a pre-vote
party for commission members the
evening before the vote.

“This route is an investment in
our future,” Transportation Com-
mission Chairman John Johnson
said after the vote. “It has a region-
al impact to the state’s infrastruc-
ture and has the potential to serve
as a crucial trade corridor for Tex-
as and the rest of the country.”

However, the route designation
stopped short of making it out of
the Texas panhandle. Instead, it
stopped in Dumas. From there, the
Transportation Departments in
Texas, New Mexico, Oklahoma
and Colorado will work out the
final portion to connect with Den-
ver. That portion of the roadway
must be designated by Sept. 30 or
the Federal Highway Administra-
tion will select a route.

As work progresses, Ports-to-
Plains will connect several exist-
ing roads, develop intersections
and construct a few new portions.
The total cost, at least 10 years
away, is estimated to exceed $1.2
billion.

Amarillo Mayor Trent
Sisemore said he’s excited about
the designation and what it will
mean to the area’s future. “I think
the citizens of this community will
truly realize its importance 20
years from today,” he said. “I think
the designation was exactly where

Murder suspect Gomez delivered to Mexican
authorities on International Bridge at Del Rio

In a scene right out of the Old
West, or perhaps a Cold War spy
thriller, Schleicher County Sher-
iff David Doran, Texas Ranger
Brooks Long and U.S. Border Pa-
trol Anti-Smuggling Unit agents
Mario Ramirez and Art Martinez,

met Mexican Police Commandant
Juan Garibaldi and several Mexi-

can police officers last Friday, at
the center of the International
Bridge between Del Rio and
Ciudad Acuna. There, the men
handed over Juan Manuel Alvara-
do Gomez, 37, to the Mexican au-
thorities. Gomez faces murder
charges in Mexico in connection
with the shooting death of Jesus
Medrano of Ciudad Acuna.

Medrano died in Acuna on Au-
gust 20, 2000 after being shot three
times. He had attended his broth-
er’s wedding and, as the family
was leaving the ceremony, Gomez
allegedly appeared and shot Me-
drano in front of terrified family
members.

After hiding out in Mexico for
a period of time, Gomez reported-
ly fled to Texas and made his way
to Irving, where he managed to
avoid capture for several months.
But, that changed last Friday when
U.S. Border Patrol Anti-Smug-
gling Unit agents, acting on infor-
mation developed by the Schleich-
er County Sheriff’s Department
and Texas Ranger Brooks Long,
apprehended Gomez in a predawn
raid.

At first Gomez refused to con-
firm his identity for the officers.
However, later in the morning,
Gomez appeared in a hearing be-
fore a Federal Magistrate. At that

time, Gomez admitted who he was
and notified the court that he had
chosen not to oppose deportation
to Mexico. By midafternoon, he
was led across the bridge and
handed into the custody of Mexi-
can authorities.

Texas Ranger Brooks Long,
who was present for the exchange,

credits Eldorado residents Isidro
and Martha Medrano with assist-
ing in Gomez’s capture.

Long noted that the murder vic-
tim was the brother of Isidro Me-
drano. He said that Medrano and
his wife refused to let the case die
and kept up the pressure on Mexi-
can police.

But, the Mexican authorities
had no jurisdiction in the United
States and Gomez had not commit-

ted a crime on American soil, ex-
cept for the fact that he was in the
country illegally. And, that proved
to be the key to Gomez’s capture.

After exhausting all their op-
tions with the Mexican police, the
Medranos contacted the Schleich-

er County Sheriff’s Department.
Soon, Texas Ranger Brooks Long

was called into the case and the
wheels of justice began to turn on
the north side of the Rio Grande.

In a telephone interview with
the Success, Ranger Long praised
the Medranos tenacity. “They
weren’t about to let this thing be
forgotten,” Long said.

After following up on several
leads, Long contacted the U.S.
Border Patrol’s Anti-Smuggling

Blues cars: Chevys, Fords, Ca-
dillacs and broken-down trucks.

Legislature did before it: Poring
over maps and census numbers in
an effort to redraw the political
boundaries of the state.

But work has continued in leg-
islative committees on a congres-
sional redistricting plan for the
state, which in gaining population
picked up two new congressional
seats that other states lost because
of population decreases.

When Senate Redistricting

Committee chairman Sen. Jeff

Wentworth of San Antonio re-
leased his committee’s plan on
June 26, it raised its own Texas
dust storm.

The reaction in Travis County is
reflective of the concerns being felt
by politicians statewide, depending
on their party affiliation. Here’s the
bumper sticker: Republicans like the
plan, Democrats don’t.

Austin, of course, is in the 10th
Congressional District. It is a dis-
trict made famous by President
Lyndon B. Johnson, who began his
political career in 1937 as its new-
ly elected Democratic U.S. House
of Representatives member.

Back then, and for years after,
the 10th District was as Democrat-
ic as a yellow dog is not black and
white. These days, however, Tex-
as is a Republican majority state.
The district has continued to be
held by Democrats all these years.

According to the plan revealed
last Tuesday, all of Williamson
County — a heavy Republican
county — would be added to the

10th District. That, say Democrats,
would imperil the incumbency of
Democratic Congressman Lloyd
Doggett of Austin.

The alignment trotted out by
the Senate Redistricting Commit-
tee remains only a proposal, ‘and
it’s still a long way from reality. If
the Legislature’s Senate and
House Redistricting Committees
can agree on a map, Gov. Rick
Perry has indicated he would call
a special session.

If not, and given that the House -

remains in Democratic hands it is
a very big if, a congressional re-
districting plan probably will be
determined in the courts. That’s
also the expected fate of legisla-
tive and State Board of Education
boundaries.

As it stands now, Texas has 30
congressional districts: 17 are oc-
cupied by Democrats and 13 are
controlled by Republicans. Under
Wentworth’s plan, Republicans
would have a population majority
in 17 districts while Democrats
could be expected to have 15
House seats.

It seems they have located a
river of wind, blowing northward
from South Texas, across the sou-
thern part of the Hill Country and
the Edwards Plateau...blowing all
the way from Zapata County to
Eldorado and beyond.

would be wise to start doing the
same.

Some folks are giddy about the
prospect of a 4-lane highway
coming to Eldorado. But others
aren’t so sure. They foresee prob-
lems and aren’t certain that we
have the means to address them

Other communities, however, -
are licking their wounds. They
were left off the Ports-to-Plains
route and would gladly trade their
current problems for the ones we
might face in the future.

I spoke with two local men this
week who have completely oppo-
site opinions about a 4-lane high-
way. The first worries that the
road will require that a bypass be
built around Eldorado. The sec-
ond is just as worried that the
town’s merchants, hungry for dol-
lars the road might bring, will
block construction of a bypass.
They each have legitimate con-
cerns.

As for me, well, I'm not eager
to see a bypass go up around town.
But, neither do I want to see hun-
dreds of trucks passing by the ele-
mentary school every day.

What’s the answer? I don’t
know. I am convinced, however,
that I prefer the problem of deal-
ing with traffic to that of being
stuck in a town that the road
missed by 50 miles. Had that hap-
pened to us, and it very nearly did,
then the occasional tumbleweed,
driven along by that ever-present
wind, would have been the only
traffic left on Main Street.

Phone scam targets churches

As Texas Attorney General
John Cornyn brought charges this

week against phone companies in--

volved in overbilling practices re-
lating to phone scams against His-
panic telephone customers, word
came this week of a new scam tar-
geting churches. And, the scam has
already claimed victims in at least
three churches in Eldorado.

- As part of the scam, a male call-
er places a collect call to a church.
When an unsuspecting pastor or
church secretary answers the call
and agrees to accept the charges,
the caller pretends to be someone
who either recently attended or re-
cently visited the church.

The caller then begins crying
and says that he is in Florida,
where a member of his family has
been killed in an automobile acci-
dent. The caller’s purpose, howev-
er, seems to be to keep the phone

call going as long as possible.

Sheriff David Doran advised
that the phone scam is very simi-
lar to the one targeted at Hispanic
citizens a few months ago.

“When the phone bills come in
the churches will find that the calls
were placed through an obscure
phone company with extremely
high rates,” Doran said.

The sheriff advised anyone
who has experienced such a call
to contact his office at 853-2737.

Attorney General John Cornyn
also has a hotline for reporting
such calls. Consumers should call
1-800-252-8011 to report the prob-
lems, and particularly if they have
received a bill from companies
named ZPDI and/or Southwest In-
telecom. Complaints can also be
filed online, in English and Span-
ish, though the Attorney General’s
homepage at www.oag.state.tx.us.

TASB risk management grant targets school health programs

Schleicher County ISD once
again has received a grant of
$1,000.00 from the Texas Associ-
ation of School Boards’ (TASB)
" Risk Management Fund to help
implement local loss prevention,
safety, of health initiatives. Grants
totaling more than $169,000 were
awarded to 81 fund members
across the state.

“Now in its fourth year, the
grant program helps fund members
address the crucial issue of loss
prevention in the workplace,” said
Edwin Thompson, TASB loss con-
trol manager. “The fund is dedi-
cated to partnering with its mem-
bers to save valuable resources by
eliminating or reducing hazardous
exposures and presenting losses in
all risk management program ar-
eas. We want to do everything we
can to help educate staff, provide
for a healthier workforce, and pre-
vent on-the-job injuries,” he said.

The grants were awarded to 75

school districts, three education
service centers, two education co-
operatives, and one college. Grants
covered personal protective equip-
ment, mechanical lifting devices,
and fall protection equipment.
Many focused on defensive driv-
ing, first-aid/CPR courses, blood
borne pathogen kits, electrical
safety, fire protection, and school
security equipment. Other districts
were awarded funds to develop
wellness programs, schedule
health screenings, create Wellness
Days, develop supervisors’ train-
ing, and produce employee hand-
books.

“Competition has mgmﬁcantly
increased each of the four years the
grant program has been offered,
and this year was certainly no ex-
ception,” Thompson said. “The re-
view and evaluation process re-
quired the entire month of May
and was extremely difficult given
the number of well-justified appli-

it needed to be.”

Sisemore said the northern seg-
ment likely will be more compli-
cated to establish because it will
be worked out with other states.
However, he said he hopes the
route will travel through the larg-
er cities to increase trade opportu-
nities.

The eventual impact on Eldo-
rado and Schleicher County is as
yet unknown. Will the road pass
through Eldorado as it already
passes through Sterling City? Or,
will a bypass/relief route be in the
offing? The fact that U.S. 277 en-
ters the City of Eldorado’s south-
west corner and exits out the north-
east corner means that a bypass
would necessarily be longer than
those around most small towns. If
the road does pass through town,
will additional traffic lights be nec-
essary as truck traffic increases?
Is the proximity of the school to
the road a concern?

These concerns and a thousand
like them will be faced by com-
munities up and down the new
route. Already, discussions are
underway in Lamesa, Big Spring
and San Angelo about how to best
handle the new roadway and re-

ports from Sonora indicate that the -

leaders there are requestmg a by-
pass.

Then, there is the question
about how to pay for the whole
thing. Federal money will be forth-
coming, of course, but that usual-
ly means at least some matching
state funds. Texas Governor Rick
Perry reminded citizens this week
that the Texas Mobility Fund will

be on the ballot this year. If passed,
it would enable the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation to issue
bonds for building roads and fi-
nancing smaller highway projects.
Perry has endorsed the measure as
an important step to speeding up
roadway construction.

Glider pilots land here after try for distance record falls short

Some people come to Eldora-
do hunting a trophy buck. Others
are here seeking underground re-
serves of oil and gas. Jim Neff and
Jim Lamb came to Eldorado last

week hunting thermals, rising col- (

umns of air that are the playground
of hang glider pilots.

Neff and Lamb both came to
Schleicher County by way of Za-
pata, more than 300 miles away.
And, they came non-stop...by hang
glider.

About 7:45 p.m. on Tuesday,
June 26th, several people report-
ed seeing a hang glider pass low
over Eldorado. A short time later,
Robert Parker located Jim Neff
and his rigid wing hang glider, in
a field near the home of Boots and
Alma Corbell. The two men load-
ed Neff’s glider into Parker’s pick-
up for the short ride into town.
Meanwhile, Jim Lamb’s flight
from Zapata ended in a pasture,
several miles east of Eldorado
where he was picked up by Mike
Calcote.

Both men were in quest of the
World Record distance mark set
only a year ago by Davis Straub
of Washington. Straub’s record
flight also began in Zapata and
ended just north of San Angelo.

Neff and Lamb are among hun-
dreds of hang gliding enthusiasts
who flock to Zapata each summer.
They are drawn there by the area’s
unusual wind patterns, features

that were first identified by Gary
Osaba, a world class sail plane pi-
lot from Kansas.

The long hot days of summer
also attract the glider pilots to Za-
pata. Lamb noted that June 21 is
the longest day of the year. He said
that two weeks either side of that
date are the prime season for pi-
lots seeking distance records. The
longer a pilot can remain in the air,
he said, the farther he can fly.

Neff, who hails from Calgary,
Alberta, said that high pressure
over the Gulf of Mexico, coupled
with rising air currents around
Zapata, offer glider pilots the best
opportunity to set distance records.
Neff said the hang gliders are
towed aloft by a ultra-light aircraft
and are released at an altitude of
2,000 feet. From there, the hang

“glider pilots are on their own.

Lamb, a native of Cedar Rap-
ids, Iowa, said that its up to the
hang glider pilot to find thermals,
the illusive updrafts that can carry
a glider several thousand feet into
the sky. On the day the two men
glided into Schleicher County,
they had each managed to find
thermals under rapidly building
thunderheads. Climbing to the
base of the clouds, at about 9,000
feet, the men worked their way
northward, trading altitude for dis-
tance, in search of the next ther-
mal that might carry them aloft.

The gliders the men use are a
far cry from the overgrown kites
that come to mind when the term
hang glider is mentioned. No flim-
sy nylon and fiberglass here. In-
stead, the crafts are built of high-
tech carbon fiber and cost in ex-
cess of $10,000 each. The last

thing a pilot wants while gliding
at 12,000 feet is an equipment fail-
ure. So, the gliders are meticulous-
ly checked and rechecked before
each flight.

The sport of hang gliding, like
all aero-sports are governed by the
Federation Aeronautical Interna-
tionale (FAI) in Paris, France. For
a flight to qualify for a record, the
pilot must first be certified by the
FAI then he must declare that he
is making an open distance flight
or nominate a landmark if the in-
tent is to try for a timed record.

Neff said the distance record
attempts are physically demanding
flights. Hanging in a harness with
legs swept straight back, the pilot
controls the glider by pushing a or
pulling on a control bar. Moving

his body side-to-side will dip the
gliders wings and allow for turn-
ing. But hours upon hours in the
harness requires the pilot to be in
excellent physical condition.

There are the other necessities,
like food, drink and navigational
equipment, all of it carried aloft
by the glider. And, everything is
used while in flight. When asked
about bathroom stops, Neff repeat- :
ed that “everything” is taken care
of while in flight.

When Neff’s flight ended he was
about 50 miles short of Straub’s
world record. Lamb estimates he
was 55 miles short of the mark. But
each had exceeded their personal
best. Neff’s previous best effort had
been 205 miles while Lamb had nev-
er flown more than 146 miles.

By the next morning the pair
were ready to drive back to Zapa-
ta. They said the weather condi-
tions should remain favorable for
the next two or three weeks and
they predicted that, they and other

+hang glider-pilots, will be flying

over Schleicher County in the days
to come. .
As they departed I invited th
pair to stop by the newspaper pf— :
fice if they ever make it back to
Eldorado. Jim Neff just smiled,
pointed to the sky and said, “I do
hope to see this place again, but
from up there.” -

Seeding missions flown
to enhance area rainfall

The West Texas Weather Mod-
ification pilots and staff have been
lending nature a helping hand in
recent days, seeding clouds were
available in the program’s opera-
tion area.

On the evening of June 23rd,
a thunderstorm in Schleicher, Sut-
ton and Crockett County was tar-
geted. As the cloud system moved
through the area, a seeding mission
was flown to enhance rainfall. Re-
ported rainfall was from .15” to
9T

Other missions were flown on
June 29 & 30 and July 1 & 2. On
July 1st, the area received signifi-
cant rainfall with many parts of
Schleicher County reporting 2
inches.

All seeding missions are re-
corded by telemetry equipment
that enables the flight path to be
tracked and the areas where flares
are used to be mapped. Flight paths
and other information are available

on the web at http://www.wcc.net/
~wtwma/.

The project manager and head
meteorologist, Jim Boyd, uses a C-
71 Radar and a weather modifica-
tion program (TITAN) to scan the
area for likely storm systems. Once
a cloud system is detected, pilots
are notified and planes are read-
ied. If more than one system de-
velops at any one time or the sys-
tem is extremely large, up to four
planes can be deployed at once.
The main goal and direction of the
weather modification project is to
enhance rainfall for the area.

The Plateau Underground Wa-
ter Conservation & Supply Dis-
trict is a member of the West Tex-
as Weather Modification Associ-
ation. The weather modification
project has a target area which in-
cludes Schleicher, Sutton, Crock-
ett, Irion, Reagan, Glasscock,
Sterling and a portion of Tom
Green.

Schleicher County Sheriff Dav-
id Doran announced this weed that
his department will be offering free
gun lock Kkits to the public. Doran
said that 200 of the kits have been
made available to his department

R through Project Childsafe. He says

the locks are available on a first
come, first serve basis, as long a
the supply lasts.

Project ChildSafe is funded
through a grant from Texas Gov-
ernor’s Office, Criminal Justice
Division. The project plans to dis-

tribute 750,000 gunlock safety kits
to law enforcement agencies
throughout the state during the
next 12 months. In cooperation

County Sheriff’s Department will
distribute, free of charge, guns
safety kits and 200 cable-style gun-
lock devices to community mem-
bers who request them. The lock,
which works like a bicycle cable-
