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Redistricting Board shifts Schleicher
County into West Texas districts

B llego to represent us in legislature

Schleicher County voters will
have new representatives in the
State Legislature, under a plan
adopted by the Legislative Redis-
tricting Board last week. The board
took over redistricting chores af-
ter the State House and State Sen-
ate failed to approve a compromise
plan. Schleicher County was
moved from State Senate District
25 to District 28 and from State
Representative District 73 to Dis-
trict 74. In both, Schleicher Coun-
ty was moved from districts with
strong ties to Central Texas and the
Hill Country, and into decidedly
West Texas districts.

State Senator Robert Duncan,
R-Lubbock, will represent Schle-
icher County in the State Senate
while State Rep. Pete Gallego, D-
Alpine, will be Schleicher Coun-
ty’s representative in the State
House. Both men have experience
in representing far flung West Tex-
as districts. Last week, their dis-
trict’s became even more far flung.

Duncan’s former district com-
prised 36 counties, including a fish
hook shaped arm that reached into
the outskirts of El Paso. His new
district is more compact, but takes

in 46 counties. Senate District 28
stretches from Carson, Gray and
Wheeler counties in the Panhan-
dle, southward to Schleicher Coun-
ty, the southernmost point in the
district.

Representative Gallego’s dis-
trict also spreads ‘across more
counties since redistricting. For-
merly, House District 74 took in
only ten counties, now it takes in
twenty. The district stretches from
Hudspeth County in far West Tex-
as, eastward to Schleicher Coun-
ty, the easternmost county in the
district.

The reshuffle was prompted by
the 2000 Census and Texas phe-
nomenal population growth during
the 1990s. Unfortunately for West
Texans, the lion’s share of that
growth took place on the other side
of Interstate 35:-Fhat forced a shift
in representation and will deprive
West Texas of some of its voting
strength in the next session of the
Legislature. To underscore the
shift, Representative Pete Gal-
lego’s district will take in 20 West
Texas counties while Harris Coun-
ty alone (Houston) will be contain
25 house districts.

The redistricting plan redrew
more than boundary lines, howev-
er. The plan, which

heavily favors Repub-
licans, all but assures the \C.
GOP of control of the Leg-
islature in the next session.
That’s because the Legislative
Redistricting Board was comprised
of mostly of Republicans. House
Speaker Pete Laney was the
board’s lone Democrat. He served
with four Republicans: Attorney
General John Cornyn, Land Com-
missioner David Dewhurst, Comp-
troller Carole Keeton Rylander and
acting Lt. Gov. Bill Ratliff.

The LRB took over redistrict-
ing duties after the House and Sen-
ate failed to reach a compromise
on the issue. The Democrat con-
trolled House and the Republican
controlled Senate were unable to
reconcile their competing plans.

Once the LRB took charge, At-
torney General John Cornyn sub-
stituted his own plan for the one
offered by his fellow Republicans
in the Senate. With very few mod-
ifications, it was Cornyn’s plan that
was adopted.

Copperas Cove woman injured in rollover

Michell R. Tippens, 23, of
Copperas Cove was taken by am-
bulance to Schleicher County
Medical Center early Sunday
morning after her 1988 Audi over-
turned about two miles east of El-
dorado on U.S. 190.

Tippens was later transported
by AirMed-1 helicopter to Shannon
Medical Center in San Angelo
where she was treated in the Inten-
sive Care ward for a head injury.

Tippens had crawled from her
car and onto the roadway‘where a
passing motorist found her and
called for help. She was semicon-
scious when emergency personnel

arrived and was calling for her
baby. Emergency personnel anx-
iously scoured the area looking for
an infant that might have been
thrown from the vehicle. Sheriff’s
Department and Fire Department
personnel were assisted in the
search by several passersby. Baby
items found in the car reinforced
the suspicion that an infant had
been in the auto.

A cell phone found in the wreck
contained several phone numbers
in “memory” and Deputy David
Olivan used the phone to contact
Tippens’ father and grandmother.
From them he learned that Tippen’s

children were safely at home with
relatives. With that good news, the
search was called off.

Olivan, who investigated the
accident, said that Tippens was
traveling from Arizona to Ft.
Hood. She reportedly lost control
of her car when she ran onto the
unpaved section of roadway where
highway repairs are being made.
The car left the roadway and over-
turned.

Tippens was reportedly picked
up by U.S. Army helicopter from
Shannon Medical Center on Tues-
day and taken to the hospital at Ft.
Hood.

For his part, Cornyn called
Laney’s plan an “incumbent pro-
tection plan” and noted that-ii
would have most likely preserved
the speakership for Laney while
ignoring the fact that voting trends
have changed in Texas.

SCISD to receive $143,000
from Crockett Co. Schools

Schleicher County [.S.D. will

receive approximately $143,000

from Crockett County Consolidat-
ed 1.S.D. to spend on technology,
under a program that allows rich-
er school districts to purchase
“weighted average daily atten-
dance” from poorer schools. The
complicated formula, which is an
offshoot of the state’s “Robin
Hood” school finance plan, seeks
to level the playing field between
rich and poor school districts. Un-
der the program, richer school dis-
trict’s like Crockett, can select
which school districts get the mon-
ey. Otherwise, the Texas Education
Agency would take the money and
assign it where it liked.

News of the development came
at Monday night’s meeting of the
SCISD board of trustees. Superin-
tendent George Blanch informed
the board of the decision made by
CCISD. Present for the meeting
were trustees Jo Helen Kotsch,
Steve Sessom, Phil McCormick,
Eddie Albin and Kurtis Homer.
Absent were Berta Nicholson and
Sam Whitten, Jr.

In a phone interview on Tues-
day, CCISD Superintendent Larry
Taylor said that his district current-
ly has a $1.224 billion tax base.
That easily qualifies the district as
a Chapter 41 school. Taylor noted
that his board of trustees chose to
send their excess revenue to a co-
operative of Chapter 42 schools,
including SCISD, Brady, Rochelle,
Nueces Canyon and Paint Rock.
“For me what we are doing is a
win, win situation,” Taylor said.
“We win because we can collect
back the cost of appraisal and col-

lection of taxes in this process, pro-
vide money for school districts we
choose and help the service center
stay competitive. And the money
stays among neighbors.”

SCISD trustees officially voted
to accept the funds Monday night.
Taylor said CCISD trustees will
vote to approve the deal on August
20. The only stipulation is that the
money be used strictly for technol-
ogy. ESC XV will be charged with
distributing the funds.

In other business, SCISD trust-
ees met Monday night with Ray
Ballew, Chief Appraiser of Schle-
icher County Appraisal District.
Ballew told the trustees that the
total appraised value of property
within the school district is
$370,461,580. The total assessed
value is $198,087,300 and the net
taxable value is $183,644,564.
Also, Ballew passed out two charts
showing the decline of oil and gas
production since 1993. He noted
that gas production has declined by
approximately 30 ‘percent in that
time while oil production has
dropped by 12 percent.

After voting to certify the ap-
praisal roll, the board voted to ac-
cept multiple food service bids for
the 2001-2002 school year from
several food vendors. The school
accepted multiple bids from all
vendors and through regular price
checking with suppliers will pur-
chase products needed at the us-
ing the criteria of low price, prod-
uct quality, product availability and
service and delivery. Milk suppli-
ers that supplied bids were Borden °
Dairies and Bell Dairy Products.
Bread suppliers were Mrs. Baird’s

Senator Dun-
can is planning to close his district
offices in El Paso and Odessa
while at the same time making
plans to open one in San Angelo.

Crime rate down statewide, real numbers up

AUSTIN - The state’s crime
rate dropped last year, but data
‘compiled by the Texas Department
of Public Safety shows the num-
ber of reported crimes actually in-
creased.

In real numbers, 1,032,670 se-
rious crimes were reported in the
state last year, compared with
1,009,953 in 1999. That amounts
to 22,717 more major crimes, a 2.3
percent increase.

The crime rate, on the other
hand, was down 1.6 percent. But
crime rate is only the ratio of re-
ported crimes per 100,000 popu-
lation. An increase in population

can make the crime rate go down,
even if number of crimes increas-
es.

That’s what happened in 2000,
with the incidence of murder, rape,
robbery and aggravated assault all
up from the year before. In the
property crime category, which
includes burglary, theft, and mo-
tor vehicle theft, only burglary was
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Dorothy Faye's Table Top Creations

You hardly notice when you
pass from Winnie into Stowell.
Both are cities in Chambers coun-
ty in southeast Texas. A new land-
mark has been built in Stowell. It’s
a restaurant called Skip’s Outra-
geous Bar & Grill.

"We were looking around, try-
ing to figure out what type of busi-
ness was needed here,” says Dor-
othy Faye Hamilton, who runs the
restaurant with her son Skip. “We
figured everybody eats out, so here
we are.”

They had no background what-
soever in the food business. Dor-
othy Faye had owned about ten
businesses before, but none of
them had anything to do with food.
“I thought Skip would enjoy visit-
ing with customers. He’s a people
person.”

The place resembles a Colo-
rado Ski chalet. “The interior walls
are from a hundred year old barn
on our ranch that Skip tore down.
The bar, the booths, the table tops

were all built from that barn
wood.”

The table tops. Now there’s a
topic of conversation. They’re
what really make the place unique.
They contain memorabilia from
families in the area. The items
range from a football ticket for a
Rice Institute football game in the
fifties to a baby’s ankle bracelet.
There are newspaper stories, pho-
tographs, key chains, things mailed
from the San Jacinto monument in
1936 and little doo-dads you usu-
ally find stuck in drawers some-
where. “It’s accumulated stuff,”
says Dorothy Faye.

Her family had pictures, her
husband’s family had pictures.
“We had all kinds of neat little
items, but nobody saw them. They
were in boxes stuck in closets. We

decided to drag all this stuff out
and let people enjoy it.”

People brought in things when
they found out what she was do-
ing. “I went to the high school an-
nual staff in Winnie and bought
some pictures. Some of the news-
papers gave me pictures. I collect-
ed these items over a three year
period. We figured if we were go-
ing to name the restaurant outra-
geous, we needed to do something
outrageous. The building is outra-
geous for Stowell, Texas. And in-
stead of writing checks for things
to hang on the walls, we decided
to do local things on our table tops.
It’s a collage of life in the area dur-
ing the 20th century.”

Making the table tops was te-
dious. First the items had to be ar-
ranged and glued down, then epoxy
was poured over them. “It’s a real
nasty process you go through,” says
Dorothy Faye. “I made about four-
teen pours on each table and they
have to be done twenty-four hours
apart. The epoxy has to set up with
each pour and you have to pour it
real thin. It’s a very slow process.”

Building the table tops was as
bigajob as bujlding the restaurant.
“I had never done anything like
this. I just bought the stuff, read
the directions and said OK, here
we go. I bought it at Home Depot.
It’s called Bills 50. And we went
through tons of it for our twenty
tables and the bar, which seats
twenty-seven.”

She says it’s a really neat mar-
keting tool because people come
in and sit at one table and they have
to come back to sit at another ta-
ble to see who’s picture or write-
up is on that table. The table tops
have some information about just
about everybody in Stowell and
Winnie. :

down and that was by less than 1
percent.

In the violent crime category,
murder was up 1.5 percent, from
1,218 homicides in 1999 to 1,236
in 2000. But murder is unpredict-
able and erratic.

The number of homicides re-
ported in Abilene, for example,
dropped from 12 in 1999 to only
one in 2000. But in Plano, the re-
verse happened: No homicides
were reported in that city in 1999
though five people were slain there
last year.

Hate crime also increased in
Texas, with 305 offenses reported
last year compared with 286 the
year before. Assaults and vandal-
ism were the most common types
of haic crimes, with only two ho-
micides listed as hate crimes.

One bit of good news: Family
violence did decrease slightly in
2000. The year saw 175,282 in-
stances of family violence report-
ed, compared with 177,176 cases
in 1999.

Another piece of good news
was an increase in the number of
arrests for driving while intoxicat-
ed.

Texas police officers jailed
97,019 drunk drivers last year com-
pared with 92,895 arrests the year
before. That is a 4.4 percent in-
crease.

Redistricting update

The Legislative Redistricting
Board has released its vision of the
state’s new political map, but its

action is only another rest stop on'

the road to court.

By its July 23 vote, the redis-
tricting board placed 37 House
members (28 Democrats and nine
Republicans) in districts with more
than one incumbent. The realign-
ment of Senate districts creates one
incumbent face-off.

With so many political careers
at stake, it is a foregone conclu-
sion that the judicial branch, not
the legislative, will draw the final
redistricting plan.

One thought: While many be-
lieve Texas should have a term lim-
it law, in effect it already does: It’s
called redistricting.

Exports up

The dollar value of Texas ex-
ports has grown even faster than
the nation’s, according to Texas

. Department of Economic Develop-

ment statistics.

Exports increased 23.5 percent
in 2000 compared with a U.S.
growth of 12.6 percent, the agen-
cy reported.

The value of Texas exports last
year was $122.4 billion. The in-
crease seen from 1999 to 2000 was
the largest since TDED began
compiling export stats in 1987.

Texas’ biggest market was
Mexico, which imported $52 bil-
lion worth of goods from this state.

TxDOT head retiring

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Fort Hood man blames
tardiness on mystery gunman

Terry Simien, 19, of Fort Hood,
told Sheriff’s Deputy David Oli-
van Monday evening that an uni-
dentified gunman had forced him
at gunpoint to surrender his auto-
mobile in Crockett County. Simien
said he had caught a ride into El-
dorado where he called for help
from a pay phone at Shot’s conve-
nience store.

The story quickly unraveled,
however, when Simien’s car was
found wrecked about 30 miles
west of Eldorado on U.S. 290.
After questioning by Texas Rang-
er Brooks Long, Simien reported-
ly told officers that he had fabri-
cated the story in hopes of avoid-
ing an AWOL charge.

Simien called the Schleicher
County Sheriff’s office from the
pay phone at Shot’s convenience
store at 7:29 p.m. Monday, saying
that an unidentified man had sto-
len his car. When Deputy Olivan
arrived at the scene, Simien’s sto-
ry became more elaborate.

Simien told Olivan that he had
stopped his car to read a map
somewhere west of Eldorado when
a tall white man with a shaggy

Texans get a break from state

and local sales taxes on purchases
of most clothing and footwear on
August 3, 4, and 5, 2001. '
_ The three-day sales tax holiday,
Texas’ third, begins at 12:01 a.m.,
Friday, August 3, and ends at mid-
night on Sunday, August 5. Dur-
ing this period, retailers will not
be required to collect sales taxes
on most clothes and shoes (includ-
ing boots) that sell for less than
$100.

Every city and local taxing ju-
risdiction will participate in the
sales tax holiday, so the tax break
will apply to both state and local

Texas tax law limits the exemp-
tion. Tax is still due on sales of ath-
letic and protective clothing and
footwear that are not normally
worn except for their intended use.
For example, since basketball
shoes are worn for many activities
other than basketball, they may be
sold tax-free during the tax holi-
day. On the other hand, spiked golf
shoes are rarely worn except when

playing golf and thus will not re-

ceive a tax exemption.

Additionally, tax is still due on
sales of accessories, jewelry, hand-
bags, luggage, umbrellas, wallets,
watches, and similar items.

The tax holiday does not extend
to clothing and shoe rentals, which
continue to be subject to state and
docal sales or use tax.

Cormick agreed that it has been an
ongoing problem, but that in the
past control has been left with the
high school Ag teacher and the
County Agent. At that point, the
group went into a called executive
session for the purpose of discuss-
ing the trade of real property.
After approximately 40 min-
utes behind closed doors, the board
emerged into open session and
voted to exchange the school Ag
Buildng for the County Baseball
field. They declined, however, to
accept the county’s offer of Cen-
tennial Park as part of the trade.
With the conclusion of all busi-
ness items on the agenda, the board
entered into a budget workshop.

City council meets again with
rural gas pipeline customers

The Eldorado City Council met
Monday night with several cus-
tomers along a rural natural gas
pipeline serviced by the city. The
meeting was called specifically for
the purpose of ironing out details
of a service contract between the
city and the customers. On hand
for the meeting were Bill Mc-
Cutcheon, Isabella McCutcheon,
John E. Meador, Gene and Vernell
McCalla, Sam Henderson, Jr. and
Joe Charles Christian. They met
with council members Tommy
Minor, Toni Sudduth, Dora Bos-
mans, Richard Mendez and May-
or John Nikolauk, who called the
meeting to order at 6:03 p.m.

The two sides discussed a draft
contract and suggested changes to
the document. One item, a clause
that would allow the city to aban-
don service to the line if such ser-
vice became economically unfea-
sible drew questions from the cus-
tomers. It was suggested and the
council agreed that the clause
could be rewritten to describe spe-
cific conditions, such as excessive
line loss, under which the city
could abandon the line. The cus-
tomers asked that they be given the
opportunity to repair the line if
such circumstances ever arose.

A second item related to the
placement of additional meters on
one extension of the line that serves
two parties. Following discussion,
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it was agreed that City Administra-
tor Randy Mankin and several rep-
resentatives of the pipeline group
would meet with City Attorney
James Kosub later in the week to
work out details of the contract.

A second item on the agenda
was to discuss the difficulty the
city is having filling vacant posi-
tions in its public works depart-
ment. Mankin reported having no
luck in finding qualified personnel
to fill three vacancies. He further
noted that, with the pending depar-
ture of another employee, a fourth
position would open on Friday of
this week. Mankin told the coun-
cil that higher salaries and being
offered in oil and gas related in-
dustries is the root of the problem.
Mankin asked the council to con-
sider offering a pay raise in hopes
of keeping the city’s current em-
ployees. Following discussion, the
council voted unanimously in fa-
vor of a $1.00 per hour pay in-
crease to all city employees. The
pay raise takes effect immediately

Next, City Secretary Carolyn

Mayo advised the council about
her efforts in preparing the city’s
new budget for fiscal year 2002.
She told the council that she did
not expect significant changes in
most items except as related to

personnel and employee health in-

surance benefits. She stated that a
more clear projection would be
available at next week’s regular
council meeting.

Mankin updated the council on

work at the city landfill. He noted
that there had been a significant in-
crease in volume at the landfill
since Duncan Disposal began haul-
ing garbage from Junction and Me-
nard. This increase contributes sig-
nificantly to the city’s revenue but
also increases the need for addi-
tional labor, Mankin said.
Mankin reported that those por-
tions of fence along the side of the
new Recycling Center building, as
required in the contract for pur-
chase of the land from the Presby-
terian Church, have been complet-
ed. He noted that overall construc-
tion and paving at the facility
should be completed this week.
There being no further business
the meeting adjourned at 7:40 p.m.
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S.C.1.S.D. announces policy for providing free and reduced meals for children

Schleicher County 1.S.D. today
announced its policy for providing
free and reduced meals for chil-
dren served under the national
School Lunch and School break-
fast programs. Each school and/or
the central office have a copy of
the policy, which may be reviewed
by any interested party.

The household size and income
criteria identified below will be
used to determine eligibility for
free and reduced-price benefits.
Children from households whose
income is at or below the levels
shown are eligible for free or re-
duced-price meals. Foster children
who are the legal responsibility of
a welfare agency or court may also

be eligible for benefits regardless
of the income of the household
with whom they reside. Eligibili-
ty for the foster child is based on
the child’s income.

Application forms are being dis-
tributed to all households with a let-
ter informing households of the
availability of free and reduced-
price meals for their children. Ap-
plications also are available at the
principal’s office in each school. To
apply for free and reduced-price

meals, households must fill out the

application and return it to the
school. Application may be submit-
ted anytime during the school year.
The information households pro-
vide on the application will be used

for the purpose of determining eli-
gibility and verification of data. The
school officials may verify appli-
cations at any time during the
school year.

For school officials to deter-
mine eligibility for free and re-
duced-price benefits, households
receiving food stamps or TANF
only have to list their child’s name
and food stamp or TANF case
number. An adult household mem-
ber must sign the application.
Households that do not list a
food stamp or TANF case number
must list the names of all house-
hold members, the amount and
source of the income received by
each household member and the

social security number of the adult
household member who signs the
application. If the adult who signs
the application does not have a so-
cial security number the household
member must indicate that a so-
cial security number is not avail-
able by writing the word “NONE”.
An adult household member must
sign the application.

Under the provisions of the free
and reduced-price meal policy,
The Food service Director will re-
view applications and determine
eligibility. Parents or guardians
dissatisfied with the ruling of the
official may wish to discuss the
decision with the reviewing offi-
cial on an informal basis. Parents

wishing to make a formal appeal
for a hearing on the decision may
make a request either orally or in
writing to George Blanch, P.O.
Box W, Eldorado, Texas 76936 or
Phone 915-853-2514.
Households that list a food
stamp or TANF case number must
report when the household no
longer receives these benefits.
Other households approved for
benefits based on income of infor-
mation must report increases in
household income of over $50 per
month or $600 per year and de-
crease in household size. Also, if
a household member becomes un-
employed or if the household size
increases, the household should

contact the school. Such changes
may make the children of the
household eligible for benefits in
household’s income falls at or be-
low the level shown above.

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Encounter with a rabid coyote left indelible marks

Editor’s note: This column, about
former Eldorado residents Bill
Rountree and W.G. Godwin first
appeared in the Stephenville Em-
pire-Tribune and is reprinted here
with permission of the newspaper
and the author

The following story was told to
me by Bill Rountree and happened
in July of 1957. The reason for re-
peating it in this space is that ra-
bies is always a thing to be con-
sidered when dealing with an ani-
mal that behaves ‘’out of charac-
ter.”

“Scared! I have never been so
scared before or since. A rabid coy-
ote entered our living quarters.

This
was a big mistake on my part be-
cause Godwin and Johnson both
snored so loud
that I couldn’t
sleep. = 1 = lay
awake on my cot
and watched the
coyotes play in
the courtyard.

“We fished
all the next day
but with little
success so we
set out trot-lines
and made big
plans for the
great fish we
would catch the
following day
and so it was time to prepare sup-
per. After supper we ran and bait-
ed the trotlines came back to camp
and made preparations for the
night’s rest. I decided to move my
bed inside and

He was®
growling louder now and the hair
along his back was standing
straight up. I thought he was go-
ing to get in the cot with me.

“Godwin and I began yelling

and the coyote left for the second
time. Then Godwin got up in his
shorts and barefooted and went to
the door to see if the animal was
gone. The coyote meet him in the
doorway so Godwin kicked at him

with his bare foot and the coyote §

sunk his teeth into my friend’s leg.
In the meantime Johnson had woke
up and he grabbed an old steel fish-
ing rod and hit the coyote, break-
ing his back.

“Needless to say, we cut off his
head, broke camp, left trotlines in
the river and headed for Alpine
some 90 miles away. It was about
12:00 a.m. when we left.”

“The doctor in Alpine gave
Godwin the first of 23 shots in the
stomach for rabies. The head was
mailed to Austin and in a few days
the report came back that the coy-
ote was in an advanced stage of
rabies.

Goldwin’s treatment was com-
pleted successfully leaving him
with only a painful stomach, the
skin of which itched mightily for
weeks. He was always a little shy
about camping out in the wild af-
ter that, and took on a real unfa-
vorable attitude toward coyotes,
especially those that come calling
in the middle of the night.

“Do Not Call” list will help
disconnect telemarketers

Although most unsolicited
telemarketing calls are simply an-
noying invasions of privacy, oth-
ers may have more serious conse-
quences. Unscrupulous telemar-
keters annually bilk an estimated
$40 billion from consumers, many
of whom are senior citizens.
Because 78 percent of telemar-

keting fraud targets people who

are 55 years of age and older, the
American Association of Retired
Persons and the Silver-haired

Legislature made a no-call bill a
legislative priority. Thousands of

Senate District 25 constituents

also indicated that they wanted the
Texas Legislature to disconnect

telemarketers.

During the recent legislative
session, we passed the Texas
Telemarketing Disclosure and Pri-

vacy Act, which establishes a “Do

Not Call” list for Texas. The act,
which becomes effective January
1, 2002, also prohibits telemarket-
ers from blocking their numbers
or interfering with caller ID.

The Public Utility Commis-

sion (PUC) is adopting no-call-list
guidelines. They will include a
toll-free number, mailing address

and Internet web site which con-
sumers may contact for informa-
tion about the list and where to
send a $3 fee.

A listing will be good for three
years and may be renewed for $3.
Telemarketers may not contact
people on the list beginning 60
days after their numbers are pub-
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lished.

Anyone who engages in
telemarketing in Texas must ob-
tain a copy of the do-not-call list
and honor customers’ requests not
to be called. Violators could be
fined up to $1,000 per violation
and have their licenses suspend-
ed or revoked for repeated viola-
tions.

A subsequent violation could
be cause for a civil action if the
consumer had notified the appro-
priate agency of the violation and
the agency failed to act. The court
could award damages up to $500
per violation.

Provisions of House Bill 472,
which created the privacy act,
also require fax transmissions to
follow federal standards, which
include a cover sheet stating the
solicitor’s name, address and
toll-free number. The telephone
must be answered during busi-

.ness hours by someone capable

of responding to inquiries or by
an automatic device capable of
deleting a specified telephone
number.

If requested, customers’ num-
bers must be deleted from a fax
list within 24 hours. Customers
could bring a private suit for the
actual monetary loss or $500 for
each violation.

HB 472 protects both legiti-
mate businesses and consumers
who have been harassed and de-
frauded by unscrupulous telemar-
keters. The bill makes exceptions
for calls regarding securities, to
collect a debt, in answer to solic-
itations or advertisements or in
connection with a business rela-
tionship.

Until the bill becomes effec-
tive, Texans must ask telemarket-
ers not to call again. HB 472 puts
the burden of stopping calls on
telemarketers.

Even after the bill becomes
effective, consumers should ex-
ercise a healthy dose of skepti-
cism when the telephone rings
and someone at the other end
asks for a charitable contribution.
If you have any doubt about the
caller’s legitimacy, please get the
charity or company name, ad-
dress and phone number, and call
the Office of the Attorney Gen-
eral toll-free at (800) 252-8011
or the PUC toll-free at (888) 782-
