The Schleicher County Wellness Founda-
tion received good news last week when its
board members were informed of a large
grant from the San Angelo Health Founda-
tion. A challenge grant of $250,000 was
awarded to the local foundation late last
week. : ;

The Wellness Foundation, a non-profit
corporation, has been working for several
years to raise funds and construct an exer-
cise, health education and aerobic room in
Eldorado. Included in the plans submitted
to the San Angelo group was an area for
physical therapy.

“It was great news,” said Eddie Albin,
chairman of the Wellness Foundation. Our
board members “have labored so diligently
over the past two years to bring this oppor-
tunity to our community”

The Wellness Foundation listed
Schleicher County, the hospital district
and school district, as well as the City of
Eldorado as major contributors in the grant
application. Additionally, generous dona-
tions from the Eldorado Game Association,
Creek Swabbing, Preferred Management, |
Niblett’s Oilfield Services, and Steve and
Ilse Williams helped push local contribu-
tions for the grant.

One of the larger contributions came
from Randy Mitchel’s and Joella Parker’s
collaboration with American Heart Associa-
tion’s “Jump Rope for Hearts” which raised
over $12,000. The donations from the fund
drive last year, commitments and in-kind
contributions total some’ $157,000, which
added to the grant, comes to over $400,000,
a hefty sum from such a small community.

“There are not enough words that thank
all of those who donated so much and made
such large commitments early on” said Dr.
Jim Brame, executive director, “but we still
have a way to go to reach the goal of $518,000
for completion of the building and installing
state of art the exercise equipment.”

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Brilliant speech
won’t end
Obama debate

Barack Obama was two-for-three recently in
Philadelphia: He hit two home runs, then struck out.

What he said about race relations in general was
practically unprecedented in American public life,
free of the ideological baggage and ethnic one-up
manship that characterizes race talk in the United
States.

Sounding like an

ing before a backdrop
of American flags
in a building across
from Independence
Hall, he lauded the
v Founding Fathers
who “launched America’s improbable experiment
in democracy.” Yet he minced no words in saying
the Constitution they wrote “was stained by this
nation’s original sin of slavery.”

He did not shy away, either, from saying that
black anger about discrimination “keeps us from
squarely facing our own complicity in our condi-
tion.” Nor was he afraid to sound like a conservative
when he insisted “the African-American commu-
nity” must take responsibility for our own lives --
by demanding more from our fathers, and spending
more time with our children ... they must always
believe that they can write their own destiny.”

Obama also was successful in explaining what
was so deeply objectionable about Rev. Jeremiah
Wright’s 9/11 conspiracy theories, about his ap-
parent belief that a murderous U.S. government
sells drugs to poor blacks, about his call for God
to “damn America”:

“The profound mistake of Reverend Wright’s
sermons is not that he spoke about racism in our
society. It’s that he spoke as if our society was static;
as if no progress has been made; as if this country

-- a country that has made it possible for one of his

own members to run for the highest office in the
land and build a coalition of white and black, Latino
and Asian, rich and poor, young and old -- is still
irrevocably bound to a tragic past. But what we
know -- what we have seen -- is that America can
change. That is the true genius of this nation.”

Wright’s comments, Obama said, were “wrong and
divisive.” After the scandal broke, he used the phrases

“categorically denounce” and “reject outright.”

Strong stuff. Yet in that Philadelphia speech
Obama also said of the now-retired pastor: “I can
no more disown him than I can disown the black
community. I can no more disown him than I can
my white grandmother.”

Those arguments are so weak as to be unwor-
thy of the nuanced and obviously paradox-capable
mind that Barack Obama clearly owns.

Unlike his grandmother -- Obama actively
sought out, then knowingly accepted Jeremiah
Wright as a powerful presence in his life for 20
years. The grandmother came with the family.

One reason Obama won’t “disown” Wright is
that it can’t be done, at least not in a way that allows
Obama to keep credibility. If he did not “disown”
the pastor for 20 years, what reason other than
political expediency could there possibly be for
doing it now?

Two out of three is not bad. But the game is not
over. And up to bat next is Hillary Clinton.

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Some Highlights of T&P Railway History

When tracks were being laid for
the Texas and Pacific Railway in
1881, it was not uncommon to have
trains stopped by buffalo. One of
the early engineers had a unique
experience with a bull buffalo west
of Swectwater. The big animal
deliberately planted himself on
the track and asserted his priority
rights. His eyes gleamed with rage
at the intrusion of his domain. The
buffalo was lowering his head for
the charge when the engineer, fear-
ing damage to the engine, opened
the steam valves and scared the
fight out of the beast. Impressed
by the power of his antagonist, he
sauntered off the tracks.

That incident is recorded in
the history of the T & P Railroad.
In the spring of 1880 under the
leadership of General Granville M.
Dodge, the steel rails started west-
ward from Fort Worth. General
Dodge laid down the following
rules: “The survey party should be
in the charge of an engineer who
can grasp the situation. We must
have in mind the commercial as
well as the engineering qualities of
the line. We want a road through
Texas which the country, when

settled, is capable of supporting by
its local trade. The party, therefore,
will note carefully the quality and
capacity of the agricultural, graz-
ing and mineral resources of each
township and county. The party
taking the field must be armed and
the chief must be a man of energy
and one who will not run at the
sight of an Indian.”

When the tracklayers got to
Baird in December of 1880, they
stopped for a breather. The rail-
road built a large two-story hotel
and named it the Immigrants’
Home. Immigrants could stay
there while searching for the land
they intended to settle.

The railroad advertised the low
price of land and other advantages
of the West. Ambitious young men,
anxious for opportunity and riches,
jammed every train. The railroad
issued thousands of copies of a 42-

page “homeseekers” guide, which

brought tens of thousands to the

unsettled country.

The railroad reached Abilene,
named for a town in Kansas, in
January of 1881. Before the town
lot sale in March, more than three
hundred people were living in
tents. The first four lots sold for
$355.00 each. By the end of the
sale, 178 lots had been bought.

Early in 1880 a survey team
located a crossing of the Colorado
River near present day Colorado
City. In anticipation of the coming
of the railroad, merchants and trad-
ers opened their businesses. By the
time the first train arrived in the new
settlement on April 16, 1881, there
were more than 300 inhabitants and
a newspaper. Lots sold as high as
$6,000 cash. During the next four
years, Colorado City rivaled Dodge
City and Abilene, Kansas as a cattle
town. It acquired the title “The
Cattleman’s Capital.” ‘

As many as six miles of track
were laid in a single day. The
railroad joined with the Southern
Pacific near Sierra Blanca, estab-
lishing the first transcontinental
route through Texas.

Forty-seven percent of the total
number of children enrolled in public
school in Texas are Hispanic, Berlanga
pointed out.

Most eighth graders pass reading

Ninety-two percent of Texas’ eighth-
grade students passed the reading
portion of the Texas Assessment of
Knowledge and Skills test, the Texas
Education Agency reported.

This is the first year that students
must pass the eighth-grade reading test
in order to be promoted, the agency
said.

Eighth graders will take the math
portion of TAKS on April 8. ®

Reminder to file in order to receive refund

Dear Editor,

I would like to remind
Schleicher County citizens who do
not qualify to fill out a tax return
for the 2007 tax year should file a
2007 return anyway to receive a
refund from Internal Revenue Ser-
vice due to the Economic Stimulus
Act of 2008.

For individuals who normally
do not have to file a tax return,
the new law provides for payments
to individuals who have a total of
$3,000 or more in earned income,
Social Security benefits, and/or
certain veteran’s payments. Those
individuals should file a tax return
for 2007 to receive a payment
in 2008. These individuals may
qualify to receive as much as $600
(81,200 if married filing jointly.)

To qualify for the payment,
an individual, spouse, and any
qualifying child must have a valid
Social Security number. In addi-
tion, individuals cannot receive

ATTENTION PROPERTY OWNERS
Property owners have certain rights that may
reduce their property tax burden.

P

HOMEOWNERS

Persons who own their residence on January 1, 2008, may claim their home as a
residential homestead. The filing of this document is only necessary if the homeowner
has changed homesteads since January 1, 2007, or has become eligible for additional
exemptions since last year. Homeowners may also defer the portion of the tax on their
residence homestead if the value of the home was raised more than 5% above the pre-
vious year. Although the tax collection is deferred, interest continues to run on the
unpaid portion of tax at a rate of 8% per annum and the deferred tax remains a lien on
the property. To apply for the deferral, the owner should contact the appraisal district
which appraised the property in question and complete an application.

DISABLED PERSONS

Persons who are disabled under Social Security law are entitled to additional exemp-
tions on their residential homestead. Disabled applicants must apply with the appraisal
district and furnish a determination letter from Social Security. Disabled persons now
receive all benefits on their home that are available to over 65 persons (see below)

PERSONS WHO ARE OVER 65 YEARS OF AGE

Persons who are over 65 years of age or disabled persons may file for additional ex-
emptions and a ceiling on school taxes for their residential homestead if they become 65
during 2006. Over-65 persons should apply for this exemption at the appraisal district
office in their area. Over-65 persons are also eligible to defer paying the tax on their
residential homestead is they wish. The taxes continue to accrue during the deferral
along with an interest rate of 8% annually, but no attempt will be made to force payment
during the deferral. Details and an application may be obtained from any appraisal
district or the State Comptroller.

DISABLED VETERANS

Persons who have been declared disabled by the Veteran’s Administration are eligible
for additional exemptions on property they own. The declaration letter from VA is mailed
annually, but the appraisal district only needs a copy in the first year of eligibility or if
the percentage of disability changes.

FARM AND RANCH OWNERS
Farmers and ranchers may be entitled to receive an alternate method of appraisal
determined by the farm income to the property. This method is available to farms and
ranches commercially raising crops or livestock or which are used as a wildlife habitat
under State guidelines. An application for agricultural use value and additional infor-
mation is available from your appraisal district. Re-filing is only necessary if requested
to do so by the Chief Appraiser.

EXEMPTION APPLICATIONS

Exemption applications for all property tax exemptions including total exemptions
for charitable, religious, and other total exemptions may be obtained from an appraisal
district nearest you or through the State Comptroller’s Office at 1/800-252-9121.

BUSINESS PERSONAL PROPERTY OWNERS

State law now requires the filing of a rendition declaring what types of business per-
sonal property that a person or company owns. Failure to file the rendition will result in
a 10% penalty. If a fraudulent rendition is filed, a 50% penalty is mandated. A rendition
can be obtained from the appraisal district office where the property is located. A 30
day filing extension is available by written request.

Vandallsm a growing threat to Historical Markers

AUSTIN, Texas — Official Texas Histori-
cal Markers document the vibrant history of
our great state. However, just like the impor-
tant history they commemorate, these symbols
are also vulnerable to vandalism and theft.

The Texas Historical Commission (THC),

which oversees the state marker program, has
witnessed first-hand the threat to some of the
state’s most significant markers.

This abuse is evident by the recent disap-
pearance of the Mueller Bridge marker in

Wilson County. Built in 1915, Mueller Bridge
is a camelback bridge which remains a tribute
to turn-of-the-century bridge construction. It
is a Recorded Texas Historic Landmark, listed
in the National Register of Historic Places, and

was nominated by Preservation Texas in 2006-
for its list of Texas’ Most Endangered Places.

The stolen marker is valued at $1,600 in
state property, which meets the threshold for a
felony crime, a harsher penalty than the lesser
misdemeanor charge. The THC is contacted

regularly with reports of missing or stolen
markers and reminds would be vandals of the *

seriousness of their crime. The state provides
no funds for the replacement, so the cost of

a new marker often falls to communities and -

individuals.

“Render” your taxable

property by April 15.

A “rendition” is a report to the appraisal district that lists all the
taxable property you owned or controlled on Jan. 1st of this
year.

Who must file a rendition?

You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal
property that is uséd to produce income—such as the
inventory and equipment used by a business. If you render
late, don't render or file an incomplete or false rendition,
a 10 percent to 50 percent penalty may be imposed.

Are there any advantages to you?
The advantages of filing a rendition are:

= You give your opinion of your property’s value. The
appraisal district must notify you in writing of any value
change and explain how you can protest that value to the
appraisal review board.

= Yourecord your correct mailing address so your tax bills will
go to the right address. If your bill is mailed to the wrong
address, the law still holds you responsible for paying your
taxes on time or paying extra charges for late payments.

= You can also file a “report of decreased value” to notify
the appraisal district of significant depreciation of the
value of your property in 2007. The district will look at
your property before assigning a value in 2008.

What’s the deadline?

The last day for filing 2008 renditions is April 15. You can
get an automatic extension to May 15 if you ask for it
in writing on or before the April 15 deadline. The chief
appraiser may grant an additional 15 days after May 15
for an owner who shows good cause in writing.

Commissioner Staples announces major
cattle trading agreement with Mexicp

AUSTIN - Texas Agriculture Cemmissioner Todd Staples an-
nounced last Thursday a major trade agreement has been reached
between the U.S. and Mexico.

“After more than four years of banned beef cattle exports to Mexico,
I am pleased to report the stalemate is over. The U.S. and Mexican
governments have come to an agreement on exporting breeding beef
cattle to Mexico consistent with the guidelines of the World Organiza-
tion for Animal Health (OIE),” Commissioner Staples said.

On March 4, 2008, Commissioner Staples issued an order banning
the movement of Canadian cattle through TDA export facilities along
the Mexican border. This action came after Mexico signed an agree-
ment with Canada that allowed for a more lucrative trade of Canadian
cattle than what had been allowed with U.S. cattle producers. Officials
in New Mexico, Arizona and California joined Commissioner Staples
in this effort.

“After communicating with my fellow state agriculture directors

in Arizona, New Mexico and California about this monumental prog-
ress, we are joining together to lift our ban on Canadian cattle that are
shipped through our states.” Commissioner Staples said.

On March 7, Commissioner Staples received word Mexico had sub-
mitted an offer to re-establish cattle trade with the U.S. And now, less@
than four weeks after the March 4 action, U.S., Canadian and Mexican
negotiators have announced an agreement establishing consistent trade
relationships for breeding cattle.

“This agreement restores a market worth more than $80 million to
Texas cattlemen. I commend Texas ranchers for their persistence in
obtaining this long overdue deal to reestablish live cattle trade relations@®
with Mexico,” Commissioner Staples said. “I personally thank U.S.
Secretary of Agriculture Ed Schafer for the diligence both he and his
staff at USDA have shown on this important issue.” }

According to the U.S. Department of Agriculture the new protocol
will take affect Friday, March 28, 2008.

In December 2003, a single Canadian-born cow in the state of

Washington was confirmed to have Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy
(BSE). Since then, the U.S. has worked with Mexico

as well as trading partners around the world to re-establish beef
and live cattle trade consistent with international standards. Several
countries have recognized those standards and are accepting U.S. live
cattle. In May 2007, the World Organization for Animal Health (OIE)
formally classified the U.S. as a controlled risk country for BSE. This
classification, combined with strong U.S. regulatory safeguards, allows

If you’re unsure about a product
or transaction, communicate with
the merchant by phone or e-mail
before making any payment.
