of them noticed the arrival of Texas 
Attorney General Greg Abbott until 
he was nearly in the building.

“Earlier today the Schleicher County 
Grand Jury issued seven indictments 
containing nine counts including sexual 
assault, bigamy, and related charges 
against six individuals who are asso­
ciated with the YFZ compound near 
Eldorado,” Abbot said

He then went on to outline the alleged 
crimes spelled out 
in the indictments. 

“The six suspects 
facing indictments 
include Warren Jeffs, 
who was charged 
with sexually as­
saulting a child, a 
first-degree felony,” 
Abbott said. “Four 
additional suspects 
were indicted for 
sexually assaulting 
young girls under 
the age of 17. Each of 
those suspects faces 
one felony count of 
sexual assault and 
one of the suspects 
faces an additional 
charge of bigamy. 
Another defendant 
has been charged 
with three counts 
of failure to report 
child abuse.”

A b b o tt  th e n  
made it clear that 
the investigation is 
far from over. “The 
indictments issued 

today are part of an ongoing and con­
tinuing criminal investigation,” he said, 
confirming information The Success 
has learned that yet another grand jury 
meeting is slated for Thursday, August 
21, 2008.

Buchholz fam ily receives Young Ranchers Award
In the fall of 2005, the Awards Committee of the Texas 

Sheep & Goat Raisers’ Association made the decision to add 
another award to those presented each year at the annual con­
vention. That award is the Young Ranchers Award, and the 
2008 recipients are Bob and Mary Buchholz of Eldorado.

“In an industry where the average age is probably sixty, we 
feel it is important that we recognize the young people who 
will be carrying on the work of the sheep and goat industry in 
years to come,” said Bill Shaw, Awards Committee chairman. 
“Our parents and grandparents got us here, and it is our job to 
bring the younger generation along and recognize their efforts. 
That is the reason for establishment of the new award.”

Bob Buchholz is the son of Inez and Douglas Buchholz, a 
ranching family that has its roots in the Texas Hill Country as 
far back as the 1850s. He grew up on the Nagel Ranch between 
Dripping Springs and Wimberley in Hays County. After gradu-

ating from Dripping Springs High School, he attended Tarleton 
University and then completed the TCU Ranch Management 
Program in 1975. To help pay for his education, Bob and his 
older brother, David, broke and trained horses for the public. 
Over a 14-year period, they broke about 2,000 colts.

In 1977, Bob and his brother, who ranches in Hays County, 
started acquiring lease property to run Angora goats and An­
gus cattle. Wanting to find a solution for the every-increasing 
predator problem, Bob and David were some of the first in 
Texas to use and breed Great Pyrenees guard dogs to protect 
their sheep and goats. Because of their success with these dogs, 
they were able to expand their operations in the Hill Country 
and in South Texas.

Bob married Mary Kathryn Ross, daughter of Joe David 
and Frances Childress Ross of Sonora in 1991. They have

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GOP must win 
Sam’s Club voters

White working-class voters typically aren’t in 
vogue, with the political chatter tending to revolve 
around “soccer moms,” the “youth vote” or other 
boutique demographic groups of the moment. But 
the late charge of Hillary Clinton’s doomed presi­
dential campaign made white working-class voters 
surprisingly fashionable.

They’ll stay that way if the important new 
book “Grand New Party,” by two young writers 
for The Atlantic, Ross Douthat and Reihan Salam,

has the impact on the 
political debate that it 
should. In an incisive 
analysis, Douthat and 
Salam puncture self- 
comforting delusions 
of both the right and 
the left, and persua­
sively advocate a re­

orientation of the GOP to address working-class 
concerns.

They define working-class voters — “Sam’s 
Club” voters, in the phrase they borrow from Min­
nesota Gov. Tim Pawlenty — as that half of the 
electorate that lacks a college education. Neither 
party has been able to build a durable majority, 
Douthat and Salam write, because of “the refusal 
of America’s working class to pick a side and stick 
with it.”

Their economic forebears were a pillar of FDR’s 
New Deal coalition — understandably, in Douthat 
and Salam’s telling, since the best of New Deal 
policies helped graduate them into the middle class 
by rewarding work and aiding economic aspiration 
(with Social Security benefits, the home-mortgage 
deduction, etc.). They came unmoored from the 
Democratic Party when LBJ’s Great Society “cost 
them money and seemed to undermine their values 
into the bargain.

The Democrats have labored under twin misap­
prehensions in seeking to woo these voters back. 
One is that today’s working class could be pulled 
straight out of a John Steinbeck novel. In reality, 
according to Douthat and Salam, a Sam’s Club 
voter is “far more likely to be working in education 
or health care, office administration or business 
services than on a farm or an assembly line.”

The second is that the basket of cultural issues 
with which the GOP has often been able to win 
these voters is a mere distraction. Actually, these 
voters have a keen self-interest in arresting social 
breakdown: “Safe streets, successful marriages, 
cultural solidarity, and vibrant religious and civic 
institutions make working-class Americans more 
likely to be wealthy, healthy, and upwardly mo­
bile.”

If they aren’t the stuff of social realism, work­
ing-class anxieties are real. Douthat and Salam’s 
worst case is a “steady degradation of everyday 
working-class life under the pressures of rising 
illegitimacy, insecurity, and stratification.”

Douthat and Salam want Republicans to work 
to forestall this future. They float an activist pro­
gram geared to buttressing families and addressing 
working-class discontents: a $5,000-per-child tax 
credit; subsidies for parents providing their own 
child care; expanded transportation infrastructure 
to ease the suburban commute; etc.

Their proposals have been dismissed as “Clin­
tonian triangulation from the right.” But back in 
1992, Bill Clinton’s political achievement was 
considerable. He broke with the stale pieties of his 
own party, and — with new emphases and a few 
well-aimed policies — renovated its image. Repub­
licans await a figure who will pick up the challenge 
of Grand New Party.

His 
real name is Garland Hays and he 
operates out of some horse stables 
within earshot of Interstate 30 in 
Sulphur Springs. When I drove up 
to his place, I saw about a dozen 
big pots and pans, an old covered 
wagon and a teepee.

“The teepee is for my bed and 
breakfast customers,” says Big G. 

“It’s not much of a bed, but we fix 
a heck of a breakfast. I make the 
best coffee in the world.”

He banged on some post and 
pans, rang his dinner bell and 
played a tune on his harmonica.

“I can serenade, too,” says 
Garland.

He has a longhorn bull named 
Blueberry.

“He’s a blue roan, which is pret­
ty unusual, especially for a long­
horn. He’s part corriente, too, and 
that’s where the blue roan comes 
from. He’s just kinda special.” 

Blueberry earns his keep.
“He rides just like a horse,” says 

Garland, “but that’s not his main 
objective on this earth. We use 
him for pictures. Little kids get on

him, so do grownups, grandmas, 
grandpas, and they get their pic­
ture made sitting on Blueberry for 
eight dollars. They get that picture 
right there immediately. Blueberry 
is a big ham. He’ll turn his head 
right to that camera every time. 
He loves it. He’ll stay there all day 
long. I take Blueberry to Canton’s 
First Monday every month. I’ve 
taken him all over Sulphur Springs. 
I’ll take him wherever people say 
they want him for a party or other 
event.”

Garland makes his living pri­
marily as a horse trader. He had 
been trading horses at Canton for 
years. When he acquired Blueber­
ry it seemed like the picture-taking 
enterprise was a natural thing to 
do. He says it was a good move 
financially.

“Little kids watch professional 
bull riding on TV. They’ve already 
got their chaps and a shirt that 
says Wrangler down the sleeve, 
they have their boots and they just 
have to get their picture made on 
this bull, which looks like one of 
those bucking bulls. They think 
that’s the greatest thing in the 
world. They climb up there and hey 
think they’re ready for the national 
rodeo finals.”

Garland does chuck wagon 
cooking and he’ll do it at his place 
or go to wherever somebody might 
need some chuck wagon and dutch 
oven cooking.

“I was invited to a Michael 
Martin Murphy deal last fall in 
Linden. There were four or five 
thousand people there for several 
days and six chuck wagons fed 
these people three meals a day. It 
was awesome. I’d do it over again 
for nothing just to get to go.”

He has horses on his place and 
people ride them when they go to 
his place for some event. They’re 
good, gentle family horses, the 
type he buys and sells.

Hurricane Dolly could fan the flames
. College Station, TX— While 

the citizens of South Texas 
worry about possible flooding 
associated with Hurricane Dolly, 
firefighters in most of the state 
worry that winds associated 
with Dolly could lead to in ­
creased wildfire activity and/or 
fan the flames of any wildfires 
that arise.

) R ainfall associated  with 
Dolly is expected to be lim ­
ited to Deep South Texas and 
within a short distance from 
the Texas coast. Strong, gusty 
winds, however, are expected to 

^extend across much of the state 
where little or no precipitation 
is expected.

Combined with extremely dry 
fuels in much of Texas, the higher 
winds are expected to create con­
ditions favorable for rapid wild­
fire spread and increased danger 
for. firefighters, said Hunter Wis- 
trand, operations chief for the 
Texas wildfire suppression team 
in Granbury.

“With hot, dry conditions 
expected across most of the 
state for an extended period, 
Texas residents must use all 
possible precautions to prevent 
accidental fires from occurring,” 
said Wistrand. “All firefighting 
personnel must also take extra 
precautions to ensure their own 
safety during firefighting opera­

tions.”
Wildfires pose a very real 

threat to lives, homes and com­
munities in addition to natu­
ral resources; they also bring 
heightened risks of heat-related 
injuries to firefighters working 
for extended hours in the hot, dry 
conditions. “For both the public’s 
safety and that of the firefight­
ers working to protect them, 
public cooperation is absolutely 
essential to prevent additional 
wildfires from occurring,” said 
Wistrand.

The Calcote murders stunned Schleicher County*
September 5, 1940, Thursday 

night: Slices of watermelon set on 
the dinning room table; a pencil 
and scratch pad lay on the desk in 
the living room, items listed were” 
spark plugs, potatoes, hair ribbons, 
light bulbs”; a freshly ironed dress 
for two year old, Patsy Irene, hung 
near by; a normal Thursday eve­
ning. The Calcote Family always 
went to San Angelo on Friday to 
shop.

It was very evident the intrud­
er that entered the Calcote home 
that night of September 5 caught 
the family by surprise

Saturday Sept. 7: F.B. ”Nig” 
Calcote was informed, by a neigh­
bor, his mother’s ranch pick-up had 
been on the side of the road for 
two days, near the Cathey Ranch. 
Nig went to the Calcote home to 
check on his family, and see why 
the truck was left on the highway. 
Fie found his brother, Henry age 
31, lying on the floor in a pool of 
blood by the kitchen window. Near 
by was the body of his mother, 
Emma age 69. Both had been 
shot with a high-powered rifle. 
Dardanella age 20, Henry’s wife, 
and their baby, Patsy Irene, were 
no where to be found. Devastated, 
Nig called the law.

A posse of Schleicher Co. 
citizens consisting of; A1 Jones, 
Jess Koy, Earl Cathey, Jeff Enochs, 
Tom Wilton, Buster Calcote (an­
other son of Emma’s) and Ed 
Finigan began a search for Darda­
nella and the baby. They began the 
search near the abandon pick-up. 
The posse soon found the bodies

in the Cathy pasture, also shot with 
a high-powered rifle.

A former ranch hand, Emiliano 
Benavidez, was charged with the 
murder. He was able to escape to 
Mexico, but was apprehended by 
Texas Rangers, Schleicher Co. 
Sheriff O.E. Conner, Sanderson 
Sheriff James Nance and many

other law officers. He stood trial 
in Eldorado Oct. 2, 1940 under 
Judge J.F. Sutton. It took twelve 
jurors nineteen minutes to find 
Benavidez guilty of murder. He 
was given the death penalty, and 
was executed Aug. 7, 1941 at 
Huntsville, TX.

Early pioneers to Schleicher 
Co. Robert Lee and Emma Hens­
ley Calcote bought land in the 
Vermont Pasture, eleven miles 
north of Eldorado in 1901. They 
built a ranch home and a general £  
store. The store was very success­
ful due to the fact it was on the only 
dirt road to San Angelo. Travelers 
often spent the night camped on 
the grounds, and could always 
get fresh horses and supplies. The 0  
Calcote’s had eleven children to 
help out.

Robert Lee died, Oct. 21, 1925 
and the store discontinued, but 
Emma kept the ranch running 
with the help of her sons until her 
tragic death.

Magazines such as ’’Best True 
Fact Detective, Real Detective and 
Official Detective Stories” wrote 
stories and took pictures of the 
Calcote Tragedy. These stories as 
well as newspaper articles can be 
read at the museum.

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Operation Spotlight reveals cheating fuel pumps
AUSTIN -  Commissioner Staples today 

announced results of “Operation Spotlight,” a 
major investigation into Petroleum Wholesale, 
L.P.’s fuel stations. The company operates 
under the name Sunmart in Texas, and has sta­
tions located in several cities across the state. 
Findings from “Operation Spotlight” have 
confirmed numerous Sunmart gas stations 
have cheated Texas consumers by giving them 
less fuel than they purchased, and strongly 
indicate this could have been a deliberate act 
by the company.

“At a time when families are struggling 
to purchase fuel, 1 am sure all Texans would 
agree with me that despicable violations such 
as these are repulsive and must be prosecuted 
to the fullest extent of the law,” Commissioner 
Staples said. “Given the strong indication this 
company has intentionally cheated consumers, 
I have passed along the results of ‘Operation 
Spotlight’ to Attorney General Abbott and 
his office has opened an investigation into 
the matter.”

Commissioner Staples initiated “Opera-

tion Spotlight” after becoming aware of some 
egregious violation patterns, that pointed 
to the possibility of Sunmart intentionally 
shortchanging Texas drivers. The three-day 
operation ended on Sunday, July 20, with the 
following results:

• 990 of Sunmart’s 1,704 fuel pumps 
cheated consumers (58 percent)

• 47 Sunmart stations cheated customers 
on more than half of their pumps

• 15 of those 47 stations had every single 
pump cheating drivers.

• TDA shut down all of the non-compliant 
pumps.

While the investigation remains ongoing, 
TDA estimates the company could be fined 
more than $100,000 as a result of their irre­
sponsible actions.

Besides Texas, Petroleum Wholesale, L.P. 
operates Sunmart fuel stations in Oklahoma, 
Kansas, Colorado, Utah and Arizona. Com­
missioner Staples has alerted regulatory of­
ficials in these states to inform them of this 
investigation.

“While this specific operation may have 
ended, we are far from finished,” Commis­
sioner Staples said. “We are going to shine the 
light on all violators who are looking to short­
change Texans. 1 will not stand for companies 
taking advantage of good citizens and 1 will 
work hard to protect all our consumers.”

This investigation is ongoing. TDA inspec­
tors will conduct follow-up inspections on 
each and every gas pump that was tagged out 
of order once it is recalibrated. We will also 
conduct re-inspections in the coming weeks 
on a random sample of the Sunmart stations. 
If we find continued violations, the penalties 
could rise much higher.

“This investigation has given us great in­
sight and we will use what we have learned 
to strengthen the regulatory process. We are 
raising the bar so there is a strong incentive 
for ALL gas station owners to be compliant; 
a goal which I believe is strongly shared by 
the 95 percent of the retail fuel industry that 
operates with honest business practices,” 
Commissioner Staples said.

tigation. For months, dedicated 
men and women from our Cyber 
Crimes, Fugitive and Special In­
vestigations Units have literally 
been living in San Angelo, com­
muting home to their families on 
weekends, in order to advance this 
case,” Abbott stated.

“Today’s charges reflect a co­
operative effort between the Texas 
Attorney General’s Office, Texas

the United States Attorney for the 
Northern District of Texas, Rich­
ard B. Roper,” Abbott added.

Responding to questions, Ab­
bott said he hoped Warren Jeffs 
could be extradited to Texas for 
trial very soon and noted that he 
will be working closely with Utah 
and Arizona authorities to arrange 
an extradition hearing.

Abbott also said that an ag­
gressive effort will be made to 
apprehend the remaining five 
individuals.

He noted that if and when ar­
rests are made, the accused will be 
booked into the Schleicher County 
Jail. So will Warren Jeffs, when he 
comes to Texas for trial.

Abbott concluded that he will 
push for speedy trials in all the 
cases.

Tuesday’s charges stem from 
evidence seized following the six- 
day-long raid of the YFZ Ranch 
that began April 3rd of this year.

For his part, Sheriff David 
Doran said that Tuesdays indict­
ments were expected. “My officers 
and I will continue to work closely 
with the Texas Rangers and the 
Attorney General’s investigators in 
order to arrest the five remaining 
suspects,” Doran said. “As I’ve 
said before this is going to be a 
long process.”

Doran went on to thank the of­
ficers in his department for their 
hard work on the case.

committee chairs penned an open 
letter to all state and local leaders, 
seeking to promote the conversion 
of vehicles to plentiful and clean 
burning propane fuel.

Among suggestions offered 
was replacing retired fleet vehicles 
such as school buses and garbage 
trucks with ones fueled by propane 
or natural gas.

“Escalating gasoline and diesel 
prices are threatening our national 
economy and draining our per­
sonal budgets,” they wrote.

The letter, dated July 14, was 
signed by Rep. Jim Keffer, R-East- 
land, chair of House Ways and 
Means; Rep. Warren Chism, R- 
Pampa, chair of Flouse Appropria­
tions; and Rep. Rick Hardcastle, 
R-Vernon, chair of House Energy 
Resources.

09 will be available beginning 
Friday, Aug. 15, and the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department is 
encouraging hunters to buy early 
and avoid the rush heading into the 
Sept. 1 dove season opener.

“If you wait until the Labor Day

license,” said Tom Newton with 
TPWD’s licensing section. “Savvy 
hunters have figured it out and are 
buying their licenses early.” 

Sportsmen are reminded all

date fishing license) expire Aug. 
31. Texas issues 2.1 million hunt­
ing and fishing licenses annually 
through 28 TPWD field offices, 
more than 65 state parks and at 
over 1,500 retailers across Texas.

Because dove season in the 
North and Central Dove Zones 
opens on a Monday, Newton pre­
dicts there will be a weekend rush 
to buy licenses. “Last year, we sold 
over 350,000 licenses during the 
four-day period around the open­
ing weekend of dove season,” he 
recalled. “It takes an average of 
three-to-five minutes to process 
a license sale transaction, so it’s 
likely there will be delays if you 
wait ‘til the last minute.”

By comparison, Newton said 
the department averaged less than 
20,000 license transactions a day 
during the two weeks prior to the 
dove season opener as opposed to 
five or six times that number on the 
days around opening weekend.

A last-minute license purchase 
rush is probably inevitable in some 
areas of the state, TPWD officials 
say, particularly along the 1-35 cor­
ridor where many dove hunters de­
scend. Fortunately, there are other 
license buying avenues available.

“Hunters who need to purchase 
a license at the last minute or those 
who don’t want to stand in line 
have a couple of options,” said 
Newton. “They can also purchase 
licenses online through the TPWD 
web site (http://www.tpwd.state, 
tx.us/) or by calling (800) 895- 
4248. There is a $5 convenience 
fee for either option and a major
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credit card is required.”
License sales call center hours 

are 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday — Fri­
day. The online transaction system 
is available 24/7.

“We sold about 4,500 licenses 
online and by phone during the 
peak sales weekend last year,” 
Newton said. “We’d like to steer 
more of the traffic to the call cen­
ter and Internet during the peak 
volume periods.”

A license confirmation number 
is issued at the time of purchase 
for online and phone orders, and 
the physical license is mailed 
separately. Confirmation numbers 
will verify that a license has been 
purchased, which is sufficient for 
dove hunting, but will not allow 
hunters to take fish or wildlife that 
requires a tag.

“Some people are using the 
convenience options to purchase 
licenses for everyone in their fam­
ily or hunting group,” Newton said. 
“It can help ensure that everybody 
who shows up to hunt, especially 
those coming in from out of state 
or kids coming in from college, 
already have a hunting license 
waiting for them. You can buy a 
license for someone else, even 
at the retail counter, but to avoid 
delays please be sure you have all 
their personal information.”

In addition to a hunting license, 
all wing shooters will need to pur­
chase a game bird stamp. To hunt 
doves or teal in September, a Mi­
gratory Game Bird Stamp ($7) is 
required. Duck hunters also need 
to purchase a Federal Duck Stamp 
and receive HIP (Harvest Informa­
tion Program) certification. HIP 
certification will be printed on 
the license at the time of sale only 
after the purchaser answers a few 
brief migratory bird questions. 
Lifetime license holders must also 
be HIP-certified and purchase 
the Federal Duck Stamp to hunt 
migratory birds. All other state 
stamp endorsements are included 
with a lifetime license

“Remember, it’s your responsi­
bility to make sure you are properly 
licensed, so be sure to check your 
license before you leave the sales 
counter,” Newton said. “We do 
get a fair number of requests for 
re-issuance of licenses because the 
hunter forgot to get HIP certified.”

There are other mandatory 
endorsements to consider at the 
time of purchase, too. An Upland 
Game Bird Stamp ($7) is required 
to hunt all non-migratory game 
birds, including turkey, quail, 
pheasant, chachalaca and lesser 
prairie chicken.

Of course, anyone who pur­
chases the Super Combo license 
package, the best bang for the 
buck, automatically gets these 
needed stamps.

Hunter Education Certification 
is also required of any hunter born 
on or after Sept. 2, 1971 and who 
is at least 17 years old. For hunters 
who are unable to work in a hunter 
education class before hunting sea­
son for whatever reason, TPWD 
does offer a deferral option.

The deferral option allows 
people 17 years of age or older a 
one-time only extension to com­
plete the state’s hunter education 
requirements. The individual must 
first purchase a hunting license 
and then may purchase the defer­
ral option.

Hunters using the deferral must 
be accompanied by someone 17 
years old or older who is also 
licensed to hunt in Texas. The ac­
companying individual must have 
completed hunter education or be 
exempt from the requirements 
(born before Sept. 2,1971). The ex­
tension is good for one license year, 
by which time the person with the 
deferred option needs to complete 
a hunter education course.

This option is not available to 
those who have ever received a 
conviction or deferred adjudica­
tion for lack of hunter education 
certification. They still must take 
the course before going afield.
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
