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City personnel to assist with
The Eldorado City Council heard a 

number of complaints about dogs within 
the city limits, primarily from Floyd 
West who met with the council Monday 
night to discuss concerns about dogs 
owned by some of his neighbors. Among 
Mr. W est’s complaints were barking 
dogs, flies and offensive odors.

West was told that the city is cur­
rently training an animal control of­
ficer and that his concerns would be 
investigated.

A  Casey and Erika Snelson, who live 
^ad jacen t to Mr. West, were also on hand 

for the meeting. They explained that 
they take care of their dogs, which are 
put up in kennel at night and only let 
out during the day. The Snelsons further 

^exp la ined  that they will be erecting a 
privacy fence.

Mr. West then asked the council to 
investigate another neighbor’s dog that is 
being chained up all the time in violation 
of a new state law concerning keeping 
dogs restrained.

The law empowers animal control 
officers and peace officers to investi­
gate possible violations when they have 
probable cause. Mayor John Nikolauk 
advised West that the city would look 
into the matter but that there is little if 
anything they can do about dogs barking 
during the day.

a  Mr. West ended his audience with the

council by complaining about the city 
response to cutting his water and gas 
off after he discovered a leak. Again, 
Mayor Nikolauk promised the incident 
would be investigated.

In other business, the council agreed to 
allow Utility Superintendent Floyd Fay to 
supervise operations of the new wastewa­
ter treatment plant at the YFZ Ranch.

Fay explained that the YFZ Ranch 
had stopped transporting their sewer 
water to the city’s wastewater plant for 
treatment. Consequently, the city will no 
longer be receiving revenue for dispos­
ing of the waste.

Fay continued by explaining that the 
Texas Commission on Environmental 
Quality (TCEQ) is requiring the YFZ 
Ranch to hire a third party operator 
who holds a Class C license or higher. 
He asked if the ranch could hire the city 
to provide the service.

The council agreed and it was noted 
that Fay will be required to spend at 
least an hour per day at the YFZ plant, 
seven days a week. Fay will have to 
document and maintain a record of his 
inspections at the facility and submit 
the records to the TCEQ each month. It 
was explained that the city will charge 
the YFZ for the service.

In other business, Fay told the coun­
cil he has hired four new employees, two

Conn’s order came 
last week despite the fact that he has no 
jurisdiction in Texas and his orders carry 
no weight here.

W arren Jeffs is awaiting trial in 
Arizona on charges that he arranged 
and ordered a marriage between one of 
his underage female followers and one 
of her adult cousins. He was previously 

♦convicted  on similar charges in Utah 
where he received two 5-year-to-life 
sentences.

Jeffs’ lawyer Michael Picaretta says 
he wants to make sure that no evidence 

^ se ized  during the YFZ raid is used 
^ a g a in s t his client. No problem, said 

Arizona’s Assistant Attorney General 
Timothy Linnins who assured the judge 
that nothing seized in the Texas raid will 
be introduced.

m onths. The ju ry  is slated to one 
final time on December 16th. Prior 
to Wednesday’s session, the jury had 
indicted eight men on charges of Sex­
ual Assault of a Child. There are other 
various charges of bigamy and failure 
to report abuse.

Once again, results of Wednesday’s 
grand jury came after The Success went 
to press.

But that wasn’t good enough for 
Picaretta. The lawyer wanted the judge 
to rule that the Texas search was un­
constitutional, something Judge Conn 
wasn’t prepared to do.

Picaretta continued by saying that 
saying that he had made repeated efforts 
to question Doran, Conner and Long but 
that the lawmen refused to talk to him.

The b#ck and forth between the two 
sides ended with Judge Conn ordering the 
three law enforcement officers to make 
themselves available to Jeffs attorneys.

For his part, Schleicher County 
Sheriff David Doran says he has never 
been contacted by Picaretta. He went 
on to say that he couldn’t answer any 
questions about the YFZ raid since the 
investigation is still ongoing. He further 
noted that any requests from Arizona 
would be handled through the Texas 
Attorney General’s office.

The charges facing Jeffs in Arizona 
stem from a 2001 marriage between two 
of his followers. The marriage not only 
pre-dated the YFZ raid, but was also 
before the YFZ Ranch was established 
in Schleicher County.

The Texas Transportation Commis­
sion approved nearly $140 million of 
projects on the Ports to Plains Corridor 
at their Oct. 30 meeting. The commission 
unanimously approved more than $1.8 
billion in spending on new construction 
projects across the state using funds

14. The debt will support development 
and construction projects through 2011.

This is a significant investment in 
the Ports-to-Plains Corridor.

County considers 
Gaines school land

The Schleicher County Commission­
er’s Court met Monday, November 10, 
2008 will all Commissioners present. 
The court discussed briefly managing 
the Swimming Pool for the summer of 
2009.

The court main discussion and ac­
tion was on the Gaines County School 
Land. The property is currently being 
leased to Jerry D. Harris until December 
31, 2008.

The court decided to take back the 
695.86 acres to sell or lease and be placed 
under its own Farm Number. Currently 
the property is grouped with 912 acres of 
Harris’ land under Farm No. 5662.

The current lease agreement ends at 
11:59 p.m. on December 31, 2008.

The court visited with attorney Chris 
Boyer via teleconferencing about the 
reconstitution of the Conservation Re­
serve Program (CRP) on the Schleicher 
County School land. That means the 
land will be removed from the pool 
with Harris’ land and given a unique 
Farm number.

$60 million in earmarked funding in the 
last federal highway bill, SAFETEA-LU, 
and about $120 million in projects for the 
entire corridor.

The current Corridor extends 
from Laredo, Texas through Lubbock, 
Texas and in Colorado follows US 
40/287 from the Colorado/Oklahoma 
border through Lamar to Limon and 
then follows Interstate 70 from Limon 
to Denver. The corridor received final 
route designation by Congress in 2001.

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The End of the 
Reagan-Clinton Era?

All hail the end of the Reagan era! That’s the 
cry going up throughout liberaldom as the financial 
crisis and the Democratic electoral sweep threaten 
the Reaganite troika of deregulation, low taxes and 
free trade.

W hat’s at stake in the response to the financial 
turmoil and the deepening recession is more than 
Ronald Reagan’s legacy. It’s a bipartisan consensus 
in favor of a robustly open economy — welcoming 
competition at home and from abroad -- that began 
to take hold in the 1970s in the Carter administra­
tion, found its ultimate champion in Reagan and 
got cemented into place under Bill Clinton.

In terms of our globalized economy, we’ve been 
living in the Reagan-Clinton years. As David Smick 
writes in his compelling new book on the financial 
system, “The World Is Curved,” “Globalization was

not a Republican or 
Democratic phenom­
enon. Indeed, there was 
not much difference in 
economic policymak­
ing between Democrat 
Bill Clinton and Repub­
lican Ronald Reagan.”

Conservative bogeyman Jimmy Carter de­
regulated the aviation and trucking industries. His 
Labor Department loosened rules restricting how 
pension funds could invest, freeing up a vast pool 
of new capital. In 1978, the Democratic Congress 
cut the capital-gains rate and established 401 (k)s.

Reagan accelerated the trend toward deregula­
tion, while cutting taxes, killing off inflation and 
promoting free trade. Leveraged buyouts honed 
the competiveness of American companies, and 
entrepreneurial creativity bubbled up from below. 

“By the mid-1980s,” Smick writes, “liberalized 
financial markets were feeding capital to the once- 
ignored small- and medium-sized ventures through 
a modernized, multilayered financial system.”

Clinton moderately raised taxes. Otherwise, he op­
erated within the Reagan framework. He signed bills 
deregulating agriculture, telecommunications and 
financial services. A tireless advocate of globalization, 
he pushed through NAFTA and the establishment of 
the World Trade Organization. Later in the 1990s, he 
cut capital-gains taxes and the estate tax.

The deregulatory thrust of the Clinton years has 
frustrated opportunistic attempts to pin financial 
deregulation solely on Republicans. Clinton Trea­
sury Secretary Robert Rubin advocated repeal of 
the Depression-era Glass-Steagall Act that sepa­
rated commercial from investment banking and 
that critics (unpersuasively) blame for the current 
financial mess. Rubin also opposed regulating 
derivatives under the Commodity Futures Trad­
ing Commission, and a bill to bar their regulation 
sailed through Congress in December 2000 with 
bipartisan support.

Even Alan Greenspan has admitted this was 
too sweeping. We’ll have to update our financial 
regulations while avoiding a lurch into overkill, like 
the onerous Sarbanes-Oxley law passed after the 
accounting scandals of the tech bubble.

But the temptation to break fundamentally with 
the past 25 years will be strong. The government 
already has, in response to the economic turmoil, 
its tentacles in the banking, insurance and auto 
industries. Barack Obama is declaring deregula­
tion a failure, proposing higher taxes on capital, 
promoting unionization and signaling a hostility 
to free trade. The danger is that we will blunt the 
economy’s entrepreneurial edge and lose out as a 
prized destination for global investment.

Declaring the demise of Reaganism will be 
emotionally satisfying for Democrats, but Reagan­
ism only dies if  Clintonism does too — along with a 
golden period of bipartisan economic policy.

These are heady days for Red 

Raider football fans, among whose 
number I count myself. It has been 
a long time coming, but the boys 
from Lubbock are finally getting 
the respect they deserve.

Red Raider quarterback Gra­
ham Harrell has rew ritten the 
record books in his three years 
at the helm of the nation’s most 
potent offense. Now he’s being 
touted for a Heisman Trophy, not 
bad for a kid who spent much of 
his young life in Big Lake. Not 
bad...not bad at all.

H arrell is surrounded by a 
receiver corps that knows how to 
spread and shred opposing defens­
es. Michael Crabtree is Tech’s star 
receiver. Last year, as a redshirt 
freshman, he shattered virtually 
all the NCAA receiving records 
and won the Biletnikoff Award as 
the nation’s premier receiver. Not 
bad for a kid from Dallas Carter, 
who spent his high school career 
playing quarterback.

Leach’s first job was to take the 

players recruited by Spike Dykes 
and find a way to meld them into 
his wide-open offensive scheme.

It 
involved recruiting quarterbacks 
and receivers for a different kind 
of offense, one that no one in 
the country was running. Even 
Leach’s own Red Raiders were 
slow to adopt his wide open, run 
and gun offense. The first couple 
of years saw Leach field a hybrid 
team filled with Spike Dykes 
recruits, who were geared for 
running the ball, and who had to 
come to grips with Leach’s way of 
doing things.

Tom Carlock of Colorado City 

loves to count things.
“I count my steps between the 

parking lot at Walmart and keep 
counting when I get in the store. 
I ’m just a compulsive counter, I 
guess. When I come to a train 
track and I see a train coming, I 
count he cars on the train. My 
record is 126 train cars. It’s just a 
God-given talent.”

When he’s counting, he stands 
about a hundred feet away from 
the tracks and faces the oncoming 
train. Tom is not the only train 
car counter in Colorado City. Jim 
Baum does it, too. He owns the 
local radio station and happens 
to be the mayor of the town. His 
record count is 122 train cars. He 
says it’s instinct.

“If you hear the sound of a base­
ball bat hitting a ball, you look up 
for the ball. You hear the whistle of a 
train, you have to count the cars.”

I told Tom and Jim that there 
ought to be a statewide counting 
event that would determine the 
champion train car counter. Jim 
said he and Tom would be the West

Texas representatives. Tom counts 
all sorts of things.

“I count telephone poles. I think 
I counted 282 telephone poles be­
tween Colorado City and Snyder.” 

I asked him if  he had ever 
considered counting stripes on the 
highway. He said no, that he sticks 
to steps, trains and telephone 
poles. W hen I was in terview ­
ing these two guys, they talked 
back and forth to each other. Jim 
said, “When I was growing up, 
I’d count the number of hoboes 
on the train. They were friendly 
guys and would wave at me. When 
the hoboes dropped off, I started 
counting the cars. Is that the way 
you started, Tom?” Tom replied, 
“I’m not as old as you are, Jim. I 
don’t remember the hoboes.”

Jim says it’s kind of like a

pointer dog. “You hear the whistle 
and you get set. “ When he finishes 
counting, he figures he may have 
missed a couple, so he adds a few 
to his count. There might be a con­
troversy brewing over counting 
the engines.

Bush. O bam a 
won th re e  o f 
the state’s four 
highest-population counties: Harris, 
Dallas and Bexar. Travis, the state’s 
fifth  m ost populous county, p ro -0  
duced a 30 percent margin in favor 
of Obama.

Texas is a winner-takes-all state 
in the electoral college, so McCain 
claimed the Lone Star State’s 34 votes: 
one for each of Texas’ 32 congressio®  
nal seats and two for its Senate seats.

John Cornyn, Texas’ junior U.S. 
senator, held o ff challenger Rick 
Noriega, a Democratic state represen­
tative from Houston, to win his second 
six-year term. Kay Bailey Hutchison, 
Texas’ senior U.S. senator, was not up 
for re-election this cycle. She has not 
ruled out a run for governor in 2010.

Five incumbent state representa­
tives were voted out of office: Juan 
Garcia, D-Corpus Christi, lost to 
Republican Todd Hunter; Bill Zedler, 
R-Arlington, lost to Democrat Chris 
Turner; Dan Barrett, D-Fort W orth,®  
lost to Republican Mark Shelton; Tony 
Goolsby, R-Dallas, lost to Democrat 
Carol Kent; and Jim Murphy, R-Hous- 
ton, lost to Democrat Kristi Thibaut.

Bricks containing the name of 
a veteran can be purchased from the 
post members. They will be placed 
around the cannon as a memorial; 
American flags are placed on all lo­
cal graves on Memorial Day.

These are just a few of many 
community services that our Lo­
cal American Legion has done the 
past 77 years. The Memorial Build­
ing was constructed in 1948 by 
Schleicher Co. citizens in honor of 
all veterans of world wars.

threw a pass that wide receiver Jesse 
Sanchez would haul in one handed 
and take 28 yards for their final score.

Texas C o m p tro lle r  Susan 

Combs renamed her Property Tax 
Division the Property Tax Assis­
tance Division on Nov. 3.

She also moved it out of her 
office’s Local Government A s­
sistance and Economic Analysis 
Division and made it a stand-alone 
division.

Combs said the changes re ­
flect a new emphasis on helping 
local school districts and county 
appraisal districts comply with 
property tax laws and use property 
appraisal methods “that produce 
accurate results.”

Combs also said she plans 
revisions to the annual Property 
Value Study, a measure of taxable 
value of property within school 
districts that is used to calculate 
the amount of funding they receive 
from the state.

School districts and county ap­
praisal districts that disagree with 
the results of the study have a right 
to appeal, Combs said, and added 
that appeals now will be heard by 
the State Office o f Adm inistra­
tive Hearings instead of by the 
comptroller’s office.

for the landfill, one garbage truck 
driver and one general helper. Fay 
noted the landfill employees are 
being trained by an authorized 
heavy equipment instructor on the 
proper maintenance of the equip­
ment they use.

City Secretary Carolyn Mayo

then gave her report. She explained 
that the YFZ has discontinued 
disposing their sewer water and 
will continue to use the landfill 
under another name. Mayo told 
the council she budgeted $36,000 
in revenue from the YFZ on their 
sewer disposal. She told the coun­
cil the effect of the income loss

from the YFZ will be balanced by 
income from other sources.

Ms. Mayo also gave the council 
an update on the Muni Gas Coop­
erative and the council approved a 
opened ended contract with a gas 
system consultant to help stop the 
liquid from accumulating in the 
city’s gas lines.
