County hires Cody Bundick as 
Agricultural Extension Agent

Schleicher County Commissioners 
met Tuesday with Scott Durham district 
adm inistrator of the Texas AgriLife 
Extension Service. Durham introduced 
Cody Bundick and asked the commis- 

0  sioners to consider hiring him to fill the 
vacant position of county agriculture 
extension agent. Courtney Barbee, the 
county’s family and consumer science 
agent, was also on hand.

The com m issioners agreed that 
Bundick would be a good fit here in 
Eldorado and voted to hire him. He 
wills start here on December 1st follow­
ing a month-long internship in Menard 
County.

Bundick is a native of Brown County 
and is a graduate of Angelo State Uni­
versity. He plans to move to Eldorado if 
he can find a place to live.

In other business the commissioners 
%  took up discussion of four dumpsters 

on the courthouse square where county 
residents routinely dump their trash. The 
men noted that the free services is be­
ing abused with people piling brush and 
unsightly debris around the dumpsters. It 

®  was decided that the dumpsters will be 
moved to the Fire Hall and that county 
residents will be instructed to go there 
to dump their trash.

The men next decided to turn several 
trailers over to the EHS FFA class so 
they can be refurbished.

Utah judge removes FLDS attorney 
from lawsuit for control of UEP trust

Utah district court judge Denise Lindberg ousted attorney 
Rodney Parker and his law firm, Snow, Christensen & Mar- 
tineau, from a lawsuit brought against the United Effort Plan 
Trust. The judge found that Parker had represented the trust for 
several years and ruled that he may not now represent people 
bringing legal action against the trust. The judge said it would 
be inappropriate for Parker to use information he gained as 
counsel against the trust.

Parker filed a lawsuit against the trust last month in Judge 
Lindberg’s third district court seeking to return control of the 
United Effort Plan Trust to the leadership of the Fundamentalist 
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints.

The trust was originally established to serve as the financial 
arm of the FLDS Church, but Judge Lindberg removed its 
trustees, including FLDS prophet Warren Jeffs, and appointed

a Special Fiduciary named Bruce Wisan after she found that 
the trust was being mismanaged.

Lindberg’s action last week effectively ends the FLDS 
Church’s first bid to regain control of the trust, although Parker 
has indicated through his attorney Richard Van Wagoner that 
he intends to appeal the decision.

Parker also plans to appeal Lindberg’s ruling that he and 
attorney R. Scott Berry, who has also represented the UEP 
trust, must turn over documents related to the trust to Wisan.

Judge Lindberg ruled that Wisan has a right to see any 
documents related to the past management of the trust.

Parker’s lawsuit was brought on behalf of three unnamed 
plaintiffs. Among other things, the suit sought to block the sale 
of a 711 acre farm near Berry Knoll, located very near the twin 
cities of Colorado City, Arizona and Hildale, Utah.

Regardless your candidate, regardless your politi­

cal views, the recent onslaught of Presidential and 
Vice-Presidential debates, has been a reminder.

But this we know for sure: one doesn’t make 
it to the level of a Presidential debate without a life­
long commitment to this thing called ambition.

Ambition is a curious word. By definition it means 
“...a desire for personal advancement,” and whether 
it’s in work, the arts or the political world, it would

why some have 

it.. .why some don’t. Is it genetic? Something we are 
born with? Could it be environmental? Something we 
learn. Does it stem from some wisdom we heard when 
we were young.. .from a teacher, a mentor? Or is it a 
seed deeply ingrained in our psyches... just waiting 
to spring forth given the right combination of soil and 
rain (and perhaps a little fertilizer)?

While the word ambition covers a myriad of goal- 
oriented ideals, the desire for personal advancement 
in its original context was purely political.

From the Latin word “ambitio” (literally trans­
lated: “go getter”) the first “go getters” were ancient 
Romans...more specifically, Roman politicians out 
to “go get” votes.

At the time political ambition was a worthy call­
ing, as it was one of the few ways a commoner could 
better his placement in life, simply by engaging in 
civic dialogue. It didn’t take long, however for the 

“ambitiös” to use their clout for political posturing to 
better their own lives and livelihoods. This in turn, 
tweaked the meaning of the word ever so slightly, 
adding a touch more pride, a dash more cynicism, 
and a lot more ego.

It could be a Ponzi Scheme
It comes when you least expect it, Mid conversa­

tion or evening news, a phrase is uttered you’ve used 
before, but have never stopped to ask why.

Happened just this weekend, when a friend, 
newly into real estate investing, receives an email 
from someone in a foreign country wanting to rent a 
property in Nashville, Tennessee.

Could happen. But something doesn’t feel right. 
Far too smart to fall for someone wanting to deposit 
into her checking account, she asks for a check, which 
must be received on or by the 15th in US dollars. 
When said request shows up two weeks later, she 
calls to ask, “Think I should send it back? Or should 
I cash it and find him another property?”

I call a friend, far more familiar with these 
things to ask “Why would someone send a check 
without confirming, when he’s knows he’s past the 
deadline?”

Answer: “Not sure. Could be a Ponzi Scheme.” 
Thank God for these moments, for while my brain 

puzzles over the scam factor, my reflexes say, “Great! 
A new expression for the books!”

Who was this Ponzi, and why was he scheming? 
Fonzi’s brother? Or a shortened form of pond-scum?

Strangely, he was neither. Charles Ponzi (token 
person for illegal pyramids everywhere) became 
famous in the 1920s after he scammed thousands of 
New Englanders with a postage stamp scheme.

In a well thought operation, Ponzi banked on the 
differences between US and foreign currencies used 
to buy and sell international mail coupons. Promising 
a 40% return in 90 days (when the going rate was 
5%), Ponzi was deluged with funds in what later was 
discovered to be a $30 investment. Netting $1 mil­
lion dollars in a three hour window, Ponzi’s name 
has since become synonymous with illegal pyramid 
schemes ever since.

Working the Streets
The masses yearn to flip back 

the calendar to simpler days.
Those of us with tickets punched 

for geezer status work overtime in 
the cobwebs of selective memory. 
With world economies bobbing like 
yo-yo’s on the string of life, we are 
awash in words, wishing for bygone 
days when much was left unsaid.

On our hurting planet, politi­
cally-charged news bites refer to 

“streets”—more specifically, Wall 
Street, Main Street, as well as streets 
of the world....

When our nation was younger, . 
guardians of the people seemed 
more plentiful. Such courageous 
guardians, in their respective ways, 
worked the streets in the public inter­
est. Ever vigilant, they risked their 
necks, asked tough questions and 
grew thick skin.

Many didn’t dress the part, and 
may or may not have had material 
wealth. They were both Republicans 
and Democrats, sometimes in highly 
visible assignments, but often work­
ing quietly behind the scenes.

Whatever, the streets got worked. 
And these guardians—often report­
ers—knew that their community 
status could change on a dime. One 
said, “They’ll name a street after you 
one day and chase you down it the 
next.” Yet, they pressed on.

Two such guardians who worked 
the streets are now at rest. Each of 
them served for more than 60 years, 
Carl Freund in metropolitan centers 
and Jack Scott in a small West Texas 
town....

Freund was a newspaper reporter 
whose career included work in Waco, 
Dallas and Fort Worth. Scott was the 
colorful editor-publisher of the Cross 
Plains Review for much of the 20th 
century.

They loved their God, families 
and communities, worked untiringly 
and were doggedly committed to

fairness for the masses.
These journalists worked both 

sides of the streets, fearlessly asking 
penetrating questions. They lived in 
an era when it was NOT easier to 
apologize than ask permission. Ac­
countability reigned....

Keenly remembered for his visits 
to offices of public officials, Freund 
arrived with the predictability of a 
milkman.

Always smiling and with the 
warmth of a choir boy, he had a clever 
and unchanging opening question: 

“Is there anything I should be ask­
ing you?”

Often, there was....
The conscience of his community, 

Scott was able to secure a loan at age 
20 to purchase an interest in owner­
ship of the Review. Immediately he 
assumed the position of editor.

His life invested in the commu­
nity, Scott asked the right questions 
of the right people. Readers eagerly 
anticipated his weekly column, The 
Hometowner.

He embodied the words of Lord 
Byron: “Without or with offense to 
friends or foes, I sketch your world 
exactly as it goes.”. ..

These friends lived when spades 
were called spades, not shovels, dig­
ging instruments or earth-moving 
tools.

They experienced the Great 
Depression, digging deep for faith 
to persevere.

Scott was proud of his hometown 
bank, now called Texas Heritage 
Bank. (It’s had a couple of other

names previously.) He delighted in 
bragging that for more than a century, 
the bank ended each year stronger 
than it began. He was also proud that 
no depositor ever lost a dollar. When 
some depression-weary depositors 
scurried to close their accounts, he 
took them to task in his column. 
He called them “yellow-bellied 
skunks.”. ..

A few weeks ago, the now “Texas 
Heritage Bank” was honored by 
the Cross Plains Chamber of Com­
merce.

Selected minutes of directors’ 
meetings provided proof that in its 
early years, the bank operated on 
short rations. Once in 1934, the board 
voted to buy 5,000 paper towels and 
5,000 drinking cups for $17.88.

One director held out, contending 
that “a good gourd is hard to beat for 
holding liquids.”. ..

No doubt, this item made Scott’s 
Hometowner column.

I imagine that he may have taken 
the matter a step further, cautioning 
that “progress” should be taken in 
small steps.

Maybe if they’d gone from a 
gourd to a tin dipper first, the paper 
cup purchase might later have sailed 
through without comment....

Memories of such conservatism 
warm the heart.

Indeed, life was simpler then. 
One banker pensively recalls yester­
year’s “1-2-3” banking. “We paid 1% 
on savings, charged 2% on loans and 
went fishing at 3 in the afternoon.”

They asked the questions during 
the loan process that so need to be 
posed today, on Wall Street, Main 
Street and the «treets of the world. 
As Americans revisit lifestyles that 
demand that we pay as we go, let’s 
hope that our advocates working 
the streets ask Freund’s unchanging 
question: “Is there anything I should 
be asking you?”...

A  Steam Engine Buried in Metrooplex Quicksand
Griff Hubbard of Longview is 

the fifth generation of his family to 
work for the railroad.

“When people in our family die, 
we just move archives and memora­
bilia from one attic to another,” says 
Griff. “Right now it’s all in my attic.” 

Griff says the railroad has been 
responsible for every meal he’s 
ever eaten, every house he’s ever 
lived in and every car he and his 
family have owned. He works for 
AMTRAK and is the person who 
sets the ticket prices on trains. If 
you have a complaint or compliment 
about the prices, he’s the guy you 
want to talk to.

He is really excited about the 
increasing interest in trains.

“Our ridership is way up. With 
these high gasoline prices, more and 
more people are finding out it’s a lot 
cheaper to go by train. Besides, it’s 
a great way to travel.”

His great-great grandfather was 
on a train that ran into a storm at 
Arlington on March 16, 1886.

“He was hauling a group of 
Thespians from the Fort Worth 
Opera House to the Texarkana Op-

era House when the storm became 
violent and the train plunged off the 
trestle at Village Creek in Arlington. 
The fireman on the train was my 
great-great grandfather’s brother-in- 
law and he was killed. He was the 
only fatality, although a few people 
were hurt.”

There was a railroad strike going 
on in 1886 and there wasn’t enough 
manpower for the railroad company 
to remove the engine, which was 
stuck in quicksand. But they rebuilt 
the bridge over that site.

“To this day, Wood-Burning 
T & P Steam Locomotive 642 is 
still buried underneath the Union 
Pacific Main Line Village Creek 
Bridge in Arlington. I have a 
great uncle who is an electrical 
contractor on a rather large scale 
in Shreveport, Louisiana. In the

50’s, when I was a little boy, he 
approached the T & P railway 
and said he wanted to bring over 
some of his heavy equipment and 
raise the locomotive. He wanted 
to put it on his farm. The railroad 
was willing to make a deal and 
told G riff’s uncle he could have 
the locomotive if he built a new 
railroad bridge. Consequently, it 
never came to fruition. So that 
locomotive is still buried thirteen 
feet deep in the sand under the 
Village Creek Bridge. The guess 
is because it’s been in airtight 
quicksand it’s probably still in 
remarkably good shape.”

Griff says the location of the 
buried locomotive is near the site of 
the new football stadium where the 
Dallas Cowboys will play. Archeol­
ogy students from UT Arlington 
have been in contact with Griff and 
told him they have used sophisti­
cated equipment to determine just 
where the engine is, what position 
it’s facing and other information 
about it.

Griff has his great-great grand­
father’s railroad pocket watch.

Governor Perry: 
FEMA extend 
Ike disaster 
aid to affected

AUSTIN — With thousands of 
families still unable to return to their 
homes because of Hurricane Ike, Gov. 
Rick Perry on Oct. 8 extended his di­
saster declaration through Nov. 6 for 
90 Texas counties.

Also, at Perry’s request, the Fed­
eral Emergency Management Agency 
extended Hurricane Ike assistance 
through Nov. 1.

FEMA reim­
burses citizens 
for protective 
measures such 
as the removal 
o f h u rr ic a n e  
debris and con­
tinues its tem ­
porary lodging 
program  with 
p a r t ic ip a tin g  
hotels and motels.

Since Ike hit Texas Sept. 13-14, the 
Office of the Attorney General has 
received price-gouging complaints on 
gas and lodging, price hikes on food, 
water and power generators.

Texans can continue to report al­
legations of price gouging to the AG’s 
consumer complaint hotline, (800) 
252-8011.

Attorney General Greg Abbott sug­
gested Texans in hurricane-affected 
areas keep written records and re­
ceipts of any transaction they believe 
constitutes price gouging.

Ike’s storm surge exposed timbers 
that underpin the 10-mile long Galves­
ton seawall, which is 17 feet high and 
16 feet wide at its base.

Land Commissioner Jerry Patter­
son announced a $6 million emergen­
cy project to reinforce the 104-year-old 
seawall by restoring a length of beach 
in front of the massive concrete struc­
ture with trucked-in sand.

Sand will be placed on beaches 
from Galveston’s 10th Street to 61st 
Street. Patterson said the project 
should be completed by next sum ­
mer.

A current estimate of the cost of 
Ike is more than $11 billion.
