Homemaking Tips
FROM THE OFFICE OF HOME DEMONSTRATION AGENT

CLEANING STRETCHER 
CARPET L IFE  - —

The beauty and durability of 
rugs and carpets depend on 
their basic structure and regu­
lar c are . Dirt is  the greatest 
enemy of rugs and carpets. 
Fortunately, most of it can be 
removed by home methods as 
long as it rem ains on or near 
the surface. However, when the 
dirt has worked down into the 
pile, professional carpet 
clean ers a re  n ecessary .

A daily once-over -  lightly 
with the vacuum cleaner, using 
around three strokes over each 
area , will remove loose dirt, 
lint, and litter . Thorough 
vac immi ig at leas-.* once- 'per - 
ferabley tw ice) a  ws >U not only 
burshes .and freshens carpets 
and r  i ,s .  nut prevents the dir- 
from s'fting  into the pile. When 
dir . filtu er3 1 )V i, It chops a id  
c :ts the pile a id  w.eking. Seven 
strokes over each area  should 
prevent th is.

Evea though the vacuum 
cleaner Is used regularly, the 
surface of carpets and rugs 
often becom e’, solid and dull, 
two methods of cleaning help 
to co rre ct this condition, but 
even these cannot replace pro­
fessional cleantngat regular in­
tervals ,

Dry cleaning is  the use of 
solvent- saturated, inert ma­
teria l sprinkled liberally over 
a large area and brushed in 
slightly. Directions should be 
carefully followed. Avoid letting

the cleaner get down to the 
backing if it is made latex be­
cause solvents degrade rubber.

Wet cleaning is  suitable for 
a ll carpets and rugs. A non- 
alkaline synthetic detergent 
with water is safe cleaning 
solution. It should be applied 
sparingly with a sponge or cloth, 
wetting only the surface with 
a gentle motion. Then remove 
as much of the solu’ ion as pos­
sible with a shampoo machine, 
cloth, or sponge rinsed in c lear 
water. Always allow the carpet 
to dry quickly. Too frequent 
use of the solution may cause 
more rapid soiling since c a r ­
pets cannot be rinsed thoroughly 
on the floor.

What’s new in carpet backing? 
One of the fastest growing back­
ing fibers for today’s carpets 
is polypropylene.

Many carpet m anufacturers 
are praising the advantages of 
the new fabric, adding that It 
may be the future replacem ent 
of the now-popular jute back­
ing.

A few of the advantages of 
polypropylene include its r e s il­
iency, high stain resistan ce , 
lightness of weight; it is  non­
water absorbent and has no 
dust. The end product is  a more 
disciplined carpet. The e ffec- 
iencies such as better 
dimensional stability and firm ­
er  tuft anchorage during tuft­
ing.

The backing is  woven on a  
m .dified loom of prim arily mo­
nofilament ribbon yarns, but

The non-absorbency of the 
backing won’t in terfere with 
to-day’s brilliant color schem es, 
since the dye can be extruded 
into the yarn as it is made. 
Because of its non-absorbency, 
the backing does not affect the 
dye bath or stain the finished 
carpet as som? types of back­
ing do.

A secondary fabric backing is 
not n ecessary when the poly­
propylene is used. The latex 
foam is poured directly onto 
the prim ary backing fabric. 
This means that bowing of c a r ­
pets cause d by drying and back- 
sizing is  eliminated.

According to leading tutted 
carpet manufactures, the 
prim ary polyproylene back­
ings will be appearing more and 
more on carpets of the future.
