Farm state legislators, includ­
ing Charlie Stenholm of Texas 
17th District, were on hand last 
week when President George W. 
signed the 2002 Farm Bill into law.

While the growers of staple 
crops like wheat, corn and rice 
will benefit the most from the bill, 
3ther farmers and ranchers, espe­
cially Texas sheep and goat rais­
ers, are pleased with the bill. Spe­
cifically, the bill restores price sup­
ports for wool and mohair, offer­
ing domestic producers a bit more

that this six-year farm bill will 
spend less over that period of time 
than has been spent in ad hoc 
emergency payments over the past 
four years.”

Passage of the Farm Bill or the 
Farm Security and Rural Invest­
ment Act of 2002, as the bill was 
actually called in Congress, was 
never certain. And, as the bill made 
its way from committee to floor 
vote in the House and Senate, and 
then to the conference committee, 
there were repeated attempts to 
strip away major sections of the 
bill, including the wool and mo­
hair provisions.

Ultimately, the success of the 
bill depended less on the party af­
filiation of its sponsors and more 
on tenure in Congress. Stenholm, 
a Democrat and Henry Bonilla, a 
Republican, worked together to 
fend off attempts to remove the 
wool and mohair price supports.

The bill creates a marketing 
assistance loan program for wool 
and mohair similar to other pro­
gram commodities. It provides

producers price support loans or 
loan deficiency payments at loan 
rates of $ 1.00 per pound for grad­
ed wool, $0.40 per pound for non- 
graded wool and $4.20 per pound 
for mohair.

Peanut farmers will collect 
about $4 billion more over 10 
years and, for the first time, in di­
rect checks. The com support price 
will rise from the current $1.89 a 
bushel to $1.98 this year and next, 
and then drop by 2 cents a bushel.

The bill also reauthorized and 
provided funding for several assis­
tance programs including the Food 
Stamp Program.

Conservation programs also 
received a boost in the bill, with 
funding increasing by about 85 
percent.

“This bill is generous, and will 
provide a safety net for farmers. 
And it will do so without encour­
aging overproduction and depress­
ing prices,” President Bush said 
during the signing ceremony. “It 
will allow farmers and ranchers to

American Legion Bev McCor­
mick Post 257 will dedicate its new­
ly completed war memorial on the 
Schleicher County courthouse 
square at 9:00 a.m. on Monday.

At the heart of the war memo­
rial is M101A1 105mm towed 
H ow itzer canon. The artillery 
piece was donated to the local Le­
gionnaires by the U.S. Army and 
came to Eldorado from the Lex­
ington, Kentucky. When it was in 
active service, the field piece could 
fire a 33 lb. projectile some 14,500 
meters, or approximately 9 miles, 
at a maximum rate of fire of 10 
rounds per minute. Similar weap­
ons saw action in every conflict

from World War II to the Gulf War.
Work on the Legion’s memori­

al began in early 2002 and includes 
a flag pole, complete with Ameri­
can flag. Several members of Post 
257 assisted  in construction . 
Crowder Oilfield Services helped 
with transportation of the piece as 
well as painting the Howitzer. The 
memorial was completed only 
days ago, just in time for the Me­
morial Day dedication.

A color guard from Goodfellow 
AFB in San Angelo will be on 
hand to help with the program 
which is scheduled for 9:00 a.m. 
on Monday, May 27, 2002. As al­
ways, the public is invited to at­
tend to help honor America’s fall­
en heroes, as well as to dedicate 
the new memorial.

Farm bill restores mohair price supports
President Bush got up with the 

chickens last week to sign a feder­
al farm bill that could mean $190 
billion during the next decade for 
Americans who make their living 
providing the food that goes on our 
table.

Bush turned the bill into law at 
7:45 a.m. on May 13 in time to 
make the early morning agricultur­
al news programs on radio and TV 
stations in rural areas across the 
nation.

The bill will have a tremendous 
impact on Texas, especially West 
Texas. For one thing, it provides 
direct checks to peanut farmers. 
Secondly —  and huge news on the 
Edwards Plateau — it restores 
price supports for wool and mo­
hair.

That longtime economic main­
stay to Texas’ sheep country had 
been removed several years ago.

Exceeding current programs by 
$83 billion, the new bill raises by

two-thirds the government subsi­
dy for large-scale com, cotton, rice 
and wheat farmers. The last three 
of those commodities are big crops 
in Texas.

Education plan released
Democratic gubernatorial con­

tender Tony Sanchez released his 
campaign set piece last week, a 
report called “Texas Education 
Beyond Tomorrow.”

The plan calls for teacher pay 
hikes, a statewide pre-kindergar­
ten program, reducing class size 
and flexible skills testing. All of it 
could be done over the next four 
to eight years, he said, without 
raising taxes.

Of particular interest to anyone 
with children in public elementa­

ry schools is a segment of the plan 
calling for a pilot program allow­
ing third-graders to take the Tex­
as Assessment of Knowledge and 
Skills when their teachers think 
they are ready, not at one time.

The state’s two largest educa­
tion groups, the Texas Federation 
of Teachers and the Texas State 
Teacher’s Association have al­
ready endorsed Sanchez.

Republican Gov. Rick Perry’s 
campaign said the Sanchez educa­
tion plan was a budget buster that 
could cost $5 billion and lead to 
cuts in health care.

Tony the tiger
The gubernatorial election is 

still more than five months away, 
but like the weather, it’s heating 
up. Sanchez’ campaign has been 
running negative TV spots with 
this refrain: “We didn’t elect him, 
we don’t have to keep him.”

That refers, of course, to the 
fact that Perry assumed the office 
with Bush’s election.

Given that tone this early in the 
campaign, no telling what will be 
on the air this fall.

Another kind of storm
Speaking of this fall, the Na­

tional Weather Service says Tex­
as’ coast could be in for a big blow 
a few months from now.

Water temperature in the Gulf 
of Mexico is higher than normal, 
not a good sign. Hurricanes thrive 
on warm water. Last year, more 
than half of the Gulf stayed below 
80 degrees, the mark considered 
the threshold for storm develop­
ment.

Already this year, most of the 
Gulf is above 80 degrees. The wa­
ter temperature at Corpus Christi 
last week hit 83 degrees.

“That makes me nervous,” one 
meteorologist said last week. “The 
Gulf of Mexico is really, really 
hot.”

The last significant hurricane 
to strike the Texas coast was Gil­
bert in 1988.

Pete Terry’s Big Rocking Chair
Pete Terry lives at Ponta (Pon- 

IAY), a small community in Cher­
okee county, just up the road from 
Rusk. He has worked with wood 
since he was in high school.

“I dated a girl whose father was 
a ready good carpenter,” says Pete. 
I hung around him and learned-a 
lot. He had a little shop and taught 
me about tools. Then I started get­
ting my own just here and there. 
Along the way, I acquired a love 
for woodworking.”

He makes all kinds of things. 
One of his specialties is ball point 
pens made of East Texas woods.

Jonathan Marburger, nephew 
of Randy and Kathy Mankin of 
Eldorado, was one of 13 high 
school student athletes recognized 
recently by the Texas Tech chap­
ter of the National Football Foun­
dation. M arburger, a senior at 
Shallowater High School, received 
the NFF Scholar/Athlete Award at 
the Tech chapter’s annual banquet 
in Lubbock. Students from 12 oth­
er South Plains high schools were 
also recognized.

M arburger was the starting

fullback for the Shallowater Mus­
tangs during the past two seasons 
and was instrumental in turning 
his team around after a dismal 1- 
5 start. The Mustangs finished the 
season 5-5, then went two games 
deep into the 3 A State playoffs be­
fore losing 21-20 to Alpine.

Marburger will graduate from 
SHS next week and plans to at­
tend Texas Tech University in 
Lubbock. He is the son of David 
and Vickie Marburger of Shallo­
water.

It isn’t often that a small town 
like Eldorado produces two ath­
letes who, after excelling at the 
high school level, go on to com­
pete and excel at the collegiate lev­
el. Rarer still are the occasions 
when two such athletes end up on 
the same team at a national event. 
Well, watch closely this weekend, 
because that’s exactly what’s hap­
pening at the NCAA Division II 
National Outdoor Track & Field 
M eet w here Ty W illiam s and 
Michael Mayo of Eldorado are 
competing for the Angelo State 
University Rams.

Fortunately for local fans the 
meet is being hosted by ASU, a 
mere 45 miles away, making it pos­
sible for Eldorado supporters to 
watch the two former Eagles com­
pete in the same meet.

It won’t be the first time, how­
ever. When Ty Williams was a se­
nior at Eldorado High School, and 
was stalk ing his second State 
Championship in Shot Put, Micha­
el Mayo came on the team as a 
freshman. It was then that the two 
first practiced together, “throwing” 
the discus and “putting” the shot. 
And, it was then that they first 
competed on the same team.

Things are slightly different 
now. First of all, everything is 
heavier. A high school shot tips the 
scales at 12 lbs. while a college 
shot weighs in at 16 lbs. But 
strength training has allowed the 
two Eagles turned Rams to keep 
pace.

In fact, Ty Williams won the 
Shot Put event at the National Meet 
in 1999. This year, as a graduating 
senior, he will be competing in 
both the discus and the shot, hav­
ing qualified with 168’ 9” in the 
discus and 56’ 8” in the shot. Only 
16 competitors qualified for the

meet in each of the events.
Sophomore Michael Mayo will 

be competing nationally for the 
first time in the shot put, after qual­
ifying with a throw of 55’ 1”. He 
hopes to maintain the tradition 
started by Williams and qualify in 
both shot an discus the next two 
years, and possibly in the javelin 
where he placed 4th at the Lone 
Star Conference Meet this year.

Both Ty Williams and Michael 
Mayo had stellar athletic careers 
at Eldorado High School. Williams 
won the State shot put title as a 
sophomore then came back after a 
knee injury his junior year to win 
the event again as a senior. That 
same knee injury ended a promis­
ing football career.

Meanwhile, Mayo not only ex­
celled in shot and discus, an event 
that carried him to the State Track 
Meet his senior year, he was a 
standout on the basketball court. 
In fact, Mayo was recruited by 
ASU to play basketball for the 
Rams. He gave up the sport, how­
ever, to pursue his track career.

There will be 620 competitors 
in all at the National Meet, scat­
tered across 21 men’s events and 
the 22 women’s events. Interest­
ingly, of the 21 ASU athletes who 
qualified for the National Meet, 7 
are throwers and...two of them are 
from Eldorado!

The NCAA Division II Out­
door National Track & Field Meet 
gets underway today at ASU. The 
action will continue through Sat­
urday.

Things like this don’t happen 
very often, so don’t miss this 
chance to see a bit of Eldorado his­
tory play out in San Angelo. After 
all, it is likely to be a long, long 
time before it happens again.

ABILENE — W TU Retail 
Energy has filed a request with 
Public U tility Com m ission of 
Texas (PUCT) to adjust the fuel 
portion of electricity prices for 
its residential and small business 
“Price to Beat” customers to re­
flect significant increases in nat­
ural gas prices. The earliest the 
new prices could go into effect 
would be June 28.

For a typical residential cus­
tomerusing 1,000 kilowatt hour a 
month, the current average price 
is 8.796 cents per kwh. With the 
fuel adjustment, the average price 
will be 9.648 cents per kwh, in­
creasing the total monthly bill for 
that typical residential customer by 
approximately $8.52 per month. 
Despite the increase, that typical 
residential customer bill will still 
be approximately $2.42 a month 
lower than last year.

The Texas Electric Choice Act, 
which established retail competi­
tion in Texas, required that affili­
ate retail electric providers, in­
cluding WTU Retail Energy, re­
duce prices for residential and 
small commercial customers by 6 
percent below the rates charged 
in December 1999 after an adjust­
ment for the price of fuel used to 
generate electricity. This reduced 
price became known as the “Price 
to Beat”, adjustable twice a year 
for significant increases in the 
price of natural gas and purchased 
power.

The company notes that since 
its Price to Beat was established 
last year, the market price of natu­
ral gas has increased over 22 per-

The supplemental firm rate may, however, indirectly 
affect all residential and commercial customers served by 
TXU Gas Distribution in the state of Texas. The supplemen­
tal firm rate will be assessed to TXU Gas Distribution for its 
contracted capacity on the Northside Project in addition to 
the city gate rate approved in the Railroad Commission of 
Texas (Commission) Gas Utilities Docket (GUD) No. 8976. 
The supplemental firm rate may then be passed on to TXU 
Gas Distribution’s residential and commercial customers. If 
any other transportation customers contract for firm capacity 
on the Northside Project, those customers may also pay the 
supplemental firm transportation rate in addition to any 
other applicable rates charged such customers.

TXU LSP also proposes an interruptible transportation 
rate for the use of the Northside Project. To the extent that 
shippers other than firm transportation customers use the 
Northside Project, they will be charged this interruptible 
rate. TXU LSP proposes to reduce the proposed supplemental 
firm transportation rate charged to firm customers on the 
Northside Project through an annual revenue crediting mech­
anism based on revenues from the interruptible rate 
approved in this proceeding.

Construction of the Northside Project is estimated to be 
completed in approximately 23 months after approval of this 
rate application. The proposed supplemental firm rate and 
interruptible rate will be effective on June 4, 2002, but will 
not be charged until the initiation of service on the Northside 
Project and will be charged for an initial seven year period. 
TXU LSP further proposes to reconcile the projected capital 
costs with those actually incurred and to adjust the supple­
mental firm transportation rate and interruptible transporta­
tion rate accordingly.

A Statement of Intent to make such change has been filed 
with the Commission in GUD Docket No. 9292 and is avail­
able for inspection at the Commission’s office at 1701 North 
Congress, Austin, Texas, and at the offices of TXU LSP at 301 
South Harwood, Dallas, Texas. Copies of the Statement of 
Intent have also been sent to the appropriate city official of 
each incorporated city served by TXU Gas Distribution. Any 
affected person may file written comments or a protest con­
cerning the proposed changes in the rates with the Docket 
Services Section of the Office of General Counsel, Railroad 
Commission of Texas, P.O. Box 12967, Austin, Texas 78711- 
2967, at any time on or before June 17, 2002. Any person or 
agency that has a justiciable or administratively cognizable 
interest in this proceeding who desires to be designated as a 
party may petition for leave 'to intervene and request to 
become a party to this proceeding. The final date for inter­
vention in this case shall be June 17, 2002.

plan and operate based on market 
realities, not government dictates.” 

The new bill, which must be re­
newed after six years, replaces the 
yearly assistance Congress has ap­
proved since farm prices lan­
guished following passage of the 
1996 act. Bob Stallman, president 
of the American Farm Bureau Fed­
eration, said the new law “assures 
farmers and our lenders that we 
will have an adequate safety net 
in place and prevent the need to 
rely on emergency assistance in 
the future.”

Local reaction to the bill has 
been cautiously favorable. “We’ll 
have to wait and see how the rules 
are written and how the program 
is im plem ented,” said rancher 
Matt Brown. “We didn’t get every­
thing we wanted but its definitely 
better than nothing.”

Farm er and rancher Ricky 
Fuessel echoed the sentiment, “I 
think its a good deal. Not only does 
it help agriculture, but indirectly 
it supports the local economy by 
helping the businesses that depend 
on ag ricu ltu re ,” Fuessel said. 
“Now if we can just get some 
rain.”
