For years studies have been made for an
accepted explanation of sleep. What makes us
sleep?

; This week, with school starting,
I want to give you some information on
consumer safety. One source estimated
that many parents will spend at least

With this much money being spent some

precautions should be taken. Before

shopping make a list. Try to avoid
the temptation to overbuy. Shop around.

It pays to compare price and quality

in different stores. After you have

made your purchases you have a right
to complain if you are not satisfied
with the way they perform. But before
complaining, ask yourself these three
questions:

1. Did I follow the use and care
instructions carefully?

2, Did I use the product for its
intended purpose?

3. Did I have reasonable expecta-
tions for the product's
per formance?

If you decide that you do have

a valid complaint then use the fol-

lowing steps to seek help.

1. Try to solve the problem locally.
Go to the store where you made
the purchase. If possible, take
the sales slip, product, tags,
label and instructions with you.
You may expect the store to
either refund your money or
exchange or repair the item.

(College Station) A scientist
of the Texas Agricultural
Experiment Station today de—
scribed losses because of
predation ‘serious deterrents
to a successful sheep and
goat industry in the United
States' .

Dr. Maurice Shelton of San
Angelo, Experiment Station
research geneticist, said at a
symposium of the American
Society of Animal Science that
‘Unless this problem of pre—
dation can be resolved, the
future of the range sheep in—
dustry, as practiced in this
country, is in doubt’.

He also said that although
the need to solve the problem
is quite evident, acceptable
and effective solutions are
not so evident.
