spray for mosquitos again next 
Tuesday, according to City Sec­
retary Phil Olson.

Volunteer firemen will spray 
with malathion, an insecticide 
registered with the Environmen­
tal Protection Agency 
According to a pamphlet publi

shed by the American Cyanamid 
Company, several points of in­
formation should be made known 
to persons who are effected by a 
spraying program using mala­
thion.

For instance, the booklet points 
out that it is safe to consume 
fruits and vegetables exposed to 
the spray at mosquito control 
rates. However, fruits and vege­
tables should be washed beforeAccording to a pamphlet publi- tables should be washed before taken.”

spray, “ as well as any foreign 
particles in the air, may cause 
respiratory distress to those in 
its direct path who have respira­
tory embarrassment due to pre­
existing emphysema or other 
respiratory problems.

Beilieve it or not, there is 
a book of sermons entitled 
“ Some Dogs I Have 
Known” —my apologies to 
the author for using his 
title.

I am a dog fancier; to be 
precise, a Beagle fancier. 
We, my family and I, have 
been breeding and raising 
show Beagles for years. 
Unfortunately, not all of the 
puppies we have had turn­
ed out to be show dogs; 
also, unfortunately, Beag­
les have never been a rare 
breed and therefore do not 
command a high market 
price, if in fact you can sell 
them at all. We usually 
keep them ourselves or give 
our non-show quality pup­
pies to a good home.

One thing I have noticed 
over the years is that dogs, 
as people do, have indivi­
dual personalities; also like 
people, their personalities 
are affected by heredity 
and enviroment.
I have had dogs who were

completely unflappable......
nothing you could do would 
cause them to become agit­
ated or to lose their com­
posure. Another (my first) 
was a bom showman. Out­
side of the show ring, you 
could easily overlook her 
but once in the ring, she 
“ got it all together.”  She 
stood out in any group of 
dogs in the ring, and she 
was a consistent winner; 
but once outside the ring, 
she was just another dog. 
In other words, she put out 
the effort to win when it 
was needed.

I have known dogs that
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“ When the pipe line was 
finished, I went to work in the 
Service Station business. That 
was in 1930, and I’ve been in it 
ever since” .

In addition to his Fina Station, 
Lum is a rancher. He told me a 
very interesting story about the 
value of sheep dogs. “ Years 
back, ranchers thought the only 
way to work sheep was on 
horseback. Well, Hank Mund 
got some dogs and was bragging 
about how much better they 
were to work sheep with, and 
how smart those dogs were. We 
were in town visiting one day 
when Hank was called to the 
telephone. When he returned, 
we asked him who was calling 
him, here, and he said: ‘Oh, it 
was just one of them dogs 
wanting to know where the worm 
medicine was!’ ”

Mr. Davis’s life hasn’t lacked 
for excitement. Since January 1, 
1930, when he decided to run the 
Humble Station on Main Street t 
he has been robbed at gun point, 
had several break-ins, and met a 
lot of interesting people. He 
served in the Air Force, has been 
connected with the Fire Depart­
ment for 32 years and in that 
time has fought many a bad 
grass fire! He is an active 
member of the West-Side Ch­
urch of Christ and is a valued 
member of the business and 
ranching community of Schlei­
cher County.

Since his retirement from the 
Fina Station, his daughter and 
son-in-law, Jem and Zane Miller, 
operate the station, while Lum 
and Fuddy ranch full time.

The Governor has reported that he will call a special session of the 

Legislature to produce a Public School Finance Bill, if the 
leadership in the House and Senate will guarantee a two-thirds 
(2/3) majority support for a House-Senate compromise to be worked 
on in the interim (during June). As mentioned above the 
Conference Committee produced a good bill for the rural areas. The 
report has been called the Massey #3 (Representative Tom Massey 
from San Angelo, Chairman of the House Education Committee) in 
most Legislative circles and had the support of all House and Senate 
members of the Conference Committee with the exception of 
Senator Oscar Mauzy of Dallas.

The Governor further stated that he is delaying the special session 
for the Legislators to visit in their home districts and get the feeling 
of their constituents concerning this issue. Since the rural areas 
must have a bill similar to the Conference Committee Report, our 
feelings should be evident at this time.

In conclusion it should be noted that the Senators and 
Representatives from our area supported the Conference Commit­
tee Report; and Mr. James E. (Jim) Nugent in particular has been a 
tower of strength in the Legislature and on the Conference 
Committee in fighting this issue in our behalf, and should be 
commended for his outstanding efforts for our schools and 
taxpayers.

As everyone knows by now, the 65th Legislature failed to produce 

a new Public School Finance Bill for the 1977-79 biennium. What 
this means is that the Public Schools will continue to operate under 
HB 1126, passed by the 64th Legislature in 1975, using the Districts 
values as reported in 1977 rather than the values used for the past 
biennium. (The reported values are less than the current values now 
being used in most School Districts.)

Having followed the legislative process closely, concerning Public 
School Finance, and being privileged to work closely with the 
House-Senate Conference Committee on Public School Finance and 
our Representative, Mr. James E. (Jim) Nugent in particular, there 
are a few things that we in our area need to understand about what 
has actually happened and where we go from here.
To begin with, the main issue was and still is what values shall be 

used to determine a school district’s local fund assignment (LFA). 
The LFA is the local school district’s share of the State Foundation 
Program, and is determined by applying a set rate to the full value 
of property in each district. Full value and how it is determined is 
therefore the issue. The rural areas want, and have to have, full 
value based on productivity (called ag values), and urban areas 
want full value based on market value (what property sells for). At 
this point in time therefore, the only defense the rural areas have is 
“ no bill” . (In other words, the rural areas are better off with HB 
1126 and our own reported values than with values based on the 
Urban desire of Full Market Value.)
The Teacher Salary increase has been made to appear to conflict 

with this issue, and appear to relate to the amount of state monies 
allocated for the Local Fund Assignments. This is true only to a very 
minimum extent. The House-Senate Conference Report on HB 750 
at the eleventh hour of the Legislative session contained a very 
reasonable salary increase for Texas teachers. The Teacher Pay

which w ould replace the “ indeterm inate”  sentencing system  
now used by federal courts with a system  o f  “ presum ptive”  
sentencing.

For exam ple, a four-year presum ptive sentence m ight be 
set for first o ffen se  bank robbery, with virtually no eligibility 
for parole. The presum ptive sentences w ould then increase 
sharply for repeat o ffen ses.

Too often too  many officials in the past have been  hesitant 
to even face the issue o f  crim inal justice squarely, preferring 
to speak in fash ionable term s o f  “ rehabilitation”  rather than

SPICY GREEN TEA

Crush 1/2 tsp. whole cloves

Into bottle put 2 tsp. paprika;

According to Ohio re­
searchers, container grown 
ornamentals have become a 
popular way to grow plants 
in the nursery and to plant 
in the home grounds. These 
plants can be transplanted 
anytime during the growing 
season from early spring to 
late fall, but require proper 
planting and watering prac­
tices for success.

There is a difference be­
tween container-type 
plants. Container-grown 
refers to a plant started as a 
seedling, rooted cutting, or 
graft and grown to a mar­
ketable size in a small 
volume of potting soil. 
These plants have grown 
long enough in the con­
tainer for a great number ol 
roots to form and grow out 
to the edge of the con­
tainer.

Field-potted plants are 
dug with a soil ball and put 
into a container rather than 
burlapped. Another type is 
the potted container where 
bare-root roses, trees, or 
shrubs are planted into a 
container. The transplant 
risk is greater with the 
potted container plant than 
the container-grown or 
field-potted plant.

Disturb roots. The con­
tainer grown plant requires 
more care and attention in 
transplanting to encourage 
roots to grow into the new 
soil environment. When 
bare-root or balled-and- 
burlapped trees and shrubs 
are dug, many of their roots 
are cut and new root growth 
is stimulated behind the cut 
root ends. This hastens the 
growth of new roots into the

surrounding soil and es­
tablishment of the plant. 
W ith co n ta in er -g row n  
plants, this may not happen 
as the roots are seldom 
disturbed or cut when re­
moved from the container.

Before planting and after 
removing the plant from 
the container, examine the 
root system to determine if 
the roots have formed a 
heavy mass around the 
outside surface. If there is a 
heavy matting of roots, 
they should be loosened, 
cut or broken apart. When 
the roots cannot be loosen­
ed, make four or five cuts 
from top to bottom with a 
sharp knife down the sides 
of the root mass. Then fray 
out the roots with your 
fingers to extend the roots 
out into the new surround­
ing space of the hole.

Laws for women improved, 
but more changes are needed

Texas law has improved 
its treatment of homemak­
ers in recent years, says a 
new study, but more cha­
nges are needed before 
women at home are afford­
ed their full legal and 
economic rights.

The report, one of a series 
examining the legal rights 
of homemakers in all sta­
tes, was released by the 
T e x a s  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  
Women’ s Year (IWY) Co­
ordinating Committee in 
Austin Tuesday (May 17).

“ The Legal Status of 
Homemakers in Texas” , 
based on laws in effect in

the state in February 1977, 
was written by State Rep. 
Sarah Weddington of Aus­
tin and published by the 
National Commission on 
the Observance of IWY.

“ If the homemaker’s per­
sonal security, rights and 
responsibilities are stren­
gthened, the partnership 
into which she has entered 
will also profit from that 
strength,”  the study said.
The report was requested 

by the National IWY Com­
mission’ s Homemaker Co­
mmittee, chaired by former 
Michigan Congresswoman 
Martha Griffiths, and pre-

pared under contract with 
the Center for Women 
Policy Studies of Washing­
ton, D.C.

“ The woman who exami­
nes these problems can 
plan her life in a way to 
avert tragedy or minimize 
its con sequ ences,”  the 
booklet-form report said. 
“ More important, identify­
ing the problems may ev­
entually result in changes 
necessary to ensure that 
the role of homemaker does 
not leave the woman who 
chooses that role at a 
disadvantage.”

lazy or an alcoholic or a 
gambler, or who abandons 
the family, or fails to sup­
port it.

-O f  the 5,277,500 people 
employed outside the home 
in Texas, 1,982,200 (38 per 
cent) are women. A major­
ity of women work because 
of economic need: Three- 
fifths are single, widowed, 
divorced, separated or have 
husbands whose earnings 
are less than $7,000.

-In  Texas a husband by 
law cannot be found guilty! 
of raping his wife, and no 
real remedy has been found 
for the growing number of 
instances of wife battering.

-Even if a husband is 
ordered to make child sup­
port payments, those pay­
ments may be too small to 
cover even half of the actual 
expenses a wife may en­
counter. She may receive 
the payments irregularly, if 
at all. Texas law does not 
allow garnishment o f mili­
tary pay and retirement. 
Hence, Texas wives cannot 
benefit from the new Fed­
eral law permitting garni­
shment “ as provided by 
state law.”

-Texas law does not pro­
vide permanent alimony or 
maintenance.

-M any women who are 
widowed are left destitute, 
alone and without any sub­
stantial earning capacity. 
The booklet will be avail­

Plan now for fall landscape color

Prior planning can mean a 
brightly colored landscape 
this fall, says an authority 
in landscaping.

“ Four popular plants are 
well-known for their fall 
brilliance,’ ’ points out Dr. 
William C. Welch, land­
scape horticulturist with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service. “ They are 
the chrysanthemum, candle 
tree, copper plant and 
Joseph’ s coat. Each has 
advantages and distinctions 
all its own; all have beauty 
and eye-pleasing color.”  

The chrysanthemum-sim- 
ply called a mum-is con­
sidered the queen of fall 
flowers. The plants, gener­
ally from 12 to 24 inches 
tall, burst forth with color­
ful blooms. Mums require a 
well-drained soil with amp­
le water and fertilizer. Use

a high phosphorus fertili­
zer, such as 5-15-10, at the 
rate o f two pounds per 100 
square feet. Mums should 
be transplanted by June or 
early July. Keep terminal 
buds pinched through July 
to promote side branching 
and more flowers.
The candle tree boasts 

showy yellow flowers. The­
se fall blooming plants are 
best used as backgrounds 
for wide flower beds. They 
also have attractive foliage 
over their height of four to 
six feet. Candle trees prefer 
rich, moist soil and should 
be fertilized each month 
with a complete fertilizer. A 
fertilizer with the analysis 
o f 5-15-10 at the rate o f two 
pounds per 100 square feet 
of soil surface works well 
although any balanced fer-

Copper plants are attrac­
tive in summer as well as 
fall. The bronze foliage, the 
main reason it is grown, 
combines well with fall 
flowers. While they can 
grow much larger, copper 
plants normally grow 15 to 
30 inches tall in moist, 
fertile soil. Copper plants 
do well with similar amou­
nts of fertilizer as used with 
candle trees and mums.
