J.C. Bumguardner has qualified as a semifinalist in the
1977 National Merit Scholarship Program. And Jim Bob
Byrd, son of Mr and Mrs Tom Byrd, has received a Letter
of Commendation in the same program. Matt and Jim Bob
are seniors in Eldorado High School.

To advance to Finalist standing, Matt must meet
requirements that include being fully endorsed and
recommended for scholarship consideration by their
secondary school principals, presenting school records
that substantiate high academic standing, and confirming
their qualifying test scores with equivalent scores on a
second examination. Over 90 percent of the Semifinalists
are expected to qualify as Finalists and to receive
Certificates of Merit next February. All winners of Merit
Scholarships will be chosen from the exceptionally able
group of Finalists.

Over 1 million students from more than 17,000 high
schools entered the 1977 Merit Program by taking the 1975
Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test/National Merit
Scholarship Qualifying Test (PSAT/NMSQT). Semifin-
alists are the highest-scoring students in each state; the
number named in a state is proportional to that state’s
percentage of the nation’s total graduating senior class.

Implements

Safety Program

The Commissioners Court, Monday, approved the
adoption of a County Loss Control Program. The program
came as a request by the County’s insurance carrier
concerning Workman’s Compensation portion of the
policy. Under the program adopted, the Court designated
0.B. Singleton, County Road Superintendent, as County
Safety Coordinator. It will be Singletons responsibility to
see that the program is implemented under the guidelines
specified by the Aetna Company, the insurance carrier.

At a previous meeting, the court had been requested to
extend Lee Street to property adjacent to the city limits of
Eldorado. The request was made by Charlie’ Niblett on
behalf of other interested parties who had recently bought
acreage for residential sites. In their discussion Monday,
the court indicated a county road would be constructed
from the Mertzon highway to these residential sites if
occupants lived in that vicinity and an easement for a road
existed.

Jim Bob is among 35,000 Commended students
nationwide who are being recognized for their outstanding
performance on the 1975 Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude
Test/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test. Com-
mended students represent less than 2 percent of the
nation’s secondary school senior class. Although Com-
mended students scored below the level required for the
15,000 Semifinalists who will continue in the Merit
Scholarship competition, their test performance indicates
exceptional academic promise.

To increase their opportunities for college, NMSC
makes it possible for regionally accredited U.S. colleges to
obtain, on a cost basis, the home addresses of Commended

Students.

CATTLE RECOVERY IN *77

COLLEGE STATION---Cattlemen won’t see higher beef

prices in 1977 unless a lot of cows, non-fed cattle and
calves are slaughtered this year, says one authority in
livestock marketing.

Dr. Ernest Davis, a livestock marketing specialist for the

>Texas Agricultural Extension Service, says that despite

the high levels of cow and calf slaughter last yeaf, cattle
numbers are still high. ,

‘We still have 53.8 million cows, 11.2 million'
replacement heifers and 96.7 million feeder cattle on hand
in this country,” Davis says.

He feels that at least 10 million cows, 5.8 million non-fed
cattle and S million calves need to be slaughtered in 1976
for Choice feeder cattle prices to reach the $50 per
hundredweight level in 1977.

‘If cattlemen don’t reduce the cow herd by keeping up a
high level of slaughter, beef prices in 1977 will be no better
than prices in 1976, Davis predicts.

The main goal of cattlemen should be to cut feeder cattle
availability by putting more cows, calves and non-fed.

cattle on the market, says the Texas A&M University

System specialist.

‘Cattlemen need to be aware of the market situation and
adjust their cattle supplies to meet market needs to keep
prices up.’

Davis says that even if the cattle supply is cut back by
1977, there will still be beef price fluctuations caused by
fluctuating feedgram prices.

‘If feedgrain prices go up, there will probably be more
non-fed cattle slaughtered and lower beef prices this fall.
On the other hand, if feedgrain prices fall, there should be
more movement of cattle to feedlots, delaying marketings
and resulting in higher prices during the fall.’

Another situation that will have strong influence on fall
cattle prices is the winter pasture conditions. With good
winter pastures, fall stocker cattle prices will be stronger
than present and potential spring cattle prices could be
lower than expected ($47-$49 per hundredwexght) due to
the carryover of cattle this winter.

‘If enough cows, calves and non-fed cattle are
slaughtered this fall, it means more beef on the market
and lower prices for 1976. But it also means less cattle in
1977 and better orices.” contends Davis.

NN FALL LAWN CARE

After 6 months of mowing and watering lawns, cool
weather will be a welcome change to many Texas
homeowners. To enhance the appearance of fall lawns and
to insure weed-free winter lawns and good recovery next
spring, a few chores remain.

Fall fertilization is the key to enhancing green foliage in
the fall and promoting early spring recovery of lawns. A
balanced fertilizer (one which contains nitrogen, phos-
phorus and potassium in equal proportions, such as a
12-12-12 or 8-8-8) should be applied at a rate of one pound
of nitrogen per 1,000 square feet. This means 8 pounds of
a 12-12-12 fertilizer or 12 pounds of an 8-8-8 fertilizer per
1,000 square feet. If soil test information is available,
follow recommendations based on this information.
Higher rates of fertilizers should not be applied to St.
Augustine lawns in the fall since they increase the
susceptibility of the grass to brownpatch, a fungus
disease. Fall fertilization also helps to produce a dense
turf which discourages the invasion of winter weeds.

If winter weeds have been a problem in past years, a
herbicide may be applied for additional protection. Some

Not only is brownpatch
unsightly, but weeds generally emerge where the disease
has weakened the grass. Also, spring recovery is delayed
in areas damaged by brownpatch. Fungicides containing
PCNB, benomyl, maneb and chlorothalonil will provide

- control of brownpatch when applied according to label
instructions.

Another fall task for homeowners is to remove excess
accumulations of tree leaves from the lawn. This excess
debris will increase thatch accumulation and create a
favorable habitat for insects and disease organisms.

So, for the homeowner to maintain an attractive lawn in
the fall and to insure good spring recovery, there are still a
few tasks to accomplish. Fertilization, weed control and
the use of preventative fungicides together with routine
maintenance will help insure a beautiful lawn this fall and

again next spring
