FBC bus wreck claims 9th victim as
Blaylock dies in San Angelo hospital

#®  Billy Frank Blaylock, 78, of Eldora-
do died Monday morning in Shannon
Hospital in San Angelo, of medical com-
plications, after seeming to recover from
injuries he sustained in a bus accident
in Louisiana on Oct. 13, 2004.

Blaylock, his wife Mabel, and 13
others were riding in a tour bus owned
by First Baptist Church of Eldorado,
when it collided with a parked tractor-
trailer rig, loaded with bales of com-

®ressed cotton. The group had left El-
dorado a day earlier on a tour that was
to take them Pennsylvania.

Initially, eight persons were killed in

the crash. Of that number, five were
from Eldorado. They included Domin-
go and Delia Pina, Kennith and Betty
Richardson and Mary Ruth Robinson.
Three others, Jean Demere and Jimmy
Teel of Water Valley, and Laverne Sh-
annon of San Angelo were also killed in
the accident.

Blaylock was reportedly making
good progréss toward a full recovery
and had been transferred from Univer-
sity Medical Center in Jackson, Mis-
sissippi, to Shannon Medical Center in
San Angelo. There, between sessions
in physical therapy and visits with

By Sunday, family members had gath-
ered and were fearing the worst. Some
of them reportedly met with Mabel
Blaylock to prepare her for the news.

Billy Frank Blaylock was a lifelong
resident of Schleicher County. He was
a Marine Corps veteran, having lost a
leg during the landing on Iwo Jima in
World War II. Blaylock was widely
known as a saddlemaker, rancher and
rural mail carrier. He also served as a
deacon at First Baptist Church. He was
also very active in the Boy Scouts as a
Scout leader. :

His funeral was held Wednesday,
November 19, 2003 at First Baptist
Church of Eldorado.

Milton "Mickey" Rathbone of Eldo-
rado will be inducted next May into the
Texas High School Football Hall of
Fame. Rathbone, a 1943 graduate of San
Angelo High School, played quarter-
back on the team that defeated Lufkin
for the State Championship 26-13 dur-
ing his senior year.

Following the induction ceremony,
slated for Saturday, May 1, 2004 in
Waco, Rathbone will join the ranks of
such football greats as Hayden Fry, Don-
ny Anderson, Earl Campbell. Doak
Walker and Bobby Lane. He will find
himself in familiar company. In fact,
Doak Walker and Bobby Lane played
on the Highland Park team that fell to
Rathbone's Bobcats 21-20 in the 1943
State Semifinal game.

"We were behind twenty to seven at
the end of the third quarter and we came
back to win it twenty-one to twenty.,"
Rathbone said. "Folks in San Angelo
who are old enough to remember are still

talking about that one."

Rathbone scored the TD that pulled
the Bobcats even with the Highland Park
Scots and George Graham added the
extra point to give San Angelo the win.

One year carlier, it was the Bobcats
who bowed out of the State Playoffs af-
ter falling in the Quarterfinal game to
Amarillo High.

Following his senior year at San
Angelo High School, Rathbone was
named to the Big Ten, a list of the top
ten high school football players in Tex-
as, Oklahoma and Louisiana. He was
joined on that team by Doak Walker,
Bobby Lane of Highland Park and Y.A.
Tittle of Marshall.

Rathbone's football carcer was de-
layed by World War II and his enlist-
ment in the Navy where he served as a
bombardier on a TBF torpedo plane. Af-
ter making his mark as a bombardier,
Rathbone was chosen to serve as a Navy
bombardier instructor. There, he learned
to train young men, a skill that would
serve him well when he later joined the
ranks of the coaching profession.

But coaching lay down the road a
ways for Rathbone when he returned
home from the war. He immediately

enrolled in San Angelo Jr. College (now
Angelo State University) where he
played football for two years and earned
selection to the All-Conference team in
1947 and the All-American team in
19438.

Next came two years at Texas Tech
University in Lubbock where he stud-
ied animal husbandry while playing
football for the Red Raiders.

Rathbone then took up ranching,
working for his father-in-law Charles
Atkinson while also serving as an assis-
tant-coach at San Angelo Jr. College. It
was there that he helped recruit and then
coach a young Spike Dykes who later
coached at numerous high schools and
colleges before wrapping up his career
as head coach at Texas Tech. Dykes,
himself a member of the Texas High
School Football Hall of Fame will be
on hand in May to welcome his former
coach and longtime friend into the pres-
tigious fellowship.

Others being named to the team in-
clude Sid Hallidaw (decéased) of High=
land Park High School, representing the
era before 1939; Ed Bernet of Highland
Park, representing the decade of the
1950s; Clifford Branch of Houston Wor-
thing High School, representing the
1960s; Ronnie Lee of Tyler High
School, representing the 1970s; Mike
Kinsey of Brownwood High School,
representing the 1980s; Koy Detmer of
Mission High School representing the
1990s; Coach Charlie Johnston; and
Eddie Wolski in the Special Category.
Interestingly, Wolski served as trainer
for San Angelo Jr. College in the late
1950s while Rathbone was a coach
there.

The Texas High School Football Hall
of Fame is an affiliate of the Texas
Sports Hall of Fame and is located at
1108 S. University Parks Dr. in Waco.
The Hall of Fame induction banquet is
scheduled for 6:00 p.m. on Saturday,
May 1, 2004, at the Ferrill Center in
Waco. Adult tickets are $20 while stu-
dent tickets may be purchased for $5.

It’s the older generation that
spends money. People sixty, seven-
ty and eighty are healthy, active,
have good minds and shell out mon-
ey for vacations, concerts, plays and
movies. In any upscale restaurant
most of the diners have white hair.
In short, they’re building memories.

In this generation, many are
still working way past retirement
age. They have organized their jobs
and lives so they can still work and
have time to do the things they want
to do. This is the generation that has
saved money for most of their
working lives. They aren’t neces-
sarily thinking about themselves,
either. They are thinking about their
children and grandchildren.

Many of this group think the
best thing they can do is be with
their families. So they take cruis-
es and rent vacation homes so ev-
erybody can be together for a week
or so every year. Sixty used to be
the age when people slowed down.
Not any more.

Sixty seems to be what forty
used to be years ago. Grandparents
don’t look like the grandparents
they had.

$130 million partnership in schools

The state is partnering with
three private foundations ina $130
million education initiative to in-
crease high school graduation and
college attendance rates in school
districts statewide.

Gov. Rick Perry said the ini-
tiative Texas High School Project
(THSP), which includes $65 mil-
lion in state funds along with
roughly $65 million in private
funds, is one of the largest public-
private efforts of its kind to im-
prove Texas schools.

Under THSP, the state will of-
fer grants of up to $600,000 to ap-
proximately 140 school districts to
help pay for additional services for
at-risk students at low-performing
high schools to help them gradu-
ate and be academically prepared
for college. Partners include the
Michael and Susan Dell Founda-
tion, the Bill & Melinda Gates
Foundation and the Communities
Foundation of Texas.

Declaring your Independence

So, you’re tired of the politi-
cal status quo? Think you can get
things done better than the Repub-
licans or Democrats?

If you, like singer-novelist
Kinky Friedman, are contemplat-
ing running for state office as an
independent, it’s not quite as easy
as it was in California earlier this
fall. In fact, it’s just plain hard to
do. Anyone wanting to run as an
independent must declare that sta-

tus by Jan. 2, 2006.

The next step comes after the
spring primary, or runoffs if there
are any. An independent candidate
must apply for a spot on the ballot
within 30 days of the runoff.

But simply applying is not
enough. A candidate needs the sig-
natures of 1 percent of the votes
cast for governor in the previous
general election. Oh, and the can-
didates must not have voted in any
of the primaries.

That means Friedman and any
other gubernatorial contender opt-
ing to run as an independent needs
to collect 45,540 names. Difficult
as that process is, Friedman does
not have to do it for more than two
years. Meanwhile, he’s already got
bumper stickers out. :

On Oc-
tober 30th I took Dad to the Eldo-
rado-Wall Thursday night football
game. The gate on the visitor’s
side was unlocked so I drove him
down to the 30-yard line. My
youngest daughter was cheering
her next to the last game of her 2
yr. Junior High cheerleading. Dad
had never seen her cheer.

Mr. Gesch welcomed us with,
“You need to get out of here.” I
stepped out and explained the sit-

uation - the wheelchair was too
heavy for Mom to load; due to
poor eyesight he needed to be
close; first time to watch grand-
daughter - and said that we
wouldn’t be there long. I all but
got on my knees to beg but was
told we must leave. I went through
it all again in greater detail and wag..
again asked to get them out. '

Mom (80) -and Dad (83) were
run out of a junior high football
game!

Comptroller delivers sales tax rebates

AUSTIN — Texas Comptrol-
ler Carole Keeton Strayhorn said
today that state sales tax collec-
tions rose in October by 3.6 per-
cent compared to October 2002-
the biggest year-over-year growth
since August 2001, just prior to the
9/11 terrorist attacks. The state’s
October sales tax revenue was
$1.19 billion.

Local sales tax collections are
up also. Strayhorn today sent
$393.5 million in November sales
tax rebates to cities, counties, tran-
sit systems and special purpose
taxing districts, up 6.7 percent
compared to November 2002. The
last time local taxing units saw
their monthly sales tax allocations
increase in the six percent range

was June 2001, when allocations
were up 5.8 percent compared to
June 2000.

October sales tax rebates in-
clude local sales taxes collected in
August and reported to the Comp-
troller in September. The state’s
share of sales tax reported in Sep-
tember was $1.12 billion, up 2.1
percent compared to a year ago

November sales tax rebates
represent September sales report-
ed to the Comptroller in October
by monthly sales tax filers and
July, August and September sales
reported to the Comptroller in Oc-
tober by quarterly sales tax filers.

Locally, the sales tax rebates
seem to indicate an improving lo-
cal economy with all indicators

pointing upward, except the City
of Eldorado’s year-to-date tax re-

ceipts which lag behind last year

despite showing continued im-
provement in recent months. (See
chart below)
