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Hospital board
meets, authorizes
software upgrade

Schleicher County Medical Center will be get-
ting new computer software and an upgrade of com-
puter equipment, following Monday night’s vote
of the hospital district’s board of trustees. Hospital
officials say that the purchase became necessary
when governmental regulations, especially those
concerned with patient confidentiality, changed,
rendering the hospital’s existing software obsolete.
The total purchase price will be $150,740.00.

The new software will replace an old computer
program that has been in use at the hospital for nearly
twenty years. During the discussion it was noted that
the old program does not comply with new “HIP-
PA” regulations concerning patient confidentiality,
and the company that produced the old software has
indicated that it will not be upgrading the product.

The new software, produced by APS, a Waco
based company, will give the hospital its first-ever
integrated computer system. With the new pack-
age, the hospital’s laboratory, x-ray and pharmacy
will be linked directly to the business office. So
will the nursing station and the emergency room.

The decision to buy the software was made dur-

ing the board’s regular monthly meeting. Trustees

on hand for the meeting included Randy Mankin,
Shirley Joiner, Delia Pina, Ricky Fuessel, Frank
Williams and Jim Martin. Also present were Hos-
pital Administrator Sharon Dietz, assistant Admin-
istrator Beverly Minor, attorney James Kosub and
hospital consultant Andy Freeman.

The meeting was convened at 6:05 p.m. and the
minutes of the Jan. 27, 2003 meeting were ap-
proved. The board then went behind closed doors
to consult with attorney James Kosub in executive
session. At one point, Andy Freeman was called
into the executive session. When the group returned
to open session, they voted unanimously to extend
the contract for Freeman’s consulting firm, Pre-
ferred Management, by five years. It was noted that
the contract is reviewable annually and may be
cancelled by either party with six month’s notice.
Preferred Management is completing its third year
as the hospital’s management consultant.

In other business, the board heard Sharon Di-
etz’s administrator’s report. She updated the board
on her efforts to negotiate better reimbursement
rates from several insurance carriers. She also ex-
plained that the hospital’s indigent policy is being
reviewed. Dietz went on to tell the board that re-
sis on collecting payments from in the clinic, and
the emergency room, as well as increased efforts
to collect past due accounts, brought in $10,917.31
during the month of January.

Next, the board reviewed the district’s finan-
cial reports. They learned that the hospital district’s
financial condition improved by $28,413.00, mean-
ing that the district covered its expenses in Janu-
ary without using all of its tax subsidy. The board
also authorized the staff to write-off $23,481.52 in
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Eldorado’s answer to Alaska’s Iditirod

County considers
credit card fuel

system at airport

Schleicher County Commissioners discussed
Monday the possibility of installing an aviation fuel
system at the county airport. One system, proposed
by local pilot Joe Christian, would allow pilots to
use credit cards to purchase fuel for their planes.
Christian went on to say that general aviation has
become a big business with 30.8 million hours of
flight time logged and 13 million gallons of fuel
sold each year. Most airports, Christians said, of-
fer a card lock fuel system, a pilots lounge and a
courtesy vehicle.

Christian pointed out to the commissioners that
most private pilots have access to the Internet and
will use it to check fuel availability and prices be-
fore flying. He noted that many will fly 100 miles
out of their way in search of cheaper fuel. That
fact could be used to attract pilots to Eldorado,
helping to offset the price of a card lock fuel sys-
tem:

Information about the local airport also needs
to be updated on the Internet, Christian said, be-
fore someone gets hurt. He pointed out that power
lines at the north end of the runway are not men-
tioned in the airport’s information. Christian then
provided County Judge Johnny Griffin with a form
to use in submitting updates on the airport.

At one point, Commissioner Bill Clark asked
Christian what he thought was most needed, air-
port lighting or a fuel system. Christian responded
that very few pilots fly at night, but that all of them
need aviation fuel.

Griffin then told commissioners that a fuel sys-
tem will cost the county about $30,000.00. Of that
amount, $9,800.00 is for a credit card reader. The
card reader would also need a dedicated telephone
line, Griffin said.

Before moving on to other items on the agenda,

- it was explained that the commissioners will at-

tend an air conference in Austin on March 19-21.
At that time they will inquire more about the cost
of a fuel system from various vendors.

The meeting was the commissioners final meet-
ing of February. Present for the meeting were Coun-
ty Judge Johnny Griffin, and Commissioners
Johnny Mayo, Bill Clark, Kirk Griffin and Matt
Brown. Also on hand for the meeting were County
Clerk Peggy Williams, Treasurer Karen Hender-
son and Sheriff David Doran. The meeting, set to
begin at 9:00 a.m. didn’t convene until 9:30 as the
men waited for Commissioner Bill Clark to arrive.

In other business, the men approved the min-
utes of the Feb. 10, 2003 meeting and hard that a
dedication ceremony is planned for March 6, 2003,
at 12:30 p.m. for the Stephen F. Austin Oak Tree
on the courthouse square. Many community mem-
bers, including the commissioners court, will at-
tend in costumes appropriate to the period of the
Texas Revolution. Eldorado 7th grade students will
also participate, as will members of the Daughters

First-ever Elgoatarod festival serves up fun for everyone involved

Despite two days of cold and rainy
weather that threatened to doom Eldora-
do’s first-ever Elgoatarod festival, Sat-
urday morning dawned clear and warm.
“I couldn’t have asked for a better day,”
commented Jim Runge, the man who
dreamed up and organized the event. He
noted that a few vendors had cancelled
in the two days leading up to the festival,
mainly because they thought the weath-
er wouldn’t improve in time. “But look
at this,” Runge said motioning to the clear
® blue sky, “it’s a beautiful day.”

What exactly is an Elgoatarod? Well,
those who attended the two-day festival
learned that the Elgoatarod Festival is El-

dorado’s answer to the Alaskan Iditirod
Dog Sled Race, packed with goat racing,
goat kissing, and goat stick racing.

The tongue-in-cheek festival, orga-
nized under the auspices of the EOBOC,
or the “Eldorado Olympic Bid Organiz-
ing Committee,” another of Runge’s cre-
ations, gave Eldoradoans, along with nu-
merous visitors from out-of-town, an ex-
cuse to relax, have fun and enjoy the
beautiful weather. Adding to the carni-
val-like atmosphere were about a dozen
arts & crafts booths, a vendor selling hot
dogs, hamburgers and barbecue sand-
wiches, and a couple of large inflatable
structures that attracted a lot of attention

from the children in attendance. One was
a huge slide that invited youths to test
their acrobatic, and aerobatic, skills. The
other housed a “laser-maze” that emit-
ted vanilla scented fog, inviting children
to venture inside for an exciting game of
laser tag.

But, as one might expect, the high-
light of the festival involved goat racing.
Goats pulling wagons, buggies, chariots
and all manner of wheeled vehicles were
put through their paces by their jockeys.
(Actually, the trainers who pulled the
beasts around the course deserve most of
the credit.)

One two-wheeled buggy, made from

a 55 gallon oil drum, and resembling a
Roman chariot, appeared to be the crowd
favorite. However, a rig made from a
riding lawn mower seemed to be the most
stable. And, as in all competitive racing
sports, someone tried to slip in a ringer.
Bubbles the Clown entered a goat named
Jar Jar. But, the Jar Jar proved to be a
dog in goat’s clothing and was disquali-
fied. However, in the spirit of the event
the dog was allowed to compete and won
the Best Costume Award.

Proving that politicians are willing to
kiss more than just babies, Sheriff David
Doran won the Goat Kissing Contest on
Saturday. The next day the honor went

to Cecil Robertson.

As with most of Jim Runge’s ideas,
the Elgoatarod festival was designed to
encourage Eldorado residents to have fun
at home, while attracting visitors to town
from across the area and state. A couple
flew in from Ft. Worth for the event on
Saturday. They said they had learned of
the festival in the Ft. Worth newspaper.
And, other media outlets help to publi-
cize the Elgotarod.

Worth, San
Antonio and Houston,” Runge said. “Tum-
blweed Smith and several others helped
us get the word out across the state.”

RoLLING ALONG
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Hardly Anybody Notices March Second

There is a campaign in Texas
to make a bigger deal out of March
second, Texas Independence Day.
I am in full agreement. Not enough

. Texans know much about the day.
There is some justifiable confu-
sion on the date, particularly since
the Alamo battle was going on at
the time (in 1836) and Sam Hous-
ton’s Army didn’t defeat Santa
Anna until April 21.

A group of delegates met at
Washington-on-the-Brazos on
March 1 for the Convention of
1836. They assembled in near
freezing weather in an unfurnished
house. Of the fifty-nine delegates,
twelve were natives of Virginia,
ten from North Carolina, nine from
Tennessee, six from Kentucky,
four from Georgia, three from
South Carolina, three from Penn-
sylvania, three from Mexico, two
from New York and one each from
Massachusetts, Mississippi, New
Jersey, England, Ireland, Scotland
and Canada. Only ten of the dele-
gates were in Texas as early as
1830. All kad political experience
in state or national government.

The Declaration of Indepen-
dence was adopted on March 2 and
members began signing it on
March 3. The convention then
wrote the constitution and elected
government officials. With the re-
port of the approach of the Mexi-
can Army, the convention ad-
journed in haste on March 17.

The declaration was written by
George C. Childress, chairman of

" the convention. In fact, there is
some evidence he brought to the

convention a proposed declaration
which was adopted with little
change. The declaration charged
that the government of Mexico had
ceased to protect the lives, liberty
and property of the people and that
it had been changed from a feder-
al republic to a military dictator-
ship.

The people of Texas had dem-
onstrated against the misdeeds of
the government only to have them
thrown into dungeons and forced
to battle outrageous odds. The
welfare of Texans had been sacri-
ficed and the Mexican government
had failed to provide a system of
public education, trial by jury,
freedom of religion and other es-
sentials of good government. And,
the declaration states, Indians had
been forced to massacre settlers.

According to the declaration,
the Mexican government had in-
vaded Texas with a large army to
carry on a war of extermination.
The final grievance listed in justi-
fication of revolution charged that
the Mexican government “had been
the contemptible sport and victim
of successive military revolutions
and had continually exhibited ev-
ery characteristic of a weak, cor-
rupt and tyrannical government.”

After the signing of the origi-
nal declaration, five copies were
dispatched to designated Texas
towns. The original was deposit-
ed with the U.S. Department of
State in Washington, D.C., and was
not returned to Texas until 1896.
It is displayed in the Capitol build-
ing in Austin.

Of course this
year, since March 2 is a Sunday,
it’s a moot poir:t.

Unpacking the court...

President Franklin Roosevelt
set off a huge controversy in 1937
when he proposed that the size of
the U.S. Supreme Court be in-
creased. Since Roosevelt would
have been the person picking those
new court members, with the ad-
vise and consent of the Senate, he
could have influenced the ideolog-
ical direction of the court for years
to come. In case you missed this
part of your history class, the high
court stayed the same size.

Here in Texas 66 years later,
the chief justice of the Texas Su-
preme Court and his associates
have another idea: reduce the size
of the court. But their motive is to
save money, not ideology (well,
cutting the costs of government
without raising taxes is ideology
to some extent.)

This is Chief Justice Tom Phil-
lips’ math: reducing the size of the
court from nine t6 seven members
would save the state in excess of
$300,000 annually in salaries and
other expenses ranging from desks
to travel.

The other benefit, Phillips said,
would be in making the court more
efficient in that seven judges might
agree on an issue easier than nine
judges.

Texas’ high court has the final
say on matters of civil litigation
in Texas, but not the makeup of

its membership. For the reduction |
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Several Civil War enthusiasts
came dressed in authentic period
costume to last weekend’s pre-
miere of the epic movie “Gods and
Generals.” There were Confeder-
ate officers, Union cavalrymen
and several ladies dressed in hoop
skirts.

The movie is the much antici-

~ pated pre-quel (meaning that it

was set at an earlier time) to the
1993 classic “Gettysburg.” And,
many of the cast from the earlier
movies reprised their roles.

To say that I am a fan of the
movie “Gettysburg” would be an
understatement. I own it both on
tape and on DVD and have seen it
so often that I have much of it
memorized. In my opinion, it is the
most historically accurate movie

to happen, legislators, by a two-
thirds vote, would have to approve
a measure placing a constitutional
amendment on the ballot for vot-
ers’ consideration.

Another Texas brag...

Texas has more than 30,000
billboards along its roads and high-
ways, the third highest number in
the 50 states.

Sen. Jane Nelson, R-Lewisville
and Rep. Joe Nixon, R-Houston,
have filed bills (Senate Bill 512,
House Bill 994) that would bar
new billboards and prevent exist-
ing billboards from being replaced
along roads or highways.

Billboards have been regulated
along Texas’ highways since 1965
with passage of the Federal High-
way Beautification Act during the
Johnson administration. Texas fol-
lowed with the Texas Highway
Beautification Act in 1972.

But the proposed new legisla-
tion goes beyond regulating loca-
tion, size and spacing — under the
measure billboards in Texas would
become fading cultural artifacts. In
time, once all the grandfathered
billboards had succumbed to old
age, the only signs on roadways
would be those placed by govern-
mental entities.

Five states have legislation on the
books similar to the Texas proposal.

Additionally, 200 Texas cities
prohibit new billboards.

Best quote of the week was
from Carroll Shaddock, chair of
Scenic Texas, the nonprofit orga-
nization advocating for the bill-
board proposals: “A journey
through Texas is a lot like a drive
through the yellow pages. They’re
[billboards] litter on a stick.”
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ever made about the Civil War.

Watching “Gods and Gener-
als” I found it odd to see Jeff
Daniels, whose superb portrayal of
Col. Joshua Lawrence Chamber-
lain, was a highlight of “Gettys-
burg,” now 10 years older and
slightly heavier, appearing in the
same role, but set seven months
before the first movie.

I suppose that is to be expect-
ed, but the same held true with
many of the other actors, and it
was a bit disconcerting.

Also, Stephen Lang, who bril-
liantly played General George
Pickett in “Gettysburg” plays Gen-
eral Thomas “Stonewall” Jackson
in “Gods and Generals.” At one
point, Lang appeared in a scene
with the new actor who plays Pick-
ett. It was all very odd.

While “Gettysburg” tried, and
I feel succeeded, in showing the
war from the perspective of both
the North and the South, “Gods
and Generals” makes no such ef-
fort. Perhaps it would better be
named “The Prayer Life of Stone-
wall Jackson” since the general is
the focal point of the movie and
he is shown praying at every turn.

1 know that Jackson was a
deeply religious man, but so were
many of the other men involved
in the war. “Gettysburg” managed
to convey General Robert E. Lee’s
conviction to his faith without de-

I'had hoped for a better movie

time to his many prayers. But, hey,
this thing is 3 hours and 39 min-
utes long, so there was plenty of
time left for other details.

Except for the problems I've
listed here, and they are admittedly
minor, “Gods and Generals” is a
historically accurate movie. May-
be even as accurate as “Gettys-
burg.” One sequence shows the
brutal assault on Marye’s Heights
during the Battle of Fredericks-
burg when Union General Am-
brose Burnside allowed the
slaughter of more than 8,000 of his
Union troops. :

True to the historical accounts,
wave after wave of federal troops
were shown marching directly into
the heavily fortified Confederate
position atop Marye’s Hill. De-
spite the appalling carnage that lay
before them the men continued to
advance directly into the guns and
to their collective deaths.

One of the highlights of the
movie “Gods and Generals” was
the appearance of Robert Duval as
Confederate General Robert E.
Lee. Duval is an outstanding ac-
tor with credits ranging from
“M.A.S.H.,” to “The Godfather,”
to “Lonesome Dove.” He was
much more believable as Lee than
was Martin Sheen, who played
him in “Gettysburg.”

All in all, I"d say I was disap-
pointed in “Gods and Generals.” It
pales in comparison to “Gettys-
burg” and doesn’t do justice to its
subject matter. I would, and do,
recommend it to anyone who is in-
terested in the Civil War. Unfortu-
nately, most people couldn’t care
less about history. Since there are
far more of the latter than there are
of the former, this movie probably
won’t be in theaters for very long.

County to join DRT in dedication of Austin Oak

Schleicher County and the
Daughters of the Republic of Tex-
.as will team up next Thursday to
dedicate the Stephen F. Austin tree
“on the courthouse square. Also, a
brief living history lesson entitled,
“How We Got Where We Are?, will
be presented. Festivities will get
under way at 12:30 p.m. on Thurs-
day, March 6, 2003.

The Stephen F. Austin oak tree
was grown from an acorn that was
harvested from the liveoak tree that
stands to this day on the site where
Stephen F. Austin, known as the
Father of Texas, died near present
day West Columbia Texas. That
property has been transformed into
a beautiful memorial area, dedicat-
ed to Austin’s memory.

Stephen Fuller Austin was born
in Virginia on Nov. 3, 1793. He
was raised in southeastern Mis-
souri. His father, Moses Austin,
received a grant of land from Spain
in present day Texas for the pur-
pose of colonizing the area. As he
was returning to his family follow-
ing a visit to Texas, Moses Austin
died, leaving his son to reluctant-
ly carry on his father’s work..

Stephen F. Austin arrived in
Texas in August of 1821, only to
learn that Mexico’s recently won
independence from Spain meant
that he would have to pursue an-
other grant of land from the Mex-
ican government.

In time, Austin received his
land grant and eventually attract-
ed over 1,200 American families
to Texas. He was named colonial
governor of the area. An unassum-

_ing man with a kindly presence, he
was deeply respected by all, and
achieved unparalleled influence
over the often unruly settlers.

Austin is remembered in Tex-
as history for his many efforts on
behalf of Texas before, during, and
immediately after Texas’ War for
Independence. He even served the
fledgling nation as its first Secre-
tary of State.

Having labored long in the cause
of Texas and its independence, Aus-
tin was overcome by disease and
died on December 27, 1836. His un-
timely death at the age of 43 shocked
the young nation he helped to form.
Upon learning of Austin’s death,
Texas President Sam Houston noti-
fied his grief stricken nation with the
simple words, “The Father of Texas

is no more.”
Austin 1s remembered today for

his tireless efforts on behalf of the
Republic of Texas, the land that
eventually became the State of
Texas. With its annexation into the
Union, Texas increased the terri-
torial size of the U.S. by one-
