The doctors and nurses at 
Schleicher Medical Center were in 
good spirits Tuesday morning as 
they began to unwrap a new piece of 
equipment which will make life a lot 
easier for them and some of their 
patients.

The equipment is an IL Micro 13 
PH/Blood Gas Analyzer which costs 
$12,000 including upkeep. The an­
alyzer will help patients with emphy­
sema, chronic lung disease, recurr­
ing pneumonia, cardiac problems 
and asthma and any patient who is 
having a lung problem which causes

Garage Building Goes Down, 
Closing Chapter Of History

There was a time when residents 
of Eldorado had to rely on only two 
wells and two gas-engine pumps for 
their water supply. And if the man 
down the street left his water hose 
running all night, there was no 
guarantee of water for his neighbors 
the next day.

That was during the 1920’s wljen 
the Eldorado Water and Power 
Works was owned and operated by 
J.A. Enochs who swapped a section 
of land for the property. The water 
works was located across the street 
from the post office and is now being 
torn down.

One of Enochs’ children . Oran 
Enochs, has many memories of the 
building. Although he was only ten 
or 12 at the time, he remembers that 
everyone in the city was charged a 
flat rate of three dollars a month for 
their water. The water, he says, was 
hard to regulate because there were 
no meters. And even though people 
sometimes did not have water (such 
as in the summer months when 
everyone was gardening) “ there 
wasn’t much fussin’ about it.”

"W e had to run the pumps day 
and night to keep the concrete 
reservoir full,”  he says. “ The wells 
were inside the building about 30 
feet apart and counter-balanced each 
other.

The water works began in 1909 
shortly after C.R. Callendar of San 
Louis Obispo County, Calif., W.B. 
Silliman of this county and L.L. Farr 
of Tom Green county bought a large 
amount of lots from the Eldorado 
Townsite Company. Farr and Silli­
man went into business with several

other men and organized the Eldora­
do Water and Power Company on 
Dec. 10, 1909.

Partners in the company were 
John Nasworthy, George Webb, Guy 
Townsend and C.A. Broome.

Purpose of the company was the 
“ manufacture and supply of ice and 
electric lights and motor power to the 
public.”  Stockholders put up $20,000 
which was split into 800 equal shares 
to the par value of $25 each.

The property included a well, 
windmill and tower, engine, tank 
and tower.

In June of 1911, the Lowrance 
family of Kerrville purchased the 
property and kept it several years. 
However, the company was not very 
profitable. The Lowrances and other 
owners sold part of their property to 
Ira Glasscock who assumed a note of 
$1001.32.

In April of 1917, the board of 
directors of the company held a 
special meeting and agreed to sell 
the remaining property to Glasscock 
for $7500.

Listed in the county clerk’s records 
are Mrs. D.B. Lowrance, holding 218 
shares, George Lowrance holding 46 
shares, Emmett Billings holding six 
shares, P.O. Lowrance holding 74 
shares, E.N. Gibbens holding 10 
shares and the late Shell Lowrance 
(represented by a proxy) holding 196 
shares.

A Mr. J.M. Green went into 
partnership with Glasscock and the 
two ran the water works in the back 
and a garage in the front part o f the 
building. The partnership dissolved 
and the Bush-Smith Company

bought it from Glasscock on Feb. 1, 
1919. The company was comprised of 
Fred Smith and A.A. Bush.

Bush, who now lives elsewhere, 
remembers that the water works was 
unstable. One of the most vivid 
memories he has was the day they 
began to pave Main Street. “ I looked 
out of my office window just in time 
to see a road grader going down the 
street wiht most of our water pipes 
dragging behind it,”  he recalls. “ It 
was a real catastrophe.”  Bush also 
recalls that his first “ tour”  of 
Eldorado was from the top of the 
water tower, and it took all of 15 
minutes.

During this time, the two men 
formed a Ford dealership and had 
businesses in Mertzon, Barnhardt, 
Big Lake and Rankin.

Bush apparently bought Smith’s 
share of the company and then 
swapped it for a section of land 
Enochs owned. Oran Enochs recalls 
that this was because his father 
wanted to live in town allowing his 
eight children to be closer to school.

In addition to the water works, 
Enochs had a garage, black smith 
shop and the only gas pump in town. 
“ He had to work hard to make ends 
meet,”  says his son.

Things were looking good for a 
while in the 20’s and Enochs began 
selling farm equipment and financed 
several pieces of equipment for 
farmers. But then the Depression 
hit, “ and it nearly broke him.”

Enochs sold the back part of the 
property to O.W. Evans who in turn 
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shortness of breath and the inability 
to work or exercise.

The 
purpose of the machine is to detect 
any problems that may occur to a 
pregnant woman or her baby early in 
the pregnancy. Therefore, doctors 
can be prepared for any emergency 
situation in obstetrics.

The center is undergoing a large 
fund raising drive which will run 
through its tenth year of operation. 
The tenth year anniversary will be 
observed Feb. 17.

Money raised during this drive 
will go to the update and purchase of 
equipment for the hospital and 
nursing home, ($20,000) renovation

of both the hospital and home, 
($10,000) and additional expenses 
and changes, ($10,000).

Money boxes have been set up at 
different businesses in the city, but 
larger donations can be turned in to 
Miss Lillian Kroeger at the hospital 
or Mrs. Ranee McDonald, treasurer 
of the hospital auxililary.

The auxiliary is in charge of the 
fund raising drive and the annivers­
ary celebration. It has also donated 
$750 toward the purchase of the life 
pack monitor.

Purpose of the board is to support 
DHR programs in the county, deter­
mine county policy and provide 
services for the welfare o f children in 
the county.

Child Welfare boards are sup­
posed to be composed of seven to 
fifteen members.

ton and county attorney T.P. Robin­
son.

Tenures set are as follows: Brad­
ley, Meador and Enochs, three 
years; Robinson and Christian, two 
years, and Jones and Edmiston, one 
year.

Robinson is to draw up the 
constitution and by-laws.

The board will meet the fourth 
Monday of each January and July 
unless otherwise needed.

However, that 
company went broke and the city 
bought the property, which was the 
back half of the original property, for 
$22,500 on Aug. 26, 1938.

Meanwhile, the front of the prop­
erty ¿till had the garage (which was 
in the tin building) on it. The garage 
was leased to W.T. Whitten for a 
while, Enochs remembers and says 
he was the first person in Eldorado to 
install a hydraulic grease rack. 
Others leased the building for vari-

when it was abandoned.

Since the building was in such bad 
repair, Enoch’ s children decided to 
have their part of it torn down, as the 
city owns the other half. When the 
job is finished, all that will remain 
will be a small tin building and the 
concrete tank Enochs and his son 
worked all night to keep filled. The 
wells are still there, but they have 
been plugged.

But with the loss of the garage 
building, a chapter in the town’ s 
history will come to a close.

Don’t Play Santa Claus 
To Christmas Thieves

Holiday shopping in 
Texas often entails driving 
from one shopping area to 
another, making purchases 
at each stop.

Since a car loaded with 
packages is an invitation to 
thieves, the Insurance In­
formation Institute’s Texas 
Insurance Information Cen­
ter (TIIC) offers these 
hints:

•Always remove your key 
and lock your car doors 
when you’re away from the 
vehicle even just for a few 
moments. It’ s estimated 
about 80 percent of all cars 
stolen are left unlocked; 40 
percent have keys left in­
side. An ounce of preven­
tion therefore might go a 
long way toward curing the 
theft problem in Texas.

•Be sure all windows are 
closed.

•When leaving a car 
unattended, put all pack­
ages or other items of value 
in the trunk. Be sure the 
trunk is locked. If you don’t 
have an enclosed storage 
area, at least cover or 
otherwise obscure any pos­
sessions that might tempt a 
thief.

In Texas last year, the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety estimates some

61,734 thefts of property 
from motor vehicles were 
com m itted. That stolen 
property was estimated to 
be worth more than $14 
million.

Many of these types of 
theft may not be covered by 
insurance. It can depend on 
the value of the property, 
type of policy, amount of 
deductible, personal or 
public transportation, or 
whether there was forced 
entry.

The best way to prevent 
the disappointment of a 
loss, according to the TIIC, 
is to make every effort to 
keep it from happening in 
the first place. While the 
number of thefts tends to 
increase at certain times of 
the years, caution should 
be used at all times.

Food Stamp 
Regulation

Primary wage-earners 
who quit their jobs without 
good cause would find their 
families ineligible for food 
stamps for two months 
under a proposal made 
today by Assistant Secre­
tary of Agriculture Carol 
Tucker Foreman.
