Joining District Race

Two more people have joined in
the horse race to the state represent-
ative seat which was vacated by Jim
Nugent recently. Nugent was ap-
pointed to the state railroad commis-
sion, thus leaving the door open for a
fast campaign for his position.

The special election for the repre-
sentative’s seat in Jan. 6.

The latest candidates are Arthur
Geistweidt of Mason and Elizabeth
Rohn from Kerrville.

ROHN

A Republican, Mrs.. Rohn is a
member of the State Republican
Executive Committee. She is marri-
ed and has four grown children. She
is a member of Notre Dame Catholic
Church, the Daughters of the Amer-
ican Revolution, the Hill Country
Arts Foundation Auxiliary, the Con-
servation Caucus, Eagle Forum and
Women Who Want To Be Women.

Mrs. Rohn indicated that she will
campaign on a strong conservative
platform stressing the need for tax
relief and a constitutional limitation
on state and local taxes, along with a
constitutional amendment to give the
people of Texas the right to directly
enact legislation through initiative
and referendum.

‘‘“Twenty-one other states have an
initiative and referendum process
and it has worked very well. It is time
the people of Texas were given the
same right to control their govern-
ment that the citizens of these other
states have,’’ she said.

Pointing to the $3 billion state
surplus, Mrs. Rohn stated that at
least $2 billion of it should be used
for tax ' reductions. ‘I will do
everything in my power to insure
that the vast majority of the surplus
is used for tax relief. This money
should be returned to the people and
should not be eaten up by the big
spenders and liberals in Austin.”’

Other issues that Mrs. Rohn said
she would stress in the Legislature
included anti-crime legislation, con-
stitutional protection of the right-to-
work, and silent prayer in public

schools.

Mrs. Rohn also stated that if
elected, she would very actively
oppose ratification of the proposed
U.S. Constitutional Amendment to
give Washington, D.C. two U.S.
Senators. ‘‘Washington, D.C. is not
a state and absolutely does not need
two U.S. Senators, both of which
would be 100% liberal and anti-
Texan. It is very important for the
Legislature not to ratify this ridicul-
ous proposal,’’ she said.

GEISTWEIDT
A native of Mason, Arthur
Geistweidt is a rancher-attorney and
lives north of Fredericksburg. Marri-
ed, with two children, he is a

- member of the Lutheran Church in

Mason where he teaches Sunday
School.

He graduated from Mason High
School in 1966 with honors. At MHS,
he was president of the Student
Council and active in Future Farmers
of America, 4-H, football and track.

He graduated from Texas A&M
University in 1970 where he served
as president of the Student Body and
Student Senate. He was a nominee
for the outstanding ROTC student in
the nation and received a degree in
government.

He is also a graduate of the
University of Texas where he receiv-
ed a degree in law with honors. He
was a member of Phi Delta Phi legal
fraternity.

Geistweidt was a staff member of
the Judiciary Committee, Texas
House of Representatives in 1971
and on the Governor’s Crime and
Narcotics Advisory Committee in
1970.

He served with the Army Intelli-
gence from 1970-1973. He is a
captain of the U.S. Army Reserve in
military and has received a army
commendation medal.

He is currently a member of the
board of trustees of the Mason
Independent School District.
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Local Residents End Year

Another year has come and
gone, with many changes happening
in Eldorado and Schleicher County.
Most of the changes have come with
the continued growth of the oil field
industry in the area.

In August, a Dallas firm reported
that the county was calculated at $26
million in marketed value of petrol-
eum production in an economic
profile of the state’s top producing
counties. The firm computed that
royalty owners in the county received
about $3.2 million from natural gas
production and that about 100 per-
sons in the county worked for the
industry. The reported payroll
amounted to about $1.4 million in
1977.

There are four natural gasoline
processing plants with a combined
daily capacity of 11.5 million cubic
feet.

This boost in local economic
growth helped the school’s budget,
as it jumped $5'2 million in evalua-
tion.

Because of the larger increase in
population, merchants in the town
have benefitted, as has the city.

In June, state comptroller Bob
Bullock reported that sales and use
tax allocated the city had increased
92 percent as compared to the same
time period last year. During those
first six months of 1977, the city
received $11,411.06 and during the
same time period this year, the city
received $21,945.75. This money is
put into the city’'s general fund.

On the other hand of the economic
scene, farmers and ranchers weren’t
so lucky as they were plagued with a
drought through most of the year.
Some dryland cotton farmers plowed
up their cotton in hopes of better luck
next year. Cattlemen sold large parts
of their herds during August to avoid
large feeding bills in the fall.
However, a storm in August helped
the problem considerably.

During the year, the city, the
county and the school board have
been active in facing problems.

COUNTY GOVERNMENT

The Schleicher County Commis-
sioners Court began 1978 facing an
irjunction from S1st District Court
prohibiting them from using county-
owned equipment on private proper-
ty. This forced them to define four
roads in the county as public roads,
but gave them the option of accept-

- ing easements from private land-
owners which would make roads on
their property public roads. This
would have allowed the court to
. maintain the roads.

However, the court chose not to
accept the one easement presented
to them because of problems with
keeping employees, obtaining cal-
iche and the fact they would feel
obligated to accept all easements
presented to them.

The county also hired an archi-
tectural firm to begin preliminary
plans for a new jail for the county
and have reviewed several possible
plans.

Commissioners also made a con-
tract with the Department of Human
Resources to create a child welfare
board in the county. Purpose of the
board is to help abused children in
the county.

The county is also in the process of
buying the right of way for a new
county road connecting the McIntosh
Road to the old Fort McKavett-
Sonora Highway.

CITY OF ELDORADO

The major problem the city
council faced this year was the

replacement of a city secretary after
the death of Phil Olson in Septem-
ber. Sybil Blair who has been a city
employee for the past five years was
named temporary city secretary until
the council finds a replacement for
Olson.

The city is also faced with leaking
gas lines in the city and is in the
process of determining if and when
cathodic protection will be installed
in gas lines coming from Page field
east of the city to ¢ity consumers. In
town, the city repaired several gas
lines which had been leaking.

The city added to its equipment
this year by purchasing a maintain-
er, some land behind city hall and
two new pickups in November. One
of the pickups arrived this week.

SCHOOL BOARD

The school board also hired
architects this year, as it is consider-
ing major additions to the school
system. An architectural firm in San
Angelo is in the process of preparing
a master building plan for the school
district. Priorities in the plan are
elementary classrooms, additional
cafeteria space, an administrative
building, and vocational agriculture
building, amoung others.

ELECTION

Schleicher County voters fol-
lowed the general trend of the state
during the general elections held in
November. The only race they
differed in was that of U.S. Senator
as they favored Bob Krueger over
John Tower. Republican Tom Loeff-
ler outraced Nelson Wolff here as he
did all over the 2l1st district and
became one of the few Republicans
to win a seat in the U.S. House of
Representatives.

Schleicher voters followed the
crowds as they favored Bill Clements
over John Hill in the governor’s race.

On the local level, unopposed
Democrats easily won their races.
Winners were Johnny Griffin, county
judge; Helen Blakeway, county and
district clerk; A.G. ‘‘Mack’’ McCor-
mack, county treasurer; Holvey
Enochs, commissioner of precinct

careful look at all facets of
the program before making
up their minds.”’

In setting up the revised
pension plan, Congress
provided that veterans have
until October 1, 1979, to
choose whether they want it
or prefer to remain under
the current program.

“‘If they choose the new
program, payments will be
retroactive to January 1,
1979, but the choice is
irrevocable,”’ Cleland said.

VA pensioners are based
on income and go to eligible
wartime veterans with
other than dishonorable
discharges who are per-
manently and totally dis-
abled from causes not
traceable to their service.

VA considers veterans 65
years of age and older to be
disabled for pension pur-
poses.

VA pensions are also
paid to certain needy sur-
vivors of wartime veterans.
Currently, about 2.7 million
Americans are receiving
VA pensions.

Under the new pension
program next year, the
maximum annual pension
rate for a single veteran will
be $3,550, up from the
current $2,364, Cleland
said.

A veteran with one de-
pendent and no other in-
come now receives a maxi-
mum pension of $2,544.
That will increase to $4,651
under the new program,
Cleland said.

Other annual pension
rates under the new pro-
gram will be:

eVeteran with '"no: de-

pendents, but in need of
regular aid and attendance
— $5,680:

eVeteran with one de-
pendent who is in need of
regular aid and attendance
— $6,781:

eVeteran permanently
housebound, without de-
pendents — $4,340:

eVeteran permanently
housebound, with one de-
pendent — $5,441:

eSurviving spouse with-
out dependent children —
$2,379:

eSurviving spouse with
one dependent child —
$3,116:

eSurviving spouse in
need of regular aid and
attendance, without de-
pendent child — $3,806:

eSurviving spouse in
need of regular aid and
attendance, with one de-
pendent child — $4,543:

eSurviving spouse per-
manently housebound,
without dependent children
— $2,908:

eSurviving spouse per-
manently housebound, with
one dependent child —
$3,645.

The new pension pro-
gram also includes an $800
increase in the annual rate
paid to elderly veterans of
wartime periods for whom
education and loan guaran-
ty benefits had not been
made available. The langu-
age of the bill limits this

increase to veterans of
World War I and earlier
wartime periods.

Additionally, Congress
approved an automatic in-
crease for pensioners each
time there is a cost-of-living
increase in Social Security
benefits.

‘‘What this means is that
no VA pension recipient
will have his pension re-
duced because of a Social
Security cost-of-living in-
crease, as has been the
case in the past,”’ Cleland
said.

‘““We want to make sure
everyone understands that
under some circumstances,
such as a veteran with a
working wife and certain
amounts of outside income,
the new plan could result in
a lesser pension.”’ Cleland
said.

‘“This is because the
current plan excludes 10
percent of a veteran’s Soc-
ial Security or other retire-
ment-type income, and all
of a wife’s income. None of
this income is excluded
under the new pension
program. All of it will count
when calculating a veter-
an’s total income for pen-
sion purposes.”’’

He said VA will send all
pensioners a detailed ex-
planation of the new pen-

sion program in January.

Remember, you have
until October 1, 1979, to
make up your mind as to
whether you want to enroll
under the new program’
Cleland said.

Needed In Eldorado :

If someone is interested in and loves to be around
children, there is a good business possibility in

Eldorado.

At the present time, there is only one woman in the
city who is licensed to keep children on a regular basis.
She almost always has ten or more children a day and
_sometimes has to turn away requests to keep more.
Under state law, she is limited to the number of

children she may have at one time.

There are many mothers who need a good child care
center in the city to keep their children while they are
away from home either working or tending to other
matters where they cannot take their children. In fact,
there are many mothers would be able to go to work if
they had a child care facility to leave their children

during the day.

Certainly, setting up such a center would require a
large investment for a building, license fees, equip-
ment, furnishings and meals for the children. The
center would have to be licensed by the state under
guidelines of the state child welfare law. Licensing is
through the department of Human Resources.

Also, this could take a good natured person who loves
children and could be on hand five days a
Additional help may be needed, as state law requires a
set number of people for a set number of children of

certain ages in child care centers.

Even though the law is complicated and establishing
such a business would be costly, a child care fadility is
one thing that is greatly needed here and coul

Predlctlons Presented

AUSTIN—Texas govern-
ment will have record in-
come in 1980-81. but a mild
mid-1979 recession may slow
the state’s cconomic growth
to less than three per cent,

according  to Comptroller
Bob Bullock.
Bullock, in his bicnnial

revenue estimate to the leg-
islature, predicted moncy
from cxisting taxes and other
sources will cxceed $21.1
billion—or  $2.8  billion
above current spending.

The cstimate includes a
$743.2 million balance next
August 31. But $300 million
of that has been appropri-
ated to agencies, and may be
spent. The balance may be
reduced more by special or
cmergency appropriations by
the incoming legislature.

Bullock said economic
prosperity will continue for
two more ycars, but national
forces may slow growth to
threc per cent or less.

The comptroller is di-
rected by the constitution to
make a revenue estimate at
the start of each legislature.
The legislature, under  pay-
as-you-go requirements; can-
not ‘spend’ more than the
comptroller says is available.

Bullock’s estimate is based
on assumptions there will be
a gradual recovery from
mild recession, and that fed-
eral policies will control in-
flation by mid-1981.

“We are talking about
something that has a high
probability of happening but’

it is not a certainty,” said
Bullock.
