^  Chinaberry Tree: East Texas Folkways,”

Smith, a well known radio personal­
ity and newspaper columnist, spends 
hundreds of days each year traveling the 
highways and backroads of Texas in 
search of new material. It was during 
several of these trips to East Texas that 

% he compiled the material for “Under the 
Chinaberry Tree: East Texas Folkways”

Part cultural geography, part Texas his­
tory primer, the book clearly defines this 
unique part of The Lone Star State, a 
task that could only be accomplished by 
a “part owner of Texas,” as the author 
proudly claims to be. Anyone who has 
enjoyed Smith’s “Sounds of Texas” ra­
dio program or his syndicated newspa­
per column, “Rolling Around Texas,” 
will undoubtedly enjoy Smith’s new 
book.

Tumbleweed Smith lives in Big 
Spring with his wife Susan where he 
teaches oral history at the University of

Texas of the Permian Basin. Born in 
Waco, he spent his childhood in Fort 
Worth. After studying English at Bay­
lor University and journalism at the 
University of Missouri, he began learn­
ing in earnest, by traveling for the next 
thirty years or so to amass the largest 
private collection of oral history in the 
United States.

History, legends and myths mix eas­
ily-throughout Texas, but Smith’s col­
lection of facts, that in no way diminish 
his storytelling, makes a firm case that 
if Texas did not begin in East Texas 
proper, most of its history certainly 
passed through it. While establishing 
this background, the author also at­
tempts to describe the actual physical 
boundaries for a place that he admits is 
mostly in the heart of the folks who call 
it home. Nevertheless, by giving the 
reader the names of places to be found 
on any map, Smith manages to create a 
rough stage for the ongoing drama that 
is East Texas. He provides vivid imag­
ery - near poetry - by describing its nat­
ural beauty, then sketches the players in 
that drama, lively character portraits, 
self-portraits, actually, that are Smith’s 
trademark.

Every few pages throughout the 
book, Smith provides a compelling pho­
tograph, not so much to embellish the 
stories, but perhaps more to allow the 
reader a break to imagine the storyteller 
tending his pipe, freshening the camp­
fire, or refilling his coffee cup, before

G esch nam ed as finalist 
for Superintendent post

Schleicher County ISD trustees met 
and interviewed three candidates for the 
post of school superintendent before 
naming one of them, Mark Gesch of San 
Angelo, as the lone finalist for the posi­
tion. Gesch currently serves as Assistant 
Superintendent for Support Services at 
San Angelo Independent School Dis­
trict. Recently, he served a stint as in­
terim superintendent there, following 
the resignation of Dr Joe Gonzalez. 
Under Gesch’s leadership, the troubled 
district moved through the process of 
searching for and hiring a new superin­
tendent. During that same time, a crim­
inal investigation into wrongdoing by 
the former superintendent resulted in 
charges being brought against Dr. 
Gonzalez.

When asked about heading up the 
San Angelo district during that tumul­
tuous period Gesch replied, “Well, you 
might say it was a growth opportunity.”

After the hiring of Dr. Cole Pugh as 
SAISD superintendent of schools, Ge­
sch returned to his assistant superinten­
dent post where his duties included pro­
viding leadership and direction of some 
900 employees. SAISD has an enroll­
ment of approximately 15,000 students.

Under Texas law, school district’s 
must make public a list of finalists for 
the position of superintendent at least 
21 days prior to voting to hire a specific 
individual. By naming Gesch as its one 
and only finalist, SCISD’s board of trust­
ees is signaling its intent to hire Gesch 
at its next scheduled meeting on Mon­
day, March 24, 2003.

In contrast to other superintendent 
hirings in recent years, this year’s pro­
cess seems to have been fairly smooth. 
It didn’t appeared that such would be 
the case at first when over 45 individu­
als applied for the job. But, SCISD trust­
ees managed to pare the list down to 
three candidates fairly quickly. Those 
three, including Gesch, were inter­
viewed here Monday night. Supt. Jim 
Weatherly of Spade I.S.D. in Lamb 
County, and Supt. Bruce Davis of 
D’Hanis I.S.D., were the other two ap­
plicants.

Gesch is a native of San Angelo. He 
attended college at Texas Tech Univer­

sity where he played football for the Red 
Raiders under Coach Rex Dockery be­
fore graduating with a Bachelor of Sci­
ence degree in Physical Education and 
Health Education. During Gesch’s se­
nior year at Tech, he was selected by 
his teammates as one of three team cap­
tains for the Red Raiders.

After a brief stint as a graduate as­
sistant coach at Texas Tech, Gesch 
taught and coached in Del Rio before 
returning to San Angelo in 1983 to teach 
and coach at Lake view High School. 
During that time, he earned his Master 
of Education degree with a mid-manage­
ment certification. In 1987, Gesch be­
came the head football coach and ath­
letic director at Lake view, a job he held 
for three years.

Gesch then held a series of adminis­
trative positions at San Angelo ISD be­
ginning in 1990 when he was named 
principal of the PAYs School. By De­
cember of 2001 he had moved up to Ex­
ecutive Director of General Administra­
tive Services for the district. Then, in 
May, 2001, with the departure of Dr. Joe 
Gonzalez from the district, Gesch be­
came the interim superintendent of
SAISD. __________________

Governor signs bill to open insurance firms’ books

The first major piece of legis­
lation passed by the Legislature 
this session, the bill is part of a 
promised legislative reformation 
of insurance law in Texas.

“I’m hoping that when we get 
the data back from (SB) 310, it’s 
going to show that rates are high, 
that a roll back is warranted,’ said 
Sen. Troy Fraser, R-Horseshoe 
Bay, chairman of the Senate Busi­
ness and Commerce Committee 
and author of the bill.i

Still in the chute are insurance 
bills dealing with rate regulation, 
rate rollbacks, withdrawal (aimed 
at preventing problems such the 
Farmers dustup last year when the 
company said it would stop writ­
ing homeowner’s insurance in 
Texas) and credit scoring.

Ram Perform ance Field Day 
and Sale slated for M arch 14
by: Steve Byrns

The Annual Ram Performance 
Test Field Day and Sale conduct­
ed by the Texas A&M Agricultur­
al Research Station is set for 
March 14. The station is 28 miles 
south of Sonora on Highway 55.

“If bigger is better, then this 
year’s set of rams is the best group 
we have had on the test since it 

ÉÜ started in 1947,” said Dr., Dan 
Waldron, San Angelo-based re­
searcher and the test’s coordina­

te tor. “We had more rams finish this 
1 y ear’s test at 300 pounds or above 

than we’ve had in the past. This 
indicates the breeders have obvi­
ously been making progress in 
their programs to select for larger 
framed rams.

“The breeders that have stayed 
^  involved with this program are se­

lecting for improved lamb crops 
along with better wool production. 
Buying these animals at the field 
day’s sale will provide and oppor­
tunity for other producers to make 
use of the genetic improvement 
these breeders have been working 
on for years.”

The top 30 percent of the ani­
mals completing the test will be 
eligible for the sale that’s set for 

•  2:00 p.m. following a brief edu­
cational program. Waldron said 
all the elig ib le sale anim als 
should make excellent stud ram 
prospects for the registered or 
commercial operator.

Participants are invited to in­
spect the rams and their perfor­
mance data during the morning of

the field day. Lunch will be served 
from 11:45 a.m. -1 :00 p.m. on the 
grounds. The “Dutch-treat” meal 
is followed by the afternoon’s for­
mal program directed by Dr. Frank 
Craddock, Texas Cooperative Ex­
tension sheep and goat specialist 
at San Angelo.

Wade Polk, Extension risk 
management specialist at San An­
gelo, will open the program with 
an update on the Wool Loan Pro­
gram. Waldron will follow with 
“Docking - The Long And Short 
Of It,” a talk on the results of a 
five-state study examining the con­
sequences of docking lambs at dif­
ferent tail lengths. A common prac­
tice for club lambs is to remove 
the entire tail.

Waldron and Dr. Chris Lupton, 
San Angelo-based wool and mo­
hair researcher, will offer their 
comments on the 2002/2003 Ram 
Test and Burk Lattimore, Level- 
land-based Rambouillet Sheep 
Breeders Association secretary, 
will conclude the program just pri­
or to the sale by awarding the cer­
tified ram certificates.

The day concludes with the 
sale of the performance tested an­
imals under Craddock’s direction.

Attorney General Abbott targets fraudulent 
“Notarios” and other who scam im migrants

Texas Attorney General Greg 
Abbott continued his efforts to 
warn consumers about ongoing 
scams that target Hispanic immi­
grants throughout Texas and are 
performed by con artists posing as 
licensed attorneys or other legal 
experts.

While accompanied by Mexi­
can consular officials and nonprof­
it organizations that assist immi­
grants, Attorney General Abbott 
announced a public outreach effort 
to educate potential targets in the 
Metroplex about ways they can 
protect themselves from this type 
of crime.

The scam plays off the similar 
sound but different meanings of 
the English term “notary” and the 
Spanish term “notario.”

In Texas, a notary is someone 
licensed to witness the signing of 
legal documents. In most Latin 
American countries, however, a 
“notario” implies that the person 
is a licensed attorney. Texas law 
specifically prevents notaries from 
providing any type of immigration 
service unless they hold a separate 
license to practice law.

In a common scam, a person 
obtains a notary public license in

Texas yet presents themself to 
Spanish speaking clients as a “no­
tario publico” or licensed attorney 
who can help the customer with 
the immigration process.

Many con artists charge hun­
dreds or even thousands of dollars 
to allegedly provide legal assis­
tance in processing immigration 
applications with federal authori­
ties. However, in many cases, the 
scam artists disappear with the 
money; charge high fees for filing 
unnecessary documents; or per­
form poor quality services that 
jeopardize clients’ cases.

“The abuses perpetrated by 
fraudulent “notarios” and their 
likes have caused much suffering 
for Texas families,” said Attorney 
General Abbott.

To deal the growing scams 
perpetrated by notarios and other 
fraudulent immigration special­
ists in the Metroplex, the Office 
of the Attorney will hold an open 
house on Saturday, March 15, 
from 11:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. to 
take reports from victims who 
have been scammed. On that date, 
affected consumers can file com­
plaints in person at the offices of 
Catholic Charities of Dallas, lo-

The Attorney general’s efforts 
will be assisted by the Consulate 
of Mexico and immigration advo- 
cates.^Similar events will take 
place later this year in other Texas 
cities. In February, Attorney Gen­
eral Abbott gave similar warnings 
to consumers in El Paso and San 
Antonio. These events serve to 
encourage consumers to speak out 
against those who perpetrate these 
frauds. Although scams against 
immigrants have been a long­
standing problem in Texas, many 
consumers have been hesitant to 
file reports.

“For too long victims have 
been silent. This has allowed hun­
dreds of rogue notaries and other 
operators to line their pockets and 
provide little in the way of ser­
vice,” he said.

Police seeking 
child abductor

Texas Rangers and the Odessa 
Police Department are seeking a 
man wanted on three counts of ag­
gravated kidnapping of young 
girls.

Juan Ramon Morales, 30, had 
been arrested on Jan. 1 for the ag­
gravated kidnapping of a 7-year- 
old girl from her church in Odes­
sa. He was released on Jan. 2 on 
$50,000 bond.

Biological evidence that had 
been obtained during the investi­
gation of the aggravated kidnap­
ping in January matched evidence 
from the abduction of two 5-year- 
old twin girls in July 2002. Two 
additional aggravated kidnapping 
charged were filed against Mo­
rales and an Ector County judge 
issued a warrant for Morales’s ar­
rest.

Morales is believed to be driv­
ing a 1990 Chevrolet pickup truck 
with Texas license plate PL-7200. 
He is 5 feet, 9 inches tall and 
weighs 190 pounds. He has black 
hair, brown eyes and tattoos on 
each shoulder.

M ore than 800,000 Texans 
sign  up for “No Call List”

The Texas No Call List has 
been in effect since January 1, 
2002 and currently has over three 
quarters of a million subscribers.

The list was designed to stop 
unwanted telemarketing calls to 
consumers from companies with 
whom the consumer does not have 
a prior business relationship.

The Do Not Call list is actual­
ly comprised of two lists, the 
Statewide Do Not Call list and the 
Electric No Call List.

Only residential consumers can 
enroll their home numbers for the 
Statewide Do Not Call List. Phone 
numbers enrolled in this list will 
be shielded from unwanted 
telemarketing calls. The Electric 
no Call List is open to both resi­
dential and business customers. 
These phone numbers will be 
shielded only from calls made by 
Retail Electric Providers soliciting 
a customer’s electric service.

The Do Not Call list applies to 
all telemarketers doing business in 
Texas no matter where their call 
center is located. Telemarketing 
companies not following the law 
may face fines of up to $1,000 per 
violation.

Registration in the Do Not Call 
lists do not stop all telemarkerting 
calls. Charities, non-profit groups 
and debt collectors are excluded 
from the law. Companies with a 
prior business relationship with 
the customer may continue to call 
in addition to telemarketers hold­
ing a state license, such as real es­
tate agents and stockbrokers. How­
ever, a state licensee must close 
any sale or payment with a face- 
to-face meeting.

When a telephone solicitor or 
telemarketer calls they must:

• Identify the name of the busi­
ness calling

• Identify a return phone num­
ber at which the company can be
reached.

• Only call between 9 a.m. and 
9 p.m. Monday through Saturday, 
and between noon and 9 p.m. on 
Sunday.

• If the solicitor uses an auto-

matic dial announcing device 
(ADD), the computerized message 
must provide their company’s 
name and a telephone number that 
can receive an incoming call. This 
rule does no include calls from 
non-profit organizations, media 
subscription services or a business 
soliciting a former or current cus­
tomer. ($

You can ask a telemarketer to 
put your name and phone number 
on their own “do not call” list. It 
is against the law for them to call 
you again.

The cost for placement on the 
statewide Do Not Call list is $2.25 
for three years. Residential phone 
customers can get their name, 
phone number and address on the ' 
list using one of three methods: p

1) Register online at 
www.texasnocall.com payment 
may be made with MasterCard or 
Visa.

2) Sign up by phone by calling 
toll-free 1-866-TXNOCAL (L) (1- 
866-896-6225). An automated sys­
tem is available in English and 
Spanish. Payments may be made 
with MasterCard or Visa.

3) Register by mail. Simply ask 9 
for registration form by calling the 
toll-free number or by download­
ing and printing a form from 
www.texasnocall.com - payment 
may be made with MasterCard,
Visa, or by mailing a check or mon­
ey order to: Texas no Call, P.O. Box
313, E. Walpole, MA 02032.

The “Electric No Call List” ap­
plies to Retail Electric Providers 
and telemarketers calling about 9 
your electric service. Both residen­
tial and business customers can 
register their telephone number(s).
The charge per phone line is $2.55. 
Telephone numbers registered on 
this list will remain on the list for 
five years.

While the Statewide Do Not 
Call list does have some exemp­
tions to its rule, the Public utility 
Commission believes that consum- p
ers who register for the list should 
experience a substantial reduction 
in telemarketing calls.

H illm an to head L ivestock H ealth A gency
After three decades of braving 

Idaho’s rugged winters, Dr. Bob 
Hillman will be back home April 
1 as Texas’ new state veterinarian 
and executive director for the Tex­
as Animal Health Commission 
(TAHC), the state’s regulatory 
agency responsible for livestock 
and poultry health. Dr. James 
Lenarduzzi, interim TAHC exec­
utive director since December 
2002, will return to his duties as 
director of TAHC’s Area 5, which 
is based in Beeville and encom­
passes 40 South Texas counties.

“Dr. Lenarduzzi has performed 
admirably during the past several 
months while we searched for a 
new state veterinarian,” said Mr. 
Richard Traylor of Carrizo 
Springs, chairman of the TAHC’s 
12-member governor-appointed 
commission. “We are very fortu­
nate to have dedicated staff, and 
we also are happy to have Dr. Hill­
man joining our team in Texas.”

“Dr. Hillman understands and 
relates to the challenges of private 
veterinary practitioners, produc­
ers, associations, and government 
agencies,” said Mr. Traylor. “He

is knowledgeable about disease is­
sues, and has an admirable track 
record as a national livestock lead­
er and motivator.”

A native of Cameron, Texas, 
Dr. Hillman graduated from Tex­
as A&M University’s School of 
Veterinary Medicine in 1971. He 
worked as a field veterinarian for 
the U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture (USDA) in Wichita Falls be­
fore moving to private practice, 
first in Vernon, Texas, then as a 
practice partner in Burley, Idaho. 
In 1981, Dr. Hillman joined the 
Idaho State Department of Agri­
culture as chief of the Bureau of 
Animal Health. Since 1990, he has 
served as the administrator of the 
Division of Animal Industries in 
Idaho.

“Dr. Hillman’s wrangled with 
tough and controversial issues, in­
cluding brucellosis infection in bi­
son and elk in the Greater Yellow­
stone Area,” commented Mr. Tray­
lor. He explained that, although the 
animals are under federal jurisdic­
tion, livestock in Idaho, Montana 
and Wyoming are at risk for dis­
ease exposure when infected bison

or elk wander from park bound­
aries and onto ranches. Brucello­
sis infection in livestock would 
cause these states to lose their dis­
ease-free status, and the ability to 
move cattle without restriction, $  
noted Mr. Traylor. He pointed out 
that Texas is still working to 
achieve cattle brucellosis-free sta­
tus, and has had two infected herds 
during the past 12 months.

In 2001, Dr. Hillman served as 
president of the U.S. Animal 
Health Association (USAHA), the 
national body of regulatory veter­
inarians and allied livestock 
groups that provides recommenda- £  
tions to the USDA on livestock 
disease issues, policies and regu­
lations. Dr. Hillman chaired the 
USAHA’s committees for cattle 
tuberculosis and government rela­
tions, and has been an active mem­
ber on the wildlife disease and bru­
cellosis committees.

“For the past 15 years, Dr. Hill­
man has contributed greatly to 
livestock disease and related trade 
issues affecting the border states 
of Texas, New Mexico, California 
and Arizona and our Mexican 
counterparts. As a review team 
member, he has traveled extensive­
ly to assess the progress of Mexi­
co’s cattle tuberculosis and brucel­
losis eradication programs,” said 
Mr. Traylor. Dr. Hillman also was 
one of the original eight U.S. rep­
resentatives on the Binational Tu- | |  
berculosis and Brucellosis Com­
mittee, which also has eight Mex­
ican representatives. Based on re­
ports by review teams, the bina­
tional committee negotiates health 
standards for importing Mexican 
cattle to the U.S. border states.

“Although Dr. Hillman has 
been away from Texas for some 
time, he has never been out of 
touch with issues that affect our ^  
state’s livestock industry,” com­
mented Mr. Traylor. “We’re fortu­
nate he’s ready to return to his 
home state.”
