As if Schleicher County Commis­
sioners needed another headache at the 
Civic Center, they discovered last week 
that the outside trim being installed by 
the contractor was crimson red. The men 
said they each began receiving calls al­
most as soon as workers started install­
ing the trim.

Work on the trim was halted as the 
^commissioners met Monday and re­

viewed the plans, and they weren’t hap­
py with what they found. The plans, it 
seems, specifically call for crimson red 
trim. The red trim was also depicted on 
a color drawing provided to the county 
by Architect Henry Schmidt of San An­
gelo. Gold awnings were shown on the 
color drawing, as well.

After discussing the matter, the com-

missioners agreed that, if the cost is not 
too great, the would prefer to change the 
color of the trim to green. County Judge 
Johnny Griffin said he would contact the 
building contractor, Tony McCrea to 
determine the cost of switching the trim 
to Green.

Following the meeting, Judge Grif­
fin told the Success that a protective film 
that is installed on the trim at the facto­
ry had already been stripped away by 
workers at the jobsite. With the film re­
moved, the trim could not be returned 
for a refund. The cost of replacing the 
red trim will be $3,519.00, the Judge 
said. Moments before the Success went 
to press, the Judge phoned to say that 
the Commissioners had decided to re­
place the red trim with dark green col­
ored trim.

Besides discussing the color of ex­
terior trim, the commissioners also paid 
a visit to the Civic Center construction 
site. The found that exterior work on the 
northern-most section of the building is 
virtually complete, with most of the 
structure being completely replaced. 
Five new double-pane thermal windows 
are installed, giving the building a new 
look. Air conditioning ducts have been 
installed and the structure is awaiting 
the installation of paneling and a drop 
ceiling.

The south part of the building, the 
portion that was originally built by the 
school a little over a year ago, is also 
under renovation. The rest rooms, in­
stalled by the school, have been stripped 
out and are being replaced by facilities 
that will comply with the Americans 
with Disabilities Act. Also, new air con­
ditioning units have yet to be installed.

While they were out and about, the 
commissioners paid a visit to the han­
gar building at the county airport. An 
office, attached to the hangar, has been 
outfitted with paneling and electrical 
outlets, with work being donated by sev­
eral local pilots. During the inspection, 
Judge Griffin told the commissioners 
that the Texas Dept, of Transportation 
recently inspected the new runway and 
gave it a clean bill of health. The only 
request from TxDOT was that the coun­
ty spray for weeds along the runway.

trustees met Monday and voted to ap­
prove a settlement in the lawsuit brought 
against the district by Dr. Randall Sloan.

In return, 
Sloan will drop the lawsuit against the 
district.

Following the meeting, Hospital Ad­
ministrator Sharon Dietz said the trust­

e e s  made the decision to settle because it 
was in the best interest of the hospital 
district. She noted escalating legal fees 
and the inability of the two sides to agree

on a jury when the case originally went 
to trial in April of this year.

“I still feel we could win this case, 
but at what cost?” asked Board Presi­
dent Randy Mankin following the meet­
ing. “Ultimately, the board decided to 
settle and move on.”

Dr. Randall Sloan sued the hospital 
district in 2001, alleging that it was in 
breach of contract when he was dis­
missed on Dec. 31, 2000. The hospital 
district trustee have always maintained 
that they had no contract with Sloan. To 
date, the hospital district has spent over 
$30,000.00 defending the lawsuit.

Comptroller Strayhorn delivers sales tax rebates
Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton 

Strayhorn sent $305.8 million in month­
ly sales tax payments to Texas cities, 
counties, transit systems and special pur­
pose taxing districts last week. July sales 
tax rebates are up 1.5 percent compared 
to July 2002. Fiscal year-to-date sales tax 
allocations are down 1.7 percent com­
pared to the same period last year.

July sales tax rebates include local 
sales taxes collected in May and report­
ed to the Comptroller in June.

Strayhorn sent sales tax rebates of 
$208.5 million to 1,116 Texas cities, up 
2.8 percent compared to July 2002. 
Sales tax rebates of $18.7 million went

to 121 Texas counties, up 6 percent com­
pared to one year ago.

In addition, $8.4 million went to 78 
special purpose taxing districts, a 1.9 
percent increase compared to last July. 
Only transit sales tax collections showed 
a decline. Texas’ six metropolitan tran­
sit authorities and two city transit de­
partments received $70.3 million in 
sales tax revenue, down 3.3 percent 
compared to a year ago.

Locally, the sales tax rebates offer a 
mixed picture for the local economy. 
Schleicher County’s payment was up 
considerably from one year ago. So was 
the rebate for the County Health Servic­

es Tax. The City of Eldorado’s rebate 
was down, however, due mainly to an 
overpayment reported in previous 
months. (See chart below)

The 
General Land Office recently an­
nounced an effort called Coastal 
Texas 2020, a long-term effort 
aimed at promoting the environ­
mental and economic health of the 
third-longest coastline in the U.S.

Texas has 367 miles of beach 
on the Gulf of Mexico, but the 
GLO says some of the more pop­
ular beaches are disappearing at 
the rate of 5 to 10 feet each year. 
That affects more than tourism, 
Land Commissioner Jerry Patter­
son said.

es and make a change for the bet­
ter. This will take years, not 
months.

One aspect of the new initia­
tive will be an effort to get more 
federal money to fight beach ero­
sion, Patterson said.

Unit.

During their training, those 
newf,troopers will learn how to 
shoot at the DPS’ new firing range 
near Florence, in Williamson 
County. The 46-acre complex has 
six firing ranges and an open-air 
pavilion.

of noise when they go off.

Some people hate Galveston. 

It’s “stinky,” “dirty,” “has tar 
balls,” and, especially, “is too 
close to Houston.”

All tha t’s true, but I love 
Galveston. Mainly because it’s the 
place we took our now-grown fam­
ily to most often when on vaca- 

vti&Hi.Not only that, but way back 
'#•1967, the first ocean I ever saw 

the Gulf of Mexico here.
That was way back in 1967 -  

the Summer of Love that didn’t 
rman all the much to me as an 11- 
yediwid boy wearing a Batman t- 
$hirty?G^nd not the Michael Keaton 
C^vkliKilmer Batman but Adam 
We^Lfrom the TV show. Holy 
Long Ago!)
1 Anyway, we arrived very late 
at night, turning right off 1-45 onto 
61st Street. My mom and little 
brother were asleep in the back 
while I was sitting next to my Dad 
in the front seat. We topped the rise 
where 61st Street met Seawall 
Blvd. There, in the dead of night, 
the sea glowed.

Wave after wave was illuminat­
ed by phosphorous. It warped 
depth perception and filled my 
entire vision with an eerie, yet 
lovely, glowing-in-the=dark, con­
stantly-rolling mass that rose to the 
stars at times. Wow! This was the 
ocean?!

Well, it was, but it wasn’t. I’ve 
never seen the sea that way again 
after scores of visits since. But 
that’s only one reason why I love 
Galveston.
Getting to the state park

Most people head to Galveston 
by driving straight down 1-45. That 
means going through the dreaded 
Houston traffic. There’s no magic 
way of dodging this ever-growing 
mess.

The only time I’ve ever man­
aged to avoid any long delays 
(which begins around Conroe) is 
to pass through Rocket City at an 
odd hour. We’ve done best at 12:30 
a.m. Trying to skirt the traffic by 
taking Loop 610 doesn’t work. 
We’ve found out its just as “fast” 
to grit your teeth and go right 
through the heart of the city.

The cool thing about going 
down 1-45 is that you eventually 
reach the massive causeway that 
arcs down from the mainland to 
the Island. Kids (and most adults) 
love that sky-high rise over 
Galveston Bay. You’re there at 
last!

Now, of course, you can com­
pletely avoid the town and take a 
leisurely route there. You can shoot 
the gap (well, it’s quite a gap, ad­
mittedly) between Austin and 
Houston and creep up on 
Galveston from Freeport, from the

southwest. It’s farther and you’ll 
get to the state park before you hit 
the city of Galveston.

No matter which direction you 
come ( it’s 10 miles from 
Galveston), once you get on FM 
3005 (aka San Luis Pass Road), 
you’re going to arrive at the park; 
you can’t miss the signs.

Two parks, actually
FM 3005 splits the park in two, 

Gulf and Bay. Most visitors hang 
out at the Gulf-side park where all 
the RV hook-ups are.

Galveston SP is just the oppo­
site of Big Bend National Park: 
GSP loves RVs. On the Gulf side 
are three big campgrounds, and all 
150 sites have water and electrici­
ty. And that’s not counting 20 more 
“overflow” spots on the Bay side 
of the park.

In addition, there are 10 
screened shelters on the Bay side 
as well. So that’s 180 places to 
camp.

The 150 on the Gulf side are 
very popular. We arrived on a Sat­
urday and every spot was claimed 
already. It’s a Mecca for families. 
Just plug in the RV, put on your 

i swimsuit, amble over to one of the 
short boardwalks, and the Gulf is 
suddenly there, rolling toward you, 
just 60 feet away.

Thirty sites are “premium” 
(with 50 or 30 amp hook-ups). All 
have shade shelters, picnic tables, 
and a cooking grill. Those premi­
um sites are $20 per day while the 
others are $15 -  after paying $3 
per head (for those 13 and over) 
to get in.

Campground I houses the 50 
ampers. “Beachfront” sites are 
$20; the others are $15; the same 
holds true for Campgrounds II and 
III but at 30 amps.

All the campgrounds are set 
aside from the day use area a bit. 
Bike riding is very popular, espe­
cially with all the children present.

During birding season (Nov.- 
Feb.), RVs can hook up monthly 
for $350 (premium) and $325 (reg­
ular).

On the Gulf
Showers. They might not be the 

best showers you’ve ever been in 
but you’ll probably think so after 
spending a day frolicking in the 
Gulf and you drag your sticky, 
sweaty, sandy, sunburned self to 
one of those wonderful public 
showers. You won’t mind using 
somebody else’s barely used soap. 
There’s one shower at each of the 
three overnight campgrounds.

A day use area is the first thing 
available after paying your en­
trance fee. The park store/head- 
quarters is there and offers just

about everything you need, like 
junk food for the family and birds.

(Speaking of birds, the seagulls 
are numerous and aggressive here. 
We’ve had breakfast sausages 
snatched right off burning grills by 
the “rats of the sky.” If you start 
feeding them [and you probably 
will] be ready for a non-stop 
screeching assault.)

There are lots of picnic tables 
near the headquarters. This area 
really fills with day visitors but 
everyone must be gone by 10 p.m. 
Quiet time reins until 6 a.m. amid 
a million stars.

Now this is the Texas ocean -  
you aren’t going to see your feet 
in 10 feet of water. The sea is not 
clear to say the least. But it’s salty 
and has waves and that’s enough 
for most of us. You can still see 
fish -  pretty big ones -  shooting 
through the wave that’s about to 
smack you. You can find lots of 
shells of various kinds and some­
times sand dollars, if you’re lucky. 
Dolphin fins (they’re [probably] 
not sharks) occasionally slice 
through the water. And there’s no 
greater fun than taking the kids out 
on the beach at night, manning a 
flashlight, shining the beam near 
them, and screaming “Look out! 
There’s a giant crab right behind 
you!” Oh, they’ll squeal in delight/ 
terror. So will your wife.

On the bay
This side is much-less visited. 

Most people venture there for 
three reasons: the amphitheater, 
birding, or fishing.

The amphitheater used to con­
duct a pair of summer musicals 
each year. One always had a Tex­
as theme. (Often: Texas!) Now, 
though, they have an actual sea­
son at the outdoor theater. Ameri­
ca the Beautiful ends July 21. Two 
more remain: George M (July 24- 
Aug. 2) and The Buddy Holly Sto­
ry (Aug. 6-16, hopefully without 
scary Gary Busey!).

It’s a great place to see a play 
and they’re well done. But if the 
wind backs off, beware. The mos­
quitoes will be on you faster than 
a seagull on a Cheeto.

All the hiking trails are on the 
Bay side and all four miles are 
open to bikes, too. Naturally, they 
aren’t too difficult unless it’s hot 
or the wind has backed off. An in­
terpretive center and trail with a 
freshwater fishing area is the first 
thing you come to -  unless it’s 
closed like it was when we were 
there.

Instead, we ventured to the 
marshes between Jenkins and But- 
terow Bayous near dusk. There 
were plenty of birds everywhere 
and of many colors and sizes. We 
stumbled on a (human) couple 
with binoculars perched right in 
the middle of a boardwalk. They 
were eyeing a group of big pink

birds that stalked the shallows. 
Another group (of birds, not hu­
mans) perched in a nearby tree.

We walked closer to the bay.
But that’s when the wind laid and 
the mosquitoes fell upon us. Fight- fir 
ing, I eventually scraped many 
mosquito carcasses off my body, 
but it looked like that scene in Star- 
ship Troopers where the mechani­
cal bugs poured over the horizon;
I was fighting a losing battle.

We sped to the truck but not 
before pausing at the “observation 
tower” (a two-story wooden struc­
ture that affords a nice view of the 
bayous and birds therein) to shoot ^  
the sunset.

Boats with anglers floated here 
and there; Galveston Bay is famed 
for its fishing.

In town
Galveston has a remarkable 

history. The hurricane of 1900 
killed thousands and almost de­
stroyed the island. At the Strand, 
majestic houses sit amid shops, i f  
And everyone should see Bishop’s 
Palace, an opulent abode. Moody 
Gardens is great, especially the 
aquarium, and there’re always 
fishing boats to rent out for bay or 
deep-sea fishing. Or piers that jut 
out into the gulf await you and 
your fishing gear. (If you bring 
your rod and reel from home, re­
member to rinse the rig out with 
freshwater pronto.) £

But the great thing about 
Galveston is that you can stop and 
swim just about anywhere. That’s 
where it’s better than Corpus Chris- 
ti -  you’re swimming in the ocean. 
And the beaches are cleared of sea­
weed nightly unlike the state park.

An added plus is that all kinds 
of restaurants are just across Sea­
wall Blvd. We had a Wendy’s 
Frosty in the afternoon then a great £  
supper that night at Casey’s which 
is the “casual” version of world- 
famous Guido’s. Same food, you 
just don’t have to worry so much 
about constant seat-shifting to ac­
commodate an itchy behind from 
wearing a wet bathing suit for 12 
hours.

In the city or at the state park 
on a windy day, you’ll get some 
nice waves. It’s a good idea to have 
some kind of floating device. You 6  
really can’t surf much there (un­
less a tropical storm is brewing), 
but the waves can be ridden with 
floats, boogie boards, or your 
body. Catching a wave perfectly 
when body surfing is a trick, but 
you’ll know when you hit it right.
To be propelled along so close to 
the sandy bottom (well, maybe 
there are a few broken shells down 
there and perhaps a some jellyfish <p 
are about and, it’s possible, a scut­
tling crab) at a surprising speed 
will keep riders out in the waves 
for hours.

At least it does me.

Birdwatcher’s paradise — The Texas coast is renown for its birding; 
even in the summer, there are plenty of impressive ones to see.

Old Eldorado W oolen Mill Foundation, Inc. Update:
Hallelujah! The new roof is now on the Woolen Mill. We want to thank all those who helped 

fund this project to preserve our historic building and equipment. A special thanks to Use 
Williams and Stacy Jurecek for writing the grant to the Annenberg Foundation which result­
ed in $30,000 that covered the main building for materials, labor, and student involvement. 
Stacy wrote another grant to the Texas Historical Commission that resulted in the roofing of 
two annexes to the main building. Herman Walker and Steve Minor were critical and instru­
mental in the roofing projects, donating many hours of time. They both went above and 
beyond their duty by replacing all the old plumbing inside the mill. We still have a major leak 
from the meter to the building that we must fix in order to have a working bathroom at the 
mill for the tourists.

We have held off on the installation of the memorial bricks and pavers because we did not 
want them broken while all the other work was being completed. The money for this project 
is in a savings account awaiting construction bids. The bricks/pavers will be a beautiful 
addition to the front of the building. If you want to order a brick/paver, now is the time.

In addition, we are in the process of obtaining TVs and VCRs that will show the machinery 
in action and tell our story. The Eldorado students made the video, documented the remod­
eling process, cleaned, painted, welded, designed our color brochure and planned the open 
house celebration. We have plans for more student involvement at the mill.

The Schleicher County Chamber of Commerce and the Old Eldorado Woolen Mill have 
formed an alliance. The Chamber will be relocating its office to the Woolen Mill upon con­
struction of an office. This alliance will allow the Woolen Mill doors to remain open for tours 
of the mill and promote tourism. The Chamber has also been chosen as a computer public 
access location. Stacy Jurecek of Natural Fibers of Texas Inc. has resigned as Lessee of the 
mill thus making the construction of this office critical for the woolen mill doors to remain 
open. We are very excited and know the Chamber/ Woolen Mill will be better able to meet the 
needs of Eldorado through this alliance as tourism dollars bring new money into Eldorado. 
The woolen mill foundation has some funds, but need several thousand dollars to build this 
office.

about not having access to the fa­
cilities he asked for a $300 deposit 
in return for a key.

The meeting was the board’s 

regular monthly session. It was 
called to order by Board President 
Jo Helen Kotsch with trustees 
Kurds Homer, Lupe Sanchez, John 
Paul Joiner and Jan Wanoreck 
present. Trustees Berta Nicholson 
and Eddie Albin were absent. Also 
in attendance were Middle School 
Principal Kara Sue Garlitz, Ele­
mentary Principal Bob Wanoreck, 
Librarian Debbie Griffin and Busi­
ness Manager Ray Ballew.

The tmstees then approved a

consent agenda and accepted fee 
assessment service agreements for 
five programs through the Educa­
tion Service Center. These pro­
grams include Instructional Ser­
vices Cooperative, Data Process­
ing Cooperative, Gifted and Tal­
ented Cooperative, Instructional 
Resources and Net XV Telecom­
munication, all for the 2003-2004 
school year.

Supt. Mark Gesch then updat­
ed the board on a Texas Education 
Agency audit of SCISD’s State 
Compensatory Education Annual 
Report. The TEA found problems 
in two areas, Gesch said. The first 
of the two involved an overstate­
ment in an allotment for SCE 
funds dealing with “at risk” stu­
dents. The second finding involved 
two components of the district’s 
Improvement Plan. Those compo­
nents were 1) a Comprehensive 
Needs Assessment, and 2) a strat­
egy for test score deficiencies and 
evaluation criteria in the Middle 
School. Gesch told the trustees that 
corrective action is already being 
taken to address the problems.

Next, the trustees approved the 
annual Drop Out Record Report.

Supt. Gesch then reported the 
resignations of Kristi and Dave 
Lewis who are now employed by 
Brady I.S.D. He also wanted th(j| 
board to be aware that Science teach­
er Amy Rutherford would be re­
questing use of the maternity leave 
for the 2003-2004 school year.

Gesch also updated the trust­
ees on construction projects at the 
school. He said that the high 
school and auditorium roof project 
will be complete by the 1st of Au­
gust. Most of the work is already 
complete, Gesch said, with a i r ^  
conditioning units and trim being 
installed. The demolition and res­
toration of two tennis courts will 
be starting soon and a new weight 
room at the football field house is 
almost complete. Dry wall is be­
ing installed in the weight room 
and the installation of a heating 
and air conditioning system will 
soon follow, Gesch said.

The next regular meeting of the 
SCISD board of trustees is sched­
uled for August 11, 2003.

individual who will knowingly use 
the stolen vehicle for their own il­
legitimate purposes. Vehicles are 
stolen for joyriding, to commit 
other crimes, or in conjunction 
with insurance fraud.

All vehicles have a federally 
assigned vehicle identification 
number (VIN). The etching a VIN 
on all of a vehicle’s windows de­
ters thieves because it is more dif­
ficult to dispose of property that 
is identifiable. It is time-consum­
ing and expensive for thieves to re­
place windows that have been 
marked with the VIN.
