If you want to multiply the prices of everything you buy at the gro-
cery store, here's how:

Subject your grocer to the same regulations under which hospitals
are required to operate. That means:

—- The grocer would have to keep a record of the total
number of customers served, broken down by em-
ployer.

— He would have to record the precise number of
minutes each customer was in the siore.

The record must show which customers purchased
only meat and nothing else, which customers bought *
both bread and meat. .

Separately the grocers’ report must state which
customers bought meat #nd milk. Also the number of
customers who came in for one item and purchased
more than one.

Further, the grocery store is required to give away
$50.000 worth of groceries each year and signs must
be posted in the store in three languages telling cus-
tomers that the store is required to do this.

Records must be maintained on all customers and all groceries given
away under this plan.

Further, for one half of the customers the store is not allowed to set
