I always wonder if anyone is reading

Is there a
young person standing nearby who might
hear? What effect will the use of such words

Think about it.

Supposedly, these machines will
fly as fast as 100 miles per hour.

I thought, "Oh, wow! A hundred miles an
hour! I could get every place I need to go and get all
the work I need to do, if I could fly from place to
place. Maybe all I need is a gyro-copter."

But then I thought again. If 1 could go 100
miles an hour in six months I’'d be wanting to go 200
miles an hour, and six months after than 400, and six

months after that 800.

We live in a world that is always on the run.

In some ways, I long for a slower time--

A time when families sit down at the dinner

table and talk about their days activities--

A time when after dinner the family gathers
around the fire and reads from the Book--

A time when our lives were not so cluttered
by busy schedules and meetings and committees--

A time when people would come over on
Sunday afternoon just to visit-

A time when rocking on the front porch was
part of an everyday’s activity.

I realize that the "good ole days" are gone.
Probably, the "good ole days" never were, Still, I can’t
help believing that the world might be just a little bit
better if we took a moment now and then, stepped
out of the fast lane, to just take a rest.

EDITOR’S NOTE -- The following
information came from Jimmy Martin, Irion
County Sheriff and Department of Public
Safety Trooper, Tom Usery. It was deemed to
be of great importance and is being printed
again.

Effective January 1, 1984 the State of
Texas began issuing driver’s license under a
classified licensing plan. The classified plan
does not effect the validity of an operator or
chaufeur license issued under the old law.
These license continue in effect according to
their terms until such time they are converted
to an equivalent class of license. '

Regarding the application of minors who
would apply for a driver’s license; a Class C
driver is one who is under the age of
eighteen (18) years, provided the person is
sixteen (16) years of age or older and has
completed a driver training course approved
by the Department, and has passed the
examination required by Section 10 of this
Act. The Department of Public Safety will
not grant the application of any minor under
the age of eighteen (18) years for a driver’s

license unless application is signed by the
parent of the applicant who has the custody
of the applicant, otherwise by the guardian
having the custody of the applicant, or in the
event a minor under the age of eighteen (18)
years has no parent, or guardian, the license
shall not be issued to the minor unless his
application therefore is signed by his
employer or by the county judge of his
residence.

Section 35 of the Statute concerns
permitting unauthorized minors to drive.

This section states that no person shall cause
or knowingly permit his child or ward under
the age of eighteen (18) years to drive a
motor vehicle upon any highway when such
minor is not authorized hereunder or in
violation of any provisions of this Act.

Section 36 further states that "No person
shall authorize or knowingly permit a motor
vehicle owned by him under his control to be
driven upon any highway by any person who
is not authorized hereunder or in violation of
any provisions of this Act.

Texas’ first traffic law was passed by
the 30th legislature on April 17, 1907. In part
it provided that: "All owners of automobiles
or motor vehicles shall before using
such..upon the public roads, streets or
driveways, register with the county clerk of
the county in which he resides, his name,
which shall be registered by the county clerk
in consecutive order in a book to be kept for
that purpose, and shall be numbered in the
order of their registration...." There was a fee
of fifty cents.

The law was enacted in 1907,
registration began in 1909 in Schleicher
County with W.D. Ake’s Buick No. 1,

and ended, after April 5, 1916, with J.B.
Christian’s Oakland, No. 143. The State of
Texas then took over registration.

W.D. Ake settled in the Rudds
Community in north eastern part of
Schleicher County in 1892. He was Rudd
postmaster from 1898 until 1920. Ake was
also the first commissioner for Precinct No.
3. He was eclected in 1901 when Schleicher
County established her first government. He
