Classes will be held 
at the Sutton County Emergency Service 
Building from 7 to 10 p.m. on Tuesdays 
and Thursdays through May 9. Two all 
day Saturday classes will be held on 
February 18 and April 15.

The EMT Course provides 
emergency medical training in areas such 
as bleeding and shock therapy, 
Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation, airway 
obstruction, emergency childbirth, and 
other emergency illnesses and trauma.

Upon completion of the course, a 
student would be trained to work for 
public or private ambulance firms, or in 
hospital trauma centers.

The student will spend four hours 
observation time in the operating room 
and sixteen * hours working in the 
emergency room at Angelo Community 
Hospital. It is also necessary to make 
three emergency ambulance runs with a 
certified ambulance service.

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Driver License Plan
Editor’s note: Each office in the Irion 

County Courhouse will have the option to 
use this space in the Good News Review to 
give information to the Citizens of Irion 
County from time to time as needed.

Effective January 1, 1984 the State of 
Texas began issuing driver licenses under a 

classified licensing plan. The classified plan 
does not effect the validity of an operator or 
chaufeur license issued under the old law. 
These license continue in effect according to 
their terms until such time they are converted 
to an equivalent class of license.

Regarding the application of minors 
who would apply for a driver’s license; a 
Class C driver is one who is under the age of 
eighteen (18) years, provided the person is 

■*?ixteen(16) years of age or older and has 
completed a driver training course approved 
by the Department, and has passed the 
examination required by Section 10 of this 
Act. The Department of Public Safety will 
not grant the application of any minor under 
the age of eighteen (18) years for a driver’s

license unless application is signed by the 
parent of the applicant who has the custody 
of the applicant, otherwise by the guardian 
having the custody of the applicant, or in the 
event a minor under the age of eighteen (18) 
years has no parent, or guardian, the license 
shall not be issued to the minor unless his 
application therefor is signed by his employer 
or by the countyjudge of his residence.

Section 35 of the Statute concerns 
permitting unauthorized minors to drive. 
This section states that no person shall cause 
or knowingly permit his child or wardunder 
the age of eighteen (18) years to drive a 
motor vehicle upon any highway when such 
minor is not authorized hereunder or in 
violation of any provisions of this Act.

Section 36 further states that "No 
person shall authorize or knowingly permit a 
motor vehicle owned by him under his 
control to bve driven upon any highway by 
any person who is not authorized hereunder 
or in violation of any provisions of this Act.
