City leaves West Street 
a one-way near school

Emergency personnel seek name 
change for some local streets

The Eldorado City Council decided 
Monday night not to change the flow of 
traffic on the one-way section of North 
West Street near the school. Instead, the 
council asked city personnel to install 
better signage and to work with the 
school and the Sheriff’s Dept, to see to 
it that traffic problems are kept to a min­
imum.

The issue was first raised by Coun- 
cilmember Robert Bybee who expressed 
concern about the number of people who 
drive the wrong way down the two block 
section that is marked for one-way traf­
fic. He also noted that parents who stop 
in the street to drop-off or pickup stu­
dents is a safety hazard, as are school 
buses that routinely park in the street 
while loading and unloading. Ultimate­
ly, a motion by Bybee to change the two- 
block section from Warner Avenue to 
Field Street into a two-way street died 
for lack of a second.

The council appeared to be swayed 
by input received at a public hearing 
where Mayor Nikolauk explained that 
the street had been changed to a one­
way several years ago at the request of 
the school and that input from current 
school officials showed that they pre­
ferred leaving the street as it is. The

mayor also explained that a school board 
meeting being held at the same time pre­
vented school officials from attending 
the hearing. Sheriff David Doran and 
Chief Deputy George Arispe were on 
hand for the hearing and spoke against 
changing the flow of traffic. So did Bill 
Hodges, who asked the council to leave 
the street as a one-way and to beef up 
enforcement.

But one-way streets weren’t the only 
street issue discussed by the council. 
Fire Chief Jerry Jones appeared before 
the council to ask that they consider 
changing the names of some city streets. 
Jones explained that emergency person­
nel are often delayed in reaching the 
scene of a fire or an accident because of 
confusing street names. He pointed out 
that there is a West Avenue and a West 
Street, as well as an East Street and a 
North East Street inside the city limits. 
Lee Avenue, also located inside the city 
limits is often confused with Lea Street, 
which lies outside the city in the Orient 
Heights Addition where Denney Avenue 
is also found. Denny Street lies inside 
the city limits, intersecting East Street 
near Dorris Avenue.

Adding to the confusion is the fact

County asked to rename streets
Fire Chief Jerry Jones was joined by 

EMS personnel Juaquin Rojas and Me­
lissa Stanford in asking Schleicher 
County Commissioners on Monday to 
consider renaming two streets in the 
Orient Heights Addition, outside the 
Eldorado City Limits. Jones explained 
that confusion about similar-sounding 
street names has caused emergency per­
sonnel to take longer responding to calls. 
He asked that Lea St. be renamed be­
cause it sounds too much like Lee Ave­
nue, which is located in the north part 
of Eldorado. Jones also asked that 
Wheat Avenue, which becomes Mary 
Street once it enters the city limits be 
renamed Mary Street outside the city 
limits, as well. Jones said he would be 
asking the City of Eldorado to rename 
other streets that were causing similar 
problems.

The commissioners seemed sympa­
thetic to the request and told Jones they

would be willing to take whatever ac­
tion was necessary and said they would 
cooperate with the City of Eldorado in 
correcting the problems.

The meeting was called to order by 
County Judge Johnny Griffin with Com­
missioners Johnny Mayo, Kirk Griffin 
and Matt Brown in attendance. Commis­
sioner Bill Clark was absent. Also on 
hand for the meeting was Eldorado City 
Administrator Randy Mankin who vis­
ited briefly with the men about a cable 
TV company facility that is built in an 
alleyway in the Orient Heights addition. 
Mankin said the facility is blocking a 
planned water system improvement and 
asked for the county’s help in obtaining 
easements since the work is being done 
outside the city limits. Judge Griffin not­
ed that he was aware of the problem and 
said the county would work to correct 
the problem.

Some cities refer to their gov­

erning bodies as city fathers. It's 
different in the little Reeves Coun­
ty village of Toyah. With only one 
male city councilman, the town is 
run mostly by city mothers.

The City Hall is in a rock 
building that was once a church. 
Diana Tollett is mayor pro tem of 
Toyah, which gets its name from 
an Indian word meaning running 
water.

“We can’t afford a city man­
ager, we’re a poor little town,” she 
told me. “We just all kind of vol­
unteer our time. The city is run 
mostly on public service.”

Toyah has 107 residents, down 
from the peak of 752 in the 50’s. 
Toyah depends on Pecos for am­
bulance service, but the volunteer 
fire department in Toyah has sev­
en members.

“I pump the trucks and drive 
them all,” says Diana. “We work 
with fire departments in Balmorea 
and Pecos. When there’s a fire, we 
all show up and do what we can. 
Same for wrecks. Toyah has no 
law enforcement. We depend on 
the county for that.”

Diana has won thousands of 
dollars in the Texas lotto. One time

her husband was out of work and 
Diana told him not to worry. The 
next day she won $20,000 in the 
lottery drawing. She has won an­
other $18,000 pot and several one 
thousand dollar jackpots. She does 
some unusual things with her win­
nings. She passes out one hundred 
dollar bills to people who need 
money.

Diana has taught kids how 
to swim in the city swimming 
pool. She helps with the city’s 
annual Easter Egg Hunt. Her 
husband works offshore in Ven­
ezuela and is gone half the time. 
She grew up in the little town 
and loves it.

“It’s a good little community, 
real quiet and no crime and good 
drinking water, no pollution. It’s a 
good place to live. I’ve lived all 
over the US and in Europe. But 
this is home.”

Residents of Toyah say Diana 
is responsible for the good tasting

water, which comes from a canyon 
spring in the Davis Mountains. In 
the last six years Toyah has in­
stalled a state of the art treatment 
system, paid for by grant money.

“We’ve put all new distribu­
tion lines in town and we have a 
grant to put liners in our waste 
water lagoons. We’ve also got a 
grant to build some homes for the 
elderly and disabled. Our infra­
structure is in good shape.”

Diana is quick to point out she 
doesn’t do all this by herself. She 
has a good group of citizens to help 
her.

She took me out to that water 
treatment plant, just a few miles 
out of town. Both of us climbed 
up ladders so she could show me 
the water in large tanks. Back on 
the ground, she opened a faucet 
and gave me a sample. Delicious.

A Toyah landmark used to be 
the Youngblood Hotel. The owner 
tore it down and sold the bricks. 
The old two story bank building 
has just sold and it’s being made 
into an antique store, coffee shop 
and residence.

Toyah has some good hunting. 
The state record mule deer was 
killed near the city last fall.

Comptroller: economic turnaround under way
AUSTIN — Happy days are 

here again, according to the comp­
troller’s office.

Texas took in $1.25 billion in 
sales tax revenue in December. 
That’s a lot of money, but the bet­
ter news is that the monthly in­
come to the state represented an 
8.7 percent increase over the 
amount of sales tax collected the 
previous December.

That 8.7 percent jump in reve­
nue was the biggest since January 
2001 — 35 months ago.

“An economic turnaround is 
now under way, and Texas has 
seen four consecutive months of 
sales tax growth,” Comptroller 
Carole Keeton Strayhom said.

Because of the overall increase, 
sales tax allocations to the state’s 
cities, counties, transit systems and 
special purpose taxing districts 
also are up. That money, funneled 
through the comptroller’s office, 
was up 7 .1 percent compared with 
January 2003 payments. (In real 
numbers, local government got 
$303.2 million in funds sent out 
earlier this month.)

The fact that a three-judge fed­

eral panel blessed the .Republi­

can’s congressional redistricting 
plan last week seems like politi­
cal news, but it’s also happy news 
for businesses that produce polit­
ical signs, bumper stickers, but­
tons and all the other components 
of what is still referred tcv in the 
civics books as the democratic^ 
process.

With all the district lines and 
colors stamped on the map for a 
long while, considering that this 
plan is based on 2000 Census data, 
those affected by the new bound­
aries are already doing some seri­
ous campaigning.

One of the biggest changes, of 
course, was the creation of Con­
gressional D istrict 25, w hich^ 
stretches from the southern part of 
the Capital City Austin to 
McAllen, a city where palms rus­
tle in the Gulf breeze.

The primary is March 9, but 
Texans can start expressing their 
political views sooner than that. As 
early as Jan. 24, county voting of­
ficials can mail ballots to any qual­
ified voter who has requested one. £  
Early voting begins Feb. 23.
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DPS gets a new responsibility...
The 78th Legislature merged a 

little-known state agency into the 
Department of Public Safety, fold­
ing the Texas Commission on Pri­
vate Security into the law enforce­
ment agency.

Unchanged is the former com­
mission’s function, which is to reg- , 
ulate the security industry in Tex­
as.

When it merged with the DPS, 
the commission had some 130,000 
people either under license or reg­
istration. That includes 19,000 
armed guards and 60,000 security 
guards not authorized to carry fire­
arms on the job.

The commission also regulates 
various security-related companies  ̂
in the state, including alarm com­
panies, armored car operators and 
video surveillance firms.

The move meant 14 new em­
ployees for the DPS, six of them 
commissioned law enforcement 
officers.

Starting in September, lock­
smiths and companies that handle 
products such as plastic hotel room 
key cards will come under regula-^ 
tion by the DPS.

that Fields Street, adjacent to the 
school is referred to as West Fields 
because it lies west of Main Street. 
The same street is called East 
Fields on the east side of the di­
viding line. That conflicts, Jones 
said, with Northfield, Eastfield, 
Southfield and Westfield streets 
that surround a neighborhood near 
the Eldorado Place Apartments.

City Secretary Carolyn Mayo 
raised several objections to chang­
ing the names of streets, saying that 
the move would be confusing to 
longtime residents and would cre­
ate a lot of work for city personnel.

from Mankin and Utility Superin­
tendent Floyd Fay on activities in 
the various city departments. Fay 
explained that a lift station recent­
ly installed on West Brooks St. had 
been put into service and that ma­
terials were be­
ing gathered so 
that the water 
main could be 
changed out in 
the alley beside 
the County Mu­
seum. Fay said 
that water ser­
vice would be 
i n t e r r u p t e d  
briefly on two 
consecutive Sat­
urdays so that 
e i g h t - i n c h  
valves could be 
installed at each 
end of the alley.

to say that al­
though the com­
pany’s franchise 
has expired, the 
cable company 
continues to 
make its month­
ly payments to 
the city.

Mankin also 
updated the 
council on the 
work o f the 
city’s new code 
en fo rcem en t 
officer, Marcus 
Riojas. Mankin 
explained that 
Riojas began 
contacting citi­
zens and busi­
nesses about 
various ordi- 
nance viola­

tions last week. He said that Rio­
jas is making calls in person when 
possible to ask that the violations 
be addressed and allowing up to 
30 days before a follow-up letter 
is sent. He said that Riojas will be 
submitting complaints to the mu­
nicipal court on those cases where 
people or businesses fail to com­
ply with the various ordinances.

Among the ordinances Riojas 
is charged with overseeing is the 
one concerning junked or aban­
doned cars, overgrown and un­

sightly lots, and the blocking of 
streets and alleyways. He was ap­
pointed to the position by the City 
Council and works in the city’s 
utility department when he isn’t 
taking care of code enforcement 
duties.

Mankin told the council that 
Riojas has gotten a good response 
from citizens and businesses, so 
far.

A review of the city’s finan­
cial reports revealed that utility 
receipts are down, as are sales tax 
receipts. Randy Mankin said the 
trend mirrors the downturn in the 
Texas economy and noted a recent 
report by State Comptroller Car­
ole Keeton Strayhom that says the 
state’s economy is rebounding.

As the meeting drew to a close, 
a brief executive session was held. 
The council returned quickly to 
open meeting and voted unani­
mously for a pay raise for Utility 
Superintendent Floyd Fay.

In a final piece of business, 
Robert Bybee offered his resigna­
tion from the council. Bybee not­
ed that the resignation was due to 
the fact that he is a candidate for 
Schleicher County Sheriff

The remaining council members 
voted to accept Bybee's resignation 
and expressed their appreciation to 
him for his service to the city.

Bybee’s departure leaves a va­
cancy in City Ward # 1. The coun­
cil briefly discussed whether to 
appoint someone to fill the vacan­
cy or wait until city elections are 
held in May.

The next meeting of the City 
Council meeting is slated for Mon­
day, February 9,2004 at 6:00 p.m.

Next, County Attorney Marian 
Overstreet received a certificate of 
appreciation from representatives 
of the New Bridge Family Shelter. 
Debra Dempsey, Tammy Harris and 
Kris Chandler were on hand to 
make the presentation.

Connie‘Minnix, the lessee of a 
parcel of Schleicher County 
School Land in Gaines County, 
then came before the court to dis­
cuss what was termed “a minor 
discrepancy” in a date he found in 
an old lease contract he had for the 
land. The commissioners recom­
mended the old contract be re­
viewed by Attorney James Kosub 
and that the discrepancy be cor­
rected and a new contract pro­
duced with a correction. Mr. Min- 
nix also asked that his son, Ben­
jamin Minnix, be added to the con­
tract. Mr. Minnix currently has a 
20-year lease on the property that 
the county manages on behalf of 
Schleicher County ISD.

Only one fuel bid was received 
for a transport load of unleaded gas­
oline, that from Griffin Fuel in the 
amount of $ 1.43 per gallon, includ­
ing taxes. The men accepted the bid.

The court briefly discussed the 
cemetery chapel construction and 
Comm issioner Johnny Mayo 
asked that the chapel committee 
meet with the commissioners at 
their next meeting to discuss pos­
sible changes in the proposed 
structure. The use of stone on the 
outside of the building seems to be 
contributing greatly to the cost of 
the building. The commissioners, 
who have already budgeted 
$50,000 for the project, say they 
would like to discuss this matter 
with the committee.

The commissioners then met 
with Rodeo Association President 
Troy Daniels, as well as Johnny 
Bownds, and Cory Stevens, about 
remodeling the rodeo arena. The 
current rodeo arena, which was 
once the site of Eldorado High 
School’s football field, is consid­
ered to be too big.

Next, the payment of two indi­
gent requests for city utilities and 
electric bills totaling $395.76 was 
authorized by order of the court. 
The commissioners also voted to 
renew their membership with the 
Texas Association of Counties by 
paying the yearly dues of $550.00.

The men then discussed acquir­
ing pipe to construct a 24-post 
barrier around the fueling system 
at the county airport. Road Super­
intendent Clay Burleson was asked 
to purchase the pipe and install it.

Treasurer Karen Henderson 
then presented year-end transfers 
to the court noting the county’s 
contingency fund balance from 
2003 transferred to 2004 may in­
crease by $100,000 from the Road 
and Bridge Fund after refunds of 
fees from the state.

Evenings and weekends the charge nurses will update 
information in the computer, copy insurance cards, col­
lect co-payments, and set up payment plans.

Please allow ten minutes prior to your appointment 
at the clinic or for scheduled out patient services so
