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Henderson family ranch honored
by Texas Heritage Land Program

114 years of operation by the same family

Descendants of Schleicher County
pioneer Sam Houston Henderson will be
recognized in Austin on Friday, March
19, 2004, as their family ranch is hon-
ored by the Texas Department of Agri-
culture’s Family Land Heritage Pro-
gram. The program showcases family
farms and ranches that have been con-
tinuously operated by the same family
for at least 100 years. In the case of the
Henderson family, the timeline stretch-
es almost 115 years.

This unique program honors much
more than mere ownership of land,”
Agriculture Commissioner Susan
Combs said. “The Family Land Heritage
program keeps history alive by chroni-
cling the stories of adversity and triumph
that go along with keeping a farm or
ranch in the same family for more than
a century. These stories might otherwise
be lost forever.”

The process of nominating the Hend-
erson Ranch was begun by Chandra
Jayn Jonas of San Angelo and her moth-
er Shane Marise Henderson as they filed
out an extensive questionnaire. Among
the Henderson family members who will
be on hand for the recognition ceremo-
ny will be several members of the fam-
ily’s fourth generation of ranchers and
partners in Henderson Ranches, Ltd.,
including Sam Houston Henderson, Jr.;
Shane Marise Henderson; Thomas
/. Hunter Henderson and Forrest Dean
Henderson. Also sharing the honors will
be their parents Sam Houston Hender-

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son Sr. and his wife Viola Wood Hend-
erson.

The Henderson Ranches, Ltd. ac-
quired the property in 1994 which con-
sists of 3,410 of the original acres. The
partnership continues to adhere to many
of the principals of cattle production
taught to the owners by their father and
grandfather. Commercial Brangus Cows
are bred to range-type Charolais bulls.
Also added have been a group of Santa
Cruz cows straight off the King Ranch
because of their survivability in harsh
drought conditions which often plagues
West Texas ranchers. In 1994 the part-
nership diversified into hunting and
managing their white tail deer and tur-
key populations and in 1997 started a
family-managed outfitting business
Mesquite River Outfitters. The family
was award in 2000 the Eldorado-Divide
Soil and Water Conservation District
Wildlife Conservationist of the Year.
The ranch has been under partnership
control for last 10 years with Sam Hend-
erson Jr. and his sister Shane Marise co-
managers of the ranch.

The ranch’s founder, Sam Houston
Henderson, was born in San Saba Coun-
ty on August 24, 1860. He learned to be
a cattleman at a young age. His father,
James Elias Henderson, Sr., originally
moved to Bastrop County from Tennes-
see in 1832, with his uncle Sam Hous-
ton; hero-of-SanJacinto-and-the first
President of the Republic of Texas.
James served in the Texas Rangers and
later fought under Houston at the battle
of San Jacinto. In return for his military
service, James was paid like all the oth-
er soldiers in the Texas Army, with land
certificates.

As a young man of 17, Sam H. Hend-
erson camped on Kickapoo Creek in
Concho County, where he bought 150
head of cattle from a herd his brother,
James Elias, Jr. had brought from San
Saba County. Sam H branded the cattle
with his DHE brand. Within a year he
built a dugout with a sod roof, where he
lived for four or five years. Then, in
1883 Sam H. bought three sections of
land and later filed on four more. After
building a proper house on the Kick-
apoo, he brought his bride Martha Ellen
Owen to the ranch. Together they had
eight children, Bird, Thomas Rice,
Mary, Martha, Alice, Rector, Sammie
and Mozelle.

Sam H. Henderson acquired more
land in 1989, this time some 1,280 acres
in Schleicher County. He bought the
land from J.W. Bates who acquired the
first 640 acres of the parcel in 1884 from
the State Land Board. Ultimately, Sam
H. Henderson accumulated over

Sting operation sends one to jail

When jail officials discovered a
small quantity of marijuana inside the
Schleicher County lockdown about
three weeks ago, they were determined
to find out how the contraband was mak-
ing it into the facility, and who was
bringing it. A couple of weeks of close
surveillance soon revealed that the pot
was being dropped just outside the jail
where it could be easily retrieved by a
jail trusty.

“We weren’t going to stand for that,”
said Chief Deputy George Arispe. So, an-
other week of planning ensued and a sting
operation was put in place Arispe said.

The plan involved setting up a video
camera and stationing several law en-
forcement officers nearby. The trap was
sprung when two women, accompanied
by a young child, parked on the court-
house square and began picking up pe-
cans. When one of the women dropped

a bag of marijuana near the base of the
Mias Amigas Bell, and pushed it against
the concrete structure with her foot,
Deputy Jason Chatham, who was video
taping the whole thing, called in the oth-
er lawmen.

Sheriff David Doran, Chief Deputy
George Arispe, Deputy Kevin Herbert
and DPS Trooper Danny Nunez quick-
ly swarmed the scene and the two wom-
en were taken into custody. The child
was released to relatives and one of the
women was subsequently freed without
charges being filed.

The other, Bonnie Sue Lowe, 54, was
booked into the jail, however, and
charged with possession of marijuana,
less than two ounces, and transporting
a prohibited substance into a correction-
al facility. She was later released on a
$3,000.00 surety bond an a $1,000.00
personal recognizance bond.

100,000 acres of land in Concho, San
Saba, and Tom Green Counties, with
an additional 5,000 acres in Schleicher
County alone. '

In 1904 the Henderson family moved
to Schleicher County. In 1907 he moved
his business headquarters to San Ange-
lo where he was a stockholder and di-
rector of the Bank and Trust Company,
later the Central National Bank. In that
same year he built the family home, still
standing at 207 South Park Street in San
Angelo.

Second generation owner Thomas
Rice Henderson expanded the ranch by
5,180 acres between 1930-1950. Born
in Concho County, Thomas Rice joined

his father at the Schleicher County
Ranch in the Spring of 1904, along with
his mother and siblings. While being a
cattleman by birth, Tom gradually diver-
sified by bringing in sheep. Tom raised
Delaine-Rambouillet cross ewes with
purebread Ramouillet and Delaine rams
to produce a popular crossbred. He also
kept a small herd of registered Hereford
cattle, quarter horses and Thorough-
breds. Tom married Fern Ortha Ward
who passed away. They had three chil-
dren Jeanette (deceased), Thomas Rice,
Jr. (deceased) and Sam Houston Hend-
erson. His second wife was Matabelle
Jack and they had one child Jacqueline.

Third generation rancher Sam Hous-

ton Henderson Sr. was named after his
grandfather, the ranch’s founder, and
spent the next 80 years on the:land that
bears the family name. He lives there
still where he is active in raising cattle
and resurrecting the DHE brand. His
only break from ranching came when he
served during World War II as a para-
trooper in the 101 Airborne. After the
war, Sam brought his new bride Viola
Wood of San Angelo to the ranch house
where they have lived in since 1945 with
their three sons, Sam, Jr., Thomas Hunt-
er, Forrest Dean, and daughter Shane
Marise.

Viola served as Schleicher County

There was this one guy though,
a pugnacious little Englishman
named Churchill, who by that time
had been fairly well discredited as
a militaristic kook. He, and he
alone, warned Europe emerging
threat in Germany. And, when the
wheels fell off of the collective
European cart, it was Churchill the
British people finally turned to him
to pull their ox out of the ditch.

In recent years, political scien-
tists have trumpeted the wisdom
of the masses an theorized that
modern democracies are less like-
ly to find themselves drawn acci-
dentally into war. It’s far easier,
they reason, to trick a few elite
leaders than it is to mislead a na-
tion full of informed voters.

Witness what happened in
Spain this week. With elections
only days away, a few strategical-
ly placed bombs killed a couple of
hundred and maimed several hun-
dred more. Terrorist groups linked
to Al Qaeda claimed responsibili-
ty and warned the Spanish people
to distance themselves from Amer-
ica’s war on terrorism. The result,
aresounding defeat for the current
government and a sharp turn to-
ward appeasement in Madrid.

Churchill foresaw some of this.
Remember that his own people
swept him out of office just as soon
as it appeared that victory over
Germany was imminent.

“Appeasement is a narcotic. It
is enticing, promising much at lit-
tle cost,” Churchill said. “It tempts
us all and no one is immune to its
spell. Still, sound men must resist
such indolence and stand against
tyranny where ever it is found. To
do otherwise would be to tempt the
fate that so often befell our prede-
cessors.”

Governor visits Italy on trade mission

AUSTIN — Gov. Rick Perry
this week is in Italy — the boot-
shaped country, not the town in
Ellis County — to try to interest
Italian officials in doing some
business in a state with a boot-
shaped culture.

The governor will try to inter-
est Italian companies in locating
plants in Texas, or expanding Ital-
ian-owned businesses already
here. He traveled at the invitation
of the Italian prime minister and
Texas consul general.

Though taxpayers are not pick-
ing up the tab for the four-day trip
to the European country, the Dem-
ocratic party pulled no punches in
saying what it thought of the trip.

Party Chairman Charles So-
echting said he hoped Perry would
discover a solution to the state’s
school financing problems “in an
Italian gondola ... because it sure
doesn’t seem to be anywhere near
the Texas Capitol.”

Kathy Walt, the governor’s
press secretary, countered that Per-

two longtime incumbents. Thirty-
year House veteran Rep. Ron Wil-
son (D-Houston) was turned out of
office, as was Rep. Glenn Lewis
(D-Fort Worth.)

Both lawmakers still will be
able to participate in a special ses-
sion on school finance, but the long
term picture has definitely changed,
since both representatives are mem-
bers of the House Select Commit-
tee on School Finance

PV2 David Ray Doran recently
completed the U.S. Army’s Airborne
training school in Ft. Benning, GA.
Following graduation, he enjoyed a
leave at home in Eldorado before
deploying to South Korea.

Airborne training involves an
intensive 3-week program begin-
ning with Ground Week. The pur-
pose of Ground Week is to build
individual airborne skills, which
will prepare the soldier to make a
parachute jump and land safely.
Training is carried on a mock door,
the 34 foot tower, and the lateral
drift apparatus (LDA). To go for-
ward to Tower Training Week,
trainees must individually qualify
on the 34 foot tower, the LDA, and
pass all PT requirements.

Individual skills learned during
Ground Week are refined during
Tower Week as trainees work on
team effort and the “mass exit”
concept is added to the training.
The apparatuses used this week are
the 34-foot towers, the swing land-
ing trainer (SLT), the mock door
for mass exit training, the suspend-
ed harness, and the 250-foot free
tower. Tower Week completes in-
dividual skill training and builds
team effort skills. To go forward

must qualify on the SLT, master
all areas of training they received
during Tower Week.

Comptroller delivers sales tax rebates

Texas Comptroller Carole Kee-
ton Strayhorn announced this
week that state sales tax revenue
in February totaled more than
$1.26 billion, up 6.2 percent com-
pared to February 2003.

Strayhorn delivered $303.6
million in March sales tax pay-
ments to Texas cities, counties,
transit systems and special pur-
pose taxing districts, an 8.3 per-
cent increase compared to March
2003. So far this calendar year,
local sales tax rebates are up 7.4
percent compared to the first three
months of 2003.

State sales tax revenue for Feb-
ruary, and the payments made to
local governments in March, are
based mainly on sales that oc-
curred in January Comptroller
Strayhorn sent March sales tax
payments of $206.1 million to

Texas cities, up 9.3 percent com-
pared to March 2003. Calendar
year-to-date, city sales tax alloca-
tions are running 8 percent higher
than last year. Texas counties re-
ceived sales tax payments of $17.4
million, up 4.1 percent compared
to one year ago. Calendar year-to-
date, county sales tax allocations
are 6.5 percent higher than last
year.

Another $7.6 million went to
82 special purpose taxing districts
around the state, up 1 percent com-
pared to last March. Nine local
transit systems received $72.3 mil-
lion in sales tax rebates, up 7.6
percent compared to a year ago.

Locally, the City of Eldorado’s
numbers dipped more than 19 per-
cent over the same period one year
ago. The Schleicher County
Health Services Tax, collected by

the county for the ambulance ser- @&

vice, and other related expenses,
climbed nearly 11.5 percent while
Schleicher County’s rebate was up
some 9.33 percent. (See chart be-
