Hospital trustees review
_year-end financial reports

Schleicher County Hospital District
trustees learned Monday evening that
the district’s financial position improved
by $138,814 during 2003. The news
came as trustees pored over end of year
financial statements during the group’s
regular monthly meeting.

Board President Randy Mankin ex-
plained that the news means the hospi-
tal had not needed all of its tax subsidy
during 2003.

As the trustees reviewed the numbers
they noted several large purchases and
outlays of cash including a onetime pay-
ment to Dr. Patrick Taylor that was made
in lieu of giving him a 60-day notice that
his contract was being terminated. The
hospital also installed new telemetry
equipment and initiated a new employ-

ee health insurance program. A $27,500
payment was also made to Dr. Randall
Sloan in order to settle a lawsuit he had
brought against the district after the two
sides were unable to agree on a panel of
jurors last year.

“Considering all that we went
through last year with Dr. Taylor’s de-
parture, recruiting two new physicians,
and paying locums to staff the ER for
two months during the transition, I’d say
that we came out pretty well,” Mankin
stated.

It was also noted that the hospital had
underwent a major computer software
upgrade and had purchased a new X-ray
machine.

The meeting was the first of the year

Griffin noted the intention
of the project was to provide high speed
Internet access until a commercial pro-
vider could be persuaded to offer the
service here. She noted that Verizon
customers in some parts of Eldorado
may now connect to that company’s
DSL service.

Becky Silva, Helen Brame and Irene
Minor, representing Schleicher County
Medical Center, then updated the crowd
on new equipment and new personnel
at the hospital. They noted that a con-
siderable amount of money has been
invested in bringing the latest health care
technology to Eldorado and said the lo-

cal hospital compares favorable to any
facility in the area.

Outgoing board member Stan Mea-
dor served as the meeting’s emcee. He
introduced Albert Torres who, on behalf
of the Knights of Columbus, introduced
Richard and Carolina Mendez as the
group’s Family of the Year and Javier
Sanchez as Knight of the Year.

County to rethink Cemetery Chapel plans

Schleicher County Commissioners
met Monday with members of the Cem-
etery chapel committee, including Jua-
nice Orr, Helen Aldridge, Dorothy Har-
ris, Wenona Issacs and Norma Lynn
Mund, to discuss a higher than expect-
ed price tag on the proposed chapel. Also
joining the discussion was Bill Hodges.

County Judge Johnny Griffin point-
ed out that $50,000 set aside by the
county for construction of the building

‘was not going to be enough, especially

if the building is constructed as designed
by architect Gary Donaldson of San
Angelo. Also discussed was the need for
the building to be designed by a licensed
architect or engineer since it is a public
facility.

The commissioners also met with
building contractor Kevin Tulley of San
Angelo, who agreed to review the plans
for the building and come back with rec-
ommendations for saving money.
Among the items being considered is the
elimination of a native rock exterior,
downgrading the standing seam metal
roof that is called for in the plans to a
standard metal roof and eliminating the
suspended ceiling and going with a more

conventional cathedral ceiling.

At the present time, the commission-
ers intend for the county to act as the
general contractor for the project and
bring in subcontractors as needed in
hopes of saving money.

The meeting was called to order by
Judge Johnny Griffin with Commission-
ers Bill Clark, Johnny Mayo, Kirk Grif-
fin and Matt Brown in attendance.
Among other business, the men met with
County Extension Agent Scott Edmon-
son and District 7 Extension Adminis-
trator Scott Durham, who updated the
commissioners on efforts to recruit a
County Extension Agent with a Family
and Consumer Science background to
replace retired County Agent Nancy
Lester. It was explained that the when
the job is filled, the new agent will con-
tinue to serve Schleicher and Irion
Counties.

Next, the men met with Eldorado
City Administrator Randy Mankin about
an upcoming water improvement project
in the Orient Heights Addition. It was
noted that the cable TV facility owned
by Cebridge Connections, formerly
known as Classic Cable, is located in

the middle of an alleyway owned by the
county. Mankin advised that the city is
eager to complete the project, which is
being funded with a grant through the
Texas Community Development Pro-
gram, so that it will be eligible to com-
pete for another grant in the upcoming
grant cycle. He went on to say that the
city’s engineer has redrawn the plan for
the water project so that it avoids the
alley where the cable facility is located.

Judge Griffin explained that attorney
James Kosub has sent a letter to Ce-
bridge demanding that it move the fa-
cility but that so far the company has

" not replied.

Mankin advised the men that the
franchise agreement between the city
and Cebridge has expired and that at-
tempts to contact the company about ne-
gotiating a new franchise agreement
have not been fruitful. He urged the
county to continue to push Cebridge to
relocate its facilities to land it owns ad-
jacent to the alleyway since the city also
has natural gas lines in the alley and
someday hopes to extend sewer lines,
as well.

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A Collection of Antique Mbtor_cycles

Jim Watson of Fredericksburg
has some real treasures in a build-
‘ing behind his garage: some old
motorized two-wheelers with
brand names I didn’t know exist-
ed. They're all road worthy. Jim
has gathered and restored all of
them over a long period of time.
He got his first one while he was
in college.

He has three BMW’s (two
from the 1960°s) which he doesn’t
include in his collection. Those are
for running around the country.
One has more than 100,000 miles
on it. Another has 80,000 miles.
Jim likes to ride. One has a side-
car on it. He uses that to run local
errands. ;

He lists the items in his col-
lection: “I have two Indian motor-
cycles, one a 1918 Power Plus that
I’ve had since 1968, the other one
is a 1948 Indian Chief, which Fve
only had about three years. There’s
also a 1927 Harley Davidson and
a 1912 Pierce (which he worked
on during his 26 years as a petro-
leum chemist). That’s by far the
rarest motorcycle I have. It was
made by the same people who
made the Pierce motor cars in Buf-
falo, New York back in the 20’s
and 30’s but they only built mo-
torcycles 4 years, from 1909 to
1913. There’s probably less than
a dozen of those in existence

worldwide. Finally I've got a 1922
Cleveland, a brand that was built
in Cleveland, Ohio from the mid
teens until about 1924. Today it
seems like everybody has a Har-
ley Davidson.

That company is over a hun-
dred years old now. Indian was the
largest manufacturer up to and
through the first world war. They
were made in Springfield, Massa-

chusetts. The last Indians were

made in 1953. Most of the other
brands of motorcycles went out
prior to the great depression of the
late 20’s. There have been more
than 200 manufacturers of motor-
cycles in the US. I used to have a
1928 Henderson, but I sold that.”

The first motorcycle was made
of wood, built by Daimler-Benz in
1885.

Indian came into existence in
1901. Harley Davidson started in
1903 By 1910, Indian, Harley and
Excelsior and others were selling
in the tens of thousands a year. In
the early days, motorcycles were
transportation. They were not
sport vehicles. Henry Ford dimin-

ished the use of motorcycles. In the
early 1900’s you could buy a Mod-
el T cheaper than you could buy
an Indian.

The headlight on his 1918 In-
dian looks like a train light. It’s ac-
tually an acetylene lighting sys-
tem. Both the headlight and tail
light are lighted 'with a match. At
the time, the lighting system was
optional.

Swap meets are good places to
find parts. The biggest motorcycle
swap shop is in Davenport, Iowa
over Labor Day.

Jim started riding motorcycles
when he sold his 57 Chevy to pay
college fees. He had some change
left and he bought an old Italian
scooter from a guy in the dorm.
He’s had some sort of motorcycle
ever since. He says they tend to ac-
cumulate. His cycles are beautiful
and attract attention when he rides
them. :

Jim calls his hobby an addic-
tion. “These old things have intrin-
sic value. I think we have an obli-
gation to try to preserve some of
this stuff for posterity.”
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Lincoln, FDR and the U.S. Patriot Act”

No less a proponent of freedom
and liberty than Abraham Lincoln
argued during the darkest days of
the Civil War that the only way to
guarantee the preservation of those
precious rights was to guarantee the
preservation of the Republic. Con-
sequently, he unilaterally suspend-
ed the right of Habeas Corpus, ig-
nored Supreme Court rulings and
jailed hundreds of dissidents, in-
cluding a number of northern news-
paper publishers and at least one
political rival, without trial and
without the right of appeal, for the
duration of the war.

The courts later found that he
acted improperly, but by that time,
the South had surrendered, the
Union was preserved and Lincoln
was in his grave. '

Now universally revered as one
of this nation’s greatest presidents,
Lincoln’s heretical actions are all
but ignored. “A dangerous neces-
sity during a dangerous time,” is
how historian Myles Kantor re-
ferred to Lincoln’s actions. He
points out that the U.S. Constitu-
tion specifically permits the sus-
pension of Habeas Corpus, the right
of aperson to appear before a judge
as a protection against illegal im-
prisonment, during times of rebel-
lion or invasion or when the public
safety may require it.

Flash forward some 140 years to
the adoption of the US Patriot Act

in the days following the Sept. 11,
2001, terrorist attacks on New York
City, Washington, D.C., and aboard
four commercial jets, one of which
crashed into a field in Pennsylvania.
As the bewildered nation struggled
to pull itself up and out of the ash-
es, its citizens looked to the federal
government to prevent such trage-
dies from ever happening again.

What resulted was the Patriot
Act, a piece of far-reaching legis-
lation so popular it drew only one
dissenting vote in the U.S. Senate,
that of Russ Feingold, Democrat of
Wisonsin. As a matter of fact, some
of the Bush Administration’s most
outspoken critics, including Sena-
tors Hillary Rodham Clinton and
John Kerry spoke eloquently on
behalf of the legislation.

Now, with political season in full
swing, President Bush’s opponents,
many of whom voted for the Patriot
Act, are trying to hang it around his
neck like a noose. They decry the
loss of civil rights under the act and
point to Bush’s “henchmen,” partic-
ularly Attomey General John Ash-

croft, as neo-Nazis hell-bent on hi-
jacking the government and wrest-
ing control away from the people.

These same Democrats, who
like to claim the legacy of Abra-
ham Lincoln, thump their chests at
every opportunity and declare with
straight (if not bald) faces that only
someone as secretive and mean-
spirited as George W. Bush could
have crafted anything as fiendish
as the Patriot Act. Surely, they ar-
gue, no freedom loving Democrat
would agree to such a thing, espe-
cially not the ones currently run-
ning for President.

Flash back now to April of 1942
when American citizens of Japa-

nese ancestry were rounded up and -

placed in detention camps, at first
in and around San Francisco and
Los Angeles, but finally across the
nation.

President Franklin Delano
Roosevelt, another of this nation’s
great Presidents, and as non-Re-
publican as you can get, regretted
the action but said, “Desperate
times call for desperate measures.”

Does anyone anywhere believe
that freedom and liberty would
have been advanced by a Confed-
erate victory in the Civil War? Can
it be argued that the Empire of Ja-
pan would have cared one whit
about America’s civil liberties? Do
you think we would fare any better
under Al Qaeda?

Military bases gear up to defend realignment

AUSTIN — Texas is gearing
up for another war. Last year,
troops at Fort Hood in Killeen,
Fort Bliss in El Paso and Fort Sam
Houston in San Antonio as well as
Air Force and Navy facilities
across the state were preparing for
the March invasion of Iraq. This
year, it’s Texas officials getting
ready for the coming war over
military base closures.

Unlike some conflicts that pop
up like spring thunderstorms, the
2005 round of what the Pentagon
calls “base realignment and clo-
sure” decisions has been on the
schedule for several years. And
when the balloon goes up, it could
get ugly.

The Department of Defense
has estimated that one-fourth of
the nation’s military installations
could be closed or realigned. Ob-
viously, a closure or significant re-
alignment could mean heavy eco-
nomic casualties for the commu-
nity nearest an affected installa-
tion. That makes the political
stakes pretty high.

Gov. Rick Perry last week sent
a letter to Secretary of Defense
Donald Rumsfeld announcing Tex-
as’ acceptance of the Pentagon’s
rules of engagement in the coming

politically-wrenching process.
The governor said the Texas
Military Preparedness Commission
will be visiting the 17 major mili-
tary installations in Texas by April
1 to learn more about the bases and
the communities around them and
to explain what the state has been
doing by way of preparation.
Steps already taken include dis-
counted electrical utility rates for
military bases, better educational
benefits for members of the mili-
tary and their dependents, and a
$250 million low-interest revolving
loan fund for use by defense com-
munities to make improvements to
infrastructure in their area.

for the board. It was called to or-
der at 6:10 p.m. with trustees Frank
Williams, Shirley Joiner, Ricky
Fuessel, J.D. Doyle, Jim Martin and
Randy Mankin in attendance. Fol-
lowing a brief executive session for
the discussion of personnel matters
in which the board met with Ad-
ministrator Sharon Dietz and As-
sistant Administrator Beverly Mi-
nor, the group returned to open ses-
sion without taking action on the
matter.

The trustees did move, howev-
er, to fill a vacancy on the board,
appointing Susie Richters by unan-
imous vote to fill the vacancy left
by the death of Delia Pina.

Students have most accidents
and speeding violations
Doctors and attorneys not far behind

A recent study that analyzed the
driving records of more than 1 mil-
lion Americans revealed students
had far and away the most report-
ed traffic accidents and speeding
citations of any occupation. Med-
ical doctors, attorneys, architects
and real estate brokers were right
behind students as most likely to
be involved in a traffic accident.

The study was conducted by the
Quality Planning Corporation,
which assists insurers with statisti-
cal analysis in rating drivers for
auto insurance. The data was ob-
tained from the driving records of
policyholders in every state over a
22-month period in 2001 and 2002.

Richard Mayer, chairman of
the board of directors of the Insur-
ance Council of Texas and an ex-
ecutive with the Republic Insur-
ance Group in Dallas, said the

study has its surprises.

“Insurers have known for years
that students or drivers aged 16 to
21, experience the worst driving
records of any age group,” said
Mayer. “What was surprising was
the fact that medical doctors were
ranked number two on the list of
drivers most likely to have a traf-
fic mishap.”

Dr. Daniel Finnegan, President
of the Quality Planning Corpora-
tion, said the work habits of med-
ical doctors most likely has an af-
fect on their driving performance.
“Physicians are known for work-
ing long hours and we believe that
fatigue plays a major role in their
accident records,” said Finnegan.

Finnegan said the results of
other occupations high on the list
could have been expected. “At-
torneys typically demonstrate ag-
gressive behavior, architects may
pay more attention to buildings
and landscapes than roadways and
real estate brokers spend much of
their work day on the road,” said
Finnegan.

The professions least likely to
have accidents according to the
study were farmers, firemen, pilots
and politicians.

“I’m somewhat skeptical of our
data on politicians, but farmers
usually travel onless-traveled
roadways, while pilots and fire-
men tend to use caution and pay
more attention behind the wheel
than others,” said Finnegan.

The top five occupations cited
for speeding violations were stu-
dents, enlisted military, manual
laborers, politicians and architects.
The least ticketed occupations
were homemakers, librarians and
law enforcement.

partment. Jones explained that it
will be necessary for the county,
as well as the city, to sign on to
the plan in order to participate in
any disaster assistance plan in the
future. He explained that the coun-
ty and the city’s portion of the
matching funds for the grant will
be paid through in-kind services,
instead of cash. In a related mat-
ter, the commissioners authorized
Jones to attend an Emergency
Management Conference in Waco.

Next, the commissioners ap-
proved a one year contract with the
Kerr County for legal assistance
with Schleicher County mental
commitment hearings.

Judge Griffin then offered for
inspection the new copy of the up-
dated lease agreement with Con-
nie Minnix for the 177.12 acres of
Schleicher County School Land he
leases in Gaines County. Mr. Min-
nix found a discrepancy on a date
in the original lease and asked that
the mistake be corrected. The
county turned over the old lease
to Mr. Kosub who updated the old
lease which is for 20 years with a
10 year option.

Commissioner Bill Clark made

a motion to install new 300 foot -
400 foot of fencing and a gate on
the US Highway 277 beside the
civic center.
