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Success seeks TCEQ records of 
YFZ Ranch environmental inspection

Wendy Cooper, an attorney in the 
Dallas office of the Texas Commission 
on Environmental Quality, confirmed 
this week that a field report filed by in­
vestigators from the agency’s Region 8 
field office in San Angelo, regarding en­
vironmental violations at the YFZ Ranch 
has bee been has been forwarded to 
TCEQ headquarters in Austin. “Basical­
ly all I can tell you is that I am aware of 
the report and I know it has been sent to 
the enforcement division,” Cooper said 
Tuesday. “I really won’t deal with it un­
til it gets into litigation.”

Other details regarding the report 
were not available to the Success on 
Tuesday and the newspaper filed an 
“open records” request that same day for 
the material as provided for by Texas 
Open Records Act.

TCEQ investigators paid a visit to 
YFZ Ranch on April 15 of this year, 
three weeks after news broke in Eldora­
do that the Fundamentalist Church of 
Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints 
(FLDS), a sect of the Mormon Church 
that encourages the practice of plural 
marriage, or polygamy, was erecting 
large buildings on a ranch four miles 
north of town. That inspection, and a 
subsequent follow-up investigation re­
vealed a number of violations of the 
state’s environmental regulations. At 
that time, inspectors reported finding air 
quality violations at a cement bulk plant 
near the construction site. They also in­
dicated that water and waste water rules 
had been broken.

Environmental regulations have been 
on the mind of neighboring landowners, 
as well as townspeople in nearby Eldo­
rado, ever since FLDS leadership recant­
ed their story that the YFZ Ranch was 
intended as a corporate hunting retreat 
and admitted that they were planning to 
move at least a portion of the church’s 
followers to the ranch.

Adding to the concern is the fact that

number of FLDS detractors, including 
anti-polygamy activists and a few ex­
communicated former members, claim 
that the YFZ Ranch, or New Zion, as 
they call it, is planned to hold several 
hundred of the Prophet Warren Jeff’s 
most faithful followers. “By that I mean 
a few hundred men,” former FLDS 
member Ross Chatwin said in a tele­
phone interview recently. “With their 
wives and children you could easily see 
more than a two or three thousand peo­
ple moving out there.”

For their part, YFZ Ranch officials 
deny that there will ever be more than 
200 people at the ranch at any one time.

Still, that number will require the instal­
lation of something a bit larger than a 
residential septic system. Also, an ade­
quate water supply, or the lack thereof, 
is a concern to local citizens, as well as 
TCEQ regulators.

Meanwhile, The Eldorado Success 
will continue to monitor developments 
at the YFZ Ranch, where construction 
workers this week were completing the 
two large buildings shown in last week’s 
Success and beginning construction on a 
large bam. The Success will also contin­
ue to follow the TCEQ investigation into 
environmental violations and will press 
ahead with its open records request.

SCISD trustees still looking  
for an Elem entary principal

A month after SCISD trustees of­
fered the Elementary Principal position 
to basketball coach Alan Gillespie, the 
group took up the search again Tuesday 
night after Gillespie reportedly turned 
down the job. The vacancy came about 
when Bob Wanoreck was moved to the 
High School principal’s position, fol­
lowing the resignation of Tim Seymore, 
who is leaving to take the superinten­
dent post at Dawson ISD at Welch.

The meeting began with the oath of 
office being administered to trustees 
Berta Nicholson and Kurtis Homer. 
Both are veteran trustees who were re­
turned to office by a vote of the board 
since neither of them drew an opponent 
in the May election. Following the oath 
of office, the board elected officers for 
the year with Jo Helen Kotsch being 
reelected as board president. Eddie Al­
bin and Berta Nicholson were elected 
vice president and board secretary, re­
spectively.

In other business, the trustees ap­

proved hiring Will Self as the high 
school Agriculture Teacher. Timothy 
Williams was hired as Band Director 
while Emilee Vaughn and Lyndi Harris 
were hired as Kindergarten teachers.

The board then went into a lengthy 
executive session to consult with their 
attorney Sara Leon regarding a person­
nel issue.

grandparents lived there and we 
went there often. They had an old 
Army jeep that didn’t have any 
brakes.

That jeep bucked and 
bounced and jerked all over that 
pasture until we finally learned to 
give it a little gas and slowly take 
our foot off the clutch.

FLDS leadership could and 
should learn from Eldorado

Ignoring the outside world is 
one way of building a tightly knit 
community. The leaders of the 
Fundamentalist Church of Jesus 
Christ of Latter Day Saints 
(FLDS) in Colorado City, Arizo­
na, have proven that point. But, 
simply turning one’s back on the 
rest of the world and pretending it 
doesn’t exist, or...worse yet, de­
monizing anyone of a different 
faith, different background or dif­
ferent color, is a poor substitute for 
togetherness.

Through the ages, countless 
dictators have learned that blend­
ing peer pressure with fear is an 
efficient means of controlling peo­
ple and molding them into an obe­
dient group. The technique works 
well for religious leaders, too.

Those looking to develop a 
sense of community in an open and 
informed society face a much more 
daunting task. Take a town, any 
town, and fill it with a confusing 
mix of social and economic back­
grounds, add a handful of racial 
and ethnic differences, fold in a 
jumble of divergent theological 
views and sprinkle liberally with 
conflicting political opinions, then 
bake it half way. Turn the whole 
thing out to set like concrete and 
what you end up with is an aver-

age American community....like 
Eldorado.

Through its 109 year history, 
our tiny town has survived 
droughts and floods, fires and tor­
nadoes, epidemics and wars, reces­
sions, depressions, oil booms and 
busts. Some years were worse than 
others, of course, and last year was 
one of those.

Death and sorrow hung over 
this town most of the year as one 
tragedy after another rocked the 
community. But, through it all, the 
community pulled together. In 
spite of the hardships, and in spite 
of the multitude of differences than 
might otherwise divide us, time 
and time again Eldorado picked 
itself up, dusted itself off, and 
stood united against the seeming­
ly endless tide of tragedy. This not 
because we had to, and certainly 
not because we were coerced, but 
because the love this community’s 
individual members felt for one

another superceded any differenc­
es they may have had.

Yes, a closed community, like 
that espoused by the FLDS Proph- 9  
et Warren Jeffs will, by definition 
be a tight knit community, and it 
will offer protection against the 
ills of the modem world. But, what 
about the ills within a closed com­
munity? Who opens the windows 
and lets the fresh air in when ev­
eryone is hunkered down waiting 
for the final siege?

Prophet Jeffs has said he hopes 
to build a perfect society. Many ^  
thought he would try it on the 
Utah/Arizona border. But now, it 
looks increasingly like his plans 
include the YFZ Ranch, just north 
of town.

Perfection is a worthy goal, but 
it’s not likely to be achieved here 
on Earth. Thomas Kempis noted in 
1379 that “man proposes, but God 
disposes.” It seems that human per- ^  
fection was no more possible in the 
14th century than it is today.

When his attempt for perfec­
tion fails, perhaps the Prophet will 
look to his new neighbors. If and 
when he does he is likely to learn 
how a couple of thousand imper­
fect and dissimilar people have 
managed to mold themselves into 
a solid community.

Texas National Guard renames 49th as 36th *
AUSTIN — With little fanfare 

and hardly any public notice, the 
55-year-old 49th Armored Divi­
sion, which amounts to nearly two- 
thirds of the Texas National Guard, 
has been renamed the 36th Infan­
try Division.

Eventually, the division will 
have less heavy armor, focusing 
more on being a lighter and faster 
force similar to some of the divi­
sions used in Iraq.

The conversion restores the 
historic name of one of America’s 
most famous fighting outfits, bet­
ter known in World War I and 
World War II as the T-Patchers. 
Originally made up of citizen-sol­
diers from Texas and Oklahoma, 
the division’s insignia was a T in­
side a blue arrowhead, symboliz­
ing the two states.

Keeping the same patch, the 
unit became the 36th ID in the 
1920s.

A fter m obilizing at Camp 
Bowie in Brownwood early in 
World War II, the division was the 
first American force to land in 
Europe in 1943.

Fighting first in Italy and later 
in France, the division suffered 
16,828 casualties during the war.
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But its soldiers won 14 Medals of 
Honor, 88 Distinguished Services 
Crosses, 2,354 Silver Stars, 5,407 
Bronze Stars, 88 Air Medals and 
12 Presidential Citations.

The division was folded back 
into the Texas National Guard af­
ter the war and finally deactivated 
in 1968.

Though the name changed this 
spring, the big hoopla won’t come 
until Oct. 2, when a formal “re­
flagging” ceremony is set for 
Camp Mabry, headquarters of the 
Guard.

“The 36th has got. a tremen­
dous war record,” Texas Adjutant
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General Wayne D. Marty said.
The reactivation of the unit, he 
continued, “is another message 
that the Texas National Guard is 
putting on our battle face — that 
we intend to be fully engaged in 
the global war on terrorism.”

Students improve on TAKS...
Texas’ high school students 

showed gains in state achieve­
ment tests this spring with 72 per­
cent of juniors passing all tests 
taken on the exit-level Texas As­
sessm ent of Knowledge and 
Skills (TAKS).

Last year, only 49 percent of 
high school juniors passed all tests 
taken.

Among third-graders, 94 per- 
cent have now passed the test af- *  
ter two tries.

Sales tax revenue stays up...
The state’s revenue picture 

continues to brighten with April 
sales tax revenue up 26.4 percent 
compared with April 2003.

Total sales tax revenue for the 
month was $1.46 billion. Of that, 
$420.2 million was allocated to lo- ^  
cal governments in May, an in­
crease of 10.3 percent from a year 
ago.

Part of the reason for the in­
crease, according to the comptrol­
ler’s office, is a tax amnesty peri­
od in March during which busi­
nesses could pony up unpaid tax­
es without fear of penalty or in­
terest. The rest of the increase is 
attributable to the improving econ- ^  
omy.

Sometimes the third time is the 
charm! Michael Mayo, a 2000 
graduate of Eldorado High School 
and Senior at Angelo State Uni­
versity, earned All-American hon­
ors this past weekend in Walnut, 
California, where Mt. SAC and 
California Poly Tech of Pomona 
hosted the NCAA Division II 
Track and Field National Cham­
pionships. It was Mayo’s third trip 
to the national meet in the Shot 
Put event. Fie previously placed 
10th in the 2002 National Meet 
and 15th in the 2003 National 
Meet.

This year Mayo competed in 
both the discus and the shot put. 
After throwing well in warm-ups 
he failed to make the finals in the 
discus on a gloomy, cold Friday 
afternoon at Cal-Poly. Saturday’s 
weather turned sunny and warm, 
and so did the Eldorado native’s 
spirits when he placed 7th in the 
shot put, earning him All-Ameri-, 
can status. His best effort landed 
55 ft. 3.75 in. from the shot ring. 
The winner, an athlete from Min­
nesota, put his shot 59 ft. 2.75 in.

The shot put event was not 
without controversy. At the end of 
prelims Mayo found himself tied 
with Lance Pfeiffer of Kearney- 
Nebraska with a throw of 52 ft 2 
in. The first thrower for the meet 
was Merck Dek from Poland who 
was throwing for Texas A & M 
Kingsville. Merck realized that he

had not earned a place in the fi­
nals and had taken off his shoes 
and put his shot away when his 
name was called. Apparently due 
in part to a shortage of certifying 
officials, M erck’s preliminary 
throw was entered for 16.9 meters 
rather than 15.9 meters, which 
gave him a 3.28084 foot advan­
tage. Although Merck questioned 
the situation himself, he was sent 
home with the 7th place trophy, 
giving Mayo 8th place, despite 
the fact that he knew he had actu­
ally placed 7th. Sadly, the anoth­
er contestant from Nebraska, who 
should have received the 8th 
place trophy as well as All-Amer­
ican honors, went home empty- 
handed. W hile several teams 
voiced outrage over the situation, 
it will stand on the books until 
such time as the NCAA steps in 
and formally acknowledges the 
error.

Meanwhile, Mayo will enjoy 
dusting his All-American Trophy, 
a trophy that he had set as a goal 
during his four years at ASU.

But, it almost didn’t happen. 
On April 1 of this year, Mayo dis­
located his patella (knee cap) 
while throwing the discus at a meet 
at Tarleton State University in 
Stephenville. His dreams of a third 
trip to the nationals almost died 
there when it appeared his reha­
bilitation would take longer than 
the season. However, after skip-

A1 Feuerbach was Pan-Ameri­
can Champion in the shot put in 
1971 and U. S. National Champi­
on in 1973,1974,1975, and 1978. 
He set world records in both in­
door and outdoor meets, qualify­
ing for the 1972, 1976 and 1980 
Olympic teams. His 1972 effort 
missed the gold medal by 6-1/2 
inches. Feuerbach beat Randy 
Matson’s world record in 1973 by 
throwing 71 ft. 7 in. He is well 
known among college athletes 
who study videos of his “gliding” 
technique in the shot ring.

Michael Mayo is slated to grad­
uate from ASU in August with a 
degree in kinesiology. He plans to 
continue his education by pursu­
ing a graduate degree. He is al­
ready looking forward to graduate 
level courses at North Texas State 
in Denton and TWU, specializing 
in exercise physiology (strength 
and conditioning, nutrition) and 
cardiac rehabilitation.

“We saw all types of agricul­
ture, we studied politics from the 
state capitol to the White House, 
the issues that affect us every day. 
It stirred a lot of grey matter,” said 
Behrens, who farms and ranches 
and raises cattle, hogs, grass seed 
and vegetables.

TALL helped him in terms or 
projecting the future of agriculture

and planning for the future, he 
said. “It changed the perspective 
from which I’ll look at strategic 
moves. I will have a more global 
outlook,” he added.

Lewis said when he interviewed 
for the TALL program, he had a #  
limited picture of ranching. “It was 
a neat thing to see areas that rely 
heavily on agriculture - it’s so im­
portant to so many people,” Lewis 
said. He is a title examiner for 
Southwest Abstract Co. and part 
owner and operator of LLB Ranch 
Ltd., and a producer of commercial 
cattle, sheep and goats.

His wife, Jacqueline, added,
“He has been able to se so many £  
things he never would have had the 
chance to see.”

Ring, who farms cotton, com 
and grain sorghum, said his chal­
lenges, after hearing 300 speakers 
during the two years of the pro­
gram was to “take the information 
and get it out to the people” and 
promote agriculture.

The goal of the TALL program 
is to increase the capacity of vol- 4  
unteer leaders in agriculture to 
deal creatively with change so they 
can improve the quality of life in 
their communities and work plac­
es, Mazurkiewicz said. Applicants 
must be actively involved in farm­
ing, ranching or agribusiness.

TALL VIII participants met in 
eight sessions in two years in dif­
ferent parts of Texas, Mexico, 
Washington, D.C., New York and 
South Africa.
