City council adopts $1.98 million budget
Tentative nod given to series o f utility rate increases

The Eldorado City Council 
met Monday night and adopted 
a $1,998,999 budget for the 
2004-05 fiscal year which began 
a little over 24 hours later on 
Wednesday, Sept. 1st. As part of 
the budget the council is consid­
ering water, gas and sewer rate 
increases, as well as the imple­
mentation of a fee for anyone 
bringing trash to the landfill.

City Administrator Randy 
Mankin and City Secretary Car­
olyn Mayo had been instructed at 
the council’s previous meeting to 
prepare a budget proposal, based 
roughly on the 2003-04 budget 
year, which showed a decline 
in water and gas revenues. It 
was explained that a warmer 
than usual winter in ‘03 and a 
wetter the current wet summer

had resulted in lower revenue to 
the city.

With that as a guide, the 
council was presented with nu­
merous options for bringing the 
budget into balance, including 
several options for utility rate 
hikes, as well as using part of the 
city’s reserves.

Ultimately, the council chose 
a middle course, and plugged 
numbers into the budget that 
would call for a larger increase 
in water rates and a smaller in­
crease in gas rates. If adopted 
as proposed in the budget water 
users will see their minimum 
bill increase from $9 to $10 for 
the first 2,000 gallons used each 
month. Each subsequent 1,000 
gallons will go from $1.50 to 
$2.00. ^

Council member Bill Mc- 
Cutcheon noted that heavy water 
users would pay more while citi­
zens on fixed incomes who use 
smaller amounts of water would 
see a smaller increase.

Meanwhile, gas rates are pro­
posed to go up only 25 cents per 
thousand cubic feet and sewer 
rates are projected to increase by 
$1 per month.

A new fee is slated to go into 
effect at the city landfill. City 
and county residents will be as­
sessed a $5 minimum charge for 
loads of 500 pounds or less with 
loads heavier than 500 lbs will be 
charged a fee based on $25 per 
ton, if the proposal is adopted. 
The $25 per ton rate is lower than 
that being charged to contractors

Ross Chatwin, the Arizona 
man who refused to move from 
his home after being excommu­
nicated from the Fundamentalist 
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter 
Day Saints by its Prophet War­
ren Jeffs, was in Eldorado this 
week. Cha-twin, his wife Lori 
. and daughter Kimberlina arrived 
here Monday morning and spent 
the next day and a half visiting 
with Eldorado residents. Tuesday 
morning pilot Doug Garvin took 
the couple up in his plane for an 
aerial view of the YFZ Ranch, 
the property that is being devel­
oped by FLDS followers.

Chatwin gained fame when 
he won a court decision blocking 
Jeffs, the FLDS Church, and 
its trust fund, the United Ef­
fort Plan, from evicting him 
from his home. Chatwin’s 
home was built on UEP land 
and, according to the trust 
bylaws, is supposed to revert 
to UEP ownership when he 
vacates it. But, instead of 
following church orders and 
moving his wife and six chil­
dren out of town, Chatwin 
did what no one before him 
had dared, he refused the 
Prophet’s order.

When UEP lawyers went 
to court in May to have Cha­
twin evicted, they were handed 
a stunning setback by Arizona 
Superior Court Judge James 
Chavez, who refused to order the 
eviction until Chatwin is paid for 
the improvements he has made 
on the property.

“You’re not supposed to stand 
up to the Prophet. His word is 
God’s word, or at least that’s 
what people in Short Creek 
think,” Chatwin told the Suc­
cess on Tuesday. “Most people 
out there hope they can be good 
enough that the Prophet will 
call on them to live with him in 
Eldorado.”

Short Creek was the original 
name for the community now 
known as Colorado City, Ari­
zona and its sister city of Hildale, 
Utah. Chatwin says people in the 
neighboring town of St. George, 
Utah still refer to the residents of 
that area as “Creekers.”

Chatwin wasn’t always an 
FLDS outsider, and he still be­
lieves in one of the church’s basic 
tenets, that of plural marriage, or 
polygamy.

“I was faithful,” Chatwin 
said, “and in return I felt I had 
the confidence of church leaders 
like Uncle Fred (Jessop). But all 
that changed when Warren came 
along.”

Chatwin told the Success 
that shortly after the death of 
former Prophet Rulon Jeffs, 
and the rise to power of his son, 
Warren Jeffs, the new prophet’s 
right-hand man discovered that 
he had not signed ownership of 
his car repair business, Builder 
Line Auto Works, over to the 
Prophet. “Sam Barlow was very 
upset to learn that I hadn’t turned 
my business over to Warren,” 
Chatwin stated.

Sam Barlow is the former 
Police Chief of Colorado City 
and is widely believed to be 
the primary contact person for 
Warren Jeffs in the Short Creek 
community.

Chatwin says that soon he 
found himself in even more hot 
water with the new Prophet. It 
seems that Chatwin and his 
wife asked a 17-year-old girl to 
join their family as a sister-wife, 
without Warren Jeffs’ permis­
sion. Excommunication from 
the church, or repenting from 
a distance, as FLDS members 
refer to it, was soon followed 
by an eviction notice, ordering 
Chatwin from his home.

The UEP is reportedly ap­
pealing Judge Chavez’s deci­
sion, a fact that doesn’t seem to 
worry Chatwin. “The UEP was 
intended to serve the people,” 
Chatwin says. “That means us

as a group. We never planned 
for a dictator to come along and 
take everything away. The judge 
there will see through that.” 

Chatwin said his first view of 
the YFZ Ranch, where several 
more new structures are being 
built, was more impressive than 
he had expected. “They are 
building a city out there and 
there is going to be a house on 
every lot,” Chatwin said of the 
ranch. “There will be a two 
thousand people out there.” 

When asked how the FLDS 
Church or the United Effort 
Plan could support such a large 
community so far removed from 
its base of operations on the 
Utah/Arizona border, Chatwin

replied, “Warren will milk his 
supporters until he can’t milk 
them anymore and then he will 
forsake them. There are even 
stories that he plans to mortgage 
everything before he pulls out of 
Short Creek.”

Chatwin claims that indi­
viduals in the C-City/Hildale 
area have been encouraged to 
incur heavy debt and to “max 
out their credit cards.” He says 
that Jeffs is teaching his people 
that bankruptcy is an acceptable 
option for dealing with debt. 
‘They are taught that the world 
is ending soon and that they will 
never have to repay the money,” 
Chatwin said.

Responding to a question 
about why the FLDS chose to 
locate a new community near 
Eldorado, Chatwin said that 
the group probably liked the 
idea that Schleicher County 
is sparsely populated and that 
the valley where the ranch 
is located shields the group 
from prying eyes.

“That place is intended 
more to keep people in than 
to keep anyone out,” Chatwin 
stated. “They have secrets 
and they don’t want anyone 
leaving to tell those secrets.” 
But, Chatwin says he has an 

idea of how to expose some of 
Prophet Warren Jeffs’ secrets. 
He hopes a landowner with prop­
erty adjacent to the YFZ Ranch 
will let him buy or lease a five 
acre parcel so he can erect a 100 
ft. tall viewing tower. “Secrecy 
is the only way Warren can con­
trol things, that’s why he wants 
to have other compounds in 
Mexico and Canada,” Chatwin 
told the Success. “That way he 
can shuffle people around and 
no will know what happened 
to them.”

Chatwin says he is serious 
about building a viewing tower. 
‘I wouldn’t mind living here,” he 
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SCISD trustees adopt $5.8 
million budget for 2004-05

The Schleicher County ISD 
board of trustees met Monday, 
August 30, 2004 and, in a very 
brief meeting, voted to adopt a 
budget totaling $5,805,002.00

Board Vice President Ed­
die Albin chaired the meeting 
in the absence of President Jo 
Helen Kotsch. Trustees present 
were Kurtis Homer, Lupe San­
chez, Berta Nicholson, and Jan 
Wanoreck. Trustee John Paul 
Joiner was also absent.

No citizens were present for 
a public hearing called for the 
consideration of the budget and 
the trustees voted unanimously 
to adopt the budget.

In order to pay for the budget, 
the board then took up the discus­
sion of the district’s property tax 
rate and voted unanimously to 
approve a rate of $1.4940, a mere 
7 hundredths of a cent below the 
rate which would have triggered 
a rollback. During prior budget 
discussions the board opted to 
keep the rate up in order to fund 
the purchase of equipment such as 
air conditioning units, rather than

to borrow the money and include 
a debt service levy in the tax rate. 
Even at that, increased property 
values allowed the tax rate to drop 
from $1.50 per $100 valuation.

In other business the trustees 
voted to purchase property and 
auto insurance from a broker 
named AKey and Piskuran. It 
was noted that the company’s 
bid came in some $10,000 below 
other insurers.

The trustees then approved 
a request by Business Manager 
Ray Ballew to transfer $45,000 
from the general fund into spe­
cific accounts in order to pay for 
end-of-year expenditures.

Before adjourning, the trust­
ees heard from Superintendent 
George Blanch regarding the 
school’s enrollment which cur­
rently stands at 566 students. 
Blanch said that total school 
enrollment is down by 12 since 
the end of last school year.

Also on hand for the meeting 
were campus principals Kara 
Garlitz, Bob Wanoreck and 
Maela Edmonson.

In 1854 Fort Davis was estab­
lished to protect settlers and trav­
elers from Indians. The. southern 
route to the California gold fields 
had been established and a stage 
line hauled passengers and mail 
from San Antonio to the west 
coast. A settlement called Chihua­
hua just outside the fort provided 
soldiers with women, whiskey and 
gambling.

It is strange that the Army, in 
its wisdom, assigned foot soldiers 
to the post to chase down Coman- 
ches and Kiowas, the greatest 
horsemen in the world.

General Persifor Smith chose 
the location of the fort “because of 
its pure water and salubrious cli­
mate.” Six companies of infantry 
built a primitive post of wood and 
mud in a box canyon near Limpia 
Creek. The fort was on the site 
of an old Indian Campground 
called Painted Comanche Camp. 
The name came from pictographs 
drawn on nearby cottonwood 
trees.

Before the soldiers could build 
permanent quarters, Texas seceded 
from the Union in 1861 and joined 
the confederate states. Federal 
troops left and were replaced by

confederate soldiers.
During this period soldiers 

chased an Apache raiding party 
and were ambushed. More than 
a dozen men died. It as the fort’s 
biggest loss.

In 1862 soldiers from Fort Da­
vis and other frontier forts headed 
west to try to capture New Mexico 
for the confederacy. The effort 
failed. Fort Davis was abandoned 
and the deserted fort fell into ruin. 
Apaches looted and burned Fort 
Davis, which was left unattended 
for five years.

The war left the frontier as 
defenseless as it had been before 
Texas joined the Union. Many 
families left and went to more 
populated areas.

When the Civil War ended, 600 
federal troops returned to the fort, 
this time to stay until the frontier 
was tamed. The soldiers built 60 
adobe and stone structures.

Over the next fifteen years, 
the Army eliminated the Indian

resistance to Anglo settlement of 
West Texas.

The last major conflict in Texas 
between Indians and the US Army 
occurred in 1879 when soldiers 
from Fort Davis chased Apaches, 
led by Chief Victorio, back into 
Mexico. Mexican troops later 
killed Victorio and his followers. 
After the Victorio campaign, Fort 
Davis settled into a quiet routine 
and large numbers of cattlemen 
moved into the area.

The fort closed in 1891. It is 
now a National Historic Site and 
the largest and best preserved of 
all the frontier forts. The only 
time the fort was attacked was 
when it was vacant.

Fort Davis became the most 
important town in the Trans- 
Pecos. When Presidio County 
was organized in 1871, it included 
both present day Jeff Davis and 
Brewster counties. Fort Davis 
was county.seat. The railroad 
got to Marfa 12 years later and 
many thought Marfa should be 
the county seat. In July of 1885 
an election was held and Marfa 
won. A movement was started to 
organize a new county. Jeff Davis 
county was established in 1887 
and Fort Davis was once again a 
county seat. When the fort closed, 
the population of Fort Davis 
dropped from 2,000 to 1,200.

Profiting from the Prophet?
I listened with interest this 

week as Ross Chatwin offered 
ideas for ways to make money 
off the ongoing saga at the YFZ 
Ranch. He is the man who defied 
FLDS Prophet Warren Jeffs and 
refused to leave his Colorado City, 
AZ home after being kicked out of 
the church.

Chatwin, his wife Lori, and 
daughter K im berlina, spent 
much of Monday and Tuesday in 
Eldorado, visiting with people, and 
seeing for themselves the progress 
at the YFZ Ranch.

His thought of building an ob­
servation tower and charging ad­
mission to tourists was unique, but 
it wasn’t the first idea I’ve heard 
that involved making money off 
the situation at the YFZ. The pros­
pect of profiting off the Prophet’s 
adventures seems to have struck 
a chord with several people here 
in town.

Not thatthere’s anything wrong 
with making money. It should be 
obvious to one and all that the size 
and scope of the building program 
at the YFZ Ranch translates into 
the sale of thousands, if not mil­
lions, of dollars worth of lumber 
and building material.

Then there’s the sale of elec­
trical power that should directly 
benefit the electric co-op. Not to 
mention the folks in San Angelo 
who are charging to take waste- 
water from the ranch while a new 
sewer plant is constructed.

Of course, here at the newspa­
per we’ve seen a jump in circula-
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tion, and we’ve even sold a couple 
of Legal Notices to the ranch.

So, as I listened to some of 
Ross Chatwin’s other ideas, I 
found myself, if only for a moment, 
seriously considering some of the 
options.

First of all, County Road 300 
is getting a lot of traffic these days, 
and not just from the folks at the 
YFZ. A steady stream of newspa­
per, TV and radio reporters cruise 
out the road for a glance at the 
now famous gate. But, so do a lot 
of other people, and by no means 
are they all locals.

Just the other day, I escorted a 
reporter from a national newspa­
per to the YFZ gate. At least ten 
cars passed by during the three 
or four minutes we were there. 
Several of them stopped to ask 
what was going on and to inquire 
where they might find a vantage 
point from which they could get 
a glimpse inside the ranch. All of 
the vehicles proceeded past the 
gate before turning around and 
heading back to town.

That’s where one of Chatwin’s 
other ideas might come in. Along 
with the observation tower he

wants to build next to the YFZ 
gate, Chatwin says that a restau­
rant and gift shop would probably 
be a good idea.

I suggested he call it The 
Apostate’s Pasta Grill and Visitor 
Center. (Apostate is a term FLDS 
members use for those of their 
group who leave or otherwise 
cease to follow the Prophet.)

Hey, the idea might sound 
strange but if the food is good the 
world will beat a path to his door. 
Remember the man named John 
Zentner who opened a little steak 
house at Lowake? Well, the old 
timers remember.

Anyway, in conjunction with 
Chatwin’s restaurant he could sell 
souvenirs. Things like decks of 
FLDS trading cards and collector 
spoons with all the prominent fam­
ily names from C-City/Hildale.

And binoculars, let’s not for­
get binoculars, cameras and film. 
Surely some of the tourists will 
want to rent, a set of binoculars 
to take with them to the top of the 
observation tower.

Years ago, an economic de­
velopment survey determined 
that Eldoradoans thought tourism 
might generate some new dollars 
for the local economy. Back then, 
most folks thought that meant 
promoting the Woolen Mill. But, 
if Chatwin js right, attracting 
tourists in the YFZ era might 
very well mean erecting a 100 ft. 
observation tower complete with 
a whatnot shop and tin-type pho­
tography studio.

Committee studies up on teacher certification
AUSTIN — How to finance 

public schools in Texas is not the 
only issue involving education that 
the Legislature will look at when 
it convenes in January.

At a meeting of the Senate 
Education Committee last week, 
another buzz word — or words 

— for something some perceive as 
bad began the journey to the main­
stream: “testing into teaching.”

That’s academic talk for what 
some education administers think 
is a serious problem with the sys­
tem — teachers good at passing 
tests, but not necessarily experi­
enced at teaching your children.

The principal of Austin’s new 
University of Texas Elementary 
School Ramona Trevino told the 
Senate committee that a new 
teacher should not be certified 
until he or she has handled a class 
full of kids for a year.

The current method is for a 
new teacher to demonstrate com­
petency by taking a test.

“Testing into teaching is unac­
ceptable,” the principal told the 
panel.

The new UT-run school is a 
state-approved charter school open 
to any student. It’s also a test tube 
operation aimed at developing new 
models for teacher and principal 
professional development.

The education committee’s two 
interim charges are to study the need 
for legislation dealing with early 
childhood and how to grow the num­
ber of qualified teachers and retain 
the ones already on the job.

At three to five years of experi­
ence, 30 percent to 50 percent of

young teachers become classroom 
dropouts, according to testimony.

Thanks to newly allocated fed­
eral money, the Texas Education 
Agency will have an additional $3 
million to reimburse teachers for 
their out-of-pocket expenses for 
classroom materials.

The money, which could tally 
up to $400 per teacher, became 
available Sept. 1, the beginning of 
the state’s new fiscal year.

City council adopts budget
Continued FrqmPa g eI
who bring in waste from outside of 
Schleicher County.

With those numbers in place 
the council voted unanimously to 
adopt the budget. They then voted 
to call for a public hearing on the 
proposed utility rate increases 
at the council’s next meeting on 
Sept. 13.

With that business done, the 
council then voted to approve a tax 
rate of 88.55 cents per $100 valua­
tion. Of that amount, 33.19 cents is 
for debt service. It was noted that 
a portion of that debt is slated to 
be retired about a year and a half 
from now, in early 2007.

Thanks in part to a slightly 
higher tax base, the overall tax 
rate declined by 1.31 cents, and 
was able to raise the same amount 
of money as last year.

Following the meeting, Mayor 
John Nikolauk explained that the 
council had decided to hold the 
line on taxes and to look for rev­
enue in the utility department. He 
noted that only about 10 percent of 
the city’s budget is funded through

property taxes and that the city 
tries to fund its operations with 
utility fees paid by the customers 
who actually city services.

Nikolauk added that prospects 
for the 2004-05 budget could im­
prove greatly if water and/or gas 
sales increase.

Council members present for 
Monday’s meeting included Bill 
McCutcheon, Toni Sudduth, Dora 
Bosmans, Tommy Minor, Richard 
Mendez and Mayor Nikolauk. 
Council member Juaquin Rojas 
was absent.

Among other business the 
council approved the final bills for 
the 2004-05 budget and authorized 
Carolyn Mayor to write-off just 
over $715 in bad debt from the 
city’s accounts receivable.

Before adjourning the council 
heard from Utility Supt. Floyd Fay 
that a lightning strike at the north 
water tower had taken down the 
city’s “SCADA Unit,” the switch­
ing system that operates the city’s 
water wells. Parts to repair the 
system came from as far away as 
the Asian nation of Bangladesh.

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Tax Assessor says “Point of Sale” 
sticker printing to begin locally

Point of Sale Sticker Printing 
(POSSP) and a new vehicle reg­
istration sticker design are to be 
introduced in Schleicher County 
September 9,2004. The new reg­
istration stickers feature several 
improvements to deter sticker mis­
use and eliminate the need for state 
inventory control.

Registration stickers will now 
be printed at the point of sale. 
Information specific to the reg­
istration vehicle will be printed 
directly on the sticker, which will 
help deter theft. TXDOT switched 
from license plate stickers to wind­
shield stickers for most passengers 
vehicles about a decade ago to cut 
down left. The new method will

the license plate number, county 
of registration, and a registration 
month and year.

Because each windshield and 
plate sticker is vehicle-specific, 
its is important for customers who 
own more than one more than one 
vehicle to be sure they apply the 
sticker to the correct one. Also, 
customers should carefully follow 
instructions for peeling and ap­
plying the sticker. The new wind­
shield sticker must be peeled from 
the back of the form; otherwise, it 
could be damaged and a replace­
ment sticker would be necessary. 
Plate stickers should be peeled 
form the front.

When the POSSP method is

prints the sticker on the customer’s 
receipt. Registration transactions 
will be tracked through the state’s 
automated Registration and Title 
System in much the same way as 
the previous method.
