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FLDS leadership in flux as
pressure on group increases

Sam Barlow, the man who once
answered only to Prophet Warren Jeffs
inside the Fundamentalist Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints, was
reportedly excommunicated last week
along with a handful of other men who
no longer found favor with the Prophet.

Barlow once served as the Police
Chief of Colorado City, Arizona. In re-
cent years, he was Prophet Warren Jeffs
right-hand man as the self-proclaimed
church leader sought to consolidate his
hold over the church following the death
of his father, former FLDS Prophet
Rulon Jeffs.

Sources close to the story tell the
Success that Barlow and his brother
Alvin, the man who until recently served
as Superintendent of Schools for the
Colorado City school system, were both
kicked out of the church just over a week
ago. Also said to be included in the
excommunications were two men who,
as recent as a month ago, were helping
with the construction project at the YFZ
Ranch just outside of Eldorado, Ernie

“Jessop and Allen Steed.

Ben Bistline, author of The Polyga-
mists, A History of Colorado City, Ari-
zona, told the Success on Tuesday that
he had driven by Sam Barlow’s office
where he saw the man’s white Chevrolet
Suburban backed up to the door as if the
office was being cleared out.

“There’s still a
sign in front that
says ‘Sam’s Of-

seen him around,”

Bistline said of Sam

Barlow.
Interestingly,

tor Sam Brower, the
man who served a
summons to Mer-
rill Jessop a few
weeks ago at the
YFZ Ranch gate,
(as reported in the Aug. 19 edition of
the Success) managed to serve similar
papers on Sam Barlow a few days later.
The papers require Barlow to appear to
testify in a civil lawsuit brought against
Warren Jeffs by his nephew Brent Jeffs.
The lawsuit accuses the Prophet and two
of his brothers of sexually abusing their
nephew when he was 5 years-old.

Ernie Jessop was the man in charge
of the construction at the YFZ Ranch
when Eldoradoans first became aware
of the story in March of this year. It was
Jessop and Allen Steed, along with Lee
Roy Steed and David Allred, who met
with local officials on April 28th of this
year (as reported in the May 6 edition
of the Success ) to admit that they had
not been completely truthful when they
said that the YFZ Ranch was meant to
be a corporate hunting retreat. Now Er-
nie Jessop and Allen Steed are counted
among the former FLDS members
who are being asked to “repent from a
distance.” Also listed in that group is
Mark Copeland, the man credited with
locating the YFZ Ranch property and
arranging for its purchase.

As Superintendent of Colorado City

; schools, Alvin Barlow found himself

and his school system under increasing
scrutiny in recent years. A mass exodus
of FLDS children from the school in 2000
caused the district’s student/staff ratio to
balloon to 3-to-1 prompting Arizona state
regulators to begin questioning expendi-
tures at the school. What they found was
a school system that was top-heavy with
highly paid FLDS administrators and
auxiliary staff while non-FLDS teach-
ers were paid a below average salary to
educate an ever-dwindling number of
students. Published reports indicated
that the school system had more than 100
employees on staff while student enroll-
ment dipped below 300.

As the number of state inquiries grew,
so did the number of investigative jour-
nalists looking into the Colorado City
school system. A proposed bond election
was scrapped when public outcry against
higher taxes made it clear the bond
would not be approved by voters.

School district residents already pay
$13 per $100 valuation, a rate that is
believed to be the highest in the United
States. Sources tell the Success, however,
that a series of complicated exemptions
for church property and incomplete con-
struction meant that few FLDS members
paid the top rate. Another financial detail
that tended to benefit FLDS members is
the fact that the district’s health insur-
ance plan reportedly covered multiple
wives and children
of the church’s po-
lygamous members

district.

Now, Alvin Bar-
low finds himself
on the outs with
FLDS Prophet War-
ren Jeffs. It is un-
clear who will be
called on to lead
the school system,
or who will fill the
shoes of his brother,
Sam Barlow, as Warren Jeffs’ enforcer

in Colorado City.

Closer to home, Sheriff David Doran
says his efforts to arrange a face-to-face
meeting with missing FLDS leader

“Uncle” Fred Jessop have been rebuffed

by YFZ officials. “They continue to say
that he’s not here and that he just wants
to be left alone,” Doran said. “If that’s
true then all they have to do is produce
the man. If he’s OK then all of this will
g0 away.”

Sam Brower, the private investigator
working for Brent Jeffs’ attorney, Joanne
Suder of Baltimore, MD, speculates that
Fred Jessop is staying, or is being kept,
at the YFZ Ranch near Eldorado. “I’'m
worried about his wellbeing, so are my
clients and so are some of Uncle Fred’s
relatives.” Brower said.

Brower said it is difficult to predict
where the YFZ Ranch story will go
next. “You wonder who is going to get
kicked out next,” Brower said. “And,
will there be anybody left when Warren
gets through?”

No one associated with the YFZ
Ranch or the FLDS Church is willing
to speak with the Success concerning
this story.

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Lost and found in a Corn Maze

The Church of God in Sulphur
Springs has built a corn maze the
~ last two years and it has brought a
~ lot of visitors to the town.
“A lot of people find it inter-
esting,” says pastor Kurt Royton.
“It’s planted like a regular corn
field. As far as watering, we just
depend on nature. We let the corn
reach a certain height, then a maze
is cut into it. We just take a small
garden tractor and turn under the
corn to make a path.”

He says the maze serves a
couple of purposes.

“One is we want to spread the
word of the church, about being
lost in a maze and found in the love
of God. The second thing we want
to do with the maze is raise money
to pay for the church’s indebted-
ness and do it in a fun way.”

When the church decided to do
the maze, a committee looked into
what would be involved.

“The seven members on the
corn field maze committee did
a lot of work, including creating

the design and actually cutting the
walkways into the corn. They did
an outstanding job.”

The maze is big. It covers
eleven acres right by the church.

“It’s a little bit larger than most
of the mazes ['ve read about. In
fact, we advertise it as one of the
largest corn field mazes in Texas.”

Some areas of the maze have
corn fourteen feet tall.

“Last year’s design actually had
John 3:16 cut into the corn, then a
cross, and a sunburst, a Christian
symbol of a fish and it was all tied
together with dead ends and differ-
ent things.”

The Sulphur Springs News
Telegram ran pictures of the
maze.

“You can go on the internet
and type in corn field maze or
Sulphur Springs Church of God or
my name and it will bring up that

article from the paper and show a
picture of it.”

The group rate admission price
to the maze is five dollars. People
go through at their own pace. It
has lots of paths.

“If you went down every trail,
including all the dead ends, you’d
walk anywhere from a mile and a
half to three miles.”

Kurt got the idea for the maze
from a magazinc article about
a farmer in Indiana who built a
corn maze.

“In a two or three months’
period on his farm, he was able
to raise over a hundred thousand
dollars with his corn field maze.
I thought if he can do it, we can
give it a try.”

The Sulphur Springs Church
is located on Interstate 30. The
maze will be open through Octo-
ber, or early November depending
on the weather.

Last year the maze was open
during the hottest parts of the
summer. The corn was planted
a little later this year so it’ll be
ready for visitors in September
when it’s cooler.

Political campaigning runs slow across Texas

AUSTIN — Labor Day used
to mark the beginning of the
presidential campaign every four
years, but Texans aren’t likely to
notice much difference in the level
of home front political rhetoric
this week. R

The national campaign’s been
blowing and going since the
primary process carlier this year
sorted out who the Democrat con-
tender would be.

Of course, for obvious reasons
Texas is not one of the states con-
sidered critical (unlike Ohio, for
instance) here in the Lone Star
State it’s a little harder to tell an
election is coming up in less than
two months.

And with most of the state’s
Republican heavies in New York
last week for their party’s national
convention, the political tempo in
Texas grew even slower. The big-
gest non-convention news related
to the campaign was U.S. District

| Judge Lee Yeakel’s ruling that in-

dependent party candidate Ralph
Nader could not be on the ballot in
Texas this fall.
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Meanwhile, the Travis County
district court trial of the lawsuit
challenging the state’s school fi-
nance system continued, and the
state government quietly ended its
fiscal year on Aug. 31.

New super agency takes
shape...

“New Year’s Day” saw more
change in the legislative-mandated
revamping of health and human
service agencies with the reorgani-
zation and renaming of what used
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to be the Department of Mental
Health and Mental Retardation,
the Department of Health and
other agencies.

When the process is complete
in 2006, 12 previously-separate
agencies will have been placed
under the umbrella of the Texas
Health and Human Services Com-
mission.

HHSC will provide central-
ized administrative services and
oversee policy for four large de-
partments — the Department of
Family and Protective Services
(before Feb. 1 it was called the
Department of Protective and
Regulatory Services); the Depart-
ment of Aging and Disability Ser-
vices; the Department of Assistive
and Rehabilitative Services; and
the Department of State Health
Services.

That puts HHSC right up there
with the Texas Department of
Criminal Justicc as a super agency.
Operating on nearly one-third of
the total state budget, it has some
47,000 employees in 2,000 offices
across the state.

TPWD list: Not exactly
Letterman material...

The Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department has issued its own Top
10 list, but the thousands of Texans
included on it probably wouldn’t
think it’s particularly funny. The
list features the top wildlife law
violations in the state.

Number one on the list might be
a surprise for many: Hunting with
no hunter education certification.
More than 2,500 people got cita-
tions punishable by up to $500 for
hunting without having taken the
safety education course required
for anyone born after 1971.

The next four categories have to
do with deer hunting, including not
completing the required harvest
log to hunting out of season.

The sixth most common viola-
tion is hunting dove with an un-
plugged shotgun. (For non-hunters,
that’s using a shotgun capable of
holding more than three shells.)

Violations seven and eight -
have to do with hunting without
a license.

Having more dove than the
daily bag limit and hunting on
public land without a permit round
out the list.

# Gas is all about convenience.
Coals can be messy and often
are a deterrent from grilling, so

- gas grills are another choice.
"With a gas grill it is easy to
regulate the temperature using
the knobs, as low as 175°F or
as high as 600°F.

& Vegetables will benefit from a
little smoke flavor, especially
the ones that take longer to
cook. Some gas grills come
with a handy smoking device
that adds soaked smoker chips.
Try drizzling honey on the vege-
tables right when they come off
the grill for a sweet and smoky
flavor.

® For the garden-fresh fruits and
vegetables that will take 5 min-
utes or, less to cook, such as
peaches, pears, corn on the cob,
peppers, zucchini and yellow
squash (cut 1/2-inch thick), try
a charcoal grill. Use skewers or
a grill pan for smaller items to

hot coals and cook 15 to 20 min-
utes, turning frequently. Remove
husks and spread each ear with
seasoned butter. Sprinkle with
cilantro and serve with lime
wedges.

Sweet Spicy Salmon With
Honeyed Mango Salsa

Salsa
1 large ripe mango,
peeled and chopped
1/4 cup finely chopped red
bell pepper
1/4 cup finely chopped red
onion
2 tablespoons chopped
fresh cilantro
2 tablespoons fresh lime
juice, divided
1/3 cup plus 1 tablespoon
honey
1 small jalapefio pepper,
seeded and minced

Grilled Peaches With
Honey Amaretto Sauce

2 large ripe peaches
1 tablespoon honey

Sauce
1/3 cup honey
1/4 cup butter
(no substitutions)
2 tablespoons amaretto
liqueur
1/4 cup heavy cream

Almonds
1 tablespoon melted butter
1 tablespoon honey
1 tablespoon brown sugar
1/4 teaspoon cinnamon
1/4 cup slivered almonds

4 small scoops vanilla
ice cream

Wash peaches and cut in half;
discard pits. Brush lightly with
honey and set aside. Heat grill to
medium-low.

2 tablespoons Mexican
hot sauce :

4 (4- to 6-ounce) salmon
fillets

To prepare salsa, in medium bowl,
combine mango, bell pepper, red
onion, cilantro, 1 tablespoon lime
juice, 1 tablespoon honey and
jalapefio. Stir well and refrigerate
until ready to use.

Whisk together 1/3 cup honey,
hot sauce and remaining lime juice
in small bowl. Rinse salmon and
pat dry; brush liberally with honey
mixture. Place skin-side up on
well-oiled grill over medium coals;
cook 2 to 3 minutes until lightly
charred. Turn and cook 8 to 10 min-
utes more, basting liberally with
sauce during cooking. Remove
from grill and transfer to serving
platter. Top with mango salsa.

To make sauce, bring honey to
boil in heavy saucepan; reduce heat
and simmer 3 to 4 minutes until
deep golden brown. Add butter and
stir until melted. Add liqueur and
cream; simmer 2 minutes more,
stirring frequently. Remove from
heat and let cool slightly.

To make almonds, preheat oven
to 350°F, and in an oven-proof
bowl, stir together melted butter,
honey, brown sugar and cinnamon.
Toss with slivered almonds. Bake
15 to 20 minutes, stirring twice.
Spread almonds onto buttered
piece of foil and let cool com-
pletely, then break apart.

Place peaches cut-side down on
medium-low heated grill. Cook 3 to
4 minutes or until lightly charred.
Remove from grill and place on 4
dessert plates. Top each with ice
cream and drizzle with warm sauce.
Sprinkle with almonds and serve.

Working your herd this Fall?
Consider cattle health issues

Whether you’re sorting calves
for sale, moving the herd to fresh
pasture, or deciding which cows
to keep, working cattle in cooler
weather makes sense. It’s also a
good time to address important
herd health issues that can affect
Texas’ ability to trade and move
cattle freely.

“The U.S. Department of Ag-
riculture (USDA) has extended
funding for the cattle tuberculosis
(TB) testing program until the
end of 2004, so ranchers still can
take advantage of a free TB test
for their seed stock, or purebred
cattle,” commented Dr. Bob Hill-
man, Texas’ state veterinarian and
head of the Texas Animal Health
Commission (TAHC), the state’s
livestock and poultry regulatory
agency. “Increased TB surveil-
lance must be accomplished, in
order for Texas’ TB-free status,
downgraded two years ago, to
be reinstated. TB-free status will
enhance the marketability of Texas
cattle, because breeding animals
could move across state lines
without TB testing requirements
or restrictions.”

Texas, New Mexico, California
and Michigan are the only states
not cattle TB-free. Each of these
states is following a specially
tailored plan to regain TB status,
explained Dr. Hillman. “Texas
must not be the only state that
doesn’t fulfill its disease surveil-

lance obligation.”

Dr. Hillman urged Texas pro-
ducers to contact either the TAHC
at 1-800-550-8242, or their private
veterinary practitioner to arrange
for a TB herd test. More than 550
Texas private veterinarians are
certified to conduct TB herd tests
and are reimbursed by the TAHC,
through cooperative agreement
funds from the USDA.

“Producers also may be able
to arrange for a free herd test for
cattle brucellosis, or ‘Bangs,” if
their cattle had potential exposure
to the bacterial disease, or if the
herd exhibits signs of the disease,
such as abortions, weak calves of
lowered milk production. Many
times brucellosis infection is ‘si-
lent,” with few obvious signs of
disease, so proactive measures
are crucial to find infection,” said
Dr. Hillman. “In late August, a
brucellosis-infected beef herd was
detected in Leon County, the first
in the state since late 2003. Was
this Texas’ final infected herd?
Only time and continued disease
surveillance at livestock markets,
tests prior to private sale, slaughter
surveillance and selective herd
tests will give us that answer.”

States may be classified “free’
of brucellosis after 12 months
without an infected herd and a
USDA-mandated review. Texas
and Wyoming are the only states
without the free status.
