Salt Lake City law firm 
wants out of FLDS lawsuit
L a w y e r  c ite s  fu n d a m e n ta l d isa g re e m e n t w ith  c lie n t

The Salt Lake City, Utah law firm 
of Snow, Christensen & Martineau is 
asking to withdraw as counsel for the 
Prophet Warren Jeffs and the Funda­
mentalist Church of Jesus Christ of Lat­
ter Day Saints, according to a petition 
filed in Judge Stephen L. Henroid’s 3rd 
District Court. The lawyers, specifically 
Rod Parker, who for years has repre­
sented the FLDS and its charitable trust, 
the United Effort Plan claims that they 
must withdraw because their clients 

“insist upon a course of action with 
which their lawyers have a fundamental 
disagreement.”

The firm has recently represented 
Jeffs, the FLDS and the UEP in two 
lawsuits, one brought by Jeffs’ nephew, 
Brent Jeffs in which he alleges he was 
sexually abused by his uncle when he 
was a young boy, and another brought 
by a group of young men known as the 

“Lost Boys,” in which they allege that 
the Jeffs and other leaders in the FLDS 
church routinely banished young men 
from the group in order to guarantee the 
availability of young brides. The FLDS 
Church views polygamy as bedrock 
principal of its faith.

Parker also noted in his motion that 
his law firm’s withdrawal from the case 
is mandatory because the lawyers have 
been discharged from representation of 
the defendants in the case, according to 
court documents.

That appears to mean that Parker’s 
firm was fired by its clients, but no one 
is sure and neither Parker nor anyone 
affiliated with his law firm is willing 
to comment. Parker, who has been very 
open with the media in the past, did not 
return phone calls this week.

In an unusual move, Rod Parker also 
asked Judge Henroid to take steps in 
case Jeffs, the FLDS Church and the 
UEP Trust fail to hire other lawyers and 
a default judgement is entered. In a third 
motion Parker asked the court to require

the plaintiffs to give notice of the action 
to anyone who would potentially be ad­
versely affected by the judgment.

That would include notice to “all 
persons residing upon land owned by 
the (UEP)” so that they might have an 
opportunity to seek legal counsel of their 
own and protect any interests they may 
have in the property.

All of this has FLDS observers 
scratching their heads and wondering 
if Warren Jeffs has decided to move to 
his new compound on the YFZ Ranch 
near Eldorado, Texas and turn his back 
on the church faithful who still remain 
in Colorado City, Arizona and Hildale, 
Utah.

One sources in C-City, AZ specu­
lated that Jeffs, the FLDS and the UEP 
Trust, have run up a sizeable legal bill 
with the Salt Lake City law firm, a bill 
his lawyers are hoping to cap before it 
grows any larger.

Interestingly, Gregory Hoole, and 
attorney for the plaintiffs in the two 
law suits are asking Judge Henroid 
to prevent Parker and his firm from 
leaving the case, at least until he can 
take the deposition of a key witness on 
December 27. Legal representation is 
required for both sides at a deposition 
and the witness, reported to be in the 
military, is scheduled to deploy to the 
Middle East shortly after the deposition, 
Hoole said.

San Angelo has taken notice
News that the YFZ Ranch is propos­

ing to build a wastewater treatment plant 
that will discharge treated water into 
Milligan Draw, a tributary of the South 
Concho River, has drawn the attention of 
the Upper Colorado River Authority and 
State Representative Scott Campbell 
who announced this week that he will 
hold hearings into the matter.

• Healthcare workers (must have a 
copy of a paycheck stub or a name badge 
proving they have direct, hands-on pa­
tient contact)

• People ages 2-64 with a chronic ill­
ness (must have a doctor’s note explain­
ing their diagnoses)

• Women who are or who will be 
pregnant during flu season (must have 
a doctor’s note)

• People who live with or care for 
children less than 6 months of age

• Children aged 6-23 months.
The Flu Shot Clinic will 9 a.m. to 12

noon and 1 p.m. to 5 p.m. on Monday, 
Tuesday and Wednesday of next week 
in the main lobby of the hospital. No 
appointment is necessary and a fee of 
$15/injection will be required. We will 
bill Medicare.

When arriving for the “flu shot”, 
please enter the main hospital lobby; 
there will be greeters there to help pro­
cess the paperwork. The clinic lobby 
will be for clinic clients waiting to see 
the physician.

Shots will be given only to people 
who meet Centers for Disease Control 
and prevention guidelines. A follow-up 
clinic will be scheduled for all others at 
a later date, provided sufficient vaccine 
remains once the priority patients have 
been served.

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Crockett Keller’s riverside retreat
Some folks in Brady told me I 

ought to go see Crockett Keller’s 
place south of Mason on the Llano 
River. It’s an interesting place, but 
not quite as interesting as Crockett 
himself.

When I drove up to Keller’s 
Riverside Store early one morning, 
I saw some guineas and peacocks 
by the side of the driveway. That 
gave me a clue that the guy I was 
going to meet was a character. He 
certainly lived up to the expecta­
tions.

When he came around the side 
f the building, he was wearing 
20-gallon hat and a pistol. His 

ants legs were tucked into his 
oots.

After introducing ourselves, he 
howed me around the place.

His store is like a museum. It 
as some items that were in the 
tore when his great-great- grand­
father had it back in 1862. Crock-
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ett bought the place 4 years ago.
“Our house in Austin got ripe 

and we decided to sell it,” says 
CK. “I ended up with a chunk 
of money and decided to come 
to the old home place and spend 
some of it.”

He put in a beer store in Ma­
son and named it Keller’s Cooler. 
He opened a restaurant next to 
the Llano River store and has a 
respectable clientele that comes 
in regularly for a 20-dollar steak 
and a Greek salad. He designs the 
menu and sometimes does some 
of the cooking. He urges his cus­
tomers to be patient with the slow 
serving time, since all orders are 
prepared from scratch using fresh 
ingredients, some of which come 
from his garden.

On weekends a room just 
outside the restaurant serves as a 
venue for musical entertainment.

“Mostly we have solo performers,” 
says CK.

“Guitar players, singers, piano 
players. Spider Johnson comes 
in at least once a month and plays 
his saw. Most of the times he has 
Bill Worrell with him to sing and 
play the guitar.”

CK lives on the premises. His 
house is just behind the store. 
He restored an old blacksmith 
shop for private events. It can 
accommodate fifty people for 
parties and some fewer than that 
for dinner.

CK’s background is far from 
anything having to do with food. 
He started out in the family en­
gineering business, then was in 
construction, trailers and truck­
ing. That toughened him up for 
the restaurant business.

When I asked him about his 
big hat and pistol, he told me the 
hat was for shade and the pistol 
was for protection against rattle­
snakes and would-be outlaws. 

“We’re a long way from the law 
and I want to protect my custom­
ers. Actually, I bought this new 
holster and I’m trying to put some 
patina on it.”

Transportation Commission agency approves 
$600 million highway improvement packages

AUSTIN — Texans are getting 
an early holiday present — $600 
million in highway safety im­
provement projects approved last 
Thursday by the Texas Transporta­
tion Commission.

The money won’t really be 
coming from Santa Claus, of 
course. Texas voters in 2003 gave 
the Department of Transporta­
tion authority to sell up to $3 bil­
lion in bonds to pay for highway 
improvement projects, with up 
to 20 percent dedicated to safety 
improvements. This is the first 
tangible result of that, the larg­
est highway safety improvement 
project in Texas history.

The money will fund 644 proj­
ects across the state that the Texas 
Transportation Institute’s Safety 
Center estimates will save 90 lives 
and prevent 1,100 injuries a year. 
All the contracts will be let by

August 2006, with many of the 
projects getting under way before 
then.

The projects include widening 
1,600 miles of roadway, installing 
740 miles of median barriers, 171 
left turn lanes and 10 new over-
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passes. Collectively, they will 
reduce run-off-the-road accidents, 
head-on collisions and rear-end 
crashes, TxDOT says.

Comptroller cites teacher pay 
hike...

Comptroller Carole Keeton 
Strayhorn last week released a 
report called “The Cost of Un­
derpaying Texas Teachers” that 
proposes a $3,000 annual pay raise 
for teachers.

Texas ranks 33rd nationally in 
teacher salaries, and low teacher 
pay is associated with high turn­
over rates, the report says.

“Nearly 37,000 Texas teach­
ers leave the classroom each year 
taking their skills to better-paying 
jobs or simply quitting,” Strayhorn 
said.

Also recommended in the re­
port is an automatic state-funded 
salary adjustment every two years, 
an expanded mentor program 
for teachers and a $2,500 bonus 
to teachers at low-performing 
schools that raised their ranking 
from “academically unacceptable” 
to “acceptable” or higher.

Hospital board considers single-member districts
The Schleicher County Medi­

cal Center board of trustees met 
Monday, Dec. 20, 2004 in the 
hospital board room where they 
heard from attorney Jesus Lopez 
concerning the possibility of reor­
ganizing the hospital district into 
single-member districts. Concern 
about the board’s at-large elec­
tions began to surface as news 
of the building program at the 
YFZ Ranch first became known. 
Several trustees have expressed 
concern that a mass influx of 
people from the Utah/Arizona 
border to the YFZ Ranch could 
directly impact the makeup of the 
board. Consequently, the trustees 
began seeking legal opinions on 
whether or not the district could 
restructure along single-member 
district lines.

Lopez explained to the board 
that the enabling legislation that 
created the hospital district in the 
late 60’s specifically called for a 
7-person board to be elected at- 
large. He said any change would 
need to be addressed by the state 
legislature before local action 
could be taken.

Board President Randy Mankin 
explained that he had already vis­
ited with State Representative 
Harvey Hilderbran about the pos­
sibility that legislation would be 
needed. He said he had also spoken 
with an aide in State Senator Rob­
ert Duncan’s office and suggested 
that, if the trustees were serious 
about restructuring the district, 
that they come up with a resolution 
asking Hildebran and Duncan to

sponsor legislation.
After a brief discussion, it 

was decided the board would call 
a special meeting on Thursday, 
December 30, 2004, at which 
time they will consider a resolu­
tion. Attorney James Kosub, who 
was also in attendance urged the 
board to carefully consider any 
other changes they might want in 
the enabling legislation so that it 
could be addressed in the upcom­
ing legislative session that will 
begin in early January.

Monday night’s meeting was 
the board’s regular monthly ses­
sion, but was held a week early 
due to the upcoming Christmas 
holiday. Mankin called the meet­
ing to order with trustees Shirley 
Joiner, J.D. Doyle and Jim Martin 
in attendance. Trustee Susie Rich­
ters joined the meeting in progress. 
Board member Ricky Fuessel was 
absent.

Also on hand for the meeting 
were Hospital Administrator Sha­
ron Dietz, Assistant Administrator 
Beverly Minor, hospital consultant 
Andy Freeman and attorneys Lo­
pez and Kosub.

In other business, it was noted 
that Postmasier Wayne McGinnes 
was out of town and would not be 
able to meet with the board. Ms. 
Dietz explained, however, that 
problems with the hospital’s post 
office box had been addressed.

The trustees then approved the 
minutes of the Nov. 22,2004 meet­
ing before receiving the monthly 
administrator’s report.

Ms. Dietz explained that the

hospital has received 500 doses 
of flu vaccine and that high risk 
or priority patients will be vac­
cinated first, as outlined by the 
Centers for Disease Control. She 
said a flu clinic has been sched­
uled for next week for priority 
patients only. A follow-up clinic 
for the general public will be 
scheduled for a later date, pro­
vided there is enough flu vaccine 
remaining, Dietz said.

Ms. Dietz also explained that 
the hospital’s phone system has 
been upgraded with a “music on 
hold” feature so that anyone placed 
on hold will hear various musical 
selection along with promotional 
messages about the facility.

The board then looked over 
the district’s financial reports 
and explored several options with 
Andy Freeman for separating the 
nursing home overhead from that 
of the clinic and hospital. It was 
noted that current Medicare rules 
allocate much of the hospital and 
clinic’s overhead to the nursing fa­
cility, which seriously reduces the 
amount of Medicare reimburse­
ment the facility receives. Randy 
Mankin noted that an answer must 
be found or the board will be fac­
ing some “difficult decisions.”

After approving the financial 
and indigent care reports, the 
board voted to charge $60,746.22 
in bad debt in a reserve account the 
board has set up for the purpose. 
The trustees also approved a new 
contract with pharmacy consultant 
Shannan Wideman and approved 
changes to the employee hand­

book. The new handbook will take 
effect on Jan. 1, 2005.

Next, the trustees passed a 
resolution authorizing Ms. Di­
etz and Ms. Minor to access the 
district’s bank accounts via the 
Internet. It was explained that the 
access will be “read only” so that 
the status of various accounts may 
be checked.

The board then entered into a 
brief executive session for the pur­
pose of discussing personnel. They 
returned to open session about 15 
minutes later and adjourned with­
out taking action on the matter.

The group’s next regular meet­
ing is slated for 6:00 p.m. on Jan. 
24, 2005 in the hospital board 
room.

Sales tax rebates indicate economic growth
Texas Comptroller Carole 

Keeton Strayhorn ^announced last 
week that the state collected $1.4 
billion in sales tax in November, 
up 6.6 percent compared to No­
vember 2003. The Comptroller 
sent $321.6 million in December 
sales tax payments to local govern­
ments, up 4.9 percent compared to 
December 2003.

The final sales tax allocation 
of 2004 brings total local sales 
tax revenue for the year to $4.2 
billion, up 7.7 percent compared 
to calendar year 2003.

Texas cities’ December sales 
tax allocations were $218.2 mil­
lion, up 4.5 percent compared to

December 2003. City sales tax 
allocations during calendar year 
2004 totaled $2.8 billion, up 7.5 
percent compared to calendar year
2003. Counties’ December sales 
tax allocations were $18.6 mil­
lion, up 5.1 percent compared to 
December 2003. Counties received 
$246.8 million in calendar year
2004, up 8.1 percent compared to 
the previous year.

Nine local transit systems 
received December sales tax al­
locations of $76 million, a 5.9 
percent increase over December 
2003. Sales tax allocations to 
transit systems u 2001 totaled $1 
billion, up 8.3 percent compared

to the 2003 total. December sales 
tax allocations of $8.7 million 
went to 89 special purpose taxing 
districts, an increase of 6.2 per­
cent compared to last December. 
Special purpose districts received 
$115.5 million during 2004, up 6.9 
percent compared to 2003.

Locally, Schleicher County’s 
numbers showed the most improve­
ment over the same month last year, 
but all three local rebates were up 
substantially. The year-to-date fig­
ures were also up across the board 
here in Schleicher County with the 
ounty showing the lowest growth at 

an impressinve 18.98 percent. (See 
chart below)

State sales tax revenue for Decem­

ber, and January sales tax allocs ions 
to local governments represent sales 
made in November and reported to tl 
Comptroller in December.
