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Work continued Tuesday on a concrete wall surrounding the FLDS temple at the YFZ Ranch. Judging 
by the height of the worker pictured above, the wall easily measures 12 feet tall. Meanwhile work also 
continues on the temple's limestone facade and additional construction projects have begun on the 
ranch, including two new concrete foundations adjacent to the ranch commissary and another a t the barn 
where chickens are being kept. There also appears to be an increase in the number of women and children 
at the ranch, with several being seen working in the property's large gardens, and others riding in a covered 
golf cart-type vehicle (see photo on Page 10).

Judge Johnny Griffin explained 

£  that the county’s m atch w ould have 
to be in cash, not in-kind services.

Justice o f the Peace Jim m y Doyle, 
Doug Garvin and Richard Gibson, all 
m em bers o f  the Schleicher County 
A irport C om m ittee , m et w ith  the 
com m issioners about the issue and 
explained that there is no need to

upgrade the airport’s runway lighting 
but that instead the com m issioners 
should consider using the grant funds 
to  in sta ll a chem ical con ta inm en t 
area for crop dusters.

Jeffs facing more 
indictments in AZ
Followers build 12 ft. wall around YFZ temple

FLDS Prophet Warren Jeffs is facing 
more criminal indictments in Arizona, 
according to sources in the Grand Can­
yon state. Jeffs was previously indicted 
on felony charges of Sexual Conduct 
with a Minor and Conspiracy to Com­
mit Sexual Conduct with a Minor. The 
charges stem from Jeffs’ alleged in­
volvement in arranging and officiating 
over marriages between his adult male 
followers and under aged FLDS girls.

Now comes word that a Mohave 
County grand jury in Kingman, AZ has 
handed up even more charges against 
the reclusive prophet, although the 
exact nature of those charges remains 
unknow n since the indictments are 
reportedly sealed.

A $10,000 reward offered by the 
Utah and Arizona Attorney General 
offices remains in place.

Cops doubt Florida sighting
While the new felony charges are of 

interest to law enforcement officials, in­
vestigators at the state and federal level 
are paying little attention to reports out 
last week that Warren Jeffs and several 
of his followers had been spotted in the 
Leesburg, FL area. One investigator told 
the Success that the Florida information 
was dubious and had been provided to 
authorities by a source no longer con­
sidered credible.

The faulty inform ation found its 
way on to an FBI flyer that was circu­
lated two weeks ago when Jeffs was 
named to the FBI’s Most Wanted List 
for August.

Activity increases at YFZ
Construction activity appears to 

have increased somewhat at the YFZ 
Ranch with new concrete foundations 
or pads having been completed near 
the ranch’s commissary, or storehouse 
building, as well as near the large barn 
where chickens are kept.

Work continues on a concrete wall 
surrounding the temple and a limestone 
veneer is being applied to the temple 
walls — although the stone work seems 
to have slowed and workers are still 
removing large limestone blocks from 
the quarry on the ranch’s western edge. 
Large limestone blocks have also been 
deposited near the guard house at the 
ranch’s entrance.

The front of the temple is being deco­
rated with large semi-circular concrete 
steps leading up to the building’s front 
door on its eastern face.

A question of taxes
As Schleicher County jurisdictions 

go through the steps of preparing their 
2006 budgets and setting tax rates for 
the coming year, there remains a ques­
tion about the tax liability at the YFZ 
Ranch. Published reports in Utah and 
Arizona indicate that FLDS Prophet 
Warren Jeffs told his followers not to 
make property tax payments in Hildale, 
UT and Colorado City, AZ.

Jeffs, and several of his most faith­
ful followers, were removed recently 
as trustees of the United Effort Plan 
Trust, a charitable trust once controlled 
by the FLDS church that owns most of 
the property in the LIah/Arizona bqrder 
town, after a Utah state judge found the 
trust was being mismanaged.

Jeffs has reportedly told his follow­
ers not to pay taxes on the UEP property 
and, when the tax man comes calling to 

“answer them nothing.”
That leaves local authorities scratch­

ing their heads and hoping for the best. 
The YFZ Ranch, and improvements 
made upon it before January 1, 2005, 
have added $7.66 million to the county’s 
taxable property values. Depending on 
the tqx rates adopted by local jurisdic­
tions, the tax bill at the YFZ Ranch 
could run as high as $211,000.00 in and 
soar even higher next year.

New traffic, criminal laws set 
to go into effect September 1

Notable traffic and criminal laws that 
go into effect on September 1 (unless 
noted otherwise) include the following:

SB 1257 prohibits use of wireless 
com m unications devices (including 
cell phones) for the first six months 
after teenagers get their driver licenses. 
The bill also prohibits passenger bus 
drivers transporting minors from us­
ing wireless communications devices, 
except in emergencies or when the bus 
is stopped.

HB 51 requires an ignition interlock 
device if  a driver’s blood alcohol level 
is determined to be .15 or more (upon 
conviction).

HB 1357 creates a six-month driver 
license (DL) suspension for a person 
convicted of providing alcohol to a mi­
nor (one year for second offense), and 
increases the DL suspension to one year 
for minors who are convicted of a second 
alcohol offense.

HB 1481 makes it a Class B misde­
meanor if  a person drives around a bar­
ricade where a warning sign or barricade 
has been placed because water is over 
any portion of a road, street or highway. 
It also specifically creates a traffic viola­
tion for driving around a barricade put

in the roadway because of dangerous 
conditions.

HB 183 states that all ch ildren  
younger than 5 years of age (old law was 
younger than 4) and less than 36 inches 
tall are required to be in a child safety 
seat system. It also classifies safety seat
infractions as moving violations for the 
first time.

SB 1005 provides that if  a driver 
younger than 25 years , of age commits 
a traffic offense classified as a mov­
ing violation, the judge must require 
the driver to complete a driving safety 
course— and, if the driver holds a pro­
visional driver license (under 18 years of 
age), submit to a DPS road test. Failure 
by the driver to meet this requirement 
will result in a final conviction for that 
traffic offense.

HB 1484 specifies that a person 
commits a traffic offense if they are in­
volved in a crash on the main lane, ramp, 
shoulder, median or adjacent area of a 
freeway and don’t move their vehicle to 
an area that minimizes interference with 
freeway traffic (assuming the vehicle is 
drivable).

HB 1596 clarifies the definition of

Special session: 
Good for legislators, 
bad for educators
Editor:

The Governor called a special session specifi­
cally to deal with school finance and the need for 
more money to fund public schools so that they 
may meet the challenges in today’s high stakes 
educational system.

The Governor has the ability to limit the agenda 
of a special session and tell legislators which topics 
they may address. The Governor used that power 
to limit this special session to school finance, ini­
tially.

Three-fourths of the way through the special 
session nothing has been done about school fi­
nance, except a repeat of what was done in the 
regular session, but lawmakers, with the blessings 
of the Governor, have given themselves a pension 
increase at the same time they are debating decreas­
ing pensions for educators.

Now, legislators who serve 12 years will get 
about the same yearly pension that a teacher that 
has worked 30 years will get. And, as if  that slap 
in the face was not enough, legislators will be able 
to start earning that pension at 50, while educators 
will have, to wait until 60 to retire. Originally, that 
change in minimum age for educators to retire 
was only to be applied to teachers that enter the 
profession after 2006, but now the legislature is 
considering Senate Bill 8 to make the minimum 
retirement age apply to nearly all teachers.

If that was why you voted for your favorite 
state legislator, call him or her and express your 
thanks.

It’s time for cable 
companies to face 

a little competition
Dear Editor:

By wrongfully accusing phone companies of 
getting a “handout” from the Legislature, Time 
Warner is demonstrating that it is the cable com­
panies who won’t give up their uncompetitive 
behavior. It is sad but not surprising that they have 
marshaled all their political resources and lobby­
ing might to thwart another choice for television 
service.

After all, National Journal’s Technology Daily 
recently quoted a cable TV executive as saying, “we 
all need to do as many things to throw sand into the 
gears of these regional Bell operating company ma­
chines to try to slow down their video ... [whether 
it is regulatory, whether it is marketing, whether it 
is public affairs related ...”

The cable companies have enjoyed a long and 
profitable ride without much competition - allowing 
them to raise rates to the tune of 40% over the last 
five years. Now, the cable companies, who have 
fought successfully for years to evade regulation 
on their nascent digital phone service, want to use 
regulation to block competition from new technolo­
gies on their turf.

Rather than focusing all of their energies on 
bringing a better (or less pricey) product to mar­
ket, they are pursuing a political game that will 
ultimately leave them on the sidelines of the tech­
nological playing field.

Fortunately, legislators in Texas saw through 
these self-serving arguments and passed an impor­
tant bill that modernizes the state’s telecom laws 
and does away with outdated franchising rules that 
undermine the free market for television service.

It’s time for this legislation to be signed into law, 
so that consumers can benefit and Texas can set an 
example for the rest of the nation. ✓

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Regular visitation is important 
to a child’s well-being

My office is responsible for col­
lecting court-ordered child support 
for one million children. Hardly a 
day goes by that we do not receive 
an inquiry from a parent about the 
issue of visitation. The connection 
in people’s minds is understand­
able. In many instances, a parent 
who is following the court order to 
pay financial and medical support 
complains of being denied visita­
tion with the child.

“I ’m doing my part,” the non­
custodial parent tells us. “It isn’t 
fair that the other parent keeps me 
from seeing my child.”

I understand that parents are 
frustrated, and I firmly believe 
both parents should honor court- 
ordered obligations regarding their 
children. Financial support is criti­
cal to a child’s well-being, but so is 
the child’s right to know and have a 
relationship with both parents.

We offen are asked to provide 
legal assistance to parents who are 
being denied contact with children 
for whom they are paying child 
support. The parent without cus­
tody points out that we are quick

to enforce the order to pay support. 
Why won’t we enforce the visita­
tion order?

Under Texas law, child support 
and visitation are independent 
issues. However, child support 
orders in Texas must contain pro­
visions regarding conservatorship, 
possession, and access. That is 
why every order addresses visita­
tion between the children and the

parent who pays child support.
The Child Support Division of 

my office does not handle custody 
or visitation disputes. The child 
support program receives a sig­
nificant number o f federal dollars 
for specific child support activities 
and cannot be used for custody and 
visitation matters.

However, my office is commit­
ted to helping parents without cus­
tody maintain meaningful relation­
ships with their children. We look 
for other ways to help children 
and parents who are experiencing 
custody or visitation problems.

For in stance, th is year, l l  
organizations across Texas re ­
ceived federally funded grants 
administered by my office. The 
awards fund services that help 
unmarried parents work together 
to parent their children. Several 
notable programs to serve fami­
lies include:

• The Bexar County Domestic 
Relations Office helps parents with 
child support cases resolve custody 
and visitation disputes.

Growing Up Country
Arlon Anderson was born and 

raised on a farm west of Sulphur 
Springs during the 1930’s when 
times were tough. Money was in 
short supply.

There was no electricity, no in­
door plumbing, they cut firewood 
for the cook stove and got water the 
best way they could.

“We were poor but didn’t know 
it because everybody else was poor, 
too.

I ’m convinced that m aterial 
possessions and money are not the 
entire keys to happiness because 
we were happy. At night we played 
checkers, dom inoes and a card 
game called old Maid. We sang 
and played guitar and fiddle. We 
parched peanuts for snacks:”

Arlon had a dozen brothers and 
sisters. “We had a huge table with 
benches. Papa sat at one end, Mama 
at the other and us kids sat on those 
benches. Mama made some of the 
best biscuits. We ate fresh veg­
etables from the garden. Whenever 
we’d have some meat, like chicken, 
sausage or bacon, she made deli­
cious gravy to go with it. She was 
real good on that wood-burning
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cook stove. She really knew how to
maintain an even heat.

“O ur house w asn’t insulated  
very well and fireplace didn’t put 
out much heat. It sort of inhaled the 
wood we put in there. We’d keep 
circling around the fireplace, taking 
turns standing in front of it to stay 
warm. The house was really hot in 
the summer. We had heating and 
air conditioning both, but they were 
just reversed. We’d have heat in the 
summer and cold in the winter.

“We had 2 bedrooms. One was 
in the living room where Mama 
and Papa slept with some of the 
little kids. Kids slept a lot on pal­
lets then.

We’d visit with kinfolks, go over 
there in a wagon and they’d just 
throw some quilts on the floor for 
the kids to sleep on. We did fine.

We took a bath once a week

whether we needed it or not. It 
was in a galvanized washtub. You 
heated some water in a kettle on 
the cook stove and poured it in. 
And more than one person used the 
same water.

“We shelled corn for the chick­
ens, horses and mules, then took it 
to a grist mill in Brashear. They’d 
grind it. We didn’t have any money, 
so this guy took a toll out. He kept 
part of it for the grinding. We’d take 
back a sack of corn meal and make 
cornbread. J loved cornbread and 
milk mixed in a ja r  or glass.” 

Loading up the wagon and going 
to town on Saturday was a big event. 
They’d walk around the square and 
talk to people and go to the movie 
for a dime. When they wore out 
their clothes, they were really worn 
out. There was a saying about that 
era: Use it up, wear it out. Make it 
do or do without

Arlon has kept up with his music. 
He plays banjo with some local 
groups and has made a CD. He 
spent 30 years with the Post Office, 
then retired. He lives in a substan­
tial home and has been to Europe 
a few times.

Legislature 
adjourns 
with mission 
unaccomplished

AUSTIN —  Attempts to upgrade 
the funding o f public education and 
simultaneously bring tax relief failed 
ye t ag a in , as 
m o n t h - l o n g  
special session 
II o f the 79th 
Texas L egisla­
ture ended.

After House 
and Senate gav­
els signaled ad­
journment sine 
die on Aug. 19, 
in the minds of some the only thing 
m issing around the Capitol was a 
sound resem bling  the release  o f 
air from a birthday balloon. Others 
thought no legislation is better than 
bad legislation.

During the regular session that end­
ed May 30 and the following special 
sessions, House and Senate majorities, 
in effect, conceded they could not act 
without hurting people who sent them 
to Austin in the first place.

Lawmakers could have knocked 
down property tax levies, but not with­
out closing franchise tax loopholes, not 
without raising cigarette and alcohol 
taxes, and not without hurting their 
friends in the oil business, among oth­
ers. Some lawmakers even suggested 
legalizing Las

Vegas-style video lottery terminals 
to generate revenue. But that was a
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no-go.
No —  not even mounting pressure 

from a governor who is seeking reelec­
tion that would put him in that high 
office for an unprecedented 10 years 

—  could make House members wrench 
loose their dug-in rowels.

Maybe not individually, but col­
lectively, lawmakers saw that doing #  
nothing turned out to be the best way 
for them to go, especially in light of 
a lawsuit by poorer school districts 
heard by Travis County District Judge 
John Dietz.

In August 2004, Dietz ruled that 
current state laws violate the Texas 
Constitution by taking away school 
d istric ts’ m eaningful discretion in 
setting local property tax rates and 
through unfair funding formulas mak- j j  
ing the cost o f funding an adequate 
education beyond the means o f poorer 
school districts. On Nov. 30, 2004, 
Dietz gave the Legislature until Oct.
1, 2005, to address his legal conclu­
sions.

The state appealed Dietz’s ruling 
and oral arguments were heard by the 
Texas Supreme Court on July 6. A rul-_ 
ing on the state’s appeal could come 
any day. *

House Speaker Tom Craddick re­
sisted the passage of slap-dash fixes to 
these enormous problems. He has been 
content to wait for the Texas Supreme 
Court to hand down what he hopes will 
be a template for the Legislature to use 
to satisfy the state constitution.

It is anyone’s guess how such a 
tem plate might look in regards to 
caps on Robin Hood contributions by 
wealthy school districts, increases in 
teacher pay and benefits, and dollars 
spent per pupil on actual classroom 
instruction that has nothing to do with 
the time-consuming Texas Assessment 
o f Knowledge and Skills exam.

Suppose the Supreme Court rules. 
The governor may be moved to call 
another special session if so directed by 
the court. Lawmakers could find them­
selves back in Austin fairly soon.

The Schleicher County Hospi­
tal Board of Trustees met Monday 
evening August 22, 2005, and dis­
cussed the increase in business for 
the hospital and the nursing home.

A new Laboratory Technician, 
Mr. Edwin Garrison, was hired on.

NURSING HOME

Hospital where he has worked 11 
years.

In the ongoing search for ways 
to keep costs down and hospital 
facilities open, the board talked 
with Andy Freeman and Mike Ea­
sley of Preferred Management. Mr. 
Freeman presented a proposal that 
would split the management of the 
hospital and nursing home. This 
plan would lease the hospital and 
clinic to Preferred Management 
and leave the day to day opera­
tions for the nursing home to the 
board of trustees.

Ultimately, the board asked 
Freeman to prepare a formal pro­
posal for their consideration at a 
future meeting.

Monday night’s meeting was

the board’s regular monthly ses­
sion and was called to order by 
board president Randy M ankin. 
Trustees on hand for the m eet­
ing included Jim M artin, Susie 
Richters, Dr. Jim Bob Brame and 
J.D. Doyle. Trustee Ricky Fuessel 
was absent.

Also on hand were hospital 
administrator Sharon Dietz, assis­
tant administrator Beverly Minor, 
Andy Freeman and Mike Easely.

Am ong other business, the 
tru stees voted to approve the 
minutes of the previous meeting 
and discussed the rising number 
of residents in the nursing home. 
They also discussed steps that have 
been taken to upgrade the hospital 
laboratory.

The board then reviewed and 
approved the district’s financial re­
cords and okayed the purchase of a 
new “coagulating machine” for the 
laboratory. They also authorized 
the write off of $12,296.06 in bad 
debt for the month of July.

Before adjourning, the trust­
ees reviewed a preliminary b u d -^  
get that w ould p rov ide  m ore 
money for the facility while at the 
same time lowering the tax rate 
by some two cents. W hile they 
could not officially vote on the 
budget, the board did ask that a 
special budget meeting be called 
for noon on Thursday, Sept. 1. 
2005, at which time they will take 
up the issue and consider setting 
a tax rate for 2006. 4

• The Child Crisis Center of 
El Paso provides a neutral setting 
for parents to exchange and visit 
their children.

• The Place in Wichita Falls 
provides educational seminars 
that help divorcing parents put

^  aside personal differences for the 
good of their children.

• Recently, a federal grant was 
awarded for a project in Harris 
County to help parents when lack 
of child access and regular visita­
tion are key complaints.

Another alternative to resolv­
ing custody and visitation dif­
ferences is mediation. Contact 
your local domestic relations or 
dispute resolution center for as­

sistance. In cases where custody 
and visitation are contested, it is 
sometimes necessary for each par­
ent to hire a private attorney.

I am thankful for the many par­
ents who make their child support 
payments each month. I also would 
like to commend all of the mothers 
and fathers who work together to 
care for their children. Involvement 
from both parents is needed for 
children to thrive.

POINTS TO REMEMBER
Child Visitation for Parents
• The Office of the Attorney Gen­

eral establishes and enforces court 
orders for the payment o f child 
support but does not intervene in 
visitation disputes.

• Under the law, child support 
and visitation are separate, inde­
pendent issues. A parent cannot 
refuse to pay child support because 
the other parent is refusing visita­
tion, and vice versa.

• The Attorney General’s Office 
partners with local organizations 
that help parents with custody and 
visitation issues.

• You may be able to resolve 
your visitation dispute through 
mediation. Contact your local do­
mestic relations or dispute resolu­
tion center.

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New laws take effect Sept. 1
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neighborhood electric vehicles 
and motor assisted scooters and 
allows municipalities to regulate 
the use of motor assisted scooters 
on roadways and sidewalks.

SB 1257 disqualifies a person 
from operating a commercial mo­
tor vehicle if  the person’s driving 
is determined to constitute an im­
minent hazard.

HB 754 allows fines up to $500 
for violating the laws for transport­
ing loose material in commercial 
vehicles.

SB 1258 specifies that an origi­
nal commercial driver license or 
commercial driver learner’s per­
mit expires in five years instead 
of six years.

HB 87 allows cities to lower 
residential speed limits from 30 
mph to 25 mph in certa in  in ­
stances. This bill took effect im­
mediately.

HB 2257 allows the TxDOT 
commission to establish a day­
time speed limit of 80 miles per 
hour on I-10 or 1-20 in Crockett, 
Culberson, Hudspeth, Jeff Davis, 
Kerr, K im ble, Pecos, Reeves, 
Sutton or Ward counties. I f  estab­
lished, this speed does not apply 
to truck tractors, trailers, semi 
trailers, or trucks, other than light 
trucks and light trucks pulling a

trailer. This bill took effect im­
mediately.

SB 1670 requires the Depart­
ment o f Insurance, in conjunction 
with TxDOT and other agencies, 
to establish a verification program 
for vehicle insurance in order to 
try and reduce the number of un­
insured drivers.

HB 120 creates an organ donor 
education and registry program. 
Eventually, Texans will be able to 
indicate their wish to become an 
organ donor when they are issued 
or renew their driver license or 
ID card.

SB 122 requires peace officers 
to report notification of ID theft to 
their employing agency. It provides 
penalties for the unauthorized use 
of personal information.

HB 699 increases the penalty 
for using someone else’s DL or ID 
card to a Class A misdemeanor. It 
also clarifies that use of a false ID 
by someone under 21 for purchase 
o f alcohol is a Class C m isde­
meanor.

HB 1239 makes DPS more 
involved with drug task forces 
operating in Texas, including any 
‘multi-county” drug task forces. 
(Effective August 1.)

HB 164 places restric tions 
on the sale of pseudoephedrine 
p roducts and allow s ch ild ren
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exposed to meth production to be 
removed from the home. (Effec­
tive August l.)

HB 867 eliminates mandatory 
newspaper notification for sex of­
fenders. Another provision deals 
with postcard notification for high- 
risk sex offenders. DPS is now 
required to send the postcards to 
all addresses within the distribu­
tion area, except post office boxes. 
Prior law specified residential ad­
dresses only.

HB 1068 creates an indepen­
dent com m ission  w ith  in v es­
tigational oversight involving 
complaints against DNA crime 
labs in the state. It also requires 
DNA sampling from some 60,000 
current Texas prison inmates who 
do not have DNA profiles in the 
CODIS (Combined DNA Index 
System) database.

HB 823 describes the condi­
tions under which a person will be 
presumed to be “traveling” for the 
first time. It applies to people who 
have a handgun in their vehicle but 
do not have a concealed handgun 
license (CHL). It also places the 
burden of proof on prosecutors to 
prove the driver was “not travel­
ing.”

HB 225 extends the renewal 
time for a CHL from four to five 
years, which will reduce the aver­
age annual cost of a license.

HB 322 lowers the age require­
ment for active duty or retired 
members of the military applying 
for a CHL from 21 years of age to 
18, and reduces the original license 
fee and any renewal fees for active 
duty members of the armed forces 
by 50 percent.

HB 1038 reduces CHL renewal 
fees by 50 percent for anyone over 
60 years of age.

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Unemployment rate continues to decline 
as Texas employers add more jobs

AUSTIN —  The July unem ­
ployment rate of 5.0 percent repre­
sented a one-tenth of a percentage 
point decrease from the June rate 
of 5.1 percent and fell significantly 
from July 2004 when the unem­
ployment rate was 6.1 percent. 
Seasonally Adjusted Nonagricul- 
tural Employment in Texas grew 
by 12,600 jobs in July with job 
growth in eight of nine industry 
sectors. Texas employers have 
added 100,000 jobs over the year 
for an annual growth rate of 1.1 
percent.

“Texas continues to create jobs 
as our economy expands,” said 
Texas W orkforce Com m ission 
(TWC) Chair Diane Rath. “With 
more than 10.6 million working, 
it’s encouraging to note that more 
Texans are employed than ever

before.”
Manufacturing added jobs for 

the fourth time this year, posting 
a gain of 3,300 jobs in July. This 
was the largest month-over-month 
increase since April 1998. July 
job growth in the Leisure & Hos­
pitality sector increased by 2,900 
positions over June. Trade, Trans­
portation & Utilities also showed 
a significant increase over June 
figures, adding 2,200 jobs in July.

Over the year, virtually every 
industry sector showed job growth. 
Education & Health Services had 
the highest annual growth rate of 
any sector at 2.2 percent with the 
addition of 25,500 jobs since July 
2004. Construction gained 9,100 
jobs, representing a 1.7 percent in­
crease over the year. Employment 
in Natural Resources & Mining

recorded a 2.0 percent annual 
growth rate, adding 3,000 jobs. ^  

“The Texas business outlook 
continues to be robust,” said TWC 
Commissioner Representing Em­
ployers Ron Lehman. “With eight 
of nine industry sectors adding 
jobs in the last year, employers are 
responding to increased demand 
for products and services.”

“I am glad to see the ranks 
o f the unemployed continue to 
dec line ,” said TWC C om m is­
sioner Representing Labor Ronny ■ 
Congleton. “Job gains over the 
month and over the year are both 
positive signs as well.”

Initial claims for unemploy­
ment compensation in July 2005 
were 69,784, down 15.2 percent 
from July 2004 and 26.4 percent 
from July 2003.
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
