Temple walls soar upward at YFZ

Less than a week after workers at the
YFZ Ranch finished pouring concrete
basement walls, structural steel was go-
ing up to support the ground floor and
upper floors of a large building many
believe will serve as the first-ever temple
of the Fundamentalist Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter Day Saints.

The FLDS Church existed for de-
cades in relative obscurity in the tiny
community of Short Creek, on the Utah/
Arizona border where its members held
firm to their fundamentalist Mormon
belief in plural marriage, or polygamy.
The community grew over time and
evolved into the twin cities of Colorado

~ City, AZ and Hildale, UT with a joint

population of approximately 10,000
people, the vast majority of whom are
FLDS members.

In recent years, the group has come
under increased scrutiny, both from the
news media and anti-polygamy activists.
Together the two groups have prodded
the once reluctant governments of Utah
and Arizona into action. A series of
criminal investigations, coupled with
civil lawsuits brought by former church
members against the FLDS leadership,
sent the church and its reclusive prophet,
Warren Jeffs, looking for a place to
relocate.

With the purchase of a 1,971 acre

ranch some four miles outside of
Eldorado last year by YFZ Land L.L.C,,
a Utah based company headed by FLDS
member and Jeffs confidant David All-
red, the church seems to have found its
New Zion.

Throughout the ensuing year, con-
struction proceeded rapidly on a series
of nine residential buildings, the larg-
est of which measures approximately
29,000 square feet, a large meeting hall
or school, a commissary and a series of
barns and shop buildings.

About three months ago, construc-
tion of a massive foundation just west
of the YFZ residential area gave many
FLDS observers their first hint that the
church was planning to build a temple.
Soon, rock was being quarried nearby
and a stone cutting mill was erected
adjacent to the temple site.

On January 1 of this year, Jon
Krakauer, author of “Under the Banner
of Heaven, a Story of Violent Faith,”

overflew the YFZ Ranch and photo-’

graphed what he believed to be a dedica-
tion ceremony at the temple foundation.
Less than three weeks later, a 16-18 ft.
deep basement with 4-foot thick walls

has been constructed and structural |

steel is reaching skyward to support the
building’s upper floors.
Work was progressing Monday on

the building’s ground floor and an up-
per deck believed to be the 1st floor
mezzanine. FLDS-watchers, including
some who have been excommunicated
from the group but who still reside in
the C-City/Hildale area, say that Prophet
Warren Jeffs has always been fond of
the original Latter Day Saints temple in
Nauvoo, IL, and they speculate he will
try to replicate the structure here.

While the building’s overall foot-
print roughly approximates that of the
original Nauvoo Temple, some differ-
ences are already apparent, including
the position and number of windows
opening into the basement. Also, the
original Nauvoo temple was supported
by massive timbers where the builders
at the YFZ Ranch are making good use
of steel beams. Details of the Nauvoo
Temple are available on the Internet at:

The page may also
be accessed by logging onto the Success
website and following the YFZ Ranch
link.

As has been the case since this story
first broke, neither the Prophet Warren
Jeffs or any of his close followers are
willing to comment. The Success con-
tinues to seek input from Jeffs on this
story, or any other involving him, the
FLDS Church or the YFZ Ranch.

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Schools for Prisoners

Kerry Birdwell didn’t know
that prisons had schools until he
was asked to teach in one. ‘“Now
probably 90 or 95 prisons in
the state have schools in them,”
says Kerry, who is now assistant
principal of the middle school in
Sweetwater. He spent ten years
teaching inmates at several prisons
in the state.

“The prison system was pretty
interesting, [’ll say that,” says
Kerry. :

“The majority of what they do
is GED prep. They also have a lot
of vocational programs and life
skills classes.”

Twice a year the prison system
has graduation ceremonies.

“Different speakers come in
and they do the prison school
graduation just like a high school
graduation ceremony.”

I asked Kerry if the inmates
seemed to be proud of their ac-
complishments.

“Very much so. That was one
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thing that was very fulfilling
working in the prison system. A
lot of them would come right out
and tell you. -

They’d be 35 years old and
they’d get their GED and they
would tell me it was the first thing
they had.really stuck with and ac-
complished in their entire life. It
meant a lot to them. Their families
would come to the graduation. It
was a neat experience.”

Education is considered part of
rehabilitation.

“The school has very strict
guidelines to get in. They have to
do with the time you’re going to
be released and how you’ve acted
since you’ve been in prison. If
you’ve had lots of problems, you're
not going to be allowed in school.
And once you get in, the school is
very strict on what it will tolerate
and what it won’t. The schools I
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41. Harder to find

was involved with tolerated very
little because we had a waiting list
of people who wanted to get in. If
you didn’t want to be there they
would simply remove you from
the class and put someone else in
who wanted to be there.”

Kerry says the school’s class-
rooms are air-conditioned. The
prisoners’ living conditions are
not. “That makes school a big
incentive.” v

Some of the prisoners have no
education at all.

“There was a lot of them who
came in there and did not know
the alphabet, didn’t know how to
read, didn’t recognize many of
the numbers. And believe it or
not, I saw people who came into
prison like that and go ahead and
get their GED. That’s what it’s
all about.”

The student prisoners have no
homework. “For security pur-
poses, the prison administration
did not want them transporting
anything from school back to their
cells. That would be an excellent
chance for them to move things
they’re not supposed to have. The
school had everything right there
for them.”

State takes in extra $6.4 billion in revenue

AUSTIN — Most of the state’s
political movers and shakers will
be in Washington this week' for
President Bush’s second inau-
guration, but before they started
packing the governor exhorted
the Legislature to “go get the job
done,” the lieutenant governor laid
out a school finance plan and the
comptroller announced how much
revenue the state is likely to have.

When the 79th Legislature
convened last Tuesday, Gov. Rick
Perry told the Senate he has “great
optimism” for the session. He fol-
lowed that with a speech to the
House in which he recalled the
beginning of his political career 20
years ago as a representative.

Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst out-
lined Senate Bill 2, a 23-point school
finance plan he said each member of
the upper chamber supported. The
plan calls for a local school property
tax cut of up to 33 percent and higher
teacher salaries. The bulk of the new
money would come from revamping
the state’s franchise tax.

Trooper Nunez tracks alleged
credit card thief to Mertzon

Something told DPS Trooper
Danny Nunez that things didn’t
add up after he spotted a woman
in a rented Chevy Tahoe driving
slowly through an Eldorado neigh-
borhood: He said that as soon as
he met the Tahoe and made eye
contact with the female driver she
quickly turned and drove away
from the area. :

“I could tell by the look she gave
me that something was up,” Nunez
said. That’s when he decided to
follow the woman. But the suspi-
cious driver was determined to
lose the trooper, and she nearly did,
but Nunez found the Tahoe parked
at the Shell Star Stop. :

Moments later, while Nunez
was involved with a traffic stop
nearby, he saw the lady leave the
convenience store and drive south
on Divide. When he couldn’t catch
up with the Tahoe, Nunez said he
concluded the woman had turned
on F.M. 915, and was heading to-
ward Mertzon.

A call to the Irion County
Sheriff’s Department soon had
officers in that county on the look
out for the vehicle. About that time
word reached Nunez that things
were being reported missing in
Eldorado. Among those things was
a brief case, check book and credit
cards belonging to Schleicher
County Extension Agent Scott
Edmonson.

When the woman was ap-
proached by officers in Mertzon
she told them that she had locked
her keys in her car, but didn’t want
their help in opening it. When
Trooper Nunez arrived a few min-
utes later, he found the lady sitting
on a curb near her vehicle and

noticed that she was trying to hide 104 Griffin got some help from McKenzie

That something turned out to be
Edmonson’s missing credit cards.
Marie Delaurier, 31, of San
Angelo, was taken into custody
and transported back to Eldorado
where she was booked into the
Schleicher County Jail.

Also found in Delaurier’s pos-
session was one of Edmonson’s
personal checks, made out to a ficti-
tious name, in the amount of $400.
A subsequent search of the woman’s
Tahoe uncovered several other items
that had been reported missing in
Eldorado and Sonora. There were
also two pistols and a rifie.

Ms. Delaurier reportedly faces
ten felony counts for theft and
forgery, and could be facing federal
charges on the firearms possession
since she was out of jail on proba-
tion at the time of her arrest.

Nunez credits the assistance
of Schleicher and Irion County
Sheriff’s Departments with their
help in this case.

Lawmen wait for bus, arrest
Del Rio man on drug charge

Information developed by
Sheriff’s deputies and DPS troop-
ers from Schleicher and Sutton
counties led to the arrest last
Saturday of a suspected drug traf-
ficker in San Angelo.

According to investigators,
the information was turned over
to the Rio Concho Multi-Agency
Drug Task Force which enlisted
the help of the San Angelo Police
Department.

Whe it arrived, police appren-

The officers
reportedly found two pounds of
crystal methamphetamine hidden
in the man’s pants.

Padilla was arrested and charged
with possession of a controlled
substance with intent to deliver,
a first degree felony in Texas. If
convicted, Padilla could face a 99
years in prison and a $10,000 fine.
Street value of the seized narcotic
is reported in excess of $90,000.

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AUSTIN — Texas Comptroller
Carole Keeton Strayhorn announced
last week that the state collected
$1.35 billion in sales tax revenue in
December, up 8.3 percent compared
to December 2003.

“Our state’s great economic
engine is improving. We have
experienced 16 months of positive
sales tax growth,” Strayhorn said.
“In my biennial revenue estimate,
delivered this week to the 79th
Legislature, 1 predict sales tax
revenues will increase 4.1 percent
in fiscal year 2005, 3.6 percent in
2006 and 4.8 percent in 2007.”

Strayhorn sent cities, coun-
ties, transit systems and special

sales tax allocations 0of 2005. Janu-
ary payments to local governments
total $329.1 million, up 8.6 percent
compared to January 2004.

Comptroller Strayhorn sent
January sales tax allocations of
$223.1 million to Texas cities, up
9.4 percent compared to January
2004. Texas counties received
sales tax payments of $19.5 mil-
lion, up 11.6 percent compared to
last January.

Another $9.3 million went to
89 special purpose taxing districts
around the state, up 17.3 percent
compared to last January. Nine local
transit systems received $77 million
in sales tax allocations, up 4.6 per-

December state sales tax col-
lections and January allocations to
local governments represent sales
that occurred in November.

Locally, the City of Eldorado’s
rebate declined by 16.51 percent
as compared to the same month
last year. County-wide, however,
the numbers were up dramatically.
Schleicher County’s sales tax re-
bate was up-49.62 percent while
the Health Services Tax rebate
was up 50.3 percent. (See chart
below) The Health Services tax
is the fund used by the county to
provide revenue for the local am-
bulance service and other related
expenses.
