increases from $5 to $20.

Polygamous AZ cop failed

Sam Roundy, the former po-

—lice chief of Colorado City, AZ

told state officials recently that
he failed to report numerous
cases of sexual abuse to child
welfare authorities. Roundy, 50,
reportedly declined to admit
to practicing polygamy but did
acknowledge that he cohabitated
with his wife and two compan-
ions-with whom he had 21 chil-
dren.

Roundy’s admissions came as
part of an ongoing investigation
by the Arizona Peace Officer
Standards and Training Board
into the Colorado City police
department.

AZPOST officials say it is
likely Roundy will be decerti-
fied when the board next meets
on Oct. 19. ;

The state of Utah moved to
revoke Roundy’s peace officer
certification last year, at which
time he resigned as chief of
the department that polices the
twin communities of Hildale,
UT and Colorado City, AZ. The
two cities are actually one town
that straddles the Utah/Arizona
boarder.

Transcripts of Roundy’s inter-
view with AZPOST investigators
indicate that he admitted to not
reporting as many as 25 cases

- of sexual abuse to the proper

to report sex abuse cases

authorities. Among those was
the child molestation indictment
of David Leroy Steed, 22, of C-
City, AZ.

State law required Roundy to
report the incidents to Child and
Family Welfare officials.

Roundy told investigator Dan
Altenes that he didn’t realize he
was supposed to report the cases.

“Maybe I've been in Hicksville
too long and not looking out
at what’s coming in,” Roundy
stated. ;

Roundy further admitted to
investigators that while serving
as police chief he worked as a
volunteer security guard for lead- =
ers in the Fundamentalist Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter Day
Saints, a polygamous Mormon
sect headquartered in Colorado
City/Hildale.

The sect’s present leader,
Warren Jeffs, in Arizona on
state warrants for arranging and
performing marriages with un-
deraged girls. He is also wanted
on federal charges of unlawful
flight to avoid prosecution.

Many of Jeffs followers
moved to Schleicher County in
2004 where they are building
a massive white temple on the
YFZ Ranch, some 4 miles north-
northeast of Eldorado on County
Road 300.

Abetting North
Korea’s Nuclear
Ambition

Far from disarming North Korea,
“diplomacy” strengthens it.

The draft agreement to end the nuclear standoff
with North Korea is already being celebrated as a
triumph for “diplomacy.” President Bush has cau-
tiously lauded the new deal as “a step forward in
making this world a more secure place.” Under the
agreement, North Korea will receive economic aid,
free electricity, and guarantees against U.S. attack--
in return for signing the Nuclear Nonproliferation
Treaty and abandoning its suspected nuclear weapons
program. ;

But isn’t this exactly what the United States has
tried in the past?

In the early 1980s, alarmed at North Korea’s
construction of a nuclear reactor capable of yielding
weapons-grade material, America tried to induce the
North to sign the nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty.
By 1985, after much stonewalling, Pyongyang finally
agreed to ratify the treaty--but then demanded mili-
tary concessions in return for promising to forgo nu-
clear weapons. Rather than dismissing these demands

as extortion by a hostile nation, by 1992 the United

States had agreed to cancel its military exercises in
the area and to withdraw U.S. nuclear weapons sta-
tioned in South Korea; the South gave up its nuclear
program and also offered a non-aggression pact and
economic benefits. During this period, meanwhile,
the North, bolstered by guarantees of security and the

West’s willingness to swallow its lies, completed two ;

reactors capable of yielding weapons-grade fuel.

In 1993, after preventing required inspections of
its nuclear facilities, Pyongyang announced its inten-
tion to withdraw from the treaty. Our response? More

“diplomacy”--in the form of the “Agreed Framework,”
brokered in 1994. Under this scheme the North agreed
to freeze its plutonium program in exchange for two
light-water nuclear reactors (putatively for generating
electricity) and, until the reactors were operational,
500,000 metric tons of oil annually (nearly half its
annual needs). The United States, along with Japan
and South Korea, paid for these lavish gifts. The
agreement also provided for the lifting of trade

~and diplomatic restrictions, previously imposed as
penalties for North Korea’s aggression against its
neighbors. ;

This shameful deal openly rewarded the North--
already closer to acquiring nuclear weapons--for its
aggression and lies, and furnished it with the means
to become a worse threat. And indeed, by 2003--when
the North actually did withdraw from the treaty--it
was clear that Pyongyang had continued secretly to
develop weapons-capable nuclear technology.

The pattern is clear: the North threatens us, we
respond with negotiations, gifts and concessions, and
it reemerges with even greater belligerence.

Without economic aid, technical assistance and
protracted negotiations affording it time, it is unlikely
that the North--continually on the brink of economic
collapse--could have survived, let alone built the
fourth-largest army in the world. The North is be-
lieved to have sold long-range ballistic missiles to
Iran, Yemen, Pakistan and Syria. By some estimates,
North Korea already has the material to create eight

- nuclear bombs. As it doubtless will continue engaging
. in clandestine nuclear development, the North may
soon be wielding--and selling--nuclear weapons.

What made this cycle of appeasement possible--
and why do our political and intellectual leaders
insist that further “diplomacy” will work? Because
they cling to the fiction that North Korea shares the
basic goal of prosperity and peace. This fantasy un-
derlies the notion that the right mix of economic aid
and military concessions can dissuade North Korea
from its nuclear ambition. It evades the fact that the
North is a militant dictatorship that acquires and
maintains its power by force, looting the wealth of
its enslaved citizens and threatening to do the same
to its neighbors.

But this abstract fact, the advocates of “diplomacy”
believe, is dispensable; if we ignore it, then it ceases
to exist. Notice how, in preparing the way for renewed
talks, the Bush administration ceased describing
North Korea as part of an “axis of evil”--as if this
could alter its moral stature.

What the advocates of “diplomacy” believe, in
effect, is that pouring gasoline onto an inferno will
extinguish the fire--so long as we all agree that it.
will. Thus: if we. agree that North Korea is not a
hostile parasite, then it isn’t; if we pretend that this
dictatorship would rather feed its people than amass
weapons, then it would; if we shower it with loot, it
will stop threatening us. But the facts of North Korea’s
character and goals, like all facts, are impervious
to anyone’s wishful thinking. Years of rewarding a
petty dictatorship for its belligerent actions did not
disarm it, but helped it become a significant threat
to America.

There is only one solution: the United States
and its allies must abandon the suicidal policy of
appeasement.

As I write this, the eye of
Hurricane Rita is passing just
south of Key West Florida as the
storm churns westward toward a
predicted landfall on the Texas
gulf coast.

Ka-
trina proved to have a mind of her
own, much to the dismay of those

One newscaster said today that

he shuddered to think what would '

happen if Rita slammed into New
Orleans. Much of the city remains
submerged in the wake of Katrina.
The death toll, he said, would be
staggering.

This was the same guy who

several days ago was saying
Katrina’s death toll would eas-
ily exceed 100,000. I received a
press release from Task Force
Pelican moments ago and the list
confirmed fatalities from Katrina
totals 768. Please, don’t think that
I am down playing that number.
Each and every one represents a
human life that was snuffed out...
a family torn apart.

But the death toll from Ka-
trina has been far lower than
expected.

Yes, it would be horrible if
New Orleans were to be hit again.
Think for a minute, however, how
much worse it would be if Rita
were to slam into Houston as a
category 4 or 5 storm. ,

With the nation’s emergency
response system already stretched

to the breaking point, a direct
hit on Houston could be cata-
strophic.

Then there is the petrochemi-
cal industry. If you’re already con-
cerned about the price of gasoline,
let Rita tear up a few refineries
along the Houston Ship Channel
and see what happens.

We’re fairly insulated out here
in remote West Texas. Sure, there
is the occasional tornado and
the ever-present drought condi-
tions. Dirt storms, hail, flash
floods, range fires, rattlesnakes,
mosquitoes, grasshoppers...sort
of sounds like the ten plagues

_of Egypt, doesn’t it? Still, we’re
almost immune to hurricanes and
earthquakes. 5

'We ate not protected, though,
from the economic impact that
storms like Katrina and Rita can
bring. Our neighbors on the gulf
coast — and they are our neigh-
bors, no matter how many miles
may separate us — have taken
on the chin. It looks as if some of
them are about to answer the bell
for round two and climb back in
the ring with Hurricane Rita.
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Robert E. Howard was a literary giant

When I spoke at the Cross
Plains Chamber of Commerce
banquet last month, some friends
told .me if I came early I could
tour the Robert E. Howard house.
I had heard of Robert E. Howard
only as the creator of Conan the
Barbarian. I had no idea of his
significance or influence in the
world of supernatural and fantasy
literature.

Robert E. Howard grew up in
Cross Plains and sold his first story
to a pulp magazine when he was
17 years old. Soon he was making
a penny a word and turning out
enough stories to be making more
money than anyone else in Cross
Plains. He was earning more than
his father, who was a doctor.

He wrote westerns, boxing sto-
ries and poetry, but what he loved
most was to write about the fan-
tasy world he created in his mind.
Maps in the Howard house show
his imaginary empire, complete
with borders, rivers, mountains
and forests. They all had intrigu-
ing, almost biblical, names.

He wrote in a small room
adjoining his mother’s bedroom.
His sparse quarters had a table,

typewriter and a bed. He stayed
up all hours typing his stories and
reading them aloud. When neigh-
bors complained, Robert’s mother
told them to be quiet, that her son
was working.

Robert was extremely close to
his mother. When she was stricken
With pneumonia and given just a
day to live, Robert went to his car
and put a bullet through his brain.
He died in 1936 at the age of 30.

His books now sell for thou-
sands of dollars. They are printed
in 16 countries. Fans from all over
the world go to Cross Plains every
June for Barbarian Days, an event
that celebrates the life and work of
the creative genius. ;

The house where Robert grew
up became a rent house. Residents
of the house got tired of people
standing across the street taking
pictures of it and wanting to come

inside. When the house went on
the market, a local group called
Project Pride was formed to buy
it and turn it into a museum.
Manuscripts of some of Howard’s
writings are on display. Era Lee
Hanke took us through the house.
She says during Barbarian Days
people want to stand in Robert’s
room and touch the doorknobs and
other things that he touched. They
want to stand in the back yard and
have their picture made.

Arnold Swarzenegger got fa-
mous after making the movie,
CONAN. Rene Zellweger made
her screen debut in a movie called
THE WHOLE WIDE WORLD, a
movie about Robert’s romance
with a schoolteacher.

The first book collection of
Howard’s work was published in
1935 in Great Britain. The first
American collection of his stories
was published in 1946. His writ-
ings reached a wider audience in
the 60’s after J.R.R. Tolkien’s THE
HOBBIT and FELLOWSHIP OF
THE RING appeared in paper-
back. Howard’s fiction is now a
multi-million dollar business, with
readers all over the world.

The Texas Supreme Court contin®
ues to deliberate the constitutionality
of the way public education is funded
in the Lone Star State.

The high court’s deliberations be-
gan in early July, following testimony
from the Texas attorney general, ap-
pellant and attorneys for more than
300 school districts whose cases were
combined in the initial complaint heard
in the court of Travis County State
District Judge John Dietz. v

“The Texas Supreme Court consid-
ers this a matter of pressing public
concern,” said Osler McCarthy, the
court’s attorney and public informa-
tion officer.

But McCarthy said there is a legal
dispute over whether a deadline exists
for the Supreme Court to rule.

The attorney general believes the
state’s appeal of the trial court’s deci
sion supersedes Dietz’s Oct. 1 dead=
line for the state to act, but appellees
believe the state Supreme Court must
act in accordance with the deadline,
McCarthy said.

Regardless of whether a deadline to
act exists, the Texas Supreme Court’s
forthcoming decision is widely consid-
ered the key to solving school finance
reform and property tax reform.

The Texas Legislature failed to’
cure the prqoblems in one 140-day
regular session and two 30-day special
sessions following Dietz’s fall 2004
ruling. :

Meanwhile, Lt. Gov. David De-
whurst and House Speaker Tom Crad-
dick postponed a Sept. 21 meeting of
the Legislative Budget Board due to
the impact of Hurricane Katrina. The
LBB was to review budget execution
requests made by the governor during®

land Security grants. With that
the council voted unanimously to
approve the resolution.

Next, Jones put on his vol-
unteer firefighter hat and asked
why the council had cut the
fire department’s budget from
$10,400 to $5,200. Jones argued
that the firefighters try to spend
city funds wisely and then only
when absolutely necessary. He
noted that during his 31 years with
the department he had seen the

city’s contribution to the volunteer
service slowly reduced. Jones said
he felt the cut was unjustified, es-
pecially in light of other purchases
the city had chosen to make, in-
cluding light pollution hoods for
city street lights.

Mayor Nikolauk answered that
the city’s tax base is small when
compared to the county, adding
that the city is forced to raise its
funds through utility rates. He
reminded Jones that the city had
never denied the fire department

anything it asked for.

As for the hoods for the street
lights, Nikolauk said that the coun-
‘cil did not vote to spend any money
on the fixtures. City Secretary
Carolyn Mayo pointed out that the
money. for the light fixtures had
been included in the budget under
the “Miscellaneous” category.

The council then had the op-
portunity to address the question
of light hoods, since the item
appeared on the agenda as Light
Pollution Preventative Measures.

I had resolved
to enjoy all of this diversity without
criticism or question; however, I
realized I just couldn’t go through
New Year’s Day absent black-eyed
peas (without risking some body
part falling off due to bad luck.)

Anyway, I looked all day and
finally gave up, feeling I had no
choice but to tempt the fates for the
upcoming year. Later that evening,
however, I saw a commercial ad-
vertising a national grocery chain
about ten miles away that was open
24 hours a day. I hopped in the car
at 11:30 p.m., hoping beyond hope
[ would avoid the unspeakable hor-
rors that would befall me should I
not crack open a can of black-eyed
peas before midnight on the first
day of the year.

getting your message out suc-
cessfully can be a tricky matter!
Your advertising should say what
you really mean, and should mean
what you really say. For example:

» Don’t offend your audience’s
sensitivities. A testaurant chain
made a major advertising faux
pas when they advertised their
barbeque pork ribs by pouring
sauce over the back of live baby
piglet. The desired message was
lost in translation as even hard
core meat eaters don’t necessarily
like to see their supper smiling
back at them. Try explaining that
one to the kids!

* Don’t offend your audience’s
intelligence. “With a name like
Smuckers, it’s got to be good.” Me
is a college graduate and I does
have problems with them ones that
doesn’t even try to use the English.
Toyota’s slogan for the Matrix,
‘It’s something else,” confuses me.
What could it be?

e When in Rome... If you
are advertising your product in
several languages, such as in a
Spanish or English newspaper,

As I arrived at the grocery -

store’s front doors, a clerk was
locking up. I said, “You guys ad-
vertised that you are open 24 heurs
a day!” The clerk replied, “Well,
we are, but not in a row.” Dumb-
founded, I returned to the car with
the total conviction that this store
was to be held personally respon-
sible for whatever bad luck befell
me in the upcoming year! Whether
this store actually sold black-eyed
peas made no difference.... didn’t
then, doesn’t now... as I will never
shop with that chain again. You
can’t be frivolous with my can of
karma and get away with it.
Advertising is a key component
to any successful business. But

ensure the translation is correct.
Urban legends abound regarding
advertising gone wrong in foreign
languages. I know of two true ex-
amples of this problem. The “Got
Milk” campaign when translated
into Spanish was, “Tiene Leche?”
which was sometimes interpreted
as, “Are you lactating?” Also, I
was in a Chinese food restaurant
in Victoria, Texas that advertised
“duck with breasts of chicken.” My
dad ordered it just to see what it
looked like.

» Location, location, location...
If your customers are watching the
delivery guy for your restaurant
pull through your competitor’s
drive through window, you have
a problem. The message conveyed
to the public is that your own em-
ployees won’t eat your food. Ask
careful questions about where
your advertising will be placed
to avoid your company name and
logo popping up in places you did
not expect or desire.

Use common sense and good
taste in your advertising. Watch
out for mistakes, the possibility

for unintended interpretation, and
location of your advertising. Re-
member, getting the message out
there is half the battle. Taking care
to follow through on your adver-
tisements will win you the war. At
a minimum, make sure your staff
knows there are indeed 24 hours
in a day and that each hour oc-
curs immediately one behind the
other in succession. And if you’re
headed north for the holidays,
pack your black-eyed peas... it’s
a jungle up there.
