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' Local teachers get 2.34 percent pay

The SCISD board of trustees
® et Monday evening and approved
a 2.34 percent pay increase for
full-time teachers, librarians, coun-
selors and school nurses. The raise,
mandated by the state legislature, is
retroactive to the beginning of the
school year.

Likewise, all other school person-
nel, including administrators, class-
room aides, maintenance personnel

‘and janitors, received a 2.4 percent
increase.

The decision came after a brief
executive session and was passed
on a 4-0 vote with trustees Jo
Helen Kotsch, Kurtis Homer and Jan
Wanoreck abstaining.

A beginning teacher in Eldorado,
with no previous teaching experi-
ence, now makes $25,690.00. That’s
$1,450.00 above the state minimum.
A teacher with 20 years of experi-

. ence now makes $42,290.00 annu-
ally, some $1,490.00 above state
minimum. :

Monday night’s meeting was
the first of the year for the trust-
ees. It was called to order by board
president Jo Helen Kotsch with

trustees Jan Wanoreck, Berta Nich-
olson, Leanne Higgins, Eddie Albin,
Kurtis Homer and Lupe Sanchez
in attendance. Also present was
Superintendent George Blanch, as
were the three campus principals,
Bob Wanoreck, Kara Sue Garlitz
and Maela Edmonson, as well as
business manager Ray Ballew, high
school librarian Debbie Griffin,
maintenance director John Kotsch
and school nurse Susie Richters.

Among other business, the trust-
ees heard an update from Ms. Rich-
ters regarding health activities
within the school system. She out-
lined a series of health screenings
that are done and explained that
concerns about student health may
also come to her attention through
teacher referrals. Ms. Richters also
noted that a pre-kindergarten student
now enters school with a minimum
of 25 immunizations.

Ms. Richters then displayed
one of two automatic electronic de-
fribulators that the school recently
purchased. She noted that she hopes
to acquire two more of the devices
with grant money so that hey will be
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available on all campuses

Ms. Richters then presented an
short video concerning the child-
hood obesity epidemic in Texas. The
video noted that rates of childhood
obesity have doubled in the state in
the past twenty years with an esti-
mated cost of $95,000.00 per year
to every school.

Next, the school trustees reviewed
the school district’s report card, better
known as the Academic Excellence
Indicator System (AEIS) report. Each
of the three campus principals re-
viewed their school’s performance on
the report, followed by Supt. George
Blanch who reviewed the district’s
overall performance. He noted that
SCISD spent $8,976.00 per student
last year. That compares to the
$8,916.00 statewide average.

The AEIS report listed Eldorado
Middle School and Eldorado High
School as “Academically Accept-
able” while Eldorado Elementary
received a “Recognized” listing.

The board then heard from local

City council continues to consider
ordinances governing mobile homes

The Eldorado City Council opened
Monday evening’s meeting with a public
hearing regarding a proposed amendment to
city utility ordinance #105-06. The amend-
ment would disallow multiple residences
and businesses from using a single water
or gas meter for mobile homes, manufac-
tured homes, modular and site built homes
and provides penalties for violations of the
ordinance.

Mayor Pro Tem Tommy Minor called
the meeting to ordered and welcomed two
members from the public, Darrell Sellers
and Pearl Vinlove who were present for
the public hearing portion of the meeting.
Neither addressed the council, however.’
Council members present were Toni Sud-
duth, Dora Bosmans, Tommy Minor, Rich-
ard Mendez and Juaquin Rojas. Mayor John
Nikolauk and Councilman Bill McCutcheon
were not present.

City Secretary Carolyn Mayo started the
regular portion of the meeting by going over
Ordinance #101-06 which is an amendment
specifying criteria to obtain city services for
either mobile/manufactured/modular homes
or new site built structures.

Council woman Toni Sudduth questioned
a portion of the ordinance that prohibits per-

mits from being issued for mobile homes
or manufactured homes/buildings more
than 10 years old. The council discussed
the age restriction and decided to have that
restriction waived with council approval.
Also, the clause that “grandfathers” existing
homes will be rewritten to be more specific
as to which homes or businesses will be
grandfathered. The council then table the
discussion of the ordinance and instructed
Carolyn Mayo to rewrite and update por-
tions of the ordinance for final reading at
the next council meeting in February.

Ms. Mayo then distributed a proposed
zoning map for council members to look
over. Currently there are no zoning rules
for Eldorado.

Toni Sudduth noted that abandoned
vehicles and other problems have become
more evident since the city has been without
a code enforcement officer. Carolyn Mayo
told the council there have been two indi-
viduals interested in the code enforcement
position, but no one has been appointed
yet.

City Superintendent Floyd Fay updated
the council problems with the city’s trash
trucks. Fay reported both trucks have

~ The unemployment rate is at a level that at one

time would have been cause for universal celebra-
tion — just 5 percent — and according to JeffreyM.
Lacker, president of the Federal Reserve Bank of
Richmond (Va.), employment continues to grow
at a “healthy pace.” All of this comes on top of
low inflation and extraordinarily high productivity
gains. Heritage Foundation economist Tim Kane
calculates, putting all the key factors together, that
economically, 2005 is one of the best five years out
of the past 25.

Bush can’t get all the credit for a fortuitous turn
in the business cycle. (Although President Clinton
isomehow managed to claim personal responsibility

for every tick up in GDP and every tick down in
the unemployment rate.) It’s the amazing resiliency,
and endless capacity for innovation, of the Ameri-
can economy itself that is responsible for the latest
spurt in growth.

As a report of the Joint Economic Com-
mittee of Congress explained, consumer spending
never stopped growing in the 2001 recession.

Bush’s 2003 tax cuts on dividends and capital
gains were meant to recharge that particular engine
in the economy, and they did. According to Kane,
investment has grown at a rate of 9.2 percent since
those tax cuts, higher than the average of 6 percent
of the past two decades.

No matter. In the Bush economy, the press spe-
cializes in making people feel badly about doing
well. The coverage in coming weeks will surely
obsess about high home- heating bills. Since no
economy can achieve a state of Zen perfection,
when spring comes, there will be something else
to be discouraged about, perhaps the softening
housing market. Recent business surveys show
companies are planning to increase hiring in 2006.
That’s a sign the vigorous economy is set to roll on
into 2006, appreciated or not.

tion in the amount of $2,913.13 for
the upgrade of the county library
circulation system. If the grant is
awarded the county library would
move to a web-based system that
allows library patrons to use a
personal computer to see if a book
is available to check out.

At the conclusion of the

2006 is already a bad year for wildfires.

State Forester and Director
of the Texas Forest Service, Jim
Hull, says this winter’s fire season
is the worst he’s seen in nearly
ten years since he became state
forester in 1996. He is urging
Texans to remain on their guard
against any actions that could
result in additional wildfires in

_the state.

In the first five days of 2006,
191,806 acres have burned in
Texas, which are more acres than

all of 2005. While local fire de-
partments are the first responders
to wildfires in Texas, if the size of
a fire or conditions — such as the
recent drought and high winds and
low relative humidity — exceeds lo-
cal control, additional Texas Forest
Service crews and equipment are
called upon to help.

“Current fire threat conditions are
so extreme that almost any wildfire
has the potential to exceed local
control at this point,” said Hull.

Today, 156 Texas Forest Ser-
vice personnel are assigned to
the fires, with another 279 out-of-
state firefighters from 34 states
working under the direction of
the agency. Supplementing the
personnel are 19 helicopters, four
tankers, 14 air tactical aircraft,
82 dozers and 28 fire engines.
In addition to those working di-
rectly on the fives, personnel and
equipment are¢ pre-positioned
in areas that the state’s fire be-

havior analysts have predicted
to be in an extreme fire danger
situation.

“We are here to protect Texans
and their property,” said Hull.
“And we need all Texans’ help
in guarding our state against the
devastation of these fires.” :
