Feds file second felony flight 
charge against Warren Jeffs
No end in sight for prophet’s legal and financial woes

Warren Jeffs, the reclusive leader of a polygamous 
sect of Mormons from the Utah/Arizona borderland, 
was charged by federal authorities in Utah last week 
with a second count of felony flight to avoid pros­
ecution. The charge, signed by a federal magistrate, 
accuses Jeffs of fleeing Utah in January of this year 
to avoid prosecution on state charges of felony rape 
as an accomplice.

The federal charge is similar to one obtained 
last year after Jeffs refused to appear and face state 
charges in Arizona. It gives authorities one more 
reason to hold Jeffs in custody, if and when he is 
apprehended.

The latest federal charge comes as authorities in 
Utah and Arizona continue to ratchet up the pressure 
on Jeffs and his polygamous church.

AZ grand jury issues more FLDS subpoenas
Word came last week that an Arizona grand jury 

has issued subpoenas to several businesses connected 
to Warren Jeffs’ Fundamentalist Church of Jesus 
Christ of Latter Day Saints. School officials in the 
twin border towns of Hildale, UT and Colorado City, 
AZ, were also targeted with subpoenas.

The news of the normally secret grand jury 
proceedings came to light the Arizona Attorney 
General’s Office filed papers in Salt Lake City’s 3rd 
District Court, asking Utah authorities to help serve

the subpoenas.
One subject of the subpoenas is reported to be Jef­

frey P. Jessop, former financial director of the Colo­
rado City Unified School District. The subpoenas 
demand the turn over of any “financial documents, 
invoices, tax forms, contracts or correspondence” 
involving Jessop between 2000 and 2005.

Sources tell The Success that Jeffrey P. Jessop has 
yet to be located so that he might be served.

Others businesses being served with subpoenas 
include Valley Transportation, Valley Truss, Steeds 
Inc., and the Corporation of the Presiding Bishop of 
the Fundamentalist Church of Latter Day Saints, the 
legal name of the FLDS church.

The Deseret Morning News reported in its April 
26 edition that Jody Wilkinson Acura, a Salt Lake 
City car dealership, was also being served. It is 
unclear what ties, if any, the dealership has to the 
FLDS church.

Seth Jeffs pleads guilty
Seth Jeffs, 33, the younger brother of fugitive 

FLDS prophet Warren Jeffs, pleaded guilty Monday 
in federal district court in Denver to helping hide 
his older sibling from authorities. But, the younger 
Jeffs, did not offer up any clues as to his brother’s 
whereabouts.

So it was that the wet and 
windy weather that plagued 
the Regional Track Meet in 
Abilene last Friday made those

H to be on your side.
Eldorado High School’s 

Rachel Joiner and Jeremy Uss­
ery found themselves battling 
for every elusive inch as they 
competed in their respective 
events. In Joiner’s case, the 
inches came out in her favor in 
the girls’ high jump, and she 
won the right to advance to the 
State Track Meet for the third 

Jm e  in as many years.
Ussery, however, came out

on the other end of the equa­
tion, ending up 19th in the boys’ 
high jump and finishing 6th, 
mere inches behind the win­
ners in the 800 Meter Run.

As if to emphasize how a 
slippery wet apron would im­
pact the outcome of the girls’ 
high jump, Rachel Joiner, 
who placed 1st in Conference 
AA, jumped only two inches 
higher than the five girls who 
tied for ninth place.

It was only a year ago that 
Joiner set the Region 1-AA re­
cord at 5 ft. 8 inches. This year 
she claimed the Regional crown 
with a jump of 5 ft. 2 inches.

“The weather was a big 
factor for us all,” Joiner said. 

“It’s hard to get up your speed, 
concentrate on your marks 
and keep your form through 
the jump when you have to 
deal with the rain and stand­
ing water.”

The foul weather brought

the meet to a stop several 
times throughout the day. In 
fact, when it came time for 
Joiner and Henrietta’s Allison 
Whitehead, who tied Joiner 
in height and misses, to settle 
things in a “jump o ff’ the girls 
were delayed by yet another 
band of rain.

While each of the girls 
was already assured of a trip 
to Austin, the meet champion 
had to be determined. In the 
end, Joiner cleared 5’3, beat­
ing Whitehead by an inch and 
claiming her third straight 
Regional title.

Interestingly, Joiner’s win­
ning height is listed by the 
UIL as 5 ft. 2 inches, since 
the “jump o ff’ only counted 
in determining who would 
take the gold.

Several of the boys high 
jumpers also struggled with 
the slippery apron, one even 
sliding under the bar and 
crashing into the wet mat. 
Ultimately, Jeremy Ussery 
would clear 5 ft. 6 inches, well 
short of the 6 ft. he cleared 
at the District 2-2A meet in 
Sonora. He finished in a five­
way tie for 19th place.

The 800 Meter Run was a 
different matter, though, and 
Ussery stepped up, qualify­
ing for the finals with a time 
of 2:04.40. Saturday’s finals 
were run on a drier, if some­
what slower track and Ussery 
crossed the line in 6th place 
with a time of 2:07.63, a re­
spectable finish in his second 
straight Regional Meet.

Rachel Joiner is slated to 
compete at the State Track 
Meet in Austin on Friday, May 
12 in Myers Stadium on the 
campus of The University of 
Texas. The event is scheduled 
to begin at 12:10 p.m.

Eldorado man attacked by rabid 
bobcat on Sutton County gas lease

Eldorado resident Ryan McKa, was attacked 
by a rabid bobcat on Monday, May 1, 2006, while 
completing a cementing job on a gas well in the 
Mayer lease west of Sonora. McKa, who is em­
ployed by Halliburton Services, explained that 
several workers had noticed the bobcat laying under 
some equipment near a dog house on the location. 
He said he walked near the bobcat but that it didn’t 
seem to notice him.

“I had my hammer ready in case it attacked,” McKa 
said.

Then, McKa says, as he began to hammer on 
some pipe, “I turned and the cat was approaching 
and jumped at me. I dropped my hammer, defending 
myself with my hands, grabbing the cat and throwing 
him to the ground.”

“The bobcat came right back and attacked me 
again,” McKa continued. “I threw him to the ground 
once again, fortunately one of my friends approached 
and threw a wrench at the cat.”

At that point, the bobcat finally returned to its 
hiding place.

Texas Game Warden Will Allison was called to 
investigate the attack. He arrived at the location and 
shot the cat with a .22 rifle. The bobcat was then 
taken to the Dr. Gene Gibbons of the Sonora Animal 
Hospital.

Dr. Gibbons said that the brain was probably too 
damaged by the bullet to be tested. He explained that 
the rabies virus dies quickly after the host animal 
dies.

The virus destroys brain cells in the middle of the 
brain and in the brain stem.

Both Allison and Dr. Gibbons agreed that only a 
rabid bobcat would be around a noisey rig location 
during daylight hours.

McKa was taken to the emergency room at the 
Lillian Hudspeth Memorial Hospital in Sonora where 
he was found to have been bitten three times on the 
arm and twice on the leg.

McKa will have now undergo a series of rabies 
shots over a 21-day period.
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An Oil 
Conspiracy 
So Vast

The cackling oil executives have returned. They 
are the-guys who sit around corporate boardrooms 
and decide how high the price of gas will be at the 
pump, rubbing their hands greedily and emitting 
squeals of Mephistophelean laughter all the while. 
These executives exist only in the imaginations of 
economic demagogues, but that doesn’t make them

seem any less real 
to Americans who 
are gripped by pe­
troleum paranoia 
every time they 
don’t like the price 
of gasoline.

How powerful 
and resourceful 
must be the cack­
ling executives? 

Boundlessly. Iranian president Mahmoud Ah- 
madinejad might strike most observers as deeply 
irrational, unworried about possibly prompting a 
nuclear exchange one day in the Middle East. But 
this interpretation misses the true measure of the 
man. Oil executives apparently have his ear: Why 
else would he do them such a huge favor by driving 
up world crude prices with his nuclear crisis?

Once you’re clued in to the alleged power of 
the cackling executives, their influence extends ev­
erywhere. With al-Qaida — its threat against Saudi 
Arabia keeps the world market good and jittery. With 
rebels in Nigeria — who maintain they are fighting 
for the rights of the Ijaw tribe in the Niger delta, but 
whose guerrilla war conveniently disrupts Nigerian 
oil production. With Chad — the corruptly governed 
African nation that is threatening to cut off its pro­
duction in a dispute with the World Bank.

This is all on the supply side of the price equa­
tion, but world demand matters, too. Chinese 
Premier Deng Xiaoping must have been just as 
concerned about Texaco’s profits as the economic 
well-being of his countrymen when he launched 
China’s market revolution 30 years ago. The result­
ing economic growth means that the country is 
slurping up ever more oil — and driving up world 
prices, in a benefit to you-know-who.

Then there’s the cackling executives’ most in­
spired manipulation of all — the change of seasons. 
Without winter turning to summer, there would be 
no need to make the shift over in seasonal blends 
of gasoline, with the inevitable pinch in supply that 
comes with it.

Of course, there is a less seductively simple 
explanation of rising gas prices than that a handful 
of oil executives have planned it. In a world market, 
prices will go up and go down, and the forces that 
play into those trends are large, complicated and 
mostly uncontrollable.

The! foolish conceit of our politics is that the oil 
market works only when prices go down. When 
the prices go up, it’s a scandal. So Speaker of the 
House Dennis Hastert and Majority Leader Bill 
Frist — showing either a dismaying attraction to 
the moronic or a desire to pretend to have such 
an attraction — have called on President Bush to 
investigate price gouging by the oil companies.

Maybe such an investigation will unravel a vast 
conspiracy of cackling executives, and the Federal 
Trade Commission will have to raid those corporate 
boardrooms to restore world crude-oil prices to 
their natural, low equilibrium. Such, at least, is the 
fevered dream of the petroleum paranoiacs.

Roswell is UFO City
We’ve passed through Roswell, 

New Mexico dozens of times, al­
ways in a hurry to get somewhere 
else. The other day on a trip to 
Ruidoso we had a little time and 
stopped in at Roswell’s UFO Mu­
seum and Research Center and vis­
ited with director Julie Shuster. .

She says the museum opened 
in 1992 to present both sides of 
the story about an extra-terrestrial 
craft that crashed north of Roswell 
in 1947 and the efforts by the mili­
tary to cover up the story. “We’re 
also here to present information 
on other UFO phenomena, since 
Roswell has become a household 
word in the UFO world.”

The museum keeps expanding. 
It’s now in its third location and 
a new building is being planned 
north of the present site. The mu­
seum averages 187,000 visitors 
a year. They come from all over 
the world.

“We have affidavits and signa­
tures of people who were directly 
involved with the UFO crash and 
documentation of the incident 
obtained by various researchers. 
We also have details about the 
military’s side of the story.”

The story was dormant until

the late 70’s when a researcher 
ran across the story and started 
following up on it.

On July 4,1947, about 11:50 
PM, Mac Brazel, who ranched 75 
miles north of Roswell, heard a 
loud noise. The next day he found 
some debris he couldn’t identify, 
so he took it to town and gave it 
to the sheriff.

The sheriff didn’t know what it 
was, thought it might be military, 
so he called Major Jeff Marcel, the 
base intelligence officer at Roswell 
Army Air Field who went to the site 
and had military trucks haul off 
the debris. On July 7, Lieutenant 
Walter Haut, the public informa­
tion officer, issued a press release 
saying the military had a flying 
saucer, which was flown to higher 
headquarters in Fort Worth. From 
Fort Worth, the military issued 
another press release saying it was 
a weather balloon. Military person­

nel and civilians involved were told 
not to talk about the incident.

There is speculation that bod­
ies were aboard the craft. Local 
undertaker Glenn Dennis was 
contacted by the military about 
the number of child size caskets 
he had in stock and when could 
he get more.

Dennis went into the base 
hospital but was escorted out of 
there with threats to his life. A 
nurse later drew a picture of what 
she saw on the examining table: a 
big-eyed alien.

Both a movie and a television 
series have been made about the 
Roswell incident. The city of 
Roswell has gone all out to keep 
the UFO motif alive. There are 
businesses with alien themes and 
city streetlights have alien eyes on 
them. The McDonalds in Roswell 
is shaped like a UFO. A big UFO 
festival is held annually around 
July 4, which draws huge crowds 
and leading UFO researchers. This 
year the 4-day festival starts on 
June 30 and will include an alien 
invasion and costume contest. Ju­
lie believes the story is true. Her 
father was the PIO Walter Haut.

AUSTIN — After nearly two de 

cades of attempts by lawmakers and 
judges to improve how Texas finances 
public education, big and widespread 
changes to the tax code seem increas 
ingly likely at midpoint in the 30-day 
special session.

F ive sep a ­
rate tax-reform­
ing bills sped 
through the full 
House on April 
24 and 27 and 
crossed over to 
the Senate.

Straightway 
on April 28, the 
15-member Sen­
ate Finance committee passed three ol 
those five pieces of legislation.

Votes were party-line, with Demo 
crats Judith Zaffirini of Laredo, John 
Whitmire of Houston, Royce West oi 
Dallas and Juan “Chuy” Hinojosa oi 
McAllen registering “nays” because 
they said, the legislation is too much 
about cutting taxes and not enough 
about educating children.

The five pieces of legislation
• House Bill 1, by Warren Chisum 

R-Pampa, taps the state’s budget sur 
plus to buy

down the school district mainte 
nance and operation property tax rate 
to what some feel is an acceptable 
$1.33 per $100 valuation. HB 1 has 
been labeled the “get out of Dodge- 
bill because it is a short-term fix that 
does not address long-term problems ^  
in the current system of taxation.

Supporters say HB 3 brings prop 
erty tax relief, broadens the base of 
businesses that must pay it, and gener 
ally lowers the tax rate for all taxable 
entities.

Opponents say the tax is an income 
tax in disguise, and it will shock busi 
ness owners by costing them more than 
the present taxing scheme. Such a tax 
they said, also would slow down com 
merce and cause businesses to close o ^ | 
leave Texas.

• HB 4, by David Swinford, R-Ama 
rillo, is the so-called liar’s affidavit bill 
that would force a buyer of a used car : 
to pay sales tax on the book value of 
the car. Senate Finance passed this bill “ 
and it is eligible for consideration by 
the full Senate.

• HB 5 by Peggy Hamric, R-Hous 
ton, increases the state sales tax on 
cigarettes by $ 1. If passed, the tax on$ 
a pack of cigarettes will be $1.41.

Background on special session
The main purpose of this [3rd] 

special session of the 79th Texas Leg 
islature is to cure the stamp of “un 
constitutional” placed on the state’s 
method of school district property 
taxation by the Texas Supreme Court 
last fall. ^

Isabella was born on the fam­
ily ranch in Eastern Schleicher 
County, Texas. She attended many 
schools in the county, including 
the high school in Eldorado, but 
graduated from Tivy High School 
in Kerrville. She attended South­
western University and The Uni­
versity of Texas where she earned 
a Masters Degree.

Despite having sworn to marry 
Len Mertz at age 7, she was mar­
ried on March 3, 1934 to William 
Bryant McCutcheon, who was a 
school teacher at Fife, Texas and 
had caught the eye of her Grand­
father Robert Finlay.

Bryant became the Eldorado 
newspaper editor and Isabella ran 
a beauty shop. Over the next few 
years they either both taught or 
Bryant was a superintendent and 
Isabella taught in the communi­
ties of Briggs, and Florence Texas. 
They also had a goat ranch on the 
San Gabriel River.

After their house in Florence 
burned and their goats were lost 
in a freeze they moved to Austin 
in 1947. Isabella taught for many

allowable rate of $1.50 per $100 
valuation, had lost “meaningful 
discretion” in setting rates.

The high court then ordered the 
governor and Legislature to fix the 
tax system by June 1.

Gov. Rick Perry called on 
former state comptroller John 

0  Sharp to head a new 24-member 
tax reform commission. The com­
mission soaked up input from 
citizens and businesses across 
the state in a two-month series 
of public hearings.

Seth Jeffs, who was apprehend­
ed during a traffic stop in Pueblo, 
CO, was found to be transporting 
more than $200,000 in cash and 
pre-paid cellular telephones. Jeffs 
said he was taking the money and 
phones to “FLDS headquarters 
in Texas.”

A second man, Nathaniel Steed 
Allred, was also arrested at that 
time. He told Pueblo County of­
ficers that he had been paid $5,000 
to accompany Seth Jeffs and to 
provide sexual favors.

There is no word if Allred is 
cooperating with authorities.

For his part, Seth Jeffs is slated 
to be sentenced on July 14, 2006, 
at which time he could receive up 
to six months in prison.

FLDS money tree targeted
Bruce Wisan, the court ap­

pointed Special Fiduciary who now 
oversees the day to day workings 
of the United Effort Plan Trust, has 
set his sights on one of the FLDS 
church’s most significant sources 
of cash, Western Precision, Inc., 
a 55,266 sq. ft. state-of-the-art 
manufacturing facility in Hildale, 
Utah, that makes parts for mili­
tary aircraft, medical equipment 
and bicycles, according to a story 
published last week in the Salt 
Lake Tribune.

The company’s multi-million 
dollar m anufacturing facility 
occupies 3.3 acres of land once 
owned by the UEP trust, the 
financial arm of the church that, 
until recently, was controlled by 
Warren Jeffs.

In fact, the man who owned 
Western Precision and who was 
most responsible for its financial 
well being, was Wendell Nielsen, 
the man many believe to be War­
ren Jeffs’ second in command.

Nielsen’s close ties with the 
FLDS leadership predates War­
ren Jeffs’ rise to power. In 1992 
Nielsen’s company merged with

Utah Tool and Die, a company 
owned by Jeffs’ father, then FLDS 
prophet Rulon Jeffs.

Since that time, Western Pre­
cision has reportedly pumped 
hundreds of thousands of dollars 
a year into the FLDS church.

Wisan’s attorneys alleged that 
the time, talent and labor of numer­
ous church members were used 
to clear the land and erect the 
building that Western Precision 
was allowed to lease for $200 a 
year. Then in 2003, the company 
bought the property and building 
for $25,000.00, a sum that is far 
less than the $1.8 million that it is 
listed for on tax rolls. Wisan esti­
mates the real value of the property 
could be closer to $5 million.

When Warren Jeffs dropped 
from sight in 2003, so did Wendell 
Nielsen. He transferred his shares 
of the company into the names of 
three of his wives, all of whom 
were daughters of Rulon Jeffs and

therefore sisters to Warren Jeffs.
Later, ownership of the com­

pany was signed over to a man 
named John Wayman. He report­
edly serves as the com pany’s 
general manager.

Lawyers representing Western 
Precision offered motions recently 
to block Wisan’s attempts to pull 
the Western Precision property 
back inside the UEP. Claiming that 
Wisan had no standing and there­
fore no reason to sue, the attorneys

asked Utah District Judge Denise 
Lindberg to drop the suit.

But the Lindberg is the judge 
who appointed Wisan to oversee 
the UEP trust in the first place and 
on Monday, May 1,2006, she ruled 
against Western Precision and in 
favor of Wisan, saying that Wisan 
has standing as a “creditor” of the 
trust based on “new case law” as 
well as her prior orders to Wisan 
to “manage and safeguard” the 
UEP’s assets.
