As always, there will be plenty of arts & crafts, food 
and amusements sprinkled around the courthouse lawn. So, 
bring your lawn chairs, and get there early before all the 
shady spots are taken.

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* County Commissioners meet, buy 4-H trailer
The Schleicher County Commis­

sioner’s Court met Monday, July 24, 
2006 with all commissioners present. 
Judge Johnny Griffin and County Clerk 
Peggy Williams were also present.

The court discussed briefly a re­
quest from Cory Stevens, Schleicher 
County Extension Agent, to purchase 
a 4-H trailer to haul livestock and sup­
plies to stock shows. The court voted 

^  to purchase a 20 foot aluminum goose­
neck trailer, which includes a spare tire 
and rubberized flooring in the amount 
of $12,300.50. Stevens told the court 
the trailer would be only used by him 
and kept at his residence.

The commissioners voted to ad­
vertise bids on labor for one mile of 
fencing at the Civic Center and the 
Schleicher Co. Airport. The bids will 

^  be open on August 14, 2006.
No action was taken on item 5 on 

the agenda concerning the possibility 
of placing the Old Eldorado Woolen 
Mill building on the county’s property

insurance. Judge Griffin told the com­
missioners the woolen mill building is 
not owned by the county and insuring 
it was not an option.

The court then voted to renew the 
county’s health insurance with Blue 
Cross & Blue Shield of Texas through 
the Texas Association of Counties. 
Insurance on one employee will cost 
the county $433.24 monthly.

Judge Johnny Griffin informed the 
court he hasn’t received a certified tax 
roll for 2006. He encouraged the com­

missioners to be thinking about what 
projects the county needs.

Paving was a topic of interest for 
the upcoming budget, including paving 
the parking area at the Civic Center 
and cemetery.

Judge Griffin advised that the pub­
lic doesn’t seem to object to building 
a new courtroom annex on the court­
house square. He noted, however, that 
some have expressed their objections 
to using the Memorial Building for a 
annex.

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Ditch the
Penny

Giving money away for free is not behavior one 
expects from ordinary, rational Americans. But it’s 
something they do every day in massive numbers 

— that is if you consider the penny to be money.
At store counters around the country, people 

will leave pennies for the next customer, some­
thing they’d never 
do with a dime 
or quarter or any 
piece of currency

detritus of cash transactions that inconveniently 
don’t end in a 5 or 0.

Yes, we love Abraham Lincoln. We love our 
memories of buying candy with pennies when we 
were children. We love our traditional adages (“a 
penny for your thoughts,” etc.). But none of that 
should be enough anymore to inflict the penny on 
adults attempting to conduct cash transactions in 
an efficient way. Who will rid us of this nettlesome 
coin?

Perhaps Congressman Jim Kolbe, R-Ariz., who 
will soon introduce legislation to move to a system 
that rounds cash transactions to the nearest 5 or 0. 
This would be a further step toward the penny’s 
obsolescence, or — as it should be thought of more 
accurately — toward stopping the madness.

The penny is no longer made from copper (too 
expensive), but merely has a cooper coating over 
zinc, which is also now too expensive. It isn’t easy 
finding a substance worthless enough to make into 
pennies. It now costs 1.23 cents to make 1 cent. That 
means it will take 10.7 billion pennies to make 8.7 
billion pennies this fiscal year.

Penny defenders argue that the coin is the only 
thing standing between the U.S. and a devastating 
inflationary spiral, since rounding would always 
mean rounding up. Wake Forest economist Robert 
Whaples did a study of 200,000 transactions at a 
multistate convenience-store chain and found that 
prices would be rounded down about as often as 
they would be rounded up.

There is no rule that the country has to keep its 
coins forever. The half-penny was eliminated in 
1857, and the nation weathered the trauma. Finland 
ended production of its 1-cent and 2-cent euro 
coins with no dire consequences. U.S. military 
bases overseas stopped using pennies in the 1980s, 
adopting a rounding system for cash transactions 
that has been operating perfectly smoothly.

The main force behind keeping the penny is 
pure numismatic nostalgia. There is no doubt that 
the penny is an endearing and very American coin. 
Generally, I sympathize with the sort of cussed 
traditionalism that has resisted the introduction 
of the metric system and the one-dollar coin. But 
these innovations also represented a significant 
nuisance factor, in the effort it would take to learn 
a new measuring system and to distinguish dollar 
coins from quarters. In the case of the penny, it is 
the traditional rather than the innovation that is 
the nuisance.

People should be free to be nostalgic about the 
penny, but not to make everyone else endure it. As 
the penny slowly fades away, they can keep buck­
etfuls of them in their houses to remind them of 
whatever it is they want to be reminded of. The rest 
of us, meanwhile, can get on with life with pockets 
and purses full of coins worth the bother.

AG supports 
effort to 
replace , 
DeLay’s name 
on ballot

AUSTIN — Attorney General 
Greg Abbott on July 21 filed a brief 
supporting the Republican Party’s ef­
forts to replace former U.S. Rep. Tom g> 
DeLay’s name 
on the Nov. 7 
ballot.

“Because the 
district court is­
sued an injunc­
tion against the 
s e c re ta ry  o f 
state and d e ­
clared a portion 
o f the Texas 
Election Code unconstitutional, Sec­
retary of State Roger Williams will be 
filing an amicus brief in Fifth Circuit 
(court) defending the constitutional­
ity of Texas law,” Angela Hale, com­
munications director for the attorney 
general, said.

U.S. District Judge Sam Sparks 
earlier this month issued an injunction 
preventing Williams from removing 
DeLay’s name on the ballot. Demo- 4? 
crats sued to keep DeLay on the bal­
lot after Republicans sought to name 
a replacement for the Houston area 
Congressional District 22.

DeLay won the March primary 
but resigned June 9 and moved out of 
Texas to Virginia. The former House 
majority leader still is under indict­
ment in Travis County on charges 
of money-laundering and campaign 
finance fraud in connection with the £  
November 2002 election.

The indictment alleges DeLay 
funneled about $190,000 in campaign 
donations from Texas entities to his 
national committee, Americans for 
a Republican Majority (ARMPAC), 
and then returned the money to his 
Austin-based Texans for a Republican 
Majority.

On July 20 the Federal Election 
Commission fined ARMPAC in 0  
Washington, D.C., $115,000 over mis­
statements of financial activity, failure 
to report debts and obligations, and 
failure to properly allocate expenses 
between federal and non-federal ac­
counts. The fine was based on an 
FEC audit last year covering the com­
mittee’s financial activity from Jan. .1,
2001, through Dec. 31, 2002.

AG submits redistricting map
On July 21 the attorney general’s 

office submitted a revised redistricting 
plan in response to the U.S. Supreme 
Court’s decision that Congressional 
District 23 needed to be redrawn.

Solicitor General Ted Cruz said the 
proposed plan only alters District 23 
and three adjoining districts, avoids 
pairing any incumbent members of 
Congress and leaves the existing parti­
san balance of the four altered districts 0  
undisturbed.

The League of United Latin Ameri­
can Citizens sued over the current 
redistricting plan, which was spear­
headed by DeLay and approved by 
state lawmakers in 2003.

TAKS scores up slightly
Student scores on the third- and 

fifth-grade reading and math Texas 
Assessment of Knowledge and Skills 0  
test continued to show improvement 
over last year, the Texas Education 
Agency reported.

Students taking the fifth-grade 
reading test in Spanish increased 
their passing rate by 3 percent over 
2005, with 86 percent passing. For the 
fifth-grade math test in Spanish, 74 
percent passed this year compared to 
73 percent in 2005.

On the fifth-grade tests in English, *
91 percent passed the reading test 
and 93 percent passed the math exam.
These scores reflect a 1 percent in-

State regulates placement of 
campaign signs along highways

Political elections are usually 
accompanied by an increase in 
the number of campaign signs 
placed along roadways this time 
of year.

State transportation officials 
want to make sure citizens and 
candidates are aware of the laws 
regulating their placement on state 
highway right of way.

Under Texas law, it is a class C 
misdemeanor to place any sign on 
state highway right of way. The 
penalty for violating this law is a 
fine of up to $500 per sign.

It is legal to place a campaign 
sign on private property adjacent 
to state highways with landowners’ 
permission.

Restrictions require that signs 
be constructed of lightweight 
material and limited to 50 square

feet in size. Signs may be placed 
as early as 90 days prior to an elec­
tion and must be removed within 
10 days after an election.

TxDOT officials say the laws 
are intended to reduce clutter 
along highways so that official 
traffic control signs and vehicles 
approaching intersections are 
clearly visible for the safety of all 
the traveling public.

TxDOT’s regulatory authority 
allows the immediate removal of a 
sign placed on state highway right 
of way without prior notice, if the 
sign is not authorized by state law 
or approved by the department. 
Signs posing potential safety 
hazards will be removed as soon 
as possible.

Texas is subject to the Federal 
Highway Beautification Act of 
1965. Under the federal law, if the 
state fails to control signage visible 
from interstate and other feder­
ally-funded highways, Texas may 
be subject to sanctions of up to 10 
percent of its federal transporta­
tion construction funds.

So we drove the long way 
around, anxious to see a park we 
hadn’t visited in over a decade 
and to see the nearby histone 
battleground.

When we got there, the sights 
were indeed historic.

Sea Rim in shambles
Naturally, we knew last Sep­

tember’s Hurricane Rita made 
landfall near Sabine Pass; Sea 
Rim is just 10 miles west and the 
Battleground is right next to the 
town.

But we assumed repairs had 
been made. After all, rapid restora­
tion would be a boost to the morale 
of the stricken area.

Bad tidings loomed early. Tiny 
Sabine Pass is still piled with 
rubble; entire buildings remain 
crumpled where they were either 
destroyed or bulldozed.

As we headed to the state park, 
massive mounds of debris littered 
the roadside. One majestic house

-  still a “blue roofer” so named for 
tarps that covered ravaged roofs

-  stood but was for sale.

We cruised past the Marsh­
lands Unit of Sea Rim; that gate 
was open.

However, the main gate -  the 
Beach Unit -  was closed, spray- 
painted so haphazardly. Just be­
yond the gate was yet another pile 
of debris. The distant observation 
decks look ragged and two miles 
of open Gulf beaches were not 
accessible.

We drove toward the highway’s 
end and found an entrance to the 
Willow Pond Birding Trail. The 
wooden boardwalk remained in­
tact, but trees had either fallen over 
the raised pathway or had grown 
willy-nilly, deterring access, un­
touched for 10 months.

Worst of all were the mosqui­
toes. They attacked with a ven­
geance and were relentless. We 
checked out the walkway -  which 
can be traversed -  then literally 
fled back to the truck.

Marshlands mess
Backtracking, we entered the 

open gate at the Marshlands Unit. 
It was completely abandoned.

Apparently left open to allow 
local boaters water access via a 
boat ramp, the park itself was in 
serious disarray.

Canoes, flat-bottomed boats, 
and kayaks once available for 
rental simply stood discarded, 
some atop each other.

Four Texas Parks and Wildlife 
pickup trucks were being over­
taken by marsh grass, their wind­
shields broken by vandals whose 
fist-sized rocks still laid atop some 
hoods.

In the canal that heads from 
the ramp through the marshlands, 
a lone alligator kept vigil, keeping 
us in its sight at all times.

The main building looked 
looted as items like stuffed birds 
laid helter-skelter inside dusty
rooms.

The Sea Rim visit was a shock­
ing bust. Surely, however, the 
famed Battleground had been 
repaired.

Alas, no.

At the Battleground
Driving back through tiny 

Sabine Pass -  which long ago lost 
a battle to become a major port; 
that honor went to Port Arthur

-  the sacred Battlegrounds were 
roped off with yellow and orange 
tape/barricades.

A 4-lane boat ramp was open, 
but the park itself was completely 
closed.

The men’s side of the park 
bathroom had caved in and a 
metal walkway that led around the 
seaside of the park was barricaded 
with Port-A-Potties.

All we could do was look from 
the roadway at the still standing 
(thankfully) statue of Confederate 
hero Lt. Dick Dowling who, with 
46 other Texans, repelled a Union 
invasion.

Determined to capture the port 
of Houston, four Union gunboats 
attempted to head upstream. How­
ever four Texas cannons stopped 
the Union invaders.

Also on the park land are four 
WWII ammunition bunkers once 
used by the U.S. Army Coastal 
Artillery Division.

But, the bunkers were covered 
with high grass and the walkable 
bulkheads -  a great place to fish or 
gaze over at Louisiana just across 
the way -  were sealed off.

Both Sea Rim and the Battle­
field are ideal spots for birders who 
must’ve been sorely disappointed 
last winter.

The TPW website says Sea Rim 
is expected to be opened in August

-  which seems highly unlikely. The 
Battlefield is “closed to the public 
until further notice.”

So our initial efforts at finding 
an isolated, non-West Texas sec­
tion of the Lone Star State seemed 
to be thwarted.

Then we visited the McFadden 
National Wildlife Refuge.

Summertime is Anthrax time in Texas...vaccinate livestock 
now in Val Verde, Crockett and surrounding counties

It’s the same song, yet another 
verse for naturally-occurring 
anthrax cases in livestock and 
wildlife in Val Verde and Crock­
ett Counties in Southwest Texas. 
A little rain, a lot of hot weather 
and the invisible, spore-forming 
bacteria Bacillus anthracis has 
resurfaced, putting unvaccinated 
livestock and grazing wildlife at 
risk in the area.

“Anthrax has been confirmed 
in a pen of deer in Val Verde 
County, and in a Charolais bull 
in Crockett County. We know 
that anthrax often goes under-re- 
ported, as we hear of anecdotal 
reports of livestock or deer losses 
without laboratory confirmation. 
Many ranchers forego the vet­
erinary inspection and laboratory 
tests, and, instead, just begin vac­
cinating,” reported Dr. Bob Hill­
man, Texas’ state veterinarian and 
head of the Texas Animal Health 
Commission. “Anthrax cases 
are not unusual, but a laboratory 
confirmation should alert ranch­
ers and livestock owners that it is 
time to vaccinate their animals in 
Val Verde, Crockett and surround­
ing counties.”

“Vacationers and hunters get 
concerned about anthrax, but 
there is no need to worry, if proper 
precautions are taken,” said Dr. 
Hillman. “If you travel to an area 
where an anthrax case has oc­
curred, avoid touching or handling 
sick or dead animals, don’t pick up 
bones or shed antlers, and don’t 
swim in ponds or streams where 
there are dead animals nearby. The 
same advice goes for your pets, too. 
By the time hunting season starts, 
cool weather usually puts an end 
to anthrax cases. Always harvest 
only healthy-looking animals.”

Anthrax is a reportable disease 
in Texas. While laboratory tests, 
conducted by the Texas Veterinary 
Medical Diagnostic Laboratory 
in College Station, are needed 
to confirm infection, suspected 
cases also are to be reported to the 
TAHC at 1-800-550-8242, where a 
veterinarian is on call 24 hours a 
day. If an outbreak occurs in dairy 
animals, producers are to call the 
TAHC immediately.

Dr. Hillman explained that

anthrax is naturally occurring 
around the world. After an animal 
dies from the disease and isn’t 
properly burned, the bacteria will 
lie dormant in the soil. The an­
thrax bacteria resurfaces on grass 
or forage only under ideal weather 
and soil conditions during spring 
and summer months. By the time 
an animal ingests the anthrax 
bacteria and exhibit staggering, 
trembling or convulsions, death 
is inevitable. TAHC regulations 
require that the animal carcasses, 
manure and bedding be inciner­
ated. This will keep wild animals 
from being exposed to the disease, 
and it will also kill the bacteria, 
preventing another site where the 
anthrax can resurface.

Most of Texas’ anthrax cases 
occur in a triangle bounded by 
Uvalde, Ozona and Eagle Pass, 
which takes in portions of Crock­
ett, Val Verde, Sutton, Edwards, 
Kinney, Uvalde and Maverick 
counties. However, Dr. Hillman 
said anthrax can occur anywhere. 
Among the cases confirmed this 
summer are several horses, farmed 
buffalo and other livestock in Min­
nesota; cattle in Saskatchewan, 
Canada; free-ranging bison in the 
Northwest Territories in Canada; 
sheep, goats and cattle in Turkey;

cattle in Peru; sheep in Russia; 
and several cows in Wales, in the 
United Kingdom.

Several steps should be fol­
lowed when anthrax occurs in an 
area:

1. Wear long sleeves and gloves 
when handling carcasses or when 
working with or vaccinating live­
stock to avoid contaminating any 
sores or scratches on arms or 
hands. See your doctor if you de­
velop an unusual-looking sore on 
your hands, arms or other exposed 
skin. Although it is very rare to 
contract skin anthrax, this infection 
requires treatment with antibiotics 
prescribed by a physician.

2. Practice good sanitation! 
Wash your hands after handling 
livestock (even if you wear gloves.) 
Disinfect equipment used on the

animals or carcasses. Keep pets 
and children away from carcasses 
or bones of dead animals. Move 
healthy animals away from a pas­
ture where animals have died from 
the disease.

3. Properly dispose of animal 
carcasses by burning to prevent 
exposure to other animals, such 
as predators or dogs.

4. Vaccinate livestock if cases 
occur in the surrounding areas. 
Anthrax vaccine is a “live” vac­
cine, so it must not be adminis­
tered with antibiotics. Vaccinated 
animals must be withheld from 
slaughter for two months.

5. Restrict the movement of 
livestock onto or from an affected 
premise until animals can develop 
immunity through vaccination 
(about 10 days).
