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Lawmen gather in Eldorado 
to discuss Warren Jeffs case

f
YFZ Ranch still o f interest to authorities

Lawmen and prosecutors from Ari­
zona and Texas met Monday, September 
18, 2006 in Eldorado to compare notes 
and discuss the ongoing investigation 
of Warren Jeffs and his reclusive fol­
lowers.

Jeffs was jailed last month after being 
^  intercepted on U.S. Interstate Highway 

15 near Las Vegas, ending his four month 
stint on the FBI’s Ten Most Wanted Fugi­
tives List. Since that time prosecutors in 
Utah and Arizona have agreed on how to 
proceed with state charges against Jeffs 
with Utah getting the first opportunity 
to bring Jeffs to trial. He stands accused 
in the Beehive State on two charges of 
rape as an accomplice that stem from his 
involvement in arranging and perform­
ing a marriage between one of his male 

♦  followers and an underage girl.
What happens to Warren Jeffs, when 

and if the state charges in Utah and 
Arizona are satisfied, was the primary 
topic of discussion between Sheriff 
David Doran, Texas Ranger Sergeant 
Brooks Long, FBI Special Agents Rod 
Foster and Richard Fagan, and Deputy 
U.S. Attorney Joe Lodge, as they met at 
the Schleicher County Law Enforcement 
Center.

#  Lodge, the man who will likely 
prosecute Jeffs on two federal charges 
of unlawful flight to avoid prosecution, 
refused to speculate on the possibility 
of additional charges being filed against 
Jeffs. He did say, however, that the in­
vestigation into Jeffs activities continues 
and that lawmen are particularly inter­
ested in the contents of the 2006 Cadillac 
Escalade that Jeffs was riding in at the 
time of his arrest.

^  Lodge, whose office is in Flagstaff,

Arizona, travelled to Eldorado with Spe­
cial Agent Foster from the FBI’s Phoenix 
field office. They were met here by Spe­
cial Agent Fagan from the San Angelo 
field office and Texas Ranger Long from 
Ozona. Sheriff Doran hosted the men to 
lunch at his office after spending much 
of the morning comparing notes on the 
respective investigations.

“We made arrangements for U.S. 
Attorney Lodge and Special Agent Fos­
ter to fly over the YFZ Ranch so they 
could see for themselves how immense 
the building project here has become,” 
Doran said

Doran also accompanied the men 
to a vantage point on County Road 300 
where they could get a look at the FLDS 
church’s massive white limestone temple 
from ground level.

“I can’t get over how big that thing is,” 
Lodge said as he gazed at the temple.

Before departing Eldorado, Lodge 
said he was pleased with the meeting 
and offered his thanks to Doran for his 
hospitality. He also praised the local 
sheriff for his many months of diligence 
since the Warren Jeffs followers arrived 
here in Schleicher County.

“I think the Sheriff has handled this 
thing about as well as he possibly could 
have given the circumstances,” Lodge 
said. “It would have been easy for him to 
over-react and I know that some people 
were pushing him in that direction.”

Indian Chief Arrives
A man sporting a Mohawk haircut 

and claiming to be a War Chief of the 
Osage Nation climbed over the gate lead­
ing into the YFZ Ranch last week and

Former city utility clerk 
arrested on theft charge

Maria L. (Mary Lou) Covarrubiaz, 
23, of Eldorado was arrested Monday, 
September 18, 2006 on charges that she 
stole more than $4,000 from the City of 
Eldorado while working at City Hall as a 
utility billing clerk. Covarrubiaz turned 
herself in to authorities when notified 
that a warrant had been issued following 
a two and a half month investigation.

Eldorado Mayor John Nikolauk ac­
knowledged in early July that money had 
been discovered missing from the city’s

coffers and that the incident had been 
turned over to the Sheriff’s Department. 
Deputy Jason Chatham and Texas Ranger 
Brooks Long investigated the case.

Covarrubiaz was reportedly on 
maternity leave from her city job when 
the missing funds were discovered. She 
never returned to work.

Covarrubiaz was booked into the 
Schleicher County jail on a single felony 
theft charge. She was soon released on 
$5,000 surety bond and is awaiting trial.

Report of gun on SCISD 
campus proves groundless

When rumors of a planned school 
shooting reached SCISD officials last 

♦  week they wasted no time in calling in 
law enforcement.

Sheriff David Doran, and Deputy 
Jason Chatham responded to the school 
early Friday morning, well before stu­
dents began arriving, in order to check 
things out.

One student, who was accused of 
making terroristic threats, was ques­
tioned by the lawmen. So were a number 

^  of students who were believed to have 
knowledge of the incident.

“The whole thing was over pretty 
quickly,” Sheriff Doran said, “We were 
able to ascertain that there was no real

threat. But we still had to take it seri­
ously.”

For his part SCISD Superintendent 
Billy Collins agreed that the rumors 
swirling around town had been over­
blown.

“You have to consider these things as 
if they are real,” Collins said. “After the 
shootings at Columbine, we just can’t 
afford to take any chances.”

Collins added that the safety and well 
being of Eldorado students are his first 
priority and he praised the quick actions 
of his staff and administrators. Collins 
also thanked the Sheriff’s Department 
for their prompt response to the per­
ceived threat.

Buying a used car? Paying the sales tax 
gets more complicated on October 1st

Beginning on Oct. 1 of this year, persons buying a used car 
will be accountable for paying the sales tax, not on the actual 
purchase price, but instead on what the State of Texas believes 
the car is worth. The change comes as the state officials seek to 
close a loophole believed to have cost Texas millions of dollars 
in lost sales tax revenue.

According to information obtained through the State 
Comptroller’s office, people who buy a car through a licensed 
dealer will continue to pay 6.25 percent in state sales tax on 
the purchase price of the car. Buying from a private party, 
such as a friend or relative, gets a bit more complicated, and

it’s all based on what the state calls Standard Presumptive 
Value, the amount state officials have determined the vehicle 
should be worth.

In those cases, the tax is 6.25 percent of:
• the sales price, if you paid 80 percent or more of the 

vehicle’s SPV;
• 80 percent of the vehicle’s SPV, if you paid less than that 

amount; or
• the certified appraised value, if you paid less than 80 per­

cent of the vehicle’s SPV and you get a certified appraisal.

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The Democrats’
Middle-Class
Problem

All things considered, Democrats would rather 
be talking about the economy. They think it is fa­
vorable ground for them, but Democrats are often 
undone by talking about the economy — more pre­
cisely, by how they talk about the economy.

That is the argument of a persuasive paper 
by Anne Kim and Jim Kessler for the moderate 
Democrat outfit Third Way. They note that for a self- 
styled “party of the middle class,” the Democrats

don’t win many 
middle-class vot­
ers. Democrats 
tell themselves 
bedtime stories 
about why this is 
so, including the 
thesis of “What’s 
W ro n g  W ith  
Kansas?” author 

Thomas Frank that middle-class voters get lured 
into voting against their ovfcn economic interests 
by the GOP cultural message.

The evidence suggests, to the contrary, that 
what’s “wrong” with Kansas is that it doesn’t buy 
the Democrats’ economic message. Kim and Kes­
sler define the middle class as voters with household 
incomes between $30,000 and $75,000. Kerry lost 
it by 6 points, and by an astonishing 22 points 
among the white voters who “represent one-third 
of the voting population and three-fourths of the 
middle class.”

In 2000, national security didn’t loom large, but 
A1 Gore still lost the middle class by 2 points and 
the white middle class by 15 points. In 1996, when 
Bill Clinton had muted hot-button issues by sign­
ing welfare-reform and tough-on-crime initiatives, 
congressional Democrats still lost middle-class and 
white-middle-class voters by 3 points and 12 points, 
respectively. Clinton had the best Democratic perfor­
mance among middle-class voters in three decades 
that year, winning them by a mere 1 point.

How does the Democratic message fall flat? Kim 
and Kessler count the ways. The public doesn’t buy 
heedless pessimism; 80 percent believe it is “still 
possible to start out poor in this country, work hard 
and become rich.” It prefers opportunity over eco­
nomic security; only about a quarter of Americans 
say that they prefer a low-income, high-security job. 
It doesn’t like corporation-bashing; only 27 percent 
say big business is the biggest threat to America’s 
future, while 61 percent say big government is.

Democrats essentially offer the middle class 
a nullity. Kim and Kessler run through the great­
est hits of Democratic policy. The average family 
income for Pell Grant recipients is $19,460. Head 
Start is for poor children. A married family of four 
can make a maximum of only $37,263 to still be 
eligible for the Earned Income Tax Credit (to the 
tune of $1). Only 2.7 percent of American workers 
make the minimum wage, and half of them are 
under age 25.

Kim and Kessler recommend a Clinton-style, 
hopeful message focused on promoting middle- 
class aspiration through making college more af­
fordable, helping working families, and encouraging 
savings and investment. Democrats are indeed call­
ing for a college-tuition tax break, but otherwise are 
advocating their usual farrago of corporate-hating, 
minimum-wage-boosting doom-and-gloom.

It might work, given the anti-Republican political 
climate. Over the long term, however, pessimistic, 
anti-corporate Democrats will continue to be alien­
ated from middle-class voters, and will need still 
more excuses as to why they can’t reach them.

Navy commissions fourth USS Texas
by U.S. Sen. John Cornyn
Some 10,000 citizens, many of 

them Texans, were in Galveston 
earlier this month to witness com­
missioning of the USS Texas, the 
world’s most advanced and power­
ful nuclear submarine.

I wish every Texan could have 
joined First Lady Laura Bush, Sen. 
Kay Bailey Hutchison and me 
for this moving ceremony. The 
event was a potent reminder of our 
resolve as a nation in confronting 
those who wish us harm. It was an 
occasion to remember the major 
stakes involved in the war on ter­
rorism.

I was honored to give the 
keynote remarks, and focused my 
comments on the need for contin­
ued strong American leadership 
in today’s troubled world. Another 
speaker was Dionel M. Aviles, Un­
dersecretary of the Navy, a native 
of Bryan.

The launching underscored the 
vital, ongoing role our state plays 
in defending America. In fact, the 
event was punctuated with atten­
tion to Texas history and values, 
particularly our frontier toughness 
and independent spirit.

Three World War II fighter 
planes from the Lone Star flight 
museum in Galveston thrilled the 
crowd before the ceremony. But 
most attention went to the USS 
Texas itself, including an artfully

designed crest on its forward hull.
The crest includes an outline 

of our state’s familiar borders. 
Behind the outline is the Texas 
Ranger badge, representing the 
unity of purpose between those 
who enforce Texas law and those 
sailors who will defend freedom. 
There are also four white stars, 
since this is the fourth warship to 
carry the USS Texas name.

When Captain John J. Lither- 
land sent his sailors to their duty 
stations, they responded in unison: 

“Don’t mess with Texas!”
The USS Texas (SSN-775) 

enters our Atlantic fleet in a lead-

ing role, at a critical time, with 
a formidable legacy. Each of the 
three previous U.S. Navy warships 
bearing the USS Texas name each 
in their own turn performed val­
iant service to keep the peace and 
maintain our liberty.

The initial USS Texas was au­
thorized in 1886 as the first true 
American battleship. On June 16, 
1898, at the dawn of the Spanish 
American War, USS Texas and 
a sister battleship reduced the 
Spanish fort at Cayo Del Tore in 
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, to ruins, 
neutralizing a significant threat to 
U.S. forces.

In 1911, the USS Texas was 
renamed the USS San Marcos so 
that another, bigger ship could 
assume the USS Texas name. The 
successor battleship USS Texas 
(BB 35) was commissioned in 
1914 and became the first to mount 
anti-aircraft guns and launch air­
craft. In 1940, the USS Texas was 
designated the flagship of the U.S. 
Atlantic fleet.

The USS Texas played a key 
role in World War II. Its booming 
big guns helped soften Nazi de­
fenses at Normandy in early June, 
1944. By February of the following 
year, Texas was in the Pacific sup­
porting landings at Iwo Jima and 
later at Okinawa.

The USS Texas became the

Big Lake is Twin City
Debra Riggs is the official 

keeper of the twin registry in Big 
Lake, a city of some 2,800 people 
in Reagan County. The small town 
needs such a person to handle all 
the news about its twins, since Big 
Lake has a number of them. In fact, 
it is way out of proportion when 
you compare it to numbers of twins 
in other communities.

“People move to town and they 
either have twins after they get 
here or they bring twins with them 
or they let us know that they are a 
twin,” says Debra.

Big Lake has 129 Sets of twins 
in the registry that dates back to 
1889.

“Currently there are 17 sets 
of adults with one or both twins 
living in the community and we 
have 15 sets of twin children in 
residence. “

The registry is in a huge note­
book filled with newspaper articles, 
photos, accomplishments and ac­
tivities of Big Lake twins. It also 
contains one set of quadruplets 
and one set of triplets, (Debra’s 
backdoor neighbors). She keeps 
the registry up to date.

“Our oldest set of twins in the

registry is the Colter twins, who 
were born in 1889. Our oldest 
current residents are the Wilburn 
sisters who were born in 1925. 
They married brothers. They’re 
both widowed now, but still active 
in our community. “

At one time, Big Lake had two 
sets of twins named Hamilton who 
were not related. They were next- 
door neighbors.

“The mothers of the Moore 
twins, the Vetter twins and the 
Rogers twins were all in pre­
school together in 1971. The 
Ram irez twins were born on 
Thanksgiving Day. My twins are 
the only adopted set of twins in 
town that we know about. The 
Anaya twins were named Adam 
and Eve. The George twins were 
born on 7-7-77. Five students of 
the 1953 Future Homemakers

Club of Reagan County High 
School had twins. I was able to 
track them all down and get in­
formation about them. One or two 
of them went on to have twins of 
their own.”

It is not unusual to have two or 
three sets of twins in each grade 
level in Big Lake schools, which 
have a total enrollment of less than 
a thousand students. One famous 
Mom in Big Lake is Marilyn Mc- 
Reavy Nolen. She gave birth to 
her twins at the age of 56. Twins 
are born in Big Lake nearly every 
year.

“Our new postmaster is a twin. 
One of our coaches’ wives came up 
to me at church one day and said ‘I 
think someone told me to tell you 
I’m a twin.’ “

Debra started keeping the 
registry 18 years ago when her 
twins were born. Sharon Farmer 
Jones, who now lives in Midland, 
started the twin registry in 1987. 
She has twin grandsons born in 
Greenwood in 2005.

People in Big Lake can’t ex­
plain why there are so many twins 
there. Must be that rare and special 
Big Lake water.

Food borne illness skips Texas
The Texas Department of State 

Health Services reported no known 
Texas cases of E. coli infection trace­
able to the consumption of bagged 
fresh spinach grown in California.

Across the nation, grocery stores 
emptied their shelves of the product 
that reportedly caused E. coli infec­
tions in other states.

Symptoms of the infection include 
intestinal cramping, diarrhea and 
vomiting.

Next to California, Texas is the 
second-largest producer of fresh spin­
ach. Nearly all of Texas’ commercial 
spinach crop comes from nine counties 
in Southwest Texas known as the Win- 
tergarden region. No cases of E. coli 
are traceable to the Texas crop.

Credit requirement may increase
Students who are now in eighth 

grade would need two more credits 
to graduate from high school, under 
a plan endorsed by the State Board of 
Education.

That translates to one more math 
and one more lab-based science 
course.

While such a plan should better 
prepare students for college and profes­
sional ambitions, concerns were raised 
over the cost of building labs and the 
difficulty finding enough qualified 
teachers for advanced courses such as 
statistics and pre-calculus.

A final vote on the plan will come 
in November.

Break possible for 10 percent rule
Texas high school students who 9  

graduate in the top 10 percent of their 
class are admitted to the Texas state 
college or university of their choice.

The so-called 10-percent rule was 
enacted to increase minority enroll­
ment. Now state Sen. Royce West, D- 
Dallas, one of the chief proponents of 
the rule, is suggesting it might be worth 
it to stop enforcing it for a couple of 
years to see what will happen.

If the Legislature passes a mora- ♦  
torium on the rule, the University of 
Texas and other public schools will 
have a chance to prove how well they’re 
doing at enrolling minority students.

With deer season just around 

the corner, deer experts are con­
cerned about reports of an unusu­
ally high number of dead deer in 
several West Central Texas coun­
ties, including Schleicher.

Dr. Dale Rollins, Texas Co­
operative Extension wildlife spe­
cialist at San Angelo, said most of 
the calls he has received are from 
Schleicher County landowners 
who have found dead deer at water 
sources.

first time he’s seen the phenomena, 
but, he added, the number of dead 
deer are greatly elevated this year. 
He added that he started seeing the 
trend in June of this year and that 
it involved mainly Does and young 
Bucks that were under stress.

Affected region encompasses 
an area roughly from Eden to 
Ozona to Sterling City, said Dr. 
Don Davis, associate professor, 
Department of Veterinary Pathobi- 
ology, College of Agriculture and 
Life Sciences at College Station.

“While some level of deer mor­
tality is not newsworthy, it looks 
like we have a hotspot developing 
for epizootic hemorrhagic disease,” 
Rollins said. “Epizootic hemor­
rhagic disease is a viral disease very 
similar to bluetongue in sheep and 
cattle, but EHD tends to be most 
common in white-tailed deer.

“When you see an abnormal 
number of dead deer in Aug. and 
Sept., and the mortalities are near 
water holes, epizootic hemorrhagic 
disease is often the culprit.”

Davis agreed with Rollins 
that so far, the first-hand reports 
he’s received are consistent with 
Bluetongue and/or epizootic hem-

deer.
“Both diseases are viral in 

nature and both are vectored or 
spread by small biting flies called 
Culicoides.” Davis said. “Epizo­
otic hemorrhagic disease is seen 
clinically only in white-tailed 
deer while Bluetongue can affect 
other species, including sheep and 
exotics.

“To my knowledge, only one 
necropsy by a veterinarian has 
been made,” he said. “I have had 
conversations with wildlife biolo­
gists and ranchers with experience 
or training that have observed 
signs, symptoms and particularly 
the gross lesions consistent with 
both diseases. So, bottom line is, it 
appears to be a( fairly widespread 
outbreak of Bluetongue or epi­
zootic hemorrhagic disease. But 
we cannot entirely rule out other 
diseases.”

Davis said Bluetongue Virus 
and epizootic hemorrhagic disease 
are not a threat to public health, but 
since a definite diagnosis is yet to 
be made, extreme caution should 
be used when handling dead deer 
in the affected area.

Rollins said deer deaths at-

Weather Channel to air Texas Wildfire story
COLLEGE STATION, Texas 

-  The Weather Channel film crews 
made their way across Texas in 
April to document the story of the 
state’s worst wildfire season on 
record for their program, Storm 
Stories: The Worst of Nature - The 
Best of Man. The program airs 
daily at 7 and 7:30 p.m. CDT, and 
repeats at 10 and 10:30 p.m. One 
of this Sunday (Sept. 17) night’s 
two episodes will feature Texas 
wildfires.

The series takes a look at how 
weather conditions affect fire ac­
tivity in Texas and documents the 
recent volatile fire season, marked 
with low humidity, high winds and 
drought. Since last November, 19 
lives and 678 homes have been lost

as a result of Texas wildfires. So 
far in 2006, Texas Forest Service 
has responded to 2,356 fires that 
burned 1,488,379 acres. Fire 
departments reporting to Texas 
Forest Service have responded 
to an additional 17,442 fires that 
consumed 506,025 acres.

The episode takes a positive 
look at the proactive measures and 
precautions Texas Forest Service 
takes to educate and protect com­
munities from risk of wildfire.

nation’s first memorial battleship 
and a national historic landmark. 
Today, you can visit the USS Texas, 
the oldest battleship still afloat, at 
the San Jacinto Battlefield south­
east of Houston.

The third USS Texas, a pioneer­
ing, nuclear-powered, guided-mis- 
sile destroyer, was commissioned 
in 1977 and saw extended service 
in the Middle East. The USS Texas 
was deployed to the North Arabian 
Sea during the Iran hostage crisis 
of 1980, and later engaged in 
combat responding to Libyan ag­
gression in the Gulf of Sidra, then 
again off the coast of Iraq during 
Desert Storm in 1991.

Now, the brand new USS Texas 
demonstrates significant advances 
in innovation and technology, and 
is the first new submarine designed 
for undersea warfare in the post- 
Cold War era. The sub is more than 
375 feet long, with a nuclear power 
plant, four torpedo tubes and 12 
vertical-launch tubes. Sixty multi­
use computer screens line the walls 
of its control room.

The submarine has numerous 
capabilities, some of them clas­
sified. It can maneuver close to 
shore in shallow water, launch 
SEAL commandos, and speed 
underwater indefinitely at speeds 
in excess of 25 knots (30 m.p.h.). 
It has advanced electronics to fa­
cilitate intelligence gathering, and

can launch cruise missiles to strike 
enemy targets hundreds of miles 
inland. The ship and its crew are 
an awesome force.

began walking up the fenced lane 
leading to the property. Residents 
at the ranch quickly spotted the 
man and telephoned the Sheriffs 
Department to report a trespasser.

Officers intercepted Johnny 
McAlpine of Osage, Oklahoma 
before he reached the YFZ prop­
erty. McAlpine told Sheriff David 
Doran that he is a War Chief of 
the Osage Nation and that he 
wanted to deliver a message from 
his people to church elders at the 
YFZ Ranch.

According to Sheriff Doran, a 
check on McAlpine’s criminal his­
tory revealed a lengthy rap sheet 
that included one homicide. He 
said he advised McAlpine that the 
residents at the YFZ Ranch wanted 
nothing to do with him and urged 
him to move on.

At that point, McAlpine got 
back in his van, Doran said, and 
headed out of the county.

As part of the new law, the 
Texas Department of Transpor­
tation (TxDOT) is required to 
determine and publish a SPV data 
base for all used vehicles. The data 
base is supposed to be accessible 
on the TxDOT website at www. 
txdot.gov. At press time, however, 
the data base was not available for 
inspection on the website.

Persons wanting to get a cer­
tified appraisal will have two 
options. Get a certified appraisal 
from a licensed dealer for your

vehicle type. Dealers may charge 
a fee for the appraisal ranging 
from $40 to $500 with most fees 
expected to be in the $100 to $300 
range. Alternatively, a person may 
get an appraisal from a licensed 
insurance adjuster for a fee to be 
determined by the adjuster. The 
appraisal may then be submitted 
with a title application within 
twenty county working days from 
the purchase date of the vehicle, 
or from the date the vehicle was 
brought into Texas for use.

Individuals wanting to obtain 
an appraisal in order to reduce the 
sales tax should bear in mind that 
an appraisal fee will likely offset 
any tax savings. For example, tax 
on $1,600 value is equal to $100. In 
other words, a $100 appraisal fee 
must reduce the vehicle’s SPV buy 
more than $1,600 in order for the 
purchaser to save any money.

Questions about the new taxing 
method should be directed to the 
Texas Comptroller’s office at 1-800- 
252-1382 or the county tax office.
