Dominion Oklahoma Texas E&P 
tops the list of Schleicher County tax­
payers this year with an overall levy of 
$446.916.02. Pogo Producing Company 
was second highest at $446,370.08 in­
cluding a small levy on the City of 
Eldorado’s tax roll. Approach Operating, 
LLC placed third at $439,174.26 while 
one of the county’s newest taxpayers, 
YFZ Land, LLC came in fourth overall 

^ j/ith  a total levy of $414,391.70. Discov­
e r y  Operating rounded out the top five 

list at $244,760.77.
The tax totals come from taxes lev­

ied by Schleicher County, Schleicher 
County ISD, Schleicher County Hospital 

^p is tric t, Plateau Underground Water 
Conservation District and, in the case 
of Pogo Producing Company, the City 
of Eldorado.

The school district gets the lion’s 
share of the tax levy. In the case of Do­
minion, the top taxpayer, SCISD receives 
$257,886.81 or just over 57.7 percent of 
the total levy. The county gets the next 
largest slice, some $127,588.06 or 28.5 
percent of the company’s total tax bill. 
Schleicher County Hospital District will 
receive $55,793.89, representing 12.5 
percent. The remaining $5,647.26 goes 
to the water district which receives just 

^pver 1.2 percent of the total levy.
Five other oil and gas related com­

panies placed 6 through 10 on the top 
taxpayer list. Davis Gas Processing was 
6th at $222,665.76; Diamond S Energy 
'ame in 7th at $221,023.33; BJ Services 

^ v a s  8th at $201,460.38; Unit Petroleum 
Company captured the 9th spot with 
a tax levy of $199,303.50; and South- 
tex 66 Pipeline Company was 10th at 
$120,121.13.

The City of Eldorado, which may 
only collect taxes within the city limits 
had a much smaller tax roll. AEP Texas 
North Company topped the list of city 
taxpayers with a levy of $7,969.01. The

remainder of the city’s top ten taxpayers 
were: 2) First National Bank of Eldorado; 
3) Verizon Southwest; 4) Eldorado Place 
Apartments; 5) National Oilwell LP; 6) 
Southwest Texas Electric Cooperative; 7) 
Enterprise Rent-A-Car; 8) H.G. White; 
9) Isabella I. McCutcheon estate; and 10) 
Pogo Producing Company.

Schleicher County Appraisal District 
Chief Appraiser Scott Sutton explained 
that the individual tax bills outlined 
above don’t reflect discounts available 
for early payment.

He also explained that more than 80 
percent of the tax money due to local 
entities has been received with the ex­
ception of city taxes. In that case, only 
65 percent of the city’s annual tax levy 
had been received on Tuesday.

Sutton went on to explain that of­
ficials of YFZ Land, LLC paid the 
company’s annual tax bill in October 
and received a 3 percent discount for 
early payment.

Taxing Questions
Sutton said he is often asked by local 

citizens if the tax bill in the YFZ Ranch 
has been paid.

Much of the local concern probably 
stems from the fact that the people who 
live and work at the YFZ are members 
of a polygamous sect from the Utah/Ari- 
zona borderland where officials in both 
states continue having problems collect­
ing property taxes.

Recently, a number of large homes, 
including one with 19 rooms and 23 
bathrooms, have been abandoned in the 
twin towns of Hildale, Utah and Colo­
rado City, Arizona, leaving authorities 
wondering who is going to pay the bill 
for back taxes.

Sources indicate that many of the 
newly vacated homes had been occupied 
by close family and/or loyal followers

Texas off highway vehicle
AUSTIN, Texas — On Jan. 1, 2007, Texas Parks and 

Wildlife Department game wardens and other authorities 
will begin enforcing the’requirement for all qualifying trail 
vehicles to have a current Texas Off Highway Vehicle (OH V) 
decal properly mounted on their trail vehicles when used at 
OHV venues on public land in Texas.

A Texas OHV decal costs $8 and is good through August 
31 of the year it is purchased. Many other states require 
similar decals. A decal bought in Texas is also valid in other 
states and other states’ decals are valid in Texas.

Revenue from decal sales will be used to provide grants 
to help municipalities, counties, state or federal agencies and 
non-profit corporations create or improve OHV recreation 
areas in Texas.

Non-street legal motorcycles, all terrain vehicles (ATV) 
and non-street legal four-wheel drive vehicles are required 
to display the OHV decal when trail riding on public lands

decals now being enforced
in Texas. The law applies to all public lands in Texas includ­
ing municipal, county, state or federal lands where OHV 
recreation is approved and legal. Street legal OHV’s do 
not require the Texas OHV decal no matter where they are 
used in Texas. Decals are not required for vehicles used on 
private land.

Failure to comply with this law is a Class C misdemeanor 
and could result in the OHV operator being issued a citation, 
with possible fines ranging from $25-to-$500.

It’s been almost one year since the Texas OHV program 
was created Jan. 1, 2006 to provide family-oriented OHV 
trail riding opportunities which are safer and will serve as 
a positive force for conservation of the natural and cultural 
resources of Texas.

During 2006, the Texas program began the process of cre­
ating new OHV parks near Ozona in Crockett County, near

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What to do 
about Darfur?

Sudan is Africa’s largest country. The Nile River 
starts its northern flow to the Mediterranean at the 
confluence of the White Nile and Blue Nile rivers, 
near the Sudanese capital of Khartoum.

But the life-giving majesty of the world’s longest 
river contrasts with the horror and tragedy that have

plagued Sudan since it 
gained independence 
from Egypt and Great 
Britain in 1956.

C o n f l ic t  b a sed  
on ethnic, racial and 
relig ious d iffe ren c­
es has wracked the 
country from its in­
ception. War, famine 
and disease have led 
to an estimated two 
m illion deaths, and 
created some four mil­
lion homeless refugees 
over two decades.

Today, the deadly 
civil war in Darfur, 
a western region in 
Sudan roughly the size 
of Texas, has become 

the world’s most dire human rights and humanitar­
ian crisis.

Since 2003, at least 300,000 men, women and 
children have been killed, and some 2.2 million 
people— approximately one-third of D arfur’s 
population—have been terrorized and driven from 
their homes.

Villages are burned routinely, and survivors 
are usually forced into refugee camps where they 
depend on international assistance to survive. But 
relief operations delivering food and water to the 
region are often turned back by violence. This sum­
mer alone, 21 supply vehicles were hijacked and 12 
humanitarian workers were killed.

We are all too aware of casualties in Iraq and 
Afghanistan, but many Americans are largely 
oblivious to this genocide in an African region less 
than 1,500 miles from Baghdad.

Even while we have attempted to coax African 
countries and the United Nations into more effective 
intervention, President George W. Bush has led an 
aggressive U.S. response to the Darfur atrocities.

In the past three years, the United States has 
provided more than $1.4 billion in humanitarian as­
sistance to Darfur victims. We have provided more 
than 85 percent of the food distributed this year, and 
contributed $300 million to support 34 base camps 
for peacekeeping forces, along with maintenance, 
communications, training and airlift support.

Diplomatically, we are pushing the UN, Europe, 
African Union and others to devise an effective 
solution for peace. In December, after meeting 
with the President’s newly appointed Special En­
voy to Sudan, Andrew Natsios, I co-sponsored a 
Senate Resolution demanding that the Sudanese 
government either comply with mandates from 
the international community, to include allowing 
a fortified UN peacekeeping force in the region, or 
face serious consequences.

In the meantime, to supplement governments’ 
work, private efforts, including several based in 
Texas, have emerged. One group in Midland has 
received national and international acclaim for its 
efforts to raise public awareness about suffering 
in Darfur.

The New Yorker, National Review, Christian 
Science Monitor and American Spectator publica­
tions all have spotlighted the work of a Christian 
human-rights activist organization known as the 
Midland Ministerial Alliance.

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Remembering two men, one good, one not
My ol’ Granddad raised grand- 

kids, hogs and peanuts, pretty much 
in that order. He told me once that 
the peanuts were easy. It was the 
hogs and grandkids that took the 
most work.

I went with him one time to look 
at a boar he was thinking about buy­
ing. When I asked him how to tell the 
difference between a good hog and a 
bad hog he replied that once you’ve 
seen enough bad ones the good ones 
sort of stand out. It was the same, he 
said, with grandkids. Although I was 
curious, I hesitated to ask where I 
stood in that equation.

Over the ensuing years, I ’ve 
found my Graddad’s advice to be 
sound. It translates well to almost 
every facet of life, but never more 
so than when it comes to dealing 
with people. See enough bad ones, 
it seems, and the good ones are 
easy to spot.

I don’t know why this tidbit 
from the past popped into my mind 
this week, but it did. It came as I 
struggled to reconcile how two men 
who were once very powerful, and 
who died only four days apart, could 
have lived such different lives.

I’m referring, of course, to Presi­
dent Gerald Ford and Saddam Hus­
sein. Both men lived most of their 
lives in the spotlight. And, there are 
some interesting coincidences in how 
the men rose to power. For example, 
after serving in lower government 
positions for years, both men rose to 
the top without being elected.

Saddam Hussein seized power 
in a coup d’ etat. Gerald Ford was

appointed to replace Vice President 
Spiro Agnew when he pled no 
contest to tax evasion and money 
laundering charges. Ford then 
became President when Richard 
Nixon resigned at the height of the 
Watergate scandal.

But that’s where the similarities 
end.

Gerald Ford was a star athlete at 
the University of Michigan. In fact, 
he was such a good football player 
that his number was retired. It re­
mains as the only number ever to be 
retired at the storied institution.

Ford spent a quarter century 
serving the 5th District of Michigan 
in the U.S. House of Representa­
tives before joining the scandal 
plagued Nixon administration. Once 
Nixon was gone, he spent the next 
18 months trying to bring the coun­
try back together, then graciously 
stepped aside when we chose an­
other to take the helm.

For his part Saddam was a tyrant 
who tortured and murdered all who 
challenged him. He even used poi­
son gas on his own people in order 
to maintain control. So absolute 
was Saddam’s power that he fully 
expected the world to stand aside

and watch as he invaded Kuwait in 
1990. Fortunately for the world, and 
the Kuwaitis, that didn’t happen.

Saddam Hussein died on De­
cember 30, 2006. The erstwhile 
dictator’s countrymen having de­
cided that he wasn’t fit to live, chose 
a more humane end for him than 
he had ever provided his adversar­
ies. A trap door opened beneath his 
feet and Saddam dropped through 
as a hangman’s noose pulled tight, 
snapping his neck and killing him 
instantly.

Four days earlier, Gerald R. Ford, 
the 38th President of the United 
States, died in his sleep at the age 
of 93. He was honored with a state 
funeral as his political allies'and 
former foes gathered to remember 
and pay homage.

The first election in which I was 
old enough to vote came in 1976 
when Gerald Ford was challenged 
by Jimmy Carter. I was so angry that 
Ford had pardoned Nixon that I voted 
for Carter in protest That proved to be 
the only vote I’ve ever regretted.

Years older, and hopefully wiser, 
I understand now as Gerald Ford 
did then that the nation would never 
have healed as long as Nixon and his 
scandal remained the focal point. 
Revenge, he correctly reasoned, 
wasn’t worth wrecking the country.

As I said before, when you’ve 
seen enough bad ones, the good ones 
are easy to spot...and I’ve seen more 
bad ones than I care to think about.

Gerald Ford, I’m convinced now, 
was a very good one. I only wish I 
had realized that back in ‘76.

Cross Plains a Year Later
Last year on my way back 

from spending the holidays with 
my son and his family I stopped in 
Cross Plains. The city was heav­
ily damaged by a fire that started 
apparently from a cigarette that 
some careless driver tossed out. 
The blaze was fanned by strong 
winds and destroyed about 25 
percent of the homes in the city 
(population 1,068). Two people 
died. Others suffered respiratory 
problems.

I developed a strong feeling 
toward Cross Plains when I spoke 
at the chamber banquet there a few 
months prior to the fire. I was con­
cerned about some friends there. 
When I spoke to them, their spirits 
were high. They personally had 
no damage and were busy helping 
others. As we drove around the 
town, the images of burned out 
houses and scorched vacant lots 
looked like a war scene. The smell 
of smoke was still in the air a week 
after the fire, which occurred two 
days after Christmas, 2005.

I interviewed half a dozen 
victims of the fire that day, both 
children and adults. Instead of the 
expected tears and sadness, they 
were full of adrenalin, thinking

about rebuilding and getting on 
with their lives. I wondered if they 
were still in shock. I had a pro­
found experience that day and left 
with a sincere sense of admiration 
for the people of Cross Plains.

In January of 2006 my docu­
mentary class at The University 
of Texas of the Permian Basin 
in Odessa was just beginning. I 
gave the students a list of possible 
topics. One was the Cross Plains 
fire. They started asking ques­
tions about it and chose that as 
their semester project. In Febru­
ary we boarded a university van 
and went to Cross Plains to do 
some interviews. The students 
set up recorders in Sunday School 
classrooms at the First Baptist 
Church, which was headquarters 
for dealing with the fire’s after- 
math. The interviews revealed 
some dramatic stories:

“Evil-looking clouds of black

smoke approached the city from 
the west just after noon. Funnels 
of fire danced around town. It was 
an ocean of flames. The sky was 
brown, green, the sun was blood 
red. It was very eerie. You could 
hear explosions every few seconds 
from gas tanks, paint cans and 
houses. The fire was coming faster 
than a horse could run. I saw about 
30 deer running, 5 or 10 of them 
on fire. A squirrel was on fire and 
it ran along setting other fires. Our 
appliances melted. Things were 
just powder and ash.”

116 homes were destroyed. 36 
more were damaged. The cost to 
rebuild is estimated to be 10 mil­
lion dollars. In the midst of the dev­
astation, there was an outpouring 
of love. People from out of town 
donated $640,000 to a disaster 
fund and brought in truckloads 
of food and clothing. Many of the 
lots were cleared within days. New 
homes are being built. My students 
learned a lot more than just how 
to produce a documentary. They 
learned a lot about the human 
spirit. Exactly one year after the 
fire, the citizens of Cross Plains got 
together for a barbeque. Mostly it 
was a counting of blessings.

North Texas 
lawmaker 
campaigns to 
unseat Craddick

AUSTIN — When the Texas Leg­
islature convenes Jan. 9, the 150 
members of the Texas House of Rep­
resentatives must choose who among 
them will preside as speaker.

Incumbent Speaker Tom Craddick, 
R-Midland, will need 76 votes — 50 
percent of 150, plus one — to retain 
his office.

B u t C ra d ­
dick will have 
c o m p e t i t io n  
this time from 
fellow R epub­
lican state Rep.
Brian McCall of 
Plano.

McCall says 
he and o ther 
state represen­
tatives are ready for a change in leader­
ship and he believes he has the votes to 
unseat Craddick.

The House’s composition is 81 Re­
publicans and 69 Democrats. Without a 
large-scale switch of allegiance among 
Republicans to his camp, McCall will 
have to convince many Democrats to 
back him.

Craddick, 63, was elected speaker 
in January 2003 after serving 34 years 
as a House member. He was re-elected 
speaker in 2005. M cCall, 48, has 
served in the House since 1991.

President Ford honored in death
Gov. Rick Perry on Dec. 27 ordered 

all flags to be flown at half-staff in 
memory and in honor of the life and 
public service of former President 
Gerald R. Ford.

Ford, 93, died Dec. 26.
“President Ford was a calm ing, 

dignified voice of leadership during 
a turbulent time in the history of our 
country,” Perry said. “His tenure as 
president was extraordinary and his 
lifetime of public service to our coun­
try in the United States Navy and in 
Congress was admirable and worthy 
of the respect of all Americans.”

The governor’s directive applies 
to all U.S. and state flags under the 
control of the state. Flags will be at half- 
staff on the state Capitol Building and 
on flag displays in the Capitol Complex, 
and upon all public buildings, grounds, 
and facilities throughout the state for 
30 days.

Perry encouraged all Texans to fly 
flags at half-staff for the same length 
of time as a sign of respect.

Perry also ordered Texas flags 
to half-staff on Dec. 29 in honor of 
Scottie Stevenson, daughter-in-law  
of Gov. Coke Stevenson. She served as 
Texas’ first lady after Gov. Stevenson’s 
wife died and when her husband, Gov. 
Stevenson’s son, was deployed to the 
Pacific during World War II.

TEA clears schools after audit
The Texas Education Agency closed 

investigations into possible TAKS test­
ing irregularities at 592 Texas schools 
when no evidence of wrongdoing was 
found.

The agency said an analysis by 
Caveon Test Security earlier this year 
flagged 700 schools as having “data 
anomalies” during the 2005 testing 
period.

A school was flagged by Caveon if 
the firm’s review found an aberrant or 
unusual response pattern, a large score 
gain, a statistically unusual number of 
erasures or very similar test responses, 
such as correctly answering hard ques­
tions while missing easy questions.

The Commissioner’s Task Force on 
Test Integrity concluded that security 
audits and on-site investigations found 
no evidence of action that violated the 
state’s extensive test security system 
at 592 schools.

Three of the 700 schools flagged 
for their 2005 test results have since

How about chil­
dren playing? Every moment we 
have on this earth is a gift from 
above. Please don’t let the gift of 
your life end way too soon, by your 
own hand.

I have done a lot of thinking 
these past weeks about what we 
could do to remember Hugh on this 
fourth anniversary of his death. I 
decided that if, by telling a bit of 
our story, it makes just one person 
stop and realize that suicide is 
NEVER an answer, no matter the 
circumstances, that is the best trib­
ute we could ever give him.

Dear Editor,
January 8th marks four years 

since I lost my dear husband, and 
my daughters lost their beloved 
Daddy, to suicide. On the occasion 
of this anniversary, I wanted to 
share my thoughts about suicide.

There is absolutely nothing in 
this world that can happen to you 
that is worth your taking your life. 
Period. There are no do-overs 
or take-backs with suicide. It is 
a permanent solution to what is 
often a temporary problem, even 
if the “temporary” is longer than 
you’d wish. Suicide will not give 
your loved ones peace, or make 
their lives better without you in it. 
Quite the opposite—it can make 
their lives a living nightmare—los­
ing a family member to suicide is 
something I would not wish on my 
absolute worst enemy. You cannot 
begin to imagine the type of pain 
this death causes until you live it. 
Instead of receiving support, the 
family is often blamed. Why didn’t 
they see signs or do something? 
Or what did they do that caused 
their loved one to kill themselves? 
Society thinks it could never, ever 
happen in “their” family. Well, 
it can and it does. All too often. 
Want to stop a conversation in a 
split second? — Answer “suicide” 
when someone asks you how your 
loved one died. It is a sad postscript 
that my late husband will probably 
be remembered by others more 
because of how he died, instead of 
than for how he lived his life for the 
53 years preceding his death.

Depression is a life threatening 
illness, and needs to be treated as 
such. Until depression is taken 
seriously, and treatment for men­
tal illness is no longer considered 
shameful, people will continue to 
suffer, and some will, sadly, die 
from it. Depression can be just as 
life threatening as cancer, heart 
attacks, or strokes, yet it is seldom 
treated with the seriousness it 
deserves.

Everyone has probably had 
those moments in passing where 
they think “I wish I were dead.” 
But if you or a friend ever pass 
just thinking about it, and start 
to formulate a “plan” on how that

“There is a strong Texas conti 
gent that has really been outspoken™ 
on Sudan issues,” said Sam Bell of 
the non-profit Genocide Interven­
tion Network. He said his group’s 

“hall of fame” includes the religious 
community of Midland, where 
several churches have established 
sister congregations in southern 
Sudan.

At home and in Darfur, the 
group has staged fundraisers for 
Sudanese schools, led a vigorous 
letter-writing campaign here and in 
Sudan, and hosted Sudanese exiles 
in Midland.

In Dallas, the congregation o *  
Temple Emanu-El helps spear­
head “Operation Dolls for Darfur,” 
which raises awareness about the 
crisis through the sales of Guate­
malan “worry doll” lapel pins, a n d ^  
other grassroots efforts.

Today, most Am ericans are 
only vaguely aware of the genocide 
in Darfur. The horror is occur­
ring in a remote country, and the 
central government has effectively 
excluded international news media 
from covering the crisis.

But any effective campaign to 
alleviate suffering in Darfur must 
start with public awareness—both 
to educate the public and pressure 
the Sudanese government for a 
resolution. The individual efforts 
of our fellow Texans to achieve 
these goals provide an in sp irin g ^  
example for us all.

President Holley next reported 
that Program  Leader Noweita 
Briggs would give a brief report 
about Mary Stewart, the author of 
our Club Collect. Mary Stewart was 
born in Ohio, December 10, 1876. 
At an early age her family moved 
to Georgetown, Colorado. She at­
tended the University of Colorado 
at Boulder and graduated with a 
B.A. degree in the Spring of 1904 
- she was 28 years of age. In 1927

she received an honorary degree of 
Master of Literature from the uni­
versity. Her first position was that 
of a principal of the high school at 
Longmont, Colorado. It was at this 
time that she became associated 
with the General Federalization of 
Women’s Club. She served as Dean 
of Women at the University of Mon­
tana, where she also taught Latin 
and English. In 1919, she helped 
organize the National Federation of 
Business and Professional Women’s 
Club. For years she represented this 
organization on the Women’s Joint 
Congressional Committee. She was 
a strong supporter of the women’s 
suffrage movement. After 1921 she 
was with the United States Govern­
ment serving as Assistant Director 
General of the United States Em­
ployment Service, Departments of 
Labor, and from 1928 until Janu­
ary, 1942 she served as Assistant 
Director of Education in the Office 
of Indian Affairs - Department of 
the Interior. She died April 1943 at 
the age of 66.

The Collect was written at 
Longmont, Colorado in 1904. It 
was written as a personal prayer 
for the day and without any or­
ganizations in mind. Later on the 
prayer was offered for publication 
under the title, “a collect for club 
women.” Stewart felt the women 
working together with wide inter­
est for large ends was a new thing 
and that perhaps they had need for 
a special petition and meditation of 
their own. This must of been true 
for the Collect has found its way 
about the world wherever English 
speaking women work together. 
The first women organization to 
hear or to print it in their year book 
was the General Federation of 
Women Clubs. Mary Stewart said 
“that many of our exclusive wom­
en’s goals are already won, such 
as the vote, freedom of the college 
and the professions.” While one of 
the ways we still work effectively 
together is in women’s groups, we 
work for ends that concerns men 
and women alike and our great­

est strength is to “think and act 
in terms that are human.” This 
Collect which was written many 
years ago by a young woman who 
saw the need for a special petition 
for women when they meet as a 
group. By following dictates of 
the Collect we can do and be those 
things which are pleasing to God, 
self, and fellow mankind.

Following our program  we 
enjoyed a very special Christmas 
party beginning with the wonder­
ful food prepared by our hostesses. 
The festive table had as its center 
piece one of Myrt Williams special 
china nativity scenes. There was 
also a special Santa serving dish 
where Santa was holding a serv­
ing plate. Following our refresh­
ment time we drew numbers and 
matched the number with the ones 
on our beautiful Christmas tree 
ornaments which each member 
had brought.
