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Lockney residents
question Fischer’s
intentions, motives

Wisan refutes claim Fischer
was driven off UEP property

Approximately 160 residents of the South
Plains community of Lockney gathered
Friday evening, May 12, 2007 in the town’s
Community Center to hear what their new-
est neighbor, Samuel Fischer of Hildale,
Utah, had to say about his intentions for a
manufacturing facility he purchased on the
outskirts of their town. They also wanted
to question him about his affiliation with
the Fundamentalist Church of Jesus Christ
of Latter-Day Saints, and its jailed prophet
Warren Jeffs.

Fischer began by speaking briefly about
his background and his desire to relocate

@ the custom cabinet-making shop he owned

in Hildale to Lockney where he expand
into modular cabinet manufacturing and
tap into the booming housing markets in
Lubbock and Amarillo. The 176,368 sq. ft.
Tye Company manufacturing facility, once
used to make farm implements, was ideal for
the job, Fischer commented, and the price
was right.

Fischer said he called the meeting to ad-
dress what he called inaccuracies in news
articles about him and his plans for the
Lockney plant.

Fischer initially required that all ques-
tions be submitted in writing and more than
a dozen questionnaires were turned in. But
his attempt to sidestep questions about his
connection to the polygamous FLDS church
and its embattled prophet Warren Jeffs, were
soon turned aside by several women in the
crowd who insisted that Fischer be more
forthcoming.

At one point, after Fischer questioned the
accuracy of a story about him that appeared a
week earlier in the Floyd County Hesperian-
Beacon, Cheryl Edwards of Lockney stood,

‘held a copy of the newspaper aloft and asked,

‘What in here is not true?”

Fischer would only say that the newspa-
per’s claims that he did not intend to hire
local workers was wrong. When he cited not
other errors in editor Alice Gilroy’s story,
additional questions from the crowd finally
brought Fischer to the topic of how he could
be the father of 24 children, and ultimately
to the question of polygamy.

Fischer explained that after his first two
offspring died, he and his wife chose to
adopt two children. His wife then gave birth
to several more children. That’s when the
couple were confronted with the opportunity
to adopt 9 more youngsters.

The previous adoption went so well,
Fischer said, that the couple decided to adopt

County hikes rental rates at Civic Center

Fire Chief Jerry Jones was on hand Monday to ask
Schleicher County Commissioners for an additional
$582.85 to help offset the cost overruns associated
with erecting a new building to house the county’s
emergency communications equipment. Jones said
he would seek equivalent amounts from other local
jurisdictions. The commissioners discussed the matter
briefly then approved it by a unanimous vote.

The meeting was called to order by Judge Johnny
Griffin with Commissioners Johnny Mayo, Lynn
Meador, Kirk Griffin and Matt Brown in attendance.
Chris Phillips was present to speak with the commis-
sioners about maintenance of the courthouse sprinkler
systems. The commissioners voted to hire Phillips to
inspect the system and return with a report. Phillips
also discussed swimming pool drainage problem. He
will give the county a estimate for replacing the Fort
McKavett Cemetery water system.

The men then opened seven bids for new heating and
air conditioning systems for the Schleicher County Jail.
The lowest bid was $22,379.00, from Marks Services
and the highest bid was $52,370.12 Expert Air. A mo-
tion by Kirk Griffin to accept the lowest bid from Marks
Service, was unanimously approved by the court.

Sealed bids were then received for a transport load
of diesel fuel. Griffin Fuels submitted the lowest bid at
$2.2316 per gallon for off-road diesel. The second bid
of $2.4707 was submitted by Regal Oil. The commis-
sioners voted accept the bid from Griffin Fuels.

County Extension Agent Cory Stevens and shop
teacher Jim Wyatt were on hand to submit plans for
a new concession and restroom complex at the rodeo
arena. The men envisioned a 60 ft. by 40 ft. building
with a 20 ft. awning. Judge Griffin was concerned that
the restrooms were too small and asked that they be
enlarged. After discussing the plans the commissioners
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asked the men to obtain prices of material and come

i back with an estimate. No other action was taken on

the matter except that the commissioners discussed
the possibility of the county serving as its own general
contractor in order to avoid a formal bidding process.

The commissioners then voted to raise the rental
fees for the three sections of the Civic Center. The fee
for non-profit social meetings and dances was increased
to $300 per section. Non profit business rental fees
were raised from $400 to $900 for the entire building
or $300 per room, up from $225. Fees charged to “for
profit” businesses were raised from $900.00 to $1,050
for the entire facility or $350.00 per section. The fee
for the use of pens increased by $100 to $600.

A $600 damage deposit will be required for each
room. There will also be a $100 per day fee for rehears-
als and decorating. A $100 fee will also be charged for
events requiring security.

All events are to conclude by 1 a.m. and the new
rates will take effect on July 1, 2007. It was noted the
Civic Center is a smoke free facility and a strict non-
smoking policy will be enforced.

It was noted as an information item that County
Road 425 will have an electric gate placed across it
with signs posted. The farms on County Road 425 are
putting high fences around their fields and the high gate
will help control the deer population. The commission-
ers expressed no concerns about the gate.

The court then discussed participating with the
City of Eldorado in bidding process for street repair
in hopes of getting a better price for both entities. The
court took no-action but thought it would be worthwhile
to pursue. :

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City wins $200K
grant to upgrade
old water mains

Eldorado Mayor John Nikolauk an-
nounced Monday that the City of Eldorado
was successful in applying for a $200,000
grant for the purpose of upgrading the aging
water lines in the central part of town. He
noted that the 8-inch lines that run through
the alleys on either side of Southwest Main
Street were installed in the 1920s and
1930s. :

“I am pleased that the Regional Review
Committee looked favorably on our request,”
Nikolauk commented after learning the
grant application had been approved. “Usu-_
ally, grants are only approved for low to
moderate income neighborhoods. But, with
the help of our engineer Steve Dennis and
our grant consutant Kay Howard, we were
able to show that the water mains in the
center of town control the water service in

_ the entire town, including low to moderate

income neighborhoods.”

Nikolauk is a member of the Regional
Review Committee but was prohibited from
voting on Eldorado’s application.

Once the grant receives final approval
from the Office of Rural Community Affairs
in Austin, the city will begin the process
of selecting a project engineer and grant
administrator. The city council will then
approve the final design of the project and a
contractor will be hired.

Mayor Nikolauk said he hopes to have the
process completed by the end of summer.

As the price of gasoline hits an all-time high,
many Americans are worrying that they cannot
afford a family vacation this summer. Families,
individuals and businesses all feel the pinch at the
pump. Some of my colleagues in Congress are eager
to blame our nation’s energy suppliers, but raising
taxes on the profits of energy companies will not
lower prices. A comprehensive, long-term and bipar-
tisan solution is needed to ensure a safe and reliable
energy supply and reduce our dependence on foreign
oil. Our national and
economic security
depend upon it.

Over 60 percent
of our crude oil is
imported from for-

many of those coun-
tries are hostile to
the interests of the
United States. Ven-

Reliable energy is
too important to the success of our economy to be
tied to the whims of some dictator thousands of miles
away. If we truly want to be energy independent, we
need to expand domestic production of all energy
sources—alternative technologies and renewable
energy as well as traditional oil and natural gas.
Imposing restrictions on supply while international
demand rises leads to higher prices. This is a simple
lesson from Economics 101 that is apparently lost on
many politicians.

America is blessed with bountiful reserves of oil
and gas in areas such as the Alaskan National Wildlife
Refuge (ANWR) and Outer Continental Shelf. As the
Washington Post noted, “the nation needs to be as
willing to explore off its own shores for the resources
it needs as it is to import them from abroad.” Under a
planissued by the Department of the Interior, potential
production in the Gulf of Mexico, Atlantic Ocean and
off the coast of Alaska could equal 20 years worth of
what we import from Saudi Arabia or Venezuela.

Unfortunately, political demagoguery has thwart-
ed our attempts at energy independence. If President
Clinton had signed a law passed by Congress for en-
ergy exploration in ANWR a decade ago, we would
now be producing over 1 million additional barrels
of domestic oil each day, a 20 percent increase over
current levels. With today’s advanced technology, we
can explore these rich sources of energy using only a
small portion of surface land, thereby protecting our
environment and wildlife in ANWR. In addition, we
must expand our refining capabilities to fully convert
these natural resources to usable energy. The Ameri-
can downstream energy industry is working hard inl
this regard and will add over 1.9 million barrels per
day of new refining capacity by the year 2012.

Conservation and new energy technologies are
also crucial aspects of an effective and balanced
energy plan. Texas is a leading adopter of alterna-
tive energy solutions and boasts the nation’s highest
wind power production and the most alternative fuel
vehicles on the road. We are also leading the charge
in the development of cellulosic ethanol made from
grass and biodiesel made from soy. These crop-based
alternatives draw upon renewable resources that are
abundant in Texas. As consumers increasingly seek
cars with better gas mileage, automakers produce
more fuel-efficient products to meet demand. I
have introduced legislation in the Senate to amplify
the federal government’s efforts in alternative en-
ergy research and development. The last Congress
streamlined the regulatory process to encourage
more investment in nuclear power plants, which with
better technology are our cleanest and most efficienit
energy source and produce significantly less waste
than ever before.

Our nation’s energy policy is stuck in the era
of bellbottom pants and platform shoes, and we
are long overdue for a change. However, we cannot
combat climbing prices without a plan for increased
domestic production of traditional oil and gas and
alternative resources. Such a plan would also put us
in charge of our own economic security, rather than
relying on suppliers that seek to harm our country.
Congress must act, but not with knee-jerk penalties
for the firms that help drive our booming economy.
American ingenuity has always solved our toughest
problems, and we must put it to work in this arena.
Alternative energy sources, conservation and re-
sponsible use of our domestic resources will provide
affordable energy for our families and businesses.

100 times more energy than your
run-of-the-mill supernova.

(This
new super-duper nova at least had
the sense not to do something rash
with its hair.)

The announcement also makes
you wonder why all those pathetic
loser novas are called “super” at
all.

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The Texas State Railroad Will Run This Summer

I've ridden the steam train from
Rusk to Palestine many times. The
last time I took half a dozen family
members with me, including my
3-year-old grandson Caleb. He has
been a train nut practically since
he was born. He loved the train
ride, the sounds, the bridges and
the trees whizzing by. We walked
from one end to the other and.had
popcorn and ice cream while we
did it. The gift store, one of the
best in the state, had all kinds of

tempting items. Caleb went home

with some.

There was a petition wanting
passengers to sign it in hopes of
urging the legislature to appropri-
ate more money to the railroad. I
signed it. I visited with Terrie Gon-
zalez, editor of the Cherokeean
newspaper in Rusk. She says fund-
ing for state parks has been cut.

“Texas ranks 49th in per capita
spending for state parks,” says Ter-
rie. “Thank God for Mississippi or
we would be in last place.”

She says parks are in severe
financial crisis right now because

théy don’t have enough money to

operate.
“This dates back to 1991 when

by

the legislature appropriated a
sporting goods tax that had never
been in place before. In 1990 vot-
ers said they wanted to have better
parks and ok’d an additional sales
tax on sleeping bags and camp
stoves and things like that. When
you make those types of purchases,
there is a sales tax that is extra for
those items only. That money is
earmarked for state parks. They
thought it would generate around
30 million dollars a year, but it
started bringing in more than 100
million dollars annually. Then in
1991 legislators started using that
money for other purposes and they
capped it, resulting in a shortage of
funds for the parks department.”
Terrie says seventy-two parks
department jobs were terminated,
including twenty-two at the Texas
State Railroad. Plans were made
to run only one train a day and it

would go from Rusk to Palestine.
The folks in Palestine threw a
fit and held meetings to protest.
The parks department representa-
tives said they would use some of
the 2007 money designated for
the railroad to keep it operating
through the end of 2006. Then
the Parks and Wildlife department
received some unanticipated wind-
fall money from oil and gas leases.
The railroad now has enough
money to run the train through
August of 2007.

“There’s going to be a proposal
in this legislative session that will
remove that cap and say this
money was intended for the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department

so let’s give it to the Texas Parks |

and Wildlife Department. It’s my
understanding that when this leg-
islative session started, there was a
50 billion dollar surplus, so I think

they would have a very difficult

time explaining why the parks
department is not getting proper
funding.”

There is talk of privatizing the
railroad. I just hope it keeps on
running so Texans can enjoy going
through the woeds on a steam train.

Guy threatens special session

The bill the Texas House and Senate
passed enacting a two-year moratorium
on private toll road projects landed on
Gov.

The big issues, he said, are potential
loss of federal funding and the word-
ing of the bill, which he said would®
adversely affect the Texas Department
of Transportation’s contracting and
oversight responsibilities. A letter from
the Federal Highway Administration
raises those questions.

“Perry suggested lawmakers recon-
sider and rework the bill before the end
of the current session. He hinted that
the alternative to that would be a veto
and then a special session.

House passes TYC reform bill

The House on May 7 tentatively ap-
proved legislation to overhaul the Texas
Youth Commission, which earlier this
year was put in conservatorship after
reports surfaced of sexual abuse of
inmates and fiscal mismanagement at
the agency.

SB 103 by Sen. Juan “Chuy” Hi-
nojosa, D-McAllen, is crafted to en'
hance transparency of its operations,
prosecute offenses committed within
the agency, and improve the hiring
practices of guards.

The bill’s House sponsor, Rep Jerry
Madden, R-Richardson, said, “The
abuse and poor performance identified
at the TYC cannot be allowed to con-
tinue. This bill reforms the structure,
management and oversight of the com-
mission to provide true rehabilitation,
not just the punitive warehousing that
characterizes the system today. ”

In related news, Will Harrell, ex-
ecutive director of the Texas chapter
of the American Civil Liberties Union.
was named ombudsman for the TYC,
contingent on passage of SB 103. His
job will be to evaluate and secure
youths ’ rights.

Bastrop officials indicted
for diverting public funds

Commissioner, sheriff charged with utilizing
inmate labor, county funds for personal projects

BASTROP - A grand jury
today returned public corrup-
tion indictments against Bastrop
County Sheriff Richard Hernandez
and Bastrop County Commissioner
David A. Goertz. Prosecutors
with the office of Texas Attorney
General Greg Abbott sought the
indictments after a state investiga-
tion revealed the two officials were
diverting county resources for their
personal benefit.

Hernandez, 51, and Goertz, 51,
were each charged with one count
of abuse of official capacity for ille-
gally misusing taxpayer resources,
including county equipment, mate-
rials, inmate labor, facilities, and
credit accounts.

“Texans will not tolerate gov-
ernment officials who violate the
public trust,” Attorney General
Abbott said. “Any public servants
who choose to unlawfully enrich
themselves at the taxpayers’ ex-
pense must be held accountable
for violating the law. The citizens

of Bastrop County can rest assured
that the Office of Attorney General
is aggressively prosecuting these
officials for abusing their posi-
tions.”

According to court documents
filed by the Attorney General,
Goertz used county inmate labor
to perform electrical wiring and
several other work projects at his
home. These documents indicate
that inmates also constructed a
steel railing and two barbecue
pits that were later installed at the
county commissioner’s private
residence. The Attorney General’s
investigation also revealed that
Goertz approved overtime pay for
a county employee who supervised

inmates while they worked on

these non-county projects. State
investigators conducted a search of
Goertz’s residence on Tuesday.
Hernandez is charged with
using county materials, taxpayer
resources, and inmate labor to
construct barbecue pits that he later
sold for personal profit. Accord-
ing to state investigators, Bastrop
County resources were used to
build and improve a mobile barbe-
cue trailer that the sheriff later sold
for his personal benefit. Hernandez
required the buyer to pay him with
cash. State investigators conducted
