Cotton farmers wars advised by
Senator Bankhead (D-Ala) today
to withhold at least half of this
year's crop from the market and
anssure themselves a price of ap-
proximately 21 cents & pound.
Under house and senate anti-in-
flation bills, he sald In = state-
ment, “no hurtful changs has bean
made in the price celling on cot~
ton goods or raw cotton."
Bankhead sald the price ad-
ministration was satisfied that
under the cotton goods ceiling,
cotton mills could afford to pay
as high as 2147 cents a pound
for raw cotton. He added they
had been advised mo new cell-
ing would be placed on raw cot-
ton for this year's crop as long
as the price remained within
the present cotton goods ceiling.
“Cotton s now below parity,”
Bankhead declared. “The farmers
can drive the price down by dump-
ing their cotton on the market or
they can put up and get approxi-

puts out the Jast light in Berlin.

As the first bombardier class
begins training, warlous ground
crews also start thelr vilal jobs to-
ward "Keeping 'em Flying." Radlo
operators and techniclans, air-
plane mechanics, sheet metal work-
ers and many other types of
ground workers all pull as a unit
in this well-knit organization to
make an effective ailr force pos-
sible. Veteran air force officers
declare it takes 10 men on the
ground to keep one man flying in
the alr.

Many Big Spring men, and those
