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Jeffs hit with

 “indictments

A pair of Arizona grand juries have handed up
eight more criminal indictments against Warren
Jeffs, the jailed leader of FLDS Church. Jeffs
is already facing life in prison in Utah on two
charges of Rape as an Accomplice.

A pair of Arizona grand juries recently in-
dicted Jeffs on eight additional counts. Included
among the new charges are four counts of sexual
conduct with a minor and four counts of incest.
Both charges are felo"nkies under Arizona law.

The indictments were handed up by two separate

rand juries on May 10th and June 21st of this year.

_harges were withheld from the public until they
were released last week by Mohave County, Arizona
prosecutor Matthew Smith.

Jeffs was reportedly served with the new
indictments in his jail cell in the Purgatory Cor-

‘ectional Facility in Hurricane, Utah.

The first indictment charges Jeffs with two
counts of sexual conduct with a minor and two
counts of incest for his alleged role in arranging
a marriage between a man in his early 50s and
the man’s 17-year-old female relative.

Identical charges were filed by another grand
jury in connection with the marriage of another
man to a young female relative.

Jeffs was arrested on August 28, 2006 during

a traffic stop near Las Vegas on Interstate High-

way 15. He was considered a fugitive from justice
since 2005, when Arizona authorities charged
him with two felonies for allegedly arranging
a marriage between a 16-year-old girl and a 28-
ear-old man.

Jeffs had been wanted on felony charges in

- Utah and Arizona but, as he continued to elude
authorities, he was indicted in Federal Court in
Utah and Arizona on charges of Unlawful Flight
to Avoid Prosecution. The FBI then named him

@o their Ten Most Wanted List.

Authorities in Arizona say they are content to
wait for the Utah charges to proceed, especially
with Jeffs facing the possibility of life in prison
on the Utah charge of Rape as an Accomplice.
However, Mohave County Attorney Matt Smith
is reported as saying, “We certainly can’t sit back
and anticipate he’s going to be brought to justice
in Utah or by the Feds. But beyond that, anytime
we’re aware of felony charges we’re going to file
them, whether it’s Warren Jeffs or someone you’ve
never heard of.”

When the hearse brought
Lyndon’s body home, after ly-
ing in state at the Capitol, the
everyday folk of the hill country
lined Hwy. 290 from Oakhill to
Stonewall.

They stood hat-in-hand to
stand up for Lady Bird Jolinson.
Each heart wanted her to see the
love and respect felt.

Years earlier I was living in
Houston. An older black woman,
Bertha, was my helper around the
house. Once in awhile we would
lunch together, and Bertha would
tell me about growing up in East
Texas. Seems her father worked for
aman known as “Mr. Taylor.” His
main job having been training and
caring for a large pack of hounds.

One day Mr. Taylor arrived in
a wagon to fetch home some dogs.
High on the wagon seat his daugh-
ter, Miss Claudia, sat beside him.
She called out to Bertha “Here, I
have a picnic! Won’t you come
share?” Bertha said that until
that moment she had never seen
white bread. Miss Claudia, who
later grew up to become Claudia
Alta “Lady Bird” Taylor Johnson,
was remembered by Bertha with
every future sandwich.

I enjoyed retelling the story to
the original Miss Claudia when
the years slid by and our paths
eventually crossed.

When my art studio was in
Dripping Springs, Texas I be-
came friends with Mr. Bradly
Davis, a hill country naturalist.
In younger days he had taught the
scouts at Philmont, and scores of

campers at Friday Mountain. He
was a treasure trove of knowledge.
Mr. Davis stopped in the studio
one day to announce an unprec-
edented stand of Blue-Bells in a
nearby hidden spot. We promptly
related the find to Lady Bird.

Very soon, she appeared one
afternoon and asked to be taken
to view the Blue-Bells. Her old
brown Chrysler was filled with
boxes of peaches. The peaches
were escorted by her secret ser-
vice agents in their gray Crown
Victoria. It was sweltering and
the agents had on suits. We made
a small caravan with Mr. Davis
directing Mrs. Johnson, both of
them enveloped in peach aroma.

I must admit the large mead-
ow was breathtaking; awash in
the lavender blue nodding heads
of Blue-Bells. Quietly talking,
Mr. Davis led Lady Bird among
the blossoms for about an hour. I
waited with the secret service and
gawked at the array of firearms in
the Ford’s open trunk.

At Stonewall, seated in rockers
on the front porch, sipping iced-
tea. Lady Bird got a mischievous
twinkle in her eye. “The tour bus
will be coming up the ranch road
in a bit.” She remarked. “Some-
times when the tour bus comes I
walk out onto the lawn and wave.
The bus occupants just go wild!”

Later that same day she took
my ten year old son down to a
barn. Inside was a car the Italian
government had presented to LBJ
as a presidential gift. (They read
him so well.) Manufactured by
Fiat, all it took was one putt about

the lake and it was a big hit!

Here for your consideration
are a few of Lady Bird’s favorite
recipes.

LBJ Ranch Peach Cobbler

4 cups peaches, peeled and
sliced; 3/4 cup sugar; 1 table-
spoon butter; 1 teaspoon cin-
namon; Extra butter sugar and
cinnamon

Stir first four ingredients
together and heat. Do NOT boil.
Pour into an 8X8 inch pan. Dot
with more butter. Cover with top
crust. Sprinkle cinnamon and
sugar on top and bake for 30 min-
utes at 400 degrees. Serves 6.

Top Crust: 3 cups flour; 1/4
cup sugar; 1 teaspoon salt; 1 cup
Crisco; 1 egg plus enough water
to total 1/2 cup.

Mix the flour, sugar and salt
together. Add the Crisco and
blend until in crumbs. Add the
egg and water mixture and gather
into a ball. Roll out for top crust.
Remainder of dough will keep
well refrigerated.

Lady Bird’s Peach Ice Cream

1 quart of cream; 1 pint of
milk; 3 eggs; 1 cup of sugar; 1/2
gallon of soft peaches, peeled
mashed and well sweetened.

Make a boiled custard with
cream, milk, eggs and sugar.
When cool add the peaches. This
makes one-gallon of ice cream
which is most delicious.

Now we must say good-bye
to a true Texas woman. in reality
she was our finest peach.

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Tipping Toward
Catastrophe

In the 16th and 17th centuries, the West was

convulsed by religious wars that, in the words of
historian Paul Johnson, “were without redeeming
features and were destructive of the Christian faith
itself, as well as human life and material civiliza-
tion.” In the Middle East, it often seems to be 1618,
the beginning of the Thirty Years’ War that laid
waste to Germany in a senseless sectarian war.

No historical analogy is perfect, and the Mid-
dle East has its oasis
of relative calm and
good government. But
the accent is on feral
violence: Hamas and
Fatah throwing one
another from build-
ings in Gaza; Sunni
and Shia turning one
another’s mosques to rubble in Iraq; Syria attempt-
ing to bring down the government of Lebanon,
assassinated politician by assassinated politician;
pregnant Palestinian mothers undertaking suicide-
bombing missions against Israel.

There is plenty of power politics here -- with
Iran behind much of the mayhem -- and distinct
causes for each conflict, but there is also an un-
derlying civilizational sickness. Resenting the
way the West eclipsed the Muslim world centuries
ago, ashamed by Israel’s overwhelming military
- strength and hating America as the apex of West-
ern might, the Middle East resorts to various radi-
calisms as a salve to these historic humiliations.
They are a twisted appeal to wounded pride and
a call to renewed greatness through the rejection
of modernity.

Historian Theodore Von Laue argued that the
ascendance of the West in the 20th century sub-
jected non-Westerners to “the psychological misery
of knowingly belonging to a ‘backward’ society.”
Many non-Western countries adapted, reconciling
modernity to their particular cultural contexts. But
the Middle East tended to import the failed Western
ideologies of socialism and fascism, and watched
itself fall further back.

As writer Ralph Peters explains, in such cir-
cumstances, “people look for somebody to blame,
and they default to blood and belief, ethnicity and
religion -- fundamentalist religion.”

The best argument against the Iraq War is that
our staying there is like being in the middle of Gaza,
refereeing fanatical factions. The Iraq War looks,
at this juncture, like a last-ditch effort to keep the
Arabs from rejecting what Fouad Ajami calls “the
foreigner’s gift,” the chance for a fresh start brought
with the toppling of Saddam Hussein by force of
American arms.

It is tempting to wash our hands of the entire
region, but unrealistic. The poison of the Middle
East is exportable, through al-Qaida terrorists and,
one day soon, perhaps through nuclear-tipped Ira-
nian missiles. We have to work with those relatively
decent leaders -- Mahmoud Abbas in the West
Bank, Fouad Siniora in Lebanon, Nouri al-Maliki
in Iraq -- who are attempting to hold back the tide
of madness and blood. The region needn’t tip inevi-
tably into catastrophe, even if that’s where it seems
determined to send itself.

Samuel Johnson famously said that nothing
concentrates the mind like the prospect of a
hanging. Is that true of a self-hanging? If it isn’t,
decent voices in the Middle East might soon, like
Henry James on the outbreak of World War I, have
cause to lament “the funeral spell of our murdered
civilization.”

About 1,800 people attended a
private memorial service at Riverbend
Church on July 14.

President and Mrs. George HW. Bush,
Nancy Reagan, President and Mrs.
Jimmy Carter, Gov. and Mrs. Perry,
Sen. Kay Bailey Hutchison, Susan Ford
Bales, Caroline Kennedy Schlossberg
and Maria Shriver.

On July 15, crowds of people lined
Congress Avenue between the Capitol
and Town Lake to pay last respects as
the funeral motorcade proceeded south,
then west, en route to Johnson City.

In the early afternoon of the 15th,
Mrs. Johnson was buried alongside
her husband in the Johnson family
cemetery in Stonewall, about 70 miles
west of Austin. The cemetery is part of
the LBJ National Historical Park.

Born Claudia Alta Taylor in Kar-
nack, a small town in East Texas in
1912, Mrs. Johnson is remembered as
the trusted adviser and devoted wife of
the 36th president of the United States,
Lyndon Baines Johnson.

President Johnson died at age 64 on
Jan. 22, 1973, four years after leaving
office. Mrs. Johnson outlived her hus-
band by more than 34 years.

During her more than five years
as first lady, Mrs. Johnson became
recognized as the prime mover behind
the Highway Beautification Act of 1965
and conservation measures. But her
zeal to improve America also bore fruit
in the creation of Head Start and other
federal programs benefiting Americans
to this day. Her work to bring attention
to poverty and unmet health and educa-
tion needs in rural and urban America
helped President Johnson forward his
agenda in the “War on Poverty.”

After President Johnson’s term

of office ended in January 1969, the

Johnsons returned to Texas, and Mrs.
Johnson set to work on beautifying
state highways with wildflowers and
other native plants. i
Mrs. Johnson and her friend, ac-

-

tress Helen Hayes, worked together @

to found the National Wildflower Re-
search Center in 1982. Mrs. Johnson
downplayed her own efforts, but the
complex and sprawling grounds in
South Austin were renamed the Lady
Bird Johnson Wildflower Center be-
cause others wanted to honor her work
in promoting, building, maintaining
and improving the institution over
many years.

Mrs. Johnson’s work to build and
improve Austin’s Town Lake Hike and
Bike Trail also is noteworthy.

Mrs. Johnson suffered a stroke in
2002, compromising her vision and

ability to speak, but she remained ac-®

tive until relatively recently.

Former chief justice Hill dies

Changes announced in

August Sales Tax Holiday

Second opportunity for Tax-Free
shopping coming next year

(AUSTIN) — Comptroller
Susan Combs announced that
the date for the annual sales tax
holiday has changed from the first
weekend of August to the third
weekend of August. Cambs also
said backpacks, a standard item on
many kids’ school supply lists, can
now be purchased tax free during
the sales tax holiday.

“From now on, the sales tax
holiday will occur on the third
Friday, Saturday and Sunday of
August,” Combs said. “This year,
the date is Aug. 17-19.”

Since many school districts
are now starting their school year
later, the 80th Legislature changed
the date of the sales tax holiday
to move it closer to the first day
of school.

During the sales tax holiday,
children’s and adults’ clothing and
shoes priced less than $100 — and
now backpacks that cost less than
$100 — are exempt from state and
local sales taxes.

“The Legislature responded to
parents’ requests to add backpacks
to the list of tax-exempt items,”
Combs said. “Backpacks can be
expensive, especially for parents
who have to buy them for several

children. A tax break helps.”

Combs also announced that,
starting in May 2008, energy-ef-
ficient appliances will be exempt
from sales tax during the three-day
Memorial Day weekend. Certain
appliances with a federal Energy
Star rating will be tax-free, includ-
ing washing machines, dishwash-
ers, ceiling fans, dehumidifiers,
programmable thermostats and
incandescent fluorescent light
bulbs. Air conditioners priced at
$6,000 or less and refrigerators
priced at $2,000 or less can also
be purchased tax free.

“Texas consumers will save
about $8 for every $100 they spend
on qualifying appliances,” Combs
said. “Even more importantly, they
will reap savings on their utility
bills by purchasing energy-effi-
cient appliances, and the demand
for electricity will be reduced.”

The Comptroller predicts fami-
lies will save about $52.1 million
in sales taxes during the August
sales tax holiday.

Poison Ivy

Poison ivy is a common cause of contact
dermitis, an allergic reaction to something that
comes in direct contact with the skin. This
condition can be quite unpleasant, but does

not pose serious health risks.

Although it is often recommended that
people learn to recognize the poison ivy plant
(“Leaves of three, leave them be”), in practice,
this is hard to do, since poison ivy and its rela-
tives are often mixed in with other vegetation
and not noticed until after the rash has begun.
Keeping the skin covered in situations when
exposure is hard to avoid is the best way to
prevent the problem. More than half the popu-
lation can react to the poison ivy resin if they

are exposed to it.

Once it begins, the rash will usually clear
on its own by 14-21 days. Treatment is directed
at controlling the itching. Oral antihistamines
(like Benadryl) may help the itch somewhat,
but often do no more than make people drowsy.
Cortisone creams, whether over-the-counter
or by prescription, are only helpful if applied
right away, before blisters appear, or much
later, when the blisters have dried up.

“These onetime funds will
help counties cover costs associ-
ated with a statewide election
that counties did not budget for,”
stated Wilson. “I am pleased that
the legislature felt it was appropri-
ate to lessen the financial burden
this election placed on our county
officials.”

House Bill 556 gives the Sec-
retary of State authority to admin-
ister and distribute state funds to
reimburse political subdivisions for
expenses incurred in conducting a
statewide special election.

The Old Bank Building

One hundred years ago, 1907,
this renaissance revival style rock
building was erected to house the
first bank in the small town of
Eldorado. Native lime stone rock,
that was cut locally, was used in
the construction of the structure.
The building featured dentils and
parapets terminated with stone
spheres. It was the latest style for
1907. The bank was named The
First National Bank of Eldorado.

By 1942, the bank had out
grown the small old building and
erected a modern new structure to

Bush appointed Hill to a post on
the Texas Lottery Commission.

Comptroller reports sales
tax rebates to city/county

AUSTIN —Texas Comptrol-
ler Susan Combs announced this
week that the state collected $1.63
billion in sales tax revenue in June,
up 9.3 percent compared to June
2006.

Combs sent July sales tax al-
locations totaling $446.4 million
to cities, counties, transit systems
and special purpose taxing dis-
tricts, up 8.3 percent compared to
July 2006.

Included in that amount was
$13,778.93 sent to the City of
Eldorado. That’s up some 224
percent over last July’s allocation
of $4,244.17. The city’s year-to-
date allocation is up by 65.37
percent from $52,703.38 last year
to $87,158.60 this year.

Meanwhile, Schleicher Coun-
ty’s rebate declined slightly, down

$17,715.18 last July to $17,625.32

this month. The county’s year-to-
date allocation was up some 8 per-

cent, however, from $112,089.84
last year to $121,420.66 this year.

The county’s Health Services
Sales Tax, which helps fund the
local ambulance service, reported
numbers identical to the county’s
base sales tax allocation.

“Sales tax collections continue
to grow at a steady pace,” Combs
said. “Growth in the construction,
oil and gas, and retail sectors are
helping the current strength of the
Texas economy.”

Combs sent July sales tax al-

locations of $304 million to Texas
cities, up 9.5 percent compared to
July 2006. So far this calendar year,
city sales tax allocations are up 7.3
percent compared to the same time

period last year. Texas counties re-

ceived sales tax payments of $27.4
million, up 7.4 percent compared
to last July. So far this year, sales
tax allocations to counties are up
8.1 percent compared to 2006.
Combs sent $14.7 million to 121
special purpose taxing districts, up
19.8 percent compared to last July.
Ten local transit systems received

$100 million in sales tax alloca-

tions, up 3.4 percent compared to
a year ago.
State sales tax collections in

June and local sales tax alloca-

tions in July represent sales that
occurred in May and were reported
to the Comptroller in June.

The Comptroller’s next sales tax
allocation will be made on Friday,
Aug. 10

AUSTIN - The Texas Depart-
ment of Insurance (TDI) can reim-
burse small, non-public employers
for up to $2,500 in expenses for spe-
cial equipment, furniture and other
workplace modifications that allow
an injured employee to return to
work. TDI also will soon be able to
preauthorize payment of the employ-
ers’ expenses under recent changes
affecting the Small Employer Re-
turn-to-Work Pilot Project.

80th Legislature to allow the Com-
missioner of Workers’ Compensa-
tion to preauthorize reimburse-
ments to employers participating
in the pilot project. Gov. Rick
Perry signed the legislation on
May 18 and the law was effective
immediately, subject to rulemak-

Rules to allow pre-
authorization of employer expenses
are currently being drafted.
