.Branching Out
Jeffs follow ers eye purchase o f

Word reached Eldorado this week that Samuel 
C. Fischer, one of Warren Jeffs loyal followers, has 
been busy acquiring property, including a manu­
facturing facility, on the Texas South Plains. Ac­
cording to Alice Gilroy, editor of the Floyd County 
Hesperian-Beacon, Fischer is in the process of 
purchasing a 176,368 sq. ft. manufacturing facility 
in Lockney, Texas. The site formerly housed the Tye 
Company, a farm implement manufacturer.

A phone call to a Lubbock real estate agent 
on Tuesday confirmed that Fischer has signed a 
contract to purchase to facility.

Also of interest to Fischer is a laborer camp, or 
Iworker housing, located in nearby Floydada. Gil­
roy says that Fischer, and/or his associates, have 
also acquired homes in Plainview, Texas.

News of Fischer’s interest in the property 
first became public at a meeting of the Lockney 

|Economic Development Corporation as members 
^exchanged anecdotes about their contacts with the 
man. Preliminary indications are that the Lock­
ney property is to be converted into a furniture 
manufacturing facility.

Isaac Wyler, a former FLDS member, told The 
Success this week that Samuel C. Fisher is one of 
Warren Jeffs closest followers. “He’s a priesthood 
teacher,” Wyler said.

Fischer is also believed to be closely associated 
with Wendell Nielsen, the man many recognize as 
Warren Jeffs’ second-in-command. Nielsen was 
the owner of Western Precision, a manufacturing 
facility that until recently was located in Hildale,

Utah. Nielsen reportedly transferred ownership 
of the company to several of his wives, shortly 
before he and Warren Jeffs disappeared from 
public view in 2003.

Western Precision recently relocated to Las 
Vegas, Nevada and changed its name to Newera 
Manufacturing.

Jeffs was arrested near Las Vegas on August 
28, 2006. He is being held on charges of Rape 
as an Accomplice and Unlawful Flight to avoid 
prosecution and is scheduled to stand trial soon 
in St. George, Utah.

Sam Brower, a private investigator who spent 
the past three years tracking Warren Jeffs, says he 
is not surprised to find that members of the FLDS 
church are branching out into rural America.

“They have to find some way to make money 
and support the YFZ Ranch and the other places 
they have like South Dakota,” Brower commented 
Tuesday.

Jeffs’ followers turned up in Eldorado in 2003 
when David Allred fronted the purchase of 1,791 
acres some four miles north-northeast of Eldorado 
on County Road 300. An early cover story that 
claimed the property was intended as a corporate 
hunting retreat proved to be false and news of the 
group’s true identity broke in March of 2004.

Since that time the group has busied itself with 
the construction of a new community on the YFZ 
Ranch, complete with a series of large residential 
buildings, warehouses and shop buildings, a dairy,

Comptroller Combs offers Texas 
delinquent taxpayers a “Fresh Start”

AUSTIN—Comptroller Susan 
Combs will offer a 60-day tax 
amnesty to businesses with over­
due state taxes and those that may 
be operating without required tax 
permits.

From June 15 through August 
15, 2007, taxpayers can come 
forward, file past-due tax reports 
and pay their taxes in full, and the 
Comptroller will waive penalty 
and interest charges normally 
added to delinquent taxes. The 
tax amnesty applies to taxes and 
tax reports originally due before 
April 1, 2007.

“We’re calling the amnesty pe­
riod Project Fresh Start, because 
taxpayers have a unique, lim­
ited-time opportunity to clear up 
unpaid, underreported or overdue 
taxes without fear of penalty or 
interest and get a fresh start with 
the state,” Combs said.

The Project Fresh Start am­
nesty period applies to sales 
tax, franchise tax and all other 
state and any local taxes and 
fees administered by the state 
Comptroller, except unclaimed 
property and PUC gross receipts 
assessments. Eligible taxpayers 
include those who did not file 
a required tax return or report; 
misrepresented, understated or* 
omitted any tax liability on a past 
report; or erroneously claimed 
tax credits or tax deductions.

The amnesty does not apply to 
assessments already identified by 
the Comptroller, taxpayers cur­
rently under audit or review and 
taxpayers the Comptroller has 
already contacted about an audit 
or possible tax deficiency.

“Project Fresh Start is an 
exciting opportunity for our 
agency, as well as taxpayers,” 
Combs said. “It’s a new day at

the Comptroller’s office, and this 
is our chance to welcome new 
taxpayers and resolve old issues 
with other taxpayers. You owe it 
to yourself, because you owe it 
to Texas.”

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Madness at 
Virginia Tech

In early 21st-century America, what do you 
do when you encounter a severely mentally ill 
person?

Anyone who lives in the city knows the answer to 
that question — you step around him on the sidewalk, 
you hope he doesn’t hassle you, and maybe you give 
him some money if he’s panhandling.

The au thorities  
at Virginia Tech did 
their own version of 
this urban shuffle in 
their handling of Cho 
Seung-Hui. It’s obvi­
ously much easier to 
realize that someone is 

dangerously deranged after he has killed 32 people 
than when dealing with uncertain knowledge in an 
environment where any wrong (or even correct) 
move means a lawsuit. But Virginia Tech often 
tiptoed around Cho’s mental disturbance.

When his “poetry” was read aloud in a class, 
it was so terrifying that at the next meeting of the 
class only seven of 70 students showed up. Cho 
was removed from that class, and another profes­
sor began to tutor him one-on-one, but only after 
establishing a secret code word with her assistant 
to signal when she should call security.

Another alarmed professor went to her dean 
with worries about Cho. She was told that nothing 
could be done, so he was simply placed off to the 
side of the seminar, where he said nothing and 
his disturbing writings weren’t read aloud. This is 
a microcosm of how we’ve handled many of the 
mentally ill during the great deinstitutionalization 
of the past 30 years, when they have been left to 
their own devices — and often to the streets or prison 
— rather than treated.

There are many reasons for this — the rise of 
psychotropic drugs, budget cuts, expanded concep­
tions of civil rights — but one intellectual current 
behind the trend was a moral disempowerment of 
sanity. One of the most influential academics of 
the late 20th century, Michel Foucault, argued that 
attempts to label and treat madness were inher­
ently arbitrary and repressive. Academia has been 
celebrating “transgression” ever since.

Any attempt to romanticize madness has an 
incontrovertible answer in Cho Seung-Hui. This is 
what madness truly is: lonely, painful, shattering 
and, potentially, murderous. After seeing the sick 
trail of misery left by such transgression, can we 
expend some of the same intellectual energy honor­
ing wholesome normality?

According to an extensive survey in The New 
York Times a few years ago, about half of rampage 
killings are committed by mentally ill people, a 
much higher percentage than the roughly 5 percent 
that commit all murders. Dr. E. Fuller Torrey, presi­
dent of the Virginia-based Treatment Advocacy 
Center, believes there has been a rise in such kill­
ings in the past 20 years, which coincides with the 
period when we have dumped many severely mental 
ill people out into society without treating them.

There is, of course, a balance to be struck be­
tween civil liberties and treating the mentally ill. 
But that balance is now badly off-kilter. Cho Seung- 
Hui was basically abandoned to his private mental 
hell at Virginia Tech. While he hatched his lunatic 
and hateful plot, everyone tried to ignore the scary 
guy in class behind the sunglasses.

Note to self: Include warning 
to reader that article may contain 
errors, for those who may be hyper­
sensitive to imperfection.

At the risk of insulting yet an­
other group of people, I have been 
known to — either intentionally or 
by accident — make sport of what 
can only be described as “sacred

cows.” According to the dictionary, 
this means any subject “that is 
often unreasonably immune from 
criticism or opposition.”

Over the years, I’ve poked 
fun at animal-rights activists, 
politicians, construction workers, 
parents, teachers, doctors, human 
behavior of all kinds, and my per­
sonal all-time favorite — teenag­
ers. If there are some sacred cows 
left that I haven’t touched yet, just 
wait. I probably will.

I ’ve enjoyed getting letters 
that corrected my spelling and 
admonished me for being afraid 
of technology, for failing to inter­
act with the system, for failing to 
research appropriately, for having 
blatant disregard of journalistic 
ethics and standards, for having a 
problem interacting with my fam­
ily, for failure to present points in 
a fair and balanced manner and for 
getting smart with my grandson.

Whew!
Note to self: Make sure label 

is big enough to hold warnings 
for those who may be sensitive 
to all this s tu ff— especially that

this column is almost certain to 
contain points that are not fair and 
balanced and that will, more than 
likely, be presented with blatant 
disregard for journalistic ethic 
and standards.

I was really glad to know, 
however, that America’s gaming 
community can still read and is 
extremely sensitive to misspelled 
words. I know this because I re­
cently spelled the “me” portion of 
the Wii game — in which you cre­
ate a form of yourself — like “me” 
instead of the “correct” spelling, 
which is “Mii.” However could I 
have missed that?

Note to self: Bone up on re­
search o f strangely spelled words. 
Include warning that column may 
contain spelling errors o f this type, 
either by accident or on purpose.

Well, I’d better get started. This 
could take awhile.

Final note to self: Be sure to 
warn reader that before consump­
tion o f this column one should take 
a grain o f salt and have a large 
glass o f good humor to wash it 
down with.

The Hills of Oakland
I used to think Oakland, Cali­

fornia was the place where you got 
off an airplane and high-tailed it to 
San Francisco as fast as you could. 
But, my thoughts of Oakland have 
changed since my son BZ and 
his family moved there from San 
Francisco.

BZ, Margaret, Max and Aiden 
moved into an area with tall red­
wood trees and giant cedar trees 
with wide, graceful branches. It 
absolutely looks like a national 
park. His house, like so many oth­
ers in his neighborhood, is nestled 
into a hillside. It has four stories 
and a dumbwaiter, which BZ fully 
expects four-year old Max to put 
18-month old Aiden into and give 
him a ride. Huge picture windows 
give a great view of the scenery 
and tall gabled ceilings with large 
wooden beams create a spacious 
living room.

When our son BZ picked me 
up at the Oakland airport the 
other night, he was anxious to 
show me his new place. My wife 
was already there. She had been 
babysitting the two children while 
Margaret was away on a business 
trip. Although it was dark, I could 
tell he had moved into a nice part 
of town. We wound around hills 
and small roads and when we

rounded a curve he said, “That’s 
my house up there, the tall one 
with the interesting windows.” The 
lights in the house were on and 
it did look inviting. And tall. In 
Texas, homes spread our horizon­
tally. In California, where land is 
at a premium, vertical is the name 
of the game.

We unloaded the luggage and 
climbed the six flights of stairs to 
the living room area. Susan and 
Max were sitting on the couch, 
holding each other. They hardly 
said a word when we walked 
in. It seems there had been a 4.2 
earthquake just about the time 
my plane landed. Susan said it felt 
like a truck had run into the house. 
She was visibly shaken, partly 
because Aiden was sleeping one 
floor below.

Northern California gets about 
50 small earthquakes a day. This 
one was the biggest one since 
1989 (7.1) when the Bay Bridge 
collapsed and hundreds of homes

were damaged. There was no dam­
age around BZ’s house. Since the 
‘89 earthquake, building codes 
have required homes to have 
stronger foundations. BZ’s house, 
built in ’91, has a strong concrete 
foundation reaching 20 feet down 
to bedrock.

Oakland is half the size of 
San Francisco (400,000 popula­
tion to San Francisco’s 800,000) 
and in my way of thinking, has 
twice the beauty. We had made 
arrangements to have lunch with 
Susan and Nathan Miron, a couple 
we met on a cruise. They live in 
the Napa area. Susan grew up in 
Oakland and knows the area well. 
After lunch she gave us a tour. We 
went on Skyline Drive, where 
some of the Oakland Raiders live. 
Nice homes! She showed us where 
Henry J. Kaiser lived. His home 
had a special entrance for Presi­
dent Roosevelt when he visited. We 
saw the Ghirardelli mansion and 
downtown Oakland, which has a 
beautiful lake right in the middle 
of it. We went up and down hills, 
which most people think only exist 
in San Francisco.

I know for a fact that the Texas 
Rangers, when they play Oakland, 
insist on staying in San Francisco. 
They’re missing a lot.

Dozens of bills 9 
already await 
governor’s 
signature

AUSTIN — Out of those thousands 
of bills lawmakers have filed in the 
80th Regular Session of the Texas 
Legislature, about 150 already are G 
on their way to the governor, having 
passed both House and Senate.

Hundreds more will land on Gov. 
Rick Perry’s desk before the Leg­
islature adjourns on May 28. Perry ^  
will have a 10-day period following 
adjournment to 
sign, veto or 
ignore legisla­
tion on his desk.
Bills he chooses 
not to sign or 
veto will take 
effect without 
his signature.

Here are just 
a few bills of 
general interest awaiting action by the 
governor.

• HB 5 by Rep. Leo Berman, R-Tyler, 
cuts the homestead property tax of the £  
elderly and disabled.

• HB 1098 by Rep. Dennis Bonnen,
R-Angleton, prohibits immunization 
against human papillomavirus as a 
condition for admission to public 
school. 9

• HB 2061 by Rep. Jim Keffer, R- 
Eastland, provides that a county or dis­
trict clerk is not liable for the disclosure 
of a living person’s Social Security 
number contained in a document filed 
with the county or district clerk.

• SB 90 by Leticia Van de Putte, 
D-San Antonio, establishes a pilot 
program to provide ballot by electronic 
mail to military personnel serving 
overseas.

• SB 112 by Sen. John Carona, R- 
Dallas, allows a peace officer to con­
fiscate an individual ’s firearms and 
ammunition during a state of disaster. £

• SB 369 by Sen. Tommy Williams, 
R-The Woodlands, makes it a misde­
meanor punishable by a fine to alter 
or obscure a motor vehicle’s license 
plate.

HB 1892, which achieved Senate ^  
approval on April 27, slows down by 
two years the governor’s plan to close 
the deal on the Trans Texas Corridor, 
a 50-year, statewide toll road-building 
project.

The bill, by Rep. Wayne Smith, R- 
Baytown, and sponsored in the Senate 
by Williams, passed 27-4. “No” votes 
were cast by senators who hoped to 
get started on plans to relieve traffic 
congestion, or wanted to keep all op­
tions active and on the table.

After the vote, Lt. Gov. David De- 
whurst, who presides over the Senate, 
said, “I believe privately financed road 
projects play an essential role in our ™ 
transportation future. ”

But, Dewhurst added, a two-year 
moratorium would give the people of 
Texas and lawmakers time to make 
sure such projects “actually work and £  
benefit all Texans.”

Property tax protest bill passes
The House on April 27 passed a 

measure to give landowners more flex­
ibility to postpone and reschedule their 
property appraisal protest hearings.

HB 538 by Rep. Bill Callegari, R- 
Katy, allows a land owner to postpone 
their property tax protest at least once 
without showing cause, and lets a land 
owner make additional postponements 
upon demonstration of reasonable 
cause.

The bill also increases the amount 
of time for the postponement of a pro- f  
test hearing from 15 to 30 days.

Under current law, appraisal dis­
tricts may choose to allow a land owner 
to postpone their appraisal protest 
hearing if the owner or their agent 
show good cause for the postponement. %  
A hearing may be postponed by no 
less than five days, and no more than 
15. The law does not allow additional

When I was a young girl, doing 
dishes for a family of twelve was 
no easy job. First, we had to carry 
water in from the old pump in the 
backyard and put it on the stove to 
heat in two galvanized dish pans. 
Since, we had no sink or inside 
plumbing the water was boiled 
on the stove, and while the water 
was still hot, my sister and I were 
then ready to begin the chore that 
belonged to us by virtue of being 
the eldest daughter in the family. 
(The next oldest were the boys, but 
then doing dishes was definitely a 
girl’s job.)

l My sister and I both hated wash­
ing those mismatched, chipped, 
and cracked dishes and silverware. 
The dishes never had to be scraped 
or pre-rinsed as there wasn’t one 
speck of food left on anyone’s plate,

1 and there were no glasses or side 
vegetable dishes.

The “washer” had to make

water as possible, since there were 
no drainers back then. As it was, 
we’d go through several of those 
square cotton pieces of cloth each 
time.

If, by chance there was any 
scrapes left on the plate such as 
potato peels, it went outside to the 
animals. When the dishes were 
done, one of the oldest boys had 
to carry the dishpans of water to 
the garden. Mom always said the 
soap kept away the bugs. Then one 
of the boys had to mop the floor 
while the “dryer” hung out all the 
wet towels to dry.

# Weighing the financial 
impact of 2007 Farm Bill

As work in Washington con­
tinues on the 2007 Farm Bill, a 
new analysis on the effects of the 
proposed legislation reveals that 
cotton farmers will take a signifi­
cant whack to the wallet if the law 
were to go forward as written.

Researchers with Texas Tech 
University’s Cotton Economics 
Research Institute said that net 
farm income for cotton would fall 

^  a stunning 15 percent during the 
first year under the new law, and 
continue to dip the next four, av­
eraging an 11 percent decline over 
the five years.

^  According to their model, some 
of the major effects of the proposed 
2007 Farm Bill would be:

Direct payments, which is the 
amount cotton farmers get whether 
they plant cotton or not, would go up.

• The loan rate, or more simply 
put the cotton market’s economic 
floor, would go down.

• Changes to the counter-cycli­
cal program will result in lower 
payments.

• And, finally, the overall mar­
ket price for cotton would go up.

The market price for U.S. cot­
ton is expected to rise because 

£  of a reduction in overall acreage 
planted due to a loss of government 
support. In addition, the returns 
of other competing crops are pre­
dicted to be relatively high.

“Acreage declines are marginal, 
^  about 2.5 percent over a five year 

period,” said Samarendu Mohanty, 
an agricultural economist and as­
sociate director of the institute. 
“There’s a big shift initially, and 
then smaller as farmers adapt.”

The question is whether market

prices will go up enough to com­
pensate for the losses in govern­
ment support for cotton, and the 
answer is no.

“We lose more in government 
support that we gain in increased 
market returns, and so cotton farm­
ers are worse off by 11 percent 
over a five year period,” said Mark 
Welch, a research scientist with 
the Cotton Economics Research 
Institute.

The Texas Tech World fiber 
Model baseline projections are 
based on assumptions of normal 
weather patterns and current farm 
policies, along with estimated 
economic fundamentals such as 
population and income growth, and 
prices for crops that would compete 
with cotton.

Among the factors not included 
in the researchers’ model were un­
known variables such as payment 
limitations and extra assistance 
to individuals just starting out in 
farming.

The Tech researchers said the 
world price for cotton during this 
five-year period will rise slightly, 
in part due to the small drop in the 
U.S. production. If U.S. produc­
tion acreage falls even slightly-it 
will have ripple effect on the world 
market. Today, the U.S. is the sec­
onded largest producer of cotton at 
19 percent.

The Cotton Economics Re­
search Institute provides cotton 
economic analysis for policy mak­
ers and other interested in agricul­
tural economy. The group conducts 
economic research on all aspects of 
cotton production, marketing, trade 
and processing.

Dog bite legislation is OK’d
