¥ Laughlin awaits sentencing
in S2 million fraud case

OZONA — The former manager
of Wool Growers Central Storage Co.
entered a guilty plea last week to taking
$2 million in a fraud scheme.

Donnie Laughlin, 60, pled guilty to
engaging in monetary transactions in
property derived from specified unlaw-
ful activity on May 31 in a Lubbock
federal court. Laughlin is currently out
on bond awaiting sentencing.

Sentencing is not expected to take
place for about six to eight weeks, said
U.S. Attorney Roger L. McRoberts.

Laughlin is facing a maximum im-
prisonment of up to 10 years, a fine not to
exceed $250,000 or a fine not more than
twice the amount of criminally derived
property involved, possible restitution

sales had been transferred and deposited

into the Wool Growers retail business
bank account, Laughlin would then
order the money to be used for regular
business expenses of the Wool Grow-
ers retail business or would be used by
Laughlin in the form of unauthorized
additional salary checks and cash, the
documents stated.

The documents also state that
Laughlin allegedly committed mail
fraud by authorizing approximately 34
envelopes from five buyers of wool and
mohair that were addressed to “Wool
Growers Central Storage” in Ozona.
The envelopes contained approximately
34 checks payable to “Wool Growers
Central Storage” or “Sanderson Wool
Commission” totaling approximately
$758,552.63.

Beginning in March 2000, Laughlin
carried out the scheme by selling pro-
ducers’ wool and mohair, and not paying
the producers the money they were owed,
the documents state. Laughlin also sold
the products without the producers’
knowledge or permission.

Instead of deducting fees for storage
and commissions from these sales, and
paying over the balance to the producer,
Laughlin would either keep the money
for himself or transfer the money from
the mohair/wool sales bank account to
the bank account of the Wool Growers
retail business, the documents state.

Once the money from the fraudulent

Comptroller reminds taxpayers of amnesty period

Texas businesses can get a “fresh start” on state taxes

AUSTIN — Comptroller Susan
Combs today reminded businesses that
they have a chance to clear up unpaid,
under reported or overdue taxes without
fear of penalty or interest during Project
Fresh Start, a tax amnesty period that
runs from June 15 through Aug. 15.

During the 60-day amnesty period,
businesses with overdue state taxes and
those operating without required tax
permits can come forward, file past-due
tax reports and pay their taxes in full.
The Comptroller will waive penalty
and interest charges normally added to
delinquent taxes. The tax amnesty ap-
plies to'taxes and tax reports originally
due before April 1, 2007.

“Since we announced Project Fresh
Start, a number of taxpayers have con-
tacted us about clearing up their records,”
Combs said. “This is also a great oppor-
tunity for businesses that have neglected
to get a tax permit and report state taxes.
This is their chance to begin meeting
their tax responsibilities without fear of

The Project Fresh Start amnesty
period applies to sales tax, franchise
tax and all other state and any local
taxes and fees administered by the state
Comptroller, except unclaimed property
and Public Utility Commission gross
receipts assessments. Eligible taxpayers
include those who did not file a required
tax return or report; misrepresented,
understated or omitted any tax liability
on a past report; or erroneously claimed
tax credits or tax deductions.

The amnesty does not apply to assess-

ments already identified by the Comp-
troller, taxpayers currently under audit
or review and taxpayers the Comptroller
has already contacted about an audit or
possible tax deficiency.

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Not a Poodle,
But a Bulldog

It is the strange fate of retiring British Prime
Minister Tony Blair to be called a lackey for adher-
ing to his own deep-felt foreign-policy vision.

Long before President Bush arrived in the White
House, Blair championed the idea that the West
should intervene to stop human-rights abuses in
other countries, putting morality above respect for
the borders of sovereign countries. It wasn’t until
after 9/11 that Bush embraced a version of this
expansive vision, es-
sentially making him
a convert to the Blair
view rather than the
other way around.

In the debate re-
garding the Iraq War,
Blair merely applied
his principles of lib-
eral interventionism that had led him to support
a war against another aggressive, human-rights-
abusing dictator, Slobodan Milosevic, in the
Balkans. In a 199% speech, Blair linked Milosevic
and Saddam Hussein as “dangerous and ruthless
men” who had “brought calamity on their own
peoples.” Stopping one had been right, and so was
stopping the other.

Many of Blair’s fellow liberal interventionists,
however, weren’t going to let consistency get in the
way of opposing “Bush’s war.” Their support for a
robustly moralistic foreign policy ended as soon
as it was picked up by a conservative Republican.
There were a handful of liberal interventionists
who backed the Iraq War, but they dropped off
when it turned from an easy liberation to a grind-
ing counterinsurgency. Recognizing the evil of our
enemy and the humanitarian stakes of failure, Blair
held firm.

How djd we let such valuable

He has been a son
for 64 years, a husband for 46 years,
a father for 45 years, a grandfather
for 25 years and a great-grandfather
for three. He has 42 years of teach-
ing experience in public education.

He wants to remind parents
of what we used to know -- that
children who are taught a few basic
things at home before they go to
school are going to do better than
those who are not shown how to
sit still, listen, obey instructions,
wait a turn, share, be respectful,

courteous, considerate and patient,
or when to keep their voice down
or their mouth firmly closed. Be-
ing responsible, and knowing how
to work and put stuff away is also
extremely helpful.

These are things any parent can
teach, and parents in past genera-
tions did. They are skills that guar-
antee any kid will do well in any
given situation in his or her future.

The truth is, however, that public
education has added two years to
the front side of formal education
-- in the form of Headstart and pre-K
programs -- in an attempt to teach
kids how to go to school because
they are not learning it at home.

This educator said his own
mother understood there were two
kinds of education -- the first, la
educacion, you learned at home;
the second kind you learned at
school. The success of the second
invariably depended on the success
of the first.

Wise woman.

There is no definition for this
first kind of education in the English

dictionary, he said, because English-
speaking society does not view the
development of manners in the same
way as Spanish speakers -- and the
first kind of education is all about
manners. So, I looked it up. In the
Spanish dictionary, education is
defined as manners. In the English,
there is no mention of manners any-
where in the definition of education,
or vice versa.

He said his parents knew if their
kids learned the first kind of educa-
tion, they would not be called “ill
mannered” -- which was an insult
on the family. They also paid close
attention during the second phase
of their kids’ education. They asked
questions. “What did you learn
today?” Perhaps most importantly:

“What are your friends’ names?”

He said all parents should teach
la educacion before education, and
as I mused on the wisdom of these
words, I was haunted by a ques-
tion.

In our me-first, don’t-tell-me-
what-to-do society, how many
adults can even remember, let alone
teach, what we used to know?

AUSTIN — The 140 day regular
session of the 80th Texas Legislature
ended on May 28.

The House and Senate completed
the essential task of settling on a bud-
get — $153 billion — covering fiscal

been a bulldog for his beliefs.

Those beliefs have meant that he took part in no
less than four wars, and probably would have wel-
comed a fifth in Darfur. He supported humanitarian
military action in Europe (Kosovo) and in Africa
(Sierra Leone), with U.N. support (Afghanistan) and
without (Iraq). President Bush once said, “When
somebody hurts, government has got to move.” Blair
applies that (not the least bit conservative) insight
internationally, with the government bringing along
the paratroopers when it moves.

Since there is an overwhelming amount of
“hurt” in our broken world, the question becomes
how to discriminate among proposed interven-
tions. Which are important enough to warrant
force and which aren’t? Blair argues that they are
all important. In the new, interdependent global
environment, old distinctions between a foreign
policy based on morality and national interest
have collapsed. This is overstated, but it is true
that threats to the international order come almost
exclusively from regimes that also abuse human
rights.

Blair acted on his liberal foreign-policy views
-- a throwback to William Gladstone in the British
tradition and to Woodrow Wilson in the American
-- with honor. He confronted American presidents
when he thought they were wrong -- pushing Bill
Clinton to send ground troops to Kosovo, for
instance -- and stood by them when they were em-
battled on behalf of things he too believed.

Blair’s foreign-policy vision might have over-
reached and he had other important failings as a
leader, but he was never anyone’s poodle.

The Buckholts Mural:

Five Years of Dedication

Buckholts is a small town
near Cameron. The Buckholts
Betterment Association is made
up of citizens who work to make
Buckholts better. A few years ago
the BBA recently painted its huge
building on Main Street, which
serves as the community center.
One wall was white.

To Lamerle Zajicek (pro-
nounced Zy-check), an artist who
has a studio across the street from
the community center, the blank
white wall looked like a giant
canvas. She thought a big mural
would look just lovely on that
wall. She approached the BBA
and presented her idea to create a
historical mural on the side of the
building. The BBA officers liked
the idea and agreed to furnish
supplies and paint. Little did they
know what they were getting into.
Work on the project started in 2000
(when Lamerle was 70). The mural
was finished in 2005.

Lamerle spent a full year
doing research, making patterns
and stencils, sketching and fig-
uring out how to get her ideas
and images on that big wall. She

decided to make a giant grid, di-
viding the wall into small squares,
creating scenes on a scale of one
inch equals one foot. She drew
a straight line across the middle
of the wall to gain perspective.
After all, she had a lot of space
to work with. The wall is 25 feet
tall and 80 feet long. Scaffolding
and ladders were required to get
to the top of the mural.

She decided on the 1880’s
to the early 1900’s as the time
to depict in the mural. The town
started with the arrival of the train
in 1881. She acquired a photograph
of the old depot and included it in
the mural. ;

“We put vignettes all down the
wall,” says Lamerle, “each: one
with just a small story in itself, tell-
ing how our town got started.”

Lamerle wanted the people

of the community to have a part
in making the mural, thinking it
would mean more to them if they
had a hand in it. She apparently
was very persuasive. Buckholts has
apopulation of 387. The number of
people who worked on the mural
reached 133. Some lived in Buck-
holts, some lived elsewhere but had
ties to the community. The oldest
person to work on the mural was
99. The youngest was four.

“We couldn’t work in the morn-
ings,” says Lamerle. “The sun
made a glare on the wall. Most of
the work was done in the after-
noons when the light was better
for working.”

She got people to paint scenes
related to their work. A railroad
man helped paint the railroad
scene, a cotton gin man painted
the gin, a banker named Crow
painted some (what else?) crows.
Monroe Fox, who has the Ideal
Poultry Company in Cameron,
painted some chickens. A mule
man painted mules. A cattle
rancher painted cows.

“Everybody seemed to have
fun,” says Lamerle.

another speaker to serve out the re-
mainder of the session.

Attempts to be
recognized subsided as lawmakers
saw the opportunity to pass legislation
slipping away .

Craddick said he plans to run for
a fourth term as speaker, but he will
face competition. The list of House
members who have expressed a desire
to succeed Craddick includes Repub-
lican Reps. Fred Hill of Richardson,
Jim Keffer of Eastland, Jim Pitts of
Waxahachie, Robert Talton of Pasa-
dena and Brian McCall of Plano, and
Democratic Reps. Senfronia Thomp-
son and Speaker Pro Tempore Sylvester
Turner, both of Houston.

The 81st Legislature will convene
in January 2009. Craddick and chal-
lengers will have 18 months to get
promises of support from colleagues.

Despite time lost in efforts to unseat
Craddick, legislators still managed to
push through and pass about 1,500
bills. Here are the effects of a few of
them:

* A water plan benefiting Houston,
Dallas, San Antonio and other thirsty
metro areas and giving rural areas
some control over interbasin water
transfers.

* A $425 minimum pay increase
for public school teachers and a set
of standards that if met can qualify a
teacher for an additional raise.

* Funding for the Childrens Health
Insurance Program will give coverage
to an additional 127,000 children.

* Enhanced felony charges possible
for owners of dogs that attack other
people.

. The Texas Residential Construction Commission
fined Rey P. Hernandez Construction, of San Angelo,
$20,000 for using fraud and deceit to obtain his
registration, as well as having an unpaid judgment
and failing to register homes properly.

News of the fine was made public this week after
action taken by the TRCC at its April, 2007 meeting
was finalized.

Other fines were also levied against Texas build-
ers and remodelers.

The following builders were all cited for present-
ing checks to the commission that later were not
honored by their financial institution for a lack of
sufficient funds. The fine amount is in parenthesis:
MC Construction, of Missouri City ($5,000); Spazio
@ Construction, Inc., of Laredo ($5,000); Bolar Build-
ers, of Austin ($5,000); Davenport Development
Group, of Heath ($5,000) and Stacy and Carla Bate-
man Family, LP, of Lindale ($1,000).

Commission Executive Director Duane Waddill

said builders and remodelers must understand that
the commission will hold them responsible for any
failure to obey the law or to adhere to commission
rules. .

“I fully expect Texas builders and remodelers to
honor their legal and moral obligations to consum-
ers and the state,” Waddill said. “The commission
is aggressively investigating and sanctioning those
builders and remodelers to ensure they take their
responsibilities seriously in the future. The industry
must recognize the commission’s commitment to
enforcing the laws and rules regulating residential
construction in Texas.”

Consumers can research whether or not a builder
or remodeler is registered and if the state has found
a defect as a result of a consumer complaint and
how many projects a builder or remodeler has reg-
istered by utilizing the public record search on the
commission’s Web site at www.texasrcc.org.

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Parks legislation termed a tremendous

victory for Texas state & local parks
Appropriations Bill (HB 1) provides necessary funding

AUSTIN - The omnibus parks
bill authored by State Rep. Harvey
Hilderbran (R-Kerrville) aimed at
restoring excellence to the state
park system and historic sites
gained Senate approval only hours
before the end of the 80th Legisla-
tive session.

Rep. Hilderbran, with help
from House Speaker Tom Crad-
dick, was responsible for obtaining
record funding over the next bien-
nium for state and local parks. In
addition to the provisions of H.B.
12, Rep. Hilderbran was success-
ful in securing the appropriations
necessary to implement the bill.
H.B. 12 will provide approximately
$182 million in additional funding
in the 2008-2009 biennium. The
substantial increase in funding will
be a huge step in the much-needed
improvements in park repairs and
operations.

The approved Senate version of
the bill, sponsored by Sen. Craig
Estes, differs somewhat from the
House version. While it provides
short-term relief to the ailing parks
system, it does not provide for a
long-term solution. Rather than
allocate all future sales tax revenue

from the sale of sporting goods,
the bill authorizes a one-time ap-
propriation.

“We had a tremendous short
term victory,” Rep. Hilderbran
said. “We secured record appro-
priations for the next two years;
however, a long-term funding so-
lution is unfinished business. We
will complete a study during the
interim and come back next session
to pass legislation to finish intent
of this bill.”

Senate members said they want-
ed to see an interim study done to
determine what items should be
considered “sporting goods” and
used to fund parks through their
generation of sales tax. While H.B.
12 authorizes that six percent of the
sales tax revenue from sporting
goods go to Texas historic sites,
and 94 percent go to Texas parks,
it limits the comptroller’s office
from depositing an amount higher
than the Legislative appropriation
made this session.

Under the bill, a legislative task
force made up of eight members
will review the items included in
the definition of “sporting goods”
and determine if there is a cor-

relation between each individual
item and activities related to state
and local parks and coastal ero-
sion, and the amount of revenue
that must be generated to fund
the policy decisions made by the
80th Legislature regarding parks
and coastal erosion. The task
force will present its findings to
the 81st Legislature not later than
Jan. 15, 20009.

H.B. 12 combines House Bills 6
and 7, and also addresses manage-
ment practices within the Texas
Parks and Wildlife. H.B. 6 had
gained significant support in the
House, as it aimed to remove the
$32 million cap on the sporting
goods tax used to fund Texas parks.
This aspect will be studied further
by the joint committee. Though the
sporting goods tax brings in about
$105 million each year, the most
recent appropriations bill only al-
locates $15.5 million for state parks
and $5 million for local parks.

Taking language from H.B. 7,
the bill authorizes the transfer of 18
historic sites from the Texas Parks
and Wildlife jurisdiction to the
Texas Historical Commission. The
sites will be funded through a his-
toric site fund which will receive
six percent of the sporting goods
tax revenue. Currently, parks and
historic sites are funded from the
same account.

“Creating a separate fund ex-
clusively for historic sites means
that whether in good times or bad,
our historical sites will receive
sufficient funding without having
to compete with more popular
recreational sites,” Rep. Hilder-
bran said. “In the long run, this
will help protect the funding and
ensure the success of the state’s
historic sites.”

Additionally, the bill directs
the Texas Parks and Wildlife De-
partment to be more innovative
and enterprising in business man-
agement and with the marketing of
our state parks. It requires TPWD
to meet the recommendations of
a State Audit report released in
March.

TPWD will be required to
establish an equipment review
system, under which the agency
will be required to evaluate on an
annual basis whether any main-
tenance equipment has become
outdated and, if so, will require

the agency to sell the equipment. [

It also requires TPW to submit a
management plan every two years
to address the most urgent main-
tenance requests. The bill also
outlines ways to help increase the
collection of user fees.

Highlights HB 1 (Appropria-

tions Bill) and HB 12 include:

* $25.6 million to operate state
parks, including 229 additional
FTE positions

* $8 million for state park minor
repairs

* $9.7 million for state park
capital equipment, such as vehicles
and computers

* $3 million in additional sup-
port for state parks, including
new architects and estimators in
TPWD’s Infrastructure Division
to fulfill recommendations of the
recent SAO state park audit.

* $44 million for major repairs
to TPWD sites. This bond package
includes the necessary appropria-
tion funding to support bond debt
service for FY08-09. Of the total,
$17 million is Proposition 8 bond

funding approved by Texas vot-

ers in 2001, and $27 million is a
new bond issue that must first be
approved by voters this coming
November.

* $13.9 million in land acquisi-
tion funding. This includes $9.6
million from the sale of the un-
developed Eagle Mountain Lake
State Park property near Fort
Worth. It also includes $4.3 mil-
lion for acquisition of inholdings
and properties adjacent to existing
state parks.

* $36.3 million for local park
grants to cities and counties. This
restores full funding for local
park grants to cities and counties
to $15.5 million per year, plus the
appropriations bill allocated an ad-
ditional $16.7 million for specific
park projects.

IRS warns taxpayers of E-mail scams

WASHINGTON — The Inter-
nal Revenue Service today alerted
taxpayers to the latest versions of
an e-mail scam intended to fool
people into believing they are un-
der investigation by the agency’s
Criminal Investigation division.

The e-mail purporting to be
from IRS Criminal Investigation
falsely states that the person is
under a criminal probe for sub-
mitting a false tax return to the
California Franchise Board. The
e-mail seeks to entice people to
click on a link or open an attach-
ment to learn more information
about the complaint against them.
The IRS warned people that the
e-mail link and attachment is a
Trojan Horse that can take over
the person’s computer hard drive
and allow someone to have remote
access to the computer.

The IRS urged people not to
click the link in the e-mail or open
the attachment.

Similar e-mail variations sug-
gest a customer has filed a com-
plaint against a company and the

IRS can act as an arbitrator. The
latest versions appear aimed at
business taxpayers as well as in-
dividual taxpayers.

The IRS does not send out un-
solicited e-mails or ask for detailed
personal and financial informa-
tion. Additionally, the IRS never
asks people for the PIN numbers,
passwords or similar secret access
information for their credit card,
bank or other financial accounts.

“Everyone should beware of
these scam artists,” said Kevin M.
Brown, Acting IRS Commissioner.
“Always exercise caution when
you receive unsolicited e-mails
or e-mails from senders you don’t
know.”

Recipients of questionable
e-mails claiming to come from
the IRS should not open any at-
tachments or click on any links
contained in the e-mails. Instead,
they should forward the e-mails
to phishing@irs.gov (the instruc-
tions may be found on IRS.gov by
entering the term “phishing” in the
search box).

The IRS also sees other e-mail
scams that involve tricking victims
into revealing private personal and
financial information over the In-
ternet is known as “phishing” for
information.

The IRS and the Treasury
Inspector General for Tax Admin-
istration work with the U.S. Com-
puter Emergency Readiness Team
(US-CERT) and various Internet
service providers and international
CERT teams to have the phishing
sites taken offline as soon as they
are reported.

Since the establishment of the
mail box last year, the IRS has
received more than 17,700 e-mails
from taxpayers reporting more
than 240 separate phishing inci-
dents. To date, investigations by

‘TIGTA have identified host sites

in at least 27 different countries, as
well as in the United States.

Other fraudulent e-mail scams
try to entice taxpayers to click
their way to a fake IRS Web site
and ask for bank account numbers.
Another widespread e-mail tells
taxpayers the IRS is holding a re-
fund (often $63.80) for them and
seeks financial account informa-
tion. Still another email claims the
IRS’s ‘anti-fraud commission’ is
investigating their tax returns.

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DPS inspecting commercial

Texas Department of Public
Safety troopers and inspectors
continue three-day-long commer-
cial vehicle inspection push that
began Tuesday, June 5th and ends
Thursday, June 7th. The effort is in
conjunction with Roadcheck 2007,
an intensive 72-hour commercial
vehicle inspection program be-
ing conducted throughout North
America.

DPS Commercial Vehicle En-
forcement troopers and noncom-
missioned inspectors, along with
Highway Patrol troopers who have
received specialized training in
commercial vehicle inspection, are
stopping thousands of commercial
vehicles to inspect safety equip-
ment and check driver log books,
driver licenses and endorsements.
Inspectors will also look for pos-
sible drug or alcohol use.

“We expect to conduct thou-

sands of commercial vehicle in-.

spections during this concentrated
inspection period,” said Chief
Randall K. Elliston, head of the
‘Texas Highway Patrol. “Roadcheck
reminds truckers and commercial

vehicle owners to make sure they
are meeting safety requirements
and their vehicles are in good
operating condition. If they’re
unsafe, we’ll remove them from
the roadways and issue tickets to
others as necessary,”

During Roadcheck 2006, in-
spectors examined 6,124 vehicles
in Texas. As a result, troopers
removed 1,461 vehicles and 218
drivers from service because of
the serious nature of their safety
violations.

The Roadcheck program, which
stretches from Mexico to Canada,
is designed to reduce commercial
vehicle highway fatalities through
increased vehicle safety. The
Commercial Vehicle Safety Al-
liance (CVSA), which sponsors
Roadcheck, reports a significant
decrease in the commercial vehicle
crash rate in North America since
the program’s start in 1988.

Vehicles passing inspection
receive a CVSA decal exempting
the vehicle from inspection for a
90-day period, unless they have
an obvious safety defect.

A trip from San Angelo to
Sonora through Schleicher County
in 1895 was quiet an adventure.
Stagecoaches pulled by a team of
four horses traveled this route six
times a week to deliver mail and a
few passengers. The stage- coach
had to stop and change horses
every ten to twelve miles, and let
the passengers rest. Also traveling
this dirt road were private bug-

gies, wagons, freighter wagons and.

saddle horses.

As many as eight different
freight companies carried supplies
to Eldorado and Sonora from San
Angelo during the period of 1894
to 1909. Their cargo would consist
of groceries, salt, feed, barbed wire
and other commodities that were
not produced locally. Wool was
carried back to San Angelo during
the sheep shearing season. The
daily schedule for the drivers was
from sun-up to sun-down, weather
permitting. If a storm came up and
the roads were to muddy, they had
to stay at a camp ground or camp
out until the road was passable.

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sentencing, but is facing a possible
prison term of 20 years and a fine
to not exceed $250,000, or a fine
not more than twice the amount
of the criminally derived property
involved in the transaction.

McRoberts said Stalcup’s sen-
tencing will probably take place
two weeks before Laughlin’s based
on the time when she pled.

There’s also the possibility
of an initial term of supervised
release of three years, which fol-
lows a term of imprisonment, and
restitution to the victims or com-
munity.

In the plea agreement, Stalcup
agreed that the total loss amount is
approximately $200,000 and that
she owes restitution.

Wool Growers filed for bank-
ruptcy in April 2006. A hearing on
the bankruptcy reorganization plan
was held May 3 in the U.S. Federal
Courthouse in San Angelo.

The majority of creditors have
filed to approve the plan, but a
group called the Wardlaw Credi-
tors filed an objection and voted
against the plan.

The Wardlaw Creditors consist
of Jack David Wardlaw, Jesse Lem
Wardlaw and Warlaw Brothers,
which is composed of Jack David
Wardlaw I1I, Mack Miers Wardlaw
and William Chase Wardlaw, all
of Sonora.

As of press time Monday, U.S.
Bankruptcy Judge Robert L. Jones
had not issued an opinion, ruling
on the plan.

While this fund has been suc-
cessful, my former legislative
colleagues and I determined last
session it was time to identify what
changes, if any, were needed. We
charged the state’s experts - the
Texas Public Utility Commission

The PUC’s report concluded
that the fund is still needed, but
also in need of updating. In my
new role as agriculture commis-
sioner, I plan to closely follow all
deliberations on this vital issue to
ensure our rural areas continue to
have access to affordable, quality
service and that all Texans are
connected for continued economic
prosperity. I am confident the
PUC will lead us in an objective
analysis that balances the needs
of all Texans.
