Cursive writing is introduced 
in the last semester of the second 
grade or at the beginning of 
third grade.

There are 
four exercises in which the 
word- are usfd the meaning and 
use of the words are stressed in 
sentences 'puzzles and stories 
about pictures. Cursive writing 
is used in the third grade, so the 
importance of erasing "t 's ” , dot- 
tiny “ i's" and forming letters 
correctly is emphasized. A prac­
tice test is usually given on Wed­
nesday and the misspelled words 
are studied for the test on Fri­
day. There are dictation sentenc­
es includ’ d on this final test to 
teach the use of >he words rath­
er than just the memorization 
of an isolated list. Each week 
words relating to other subjects 
are added to the spelling list. In­
correctly spelled words are mark­
ed on all papers in other sub­
jects.

SOCIAL STUDIES

Working Together by Mclntire 
and Hill published by Follett 
Publishing Co., Chicago, is the 
social studies textbook used in 
the third gride.
