The tine has arrived o
control cattle « Anye
time between May | and Sept~
ember | Is recommended as
the time to control cartle
grubs, Generally, the carl-
fer in the recommended time
period, the better your grub
control results will be,

Grub conwrol is a proven
mmaﬁement actice since
heel fly artacks and grub
infestations cause indirect
losses such as reduced calf
weaning weights, The heel
flies and may reduce
beef cow m;lh“roducdm by
enought to uce 40 pounds
of additional calf weight at
weaning time, Also grubby
animals may require up to
15 percent more feed for
the same amount of gain
than grub=free animals,

For effective grub control,
teat cartle with systemic in=
secticides, which are chemi=
cals absorbed into the animaly
body where they control grubs
by contact action, Systemics
are avallable as speays, pour=

ons, spot-ons, dips, and as
feed additives or mineral
mixture, Choose the lnsect~
method that best fits your
operation, Be sure and foll~
ow label directions,
DANDELIONS

The recent molsture has
certainly brought out the
dandelions around most home
lawns, Now Is a good time
to work on these pests, You
probably won't kill them out
very quicldy or easily but
you can slow them down and
with a lot of pessistent effort
they can be eliminated,

Products contalning 2, 4=D
and, or silvex, can be uwsed,
Care must be exercised around
sheubs, trees, roses and other
broadleaf plants, Follow
label directions and do not
