Part of the blame has to rest 
with some of our businessmen 
too. We need aggressive own­
ers who are interested in 
merchandising, in keeping the 
items that their customers 
need, in offdftng a good as­
sortment of merchandise, in 
giving good, courteous ser­
vice. and in offering the best 
possible price for goods.

Too many of us business 
people have the idea that 
“ Everybody in town knows 
what I sell, if they want it. let 
them come in and find it!" 
And that may be the reason 
that too many McLean shopp­
ers are going to neighboring 
towns to the discount stores 
and the big chain stores to do 
their shopping The worst 
thing about that is that the 
profits from those big stores 
go somewhere besides Gray 
County. Money in circulation 
in a neighboring town does not 
help pay tases. salaries, or 
utilities in McLean.

Senior Citizens From Six Counties Can Hear 
PRPC Area Agency On Aging Spending Plan

PR PC--Representatives for 
the Panhandle Regional Plan­
ning Commission's Area Ag­
ency on Aging will be in 
Clarendon. Friday. July 17 to 
hold hearings on the agency's 
three-year plan. Citizens of 
Donley. Gray. Wheeler, Col­
lingsworth. Briscoe, and Hall 
counties will be especially 
interested in the proceedings 
which will be held at the 
Donley County Senior Citizens 
Center from 1 until 4 on the 
17.

The plan that will be re­
viewed during the meetings 
includes sections on senior 
citizens programs, finances, 
long-range plans and overall 
goals and objectives. The 
hearings will also be an op­
portunity to interested citizens 
to ask specific questions about 
sections of the plan and to 
make comments about the 
goals and objectives listed.

One of the hearing team's 
major concerns will be fi­
nances. Last year, the U.S. 
Department of Health and 
Human Services (HHS) sent a 
little less han SbOO.OOO into the 
25-county area to support the 
programs of senior citizens' 
centers, nutrition projects, in­
formation and refensl pro­
grams. transportation, legal 
services, homemaker services, 
and adult day care.

During the coming year, the 
HHS funds will amount to 
$640,000 and will directly af­
fect over 6,000 Panhandle 
citizens. That money will be 
used to finance nutrition pro­
grams at six Panhandle senior 
citizen facilities and alto will 
partially fund information and 
referral projects at a number 
of the sites.

Governor Clements has 
called a special session of the 
Legislature for July IJ. Two of 
the five items in the call will 
require Constitutional Amend­
ments. On July 9. the Con­
stitutional Amendments Com­
mittee. of which I serve at 
vice-chairman, will meet in 
Austin to attempt to screen 
proposed constitutional amen­
dments.

1) Creation of a Water Trust 
Fund. During the past session, 
the Legislature came close to 
passing the Water Trust Fund 
legislation--House Joint Reso­
lution No. 33 by Clayton. It got 
killed at the last minute of the 
Senate on a point of order-• 
time ran out. The House 
previously passed the bill by a 
large favorable vote.

2) Repeal of the State Ad 
Valorem Tax. During the reg­
ular session the repeal of the 
State Ad Valorem Tax was tied 
to the creation of an MO 
million building fund for the 17 
•tale-supported colleges and 
univeraities of Texas that are 
outside of the Texas AAM and 
University of Texas xyxtems. 
The latter two universities of 
had a Permanent University 
Fund that was created several 
decades ago for purposes of 
thetr building needs. This bill 
died in a Senate-House Con­
ference Committee. Governor 
Clements has nailed this one 
down to strictly a repeal of the 
State Ad Valorem Tax If this 
does not get through, tax­
payers could be billed for two 
years back taxes, and begin­
ning in I9S2. they would be 
paying in the hundreds of 
millions of dollars based on 
100 percent of appraised 
valuet--another big boner 
caused by the Peveto bill A 
Mid Western University law 
suit is pending on this issue.

from Houston, says the Gov­
ernor wants to compress all 
the Blacks in one District and 
create a Republican District. 
Washington accused the Gov­
ernor of "hiding behind the 
ragged clothes of the poor, 
black people of South Dallas." 
This one will turn into a real 
Tight in the Special session.

S) Revision of the Property 
lax Code. This, too. got tied 
up in a House-Senate Con­
ference Committee. This was 
described by the Governor as 
Tine tuning the Peveto bill. 
Representative Lynn Nabers 
feels as I do. The Peveto bill 
does not need a fine tune job 
or an overhaul. It needs to be 
junked.

Any law that has been on 
the books less than two years 
that needs 108 pages of fine 
tuning of two constitutional 
amendments should be erased 
as quickly as possible. The 
sparks will fly on this one. I 
helped lead the fight to place 
an amendment that would 
require elected appraisal 
boards. We were successful in 
the House, but the Senate 
stnpped this Amendment off 
the House version, one of the 
reasons it died in conference.

AUSTIN -  One of the 
most important and contro­
versial issues we will face 
during the special session is 
a revision of the Property 
Tax Code. The reason it is 
important is obvious. It 
means money, or lack of it, 
for many important juris­
dictions in the state, includ­
ing school districts.

Tax bills always seem to 
generate controversy, and 
the Properv Tax Code has 
been no exception. The bill 
we will consider in the 
special session was drafted 
to correct some oversights 
in the 1979 version of the 
Propery Tax Code A ver­
sion of the bill had passed 
both Houses of the Legis­
lature, but became bogged 
down in a conference com­
mittee in the closing hours 
of the regular session.

One problem we probably 
will consider is the method 
of choosing members of the 
board of directors of the 
property tax appraisal dis­
tricts. One faction would 
require some ol the mem­
bers to be elected officials. 
For example, a member of 
the appraisal board who rep­
resents a school district 
would have to be an elected 
official of some sort, like 
constable or a school board 
member. On the other 
hand, many Legislators feel 
this requirement is too res­
trictive.

Another area that has re­
ceived attention in recent 
timet is thxt of tax rollback 
elections. A tax rollback 
election is an election by 
which voters decide that 
their taxes are too high, and 
in which they vote for lower 
taxes. There is a growing

j :

sentiment for this type of 
election, and we support the 
right of the voters to lower 
their taxes in this manner.

However, the election 
must be a responsible 
process, with g sizable 
amount of voter participa­
tion. A point of contro­
versy during the last session 
was how many voters must 
participate. We will work 
this out in the special 
session, but we think at 
least 15 percent of the qual­
ified voters will have to par­
ticipate.

Still another point that 
needs attention by the 
Legislature is the proper 
evaluation of agricultural 
land for tax purposes. In 
fact, space prevents us from 
discussing all the factors 
that go into making up a 
good tax code in one colt 
umn, but we expect to con­
sider different methods for 
dthng the homestead and 
over-65 exemptions, and 
many other problems.

Property tax is really an 
important issue. We know 
that many of you are ex­
perts in this field, working 
in city or county govern­
ment, or serving on school 
boards. All of you pay 
property taxes, either 
directly or indirectly.

Your input in this process 
is very important to us. 
This issue is complex and 
wide-ranging, which means 
we need all the help we can 
get. We would like to in­
vite all of you who have 
knowledge or opinions on 
property tax to write.

The recent and continuing 
deluges of rains across Texas 
a re  increasing emphasis on the 
Texas Department of Health's 
(TDH) Mosquito-Borne Enceph­
alitis Surveillance Program.

"The term encephalitis itself 
means inflammation of the 
brain." said Dr. Charles R. 
Webb. |r.. Director of the TDH 
B ureau  of C om m unicable 
Disease Services. "Only a small 
portion of the people who con­
tract St. Louis Encephalitis ex­
perience significant symptoms 
and almost all of these patients 
recover. The disease can cause 
brain damage and death, how­
ever. usually in the very old or 
very young.”

Dr. Webb said symptoms in­
clude headache and fever, and 
in the more serious cases men­
tal confusion and lethargy, 
which can progress to coma.

In 1980. 68 cases of St. Louis 
Encephalitis w ere reported 
compared to five cases in 1979. 
Eighty-six percent of the cases 
last year were related to two 
local outbreaks. Harris County 
reported 52 cases and lefferson 
County seven cases. Last year 
53.163 mosquito specimens 
were submitted to the TDH lab­
oratory for analysis from 33 
local and regional health  
departments.

No cases or suspected cases 
of St. Louis Encephalitis have 
been reported so far this year, 
but cases usually are  not 
reported until the summer mon­
ths of |u ly , August, and 
September when the mosquito 
is at its peak Rainfall this year 
has helped speed the spread of 
mosquitoes and brought about 
some phenomenal mosquito 
hatches, particularly in coastal

boviral encephalitis is the mos­
quito. Texas offers an ideal en­
vironment for encephalitis 
because of its large bird 
population which can become 
infected with the virus, and 
because it is on the flyways of 
migratory birds. "You also 
have a greater danger of in­
creased  exposure to mos­
quitoes during the summer 
when school is out and the 
children a re  playing outside 
more." said limmie D. Dickens. 
Director of the TDH General 
Sanitation Division.

"Because mosquitoes must 
have w ater in which to hatch 
their eggs, the best way to com­
bat them and the disease they 
can bring is to be sure there are 
no places around your home 
where w ater collects." he said.

Dickens said some mos­
quitoes lay their eggs in old 
tires, tin cans, or water-holding 
containers in which they may 
remain unhatched for weeks or 
months until they are  covered 
with water.

One of the common breeding 
sources of mosquitoes is old 
tire s  "Both Houston and 
L aredo  h ave  p a sse d  o r ­
dinances regulating the storage 
and disposal of tires because of 
the m osquito  s i tu a t io n ,"  
Dickens said.

Dickens explained that when 
w ater collects, il usually draws 
what health officials call flood 
w ater mosquitoes These mos­
quitoes a re  very aggressive and 
will even attack you during the 
daylight hours while you are 
mowing the grass, but they 
seldom carry disease.

After the water stands for 
awhile, however, and then 
becomes stagnant, it draw s the 
Culex quinque/osciotus. com­
monly called the Culex mos­
quito. This mosquito carries 
encephalitis and is usually a 
night feeder.

"Another big offender that 
people forget about is their roof 
gutters." Dickens said. "The 
gutters get stopped up. the 
water stagnates, and the Culex 
m osquitoes rea lly  b reed . 
Homeowners should check 
their gutters and unclog their 
drain pipes several times a 
year."

He had some other sugges­
tions for controlling mos­
quitoes. You should change the 
w ater and scrub vases holding 
w ater twice a week. Empty 
watering pans of pets and 
chickens daily. Change water 
in bird baths twice weekly and 
stock fish ponds with mosquito- 
eating fish

When Teaas temperatures 
soar into the 80's and 60s and 
even 100’s, pet owners should 
know that five or su  degrees 
nse in a dog's temperature can 
result in brain damage or 
death, said Dr Johnston And

a parked car can be a death 
trap foe the family pet. the 
TVMA President stressed

"For example, if it is AS 
degrees outside, it would take 
only J2 minutes for the temp­
erature to nse to 120 degrees 
in a parked car with the 
windows rolled up." explains 
Dr Johnston

Any dog is susceptible to 
the effects of heat stress, but 
older dogs, puppies or animals 
that are overweight or have 
chronic health problems are 
more easily affected than 
others

Joggers who like to take

their dog along for the run 
should recognize that animals 
require conditioning to get in 
shape just as humans do. And 
the summer heat, combined 
with excessive exercise can 
cause overexertioo and heat 
stress in the family pet.

If a dog exhibits signs of 
heat stress -panting, a staring 
or anxious expression, failure 
to respond to commands, 
warm dry skin, extremely high 
fever, rapid heart beat and 
collapse- -the recommended 
first aid is to immerse the 
animal in cold water immediat­
ely. If that is not possible,

Sleepiag sickness- -only 
one hone in four ia protected 
against th is ever-present
threat.

The U S. Department of 
Agriculture recommends that 
all hones be vaccinated an­
nually against Equine Ence­
phalomyelitis (Sleeping Sick­
ness).

This recom m endation is 
emphasised by Dr. Ralph 
Knowles at USDA's Animal 
and Plant Health Inspection 
Service (APHIS). He points 
out that the recommendation 
includes vaccination against 
both Eastern and Western 
strains of the disease.

Although there is a trend 
toward routine annual vac­
cination. authorities say a 
reasonable estimate is that 
only 20 to 25 percent of the 
total U.S. horse population 
now receives this protection.

Dr. Knowles' advice to 
horse owners is w hole­
heartedly endorsed by Dr. 
1 human E. Walton at USDA's 
A rth ropod -B orne  A nim al 
Disease Research Laboratory 
in Denver. Both call Equine 
f ncephalomyelitis “an ever 
present threat." The prob­
ability of incidence of this 
disease m horses increases 
significantly where a large 
proportion of en area's horse 
population is not vaccinated 
against it. And, biting insects 
can carry the disease to hu­
mans.

Under the proper conditions 
every horse, regardless of 
breed, age or sex, ia sus­
ceptible. The ideal time for 
is.cinating is before the local 
mosquito season begins.

A key vectore or carrier in 
the transmission cycle is the 
mosquito. Birds are the re- 
servior host They introduce 
Equine Encephalomyelitis into 
an area via mosquito parasitic 
to birds. Then other mos­
quitoes transm it Sleeping 
Sickness from birds to horses 
or humans. The build up and 
concentration of infected 
birds, combined with large 
numbers of mosquitoes, in- 
irnsifies into explosive En­
cephalomyelitis incidence. 
Horses and humans are dead­
end hosts.

Mosquitoes can thrive even 
in a dry climate if they can find 
standing water to breed in. In 
the Western U.S., for ex­
ample. irrigation canals and 
reservoirs provide a perfect 
base for mosquito propaga­
tion.

Once infected with Equine 
Encephalomyelitis, the horse 
exhibits various symtoms in­
cluding fever, extreme ner­
vousness. loss of appetite, 
depression and paralysis. Of 
the three principal strains of 
Sleeping Sickness-Eastern. 
Western, and Venetuelan- the 
Eastern is the most severe 
because it usually results in 
death in 90 % of the cases. 
The Western form may leave 
horses brain damaged after a 
prolonged course of illness.

Sleeping Sickness is a dis­
ease that affects the horses 
brain and spinal cord. No 
antiviral treatment is available 
and nermanr ' damage may 

• il he iOTvc survives.
• ne only means of preventing 
Equine E'icci ill elitis is by 
vaccination. Aft«, .he initial 
immunization only an annual 
booster is needed

Combination vaccines now 
available alto allow the horse 
to receive protection against 
other major dangers at the 
same time it is vaccinated 
against Equine Encephalomy­
elitis

Tetanus Toxoid and Equine 
Influenza immunity are also 
available in combination with

the Encephalomyelitis vac­
cine.

Tetanus is one of the moat 
common and serious bourse 
health problems, with a death 
rate estimated at BS percent. 
The spores of this organism 
are found everywhere ia the 
soil, only waiting for an op­
portunity to enter the horse’s 
system through a scratch or

other break ia foot or hide.
A third disease that ia i 

normally fatal, but 
and preventable. Is 
Influenza. It is highly 
gtous A disease of the ras- 
piratoary tract. It causes 
coughing and nasal discharge.

Usually three to six weeks are
needed for full recovery.

A clin ic
plants, soil, or insect probli 
will be held Thursday. July 16 
in the Pampa Mall-Pampa. 
The hours for the free clinic 
are from 10:30 a.m. to 12:30 
p.m. and from 2 p.m. to 6 p.m.

This is a come-and-go affair 
for anyone with problems or 
questions about sick plants or 
insects. Homeowners, farm­
ers, or anyone with problems 
relating to diseases, insects, 
soil fertility, gardening, and 
general landscape plants are 
invited to bring sick or trouble­
some specimens to the in­
formal clinic.

There will be four Tesas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
Specialists on hand to assist 
and counsel with you. These 
specialists include: Dr. Bob 
Berry. Plsnt Pathologist; Dr. 
Carl Patrick. Entomologist; 
Dr. Dale Pennington, Soil

STILL TIME FOB MESQUITE 
CONTKOL

Due to rainfall in recent 
weeks, mesquite trees in many 
areas still have immature 
leaves and soil temperatures 
may still be below the opti­
mum for good control of mes 
quite with liquid herbicide.

This means that the spray 
season for mesquite may ex­
tend well into July

Ranchers planning to use 
liquid herbicide to control 
mesquite should check foliage 
developm ent of m esquite. 
Some immature leaves (light 
green in color) can be tolerated 
if most of the leaves are 
mature, hut have not de­
veloped s thick layer of wax. If 
herbicide ia applied when 
many leaves are immature, 
expect a lower kill of mesquite 
Also, if most of the leaves are 
over mature (heavy wax build­
up on leaves) expect less

inches deep at spraying is 75 
degrees F. or higher.

Three registered and effec­
tive herbicides for mesquite 
control on Texas rangeland 
using aerial broadcast spray 
are 2.4. S-T; a one-to-one 
mixture of pidoram spray and
2.4.5- T (Tordon 225E); and a 
one-to-one mixture of dicamba 
and 2,4. 5-T. Dicamba and
2.4.5- T must be tank mixed 
because a commercial formu­
lation is no longer available.

Effective rates for these 
herbicides are one-half to one 
pound acid equivalent per 
acre. Tordon 225E and the 
dicam ba--2,4, 5-T mixture 
usually give a higher percen­
tage of root kill than 2,4,5-T 
alone, but they are more ex­
pensive. Tordon 225E has 
given the best control in 
research and demonstration 
work.

If weeds are a problem 
along with mesquite. Tordon 
225E and the dicamba -2.4,5-T 
mixture give excellent weed 
control in conjunction with ! 
mesquite control. Tordon 225E 
also provides good control of 
ftkkiypN t.

Before applying any herbi­
cide. read and follow direc­
tions on approved labels on the 
herbicide container.

To obtain the most benefit 
from mesquite control, defer 
grazing on the area sprayed 
for at least three months. This 
will allow desirable plants an 
opportunity to regain vigor 
and produce seed and for 
seedlings to become estab­
lished. Where deferred graz­
ing is not possible, consider 
reducing the stocking rata by 
culling and selling unpro­
ductive cows.

STKITCHING y o u r  m e a t  
dollar

Stretch your meat dollar- 
and make a major impact on 
your foot budget. During 1981, 
food price hikes will be due 
msmly to upward treads in 
price» of meat and meat 
products, forecasters predict. 
Since meat coats are usually 
the largest part of the food 
budget -25-30 percent, follow 
several meat-stretching basics 
and save. Meat stretching 
depends on two major steps: 
buying and preparing.

Generally the moat econom­
ical meats arc those that take 
longer to prepare-including 
chuck or rump roasts. These 
are as nutritious as other 
meats providing high-quality 
protein, iroa. B vitamins and 
somr fat. Let cost-per- 
serving" be a buying guide. 
Don't go by "cost-per-pound" 
only

To figure according to 
‘ cost per-serving" determine 
ho* many serving a pound of 
various cuts of meat will yield, 
then look at the price per 
pound and divide it by the 
number of servings. Your ans­
wer is the cost-per-serving. 
Here’s an example of how it 
works: Let’s say a pound of 
ground beef coat SI. It yields 
four servings. Divide SI by 
four The answer is S.25 cents, 
v  ground meat--in this caae- 
costs 25 cents per serving.

Now let’s compare that with 
nbs Say a pound of riba coats 
M) cents. Ribs only yield about 
two servings per pound. So 
divide bO by two. The answer 
is 30 cents, so ribs in this case, 
cost 30 cents. Surprisingly to 
vime consumers, the ribs are 
more expensive than the 
ground meat in this example.

How can you know the 
number of servings different 
cuts of meat will yield? Use 
this guideline: meat that is 
mostly lean with no bone, 
gristle or fat makes about four 
or five servings per pound. 
Round steak and ground beef 
are examples. Meat with much 
fat. bone and gristle, such as 
short nbs or spare riba, us­
ually provides only one or two 
servings per pound. Finally, in 
busing meats, consider prices 
of beef. pork. lamb, poultry 
and fish. Also, the "variety" 
meats, such as liver, kidney 
and other organ meats, are 
usually bargains.
\ "Prepare" to aave-that is. 
prepare menus and food items 
with savingt in mind. Use 
more ground meat, since they 
art economical, versatile and 
convenient. Uae them in ele- 
gaat casseroles, pastas, meat 
loaves, meatball dishes or as 
simply meat patties.

Stretch the number of ser­
vings per pound by adding 
nonfat dry milk, soy mixtures, 
rolled oats, cracked wheat, 
egg and bread crumbs. Or you 
can use vegetables as meat 
extenders -mushrooms, celery 
or anions are examples. Add a 
bit of crumbled bacon, garlic, 
herbs and spices and you have 
interesting tastes with budget - 
impactful economy.

To vary the meat selection, 
grind your own meat and mix 
leu  expensive cuts with mote 
etpenxive cuts half chuck 
with half sirloin, for example, 
or half lamb shoulder with half 
beef round An intereating 
combination is white-meat- 
chicken with veal Another 
arxument for grinding your 
owa meat focusea on spec­
ials-savings can be significant 
when larger cut of less-tender 
meat if on "special" and you 
grind it yourself.

Usually pre packed ground 
meat at the grocery store Is

made from leu-lender cuts 
anyway, along with trimmings 
from the chuck, round and 
tirioin. Pork and lamb ground 
meat is from the shoulder or 
thank cuts. Grinding tender 
ixes meat and the addition of 
fat alleviates dryness If you 
choose to grind your own. be 
sure utensils, equipment and 
work areas are dean. Grinding 
exposes more of the meat 
surface to bacteria.
