The
pasture land around here con-
tains almost every shade of
green imaginable, and those
shades change with the time of
day. The soil that is visible on
the sides of the hills ranges
'from a pale flesh pink to some
sort of dark brownish red. |
have caught myself looking at
those things and mentally
mixing paint colors to achieve
those shades.

As a photographer, | had
learned to look for proper
composition to take a picture, |
had learned to be careful about
shadows falling across a face,
but seeing the colors of sha-
dows is an entirely new ex-
perience.

| am beginning to under-
stand more and more why
painting is such an enjoyable
hobby for so many people. |
can sit down for 15 minutes to
paint, and look up three hours
later totally unaware of the
passing of time.

Whether | ever paint any-
thing worth framing, or good
enough for anyone else to see,
is totally immaterial. This is a
relaxing, absorbing hobby....
and it's a lot cheaper than
tranquillizers!

If you do not have a hobby,
or some activity that you can
pursue to take your mind off
your job or your problems, |
strongly recommend that you
find one. Americans have lit-
erally swallowed the nonsense
that tranquillizers and other
drugs can rovidc casy, quick
relaxation for us, and we have
ignored the horrible side ef-
fects both on our bodies and on
our culture!

If you are nervous, de-
pressed, tense, or having a
hard time sleeping, instead of
grabbing that little bottle of
pills, resolve to pursue a new
hobby. You don't have to be
good at it...you just have to
enjoy what you're doing.

Bodenhamer Retires After 27 Years At
California School

The gifted children in
Haydn Bodenhamer's fifth

grade class at LaJolla Elem
entary School had made the
chart and posted it on the wall
yesterday.

B. was standing chest deep in
kids, hands on hips, trying to
restore order

“Boys and girls!”" he bel
lowed in an accent simmered
half a century ago in the Fexas
Panhandle We've had a
party and we've had a good
time. Would vou take your
seats? All of you?"'

For the last day of school
and his last day of teaching,
Bodenhamer had loosened his
striped tie, his only concession
to the occasion

His pressed gray slacks and
short-sieeved pink shirt com-
plemented his golf-course tan
and shock of brownish-gray
hair-all as formal as his tie. As
dressy as his classroom, which
featured a crisp American flag
in a holder by the door

‘T'll miss it,”" Mr. B. said of
his teaching career. "'I'll miss
it a great deal. But | would say
I've never really had to work at
because teaching is something
I enjoy doing. I've seen
teachers teach until they're
past their effectiveness. |
et wan to be like that.”’

For 27 years, the gentle
Methodist, now 60, has work
ed with kids at LaJolla Ele
mentary. He was so good with
them his supervisors gave
him the most difficult ones
the emotionally disturbed,
those with learning disabili-
ties, the genuises. And Mr. B
brought every one of them
around.

Sixth-grade teacher Syd
Franklin, Bodenhamer's golf
partner who has taught along-
side of him 26 years, said
““He's been known to throw a
golf club or two,”" Franklin
said. "He's a good golfer
Professionally, | have one
word for him: superteacher
He was loved by the whole
LaJolla community. The chil-
dren he taught loved him so
much, they sent their children
to him. He's had a couple of
generations come back

For his part, Mr. B. said he
was just trying to be a

‘successful’’ teacher. '‘That
would be one that brings out
the best of each individual,”
he said. “Taking every child
as an individual - you can’t do
it any other way."'

lronically, Mr. B. never
dreamed he'd be a teacher

"My parents wanted it, but
I would not even listen,”’ he
said. "'l had no such idea. That
was one thing | knew | would
not do.™

He wanted to be a pilot. And
he became one - in World War
Il. Flying B-24 heavy bombers,
he participated in raids over
factories and oil fields in
Germany, Austria and
Czechoslovakia. He liked the
flying, but he didn't like the
war. "'Hey, that was some
thing we just don’t like to think
would happen again for the
sake of these kids,”" he said

Mustering out, he went back
to his home state, married
Opal Frances Thacker of Mc
Lean, Texas, and began
studying economics and bus-
iness at Texas Tech in Lub-
bock. "I was dreaming of
making a million dollars,”’ he
said. But then something
magic happened

"l was working with the
Lubbock City Recreation De-
partment to support my family
and they gave me a job
running a center in the under-
priveleged part of town in East
Lubbock. These kids didn't
have anything, you know. |
just started working with
them, playing tag football
after school, holding Saturday
night dances to give them

something to do besides
standing around breaking
windows and they responded.

Graduating from Texas Tech
in 1948, he taught school in
Mclean before moving to
California in 1952 following a
vacation. The Bodenhamers
and their two daughters set-
tled in Cardiff, where they
lived for the next 21 years
Both the Bodenhamer girls,
Rebecca and Susanne, are
schoolteachers now. In 1972,
Mr. B. and his wife moved to
Rancho Santa Fe, where they
have a condominiam on a golf
course

““l never made that million
dollars, but 1 feel like I'm
living like a millionaire. My
wife and | are primarily golf-
ers,”” Mr. B. said. '‘some
years ago, we bought the
condominium while we could
still afford it and | plan to do
more golfing now. And I'lido a
little fishing. In the summers,
I've been doing some estimat-
ing and selling in the con-
struction business and | may
make up my mind to go into
that in September. | don't
know. | have plenty of time to
look at that.”

The school had a tea for him
last week, the kids had the
party yesterday and today, his
fellow teachers were planning
to host a faculty reception for
him. Then Mr. B will go
home. But not to loneliness.

GARDEN INSECTS-ACTIO
TIME!

The time for watching and
waiting has arrived. Many of
the things you are now seeing
are quite disturbing.

Insects have pro
liferated! Not only is there an
abundance, but the devils are
trying to devour your innocen!
young plants! The mos!
noticeable onslaught occurs
when green worms called
loopers aerate (eat numerous
holes in) broceoli, brusse!
sprouts, cauliflower, and
cabbage leaves. The worm
pickers who want to naturally
control these pests can truly
become a green thumb gar
dener before all the squeezing
IS over

Novice gardeners armed
with Sevin (carberry) will vig-
orously attack this enemy
spreading pesticide every
where. The more they use, the
larger the worms grow. Fin
ally, after the garden looks like
the day after an explosion in »
flour factory, these gardeners
realize that Sevin doesn't kill
loopers. The safest pesticide is
the most effective. Products
containing Bacillus thuringien
sis such as Dipel, Thuricide
Biospray, or Biotrol mean
certain death to worm-type
insects yet are super safe. Be
sure to use two teaspoons of a
liquid detergent per gallon of
spray mixed to insure ade
quate wetting of the plant's
waxy leaves.

Another pest soon to be on
the rampage is the vine borer
These critters kill squash and
pumpkin vines by eating the
insides of the maia stem--what
a way to go! Not only is this a
dreadful end for an up-and
coming squash vine but is
rather tragic for the gardener
who would have enjoyed some

fresh squash.

The standard recommenda-
non for prevention of squash
vine borer damage is to dust or
spray the lower portion of the
squash vine with Sevin every 7
to 10 days from the time of
bloom. However, if your
squash is already infested with
borers, be positive--the squash
would probably have over-
produced anyway and caused a
freezer over-flow. You may
have had an allergic reaction
to squash! At least now you

don't have to worry about

squash bugs! The answer
would have been to start a
preventive spray program ear-
lier but who could have known-
hindsight is always clearer
than foresight.

Another problem or phen-
omenon which concerns gar-
deners is leaky okra, 11&
stems of the okra “‘leak’ a
clear substance. This leakage
of plant juices comes from
holes made by sucking insects.
The main culprit is a fast

a

moving insect called the
sharpshooter. The long, fat
bodied bugs hug the stem of
okra and when disturbed,
move around on the

side faster than a gnat's b
Unless in large numbers,
sharpshooters do little damage
to the plant's growth. Their
sucking and subsequent
wounding can cause mis-
shapened fruit.

Many gardeners ask why
can’t tomato vines be saved for
fall. The answer--spider mites.
Hot weather causes an ex-

CURB FOOD WASTE, SAVE
GROCERY MONEY!

How much food in your
home goes to waste? How
many grocery dollars does it
stand for? Most consumers
throw away more food than
they realize in many cases--left
over vegetables, meats, milk
that turns sour and bread that
goes stale.

Throwing these nutritious
foods out is the same thing as
throwing away pennies, nick
els, dimes, quarters, and even
dollars at meal time. Try some
of these tips to conserve food
you spend money for--real
savings depend on your stor
age and preparation habits, as
well as on buying:

Buy foods in amounts your
family will eat for one meal--or
amounts you can set aside in
the freezer or refrigerator for
later without wasting. Don't
z:dc:rried away buying fresh

on special if you can'
store them properly to preven
spoilage. Fresh peaches a ¢
cents a pound are no bargals ¢
you buy four pounds, eat t
pounds and throw one
away.

Wrap leftovers properly
freezer or refrigerator. In
refrigerator, always cover
foods with wax paper, foil or
plastic wrap -- or store them in
a plastic bag or a container
with a tight-fitting lid. Foods
stored uncovered lose moist-
ure and can pick up flavors
from other foods.

Foods for the freezer should
be packaged in moisture,
vapor-resistant packaging
such as plastic containers, foil
or freezer paper. Label pack-
ages before putting them in
the freezer.

Bread needs special stor-
age, t0o. Store breads in their
original container or in an
air-tight container. It's true
that breads keep longer in the
refrigerator, but they also can
become stale there. For toast-
ing later, this is no problem.
But for other uses, freeze
bread. Freezing is the best for
long-term storage

eep fresh vegetables in the
refrigerator crisper or a plastic
bag--all except potatoes and
dry onions. Potatoes and dry
onions need cool, dry storage,
Keep milk fresh by placing it
in the refrigerator immediately
after shopping. Don't leave
milk sitting on the counter-.
even during mealtimes!

“'How to Buy Economically”’
also gives hints on buying
nonfat dry milk, and fresh and
processed fruits and vegeta-
bles. There is an extensive
chart that indicates when
many fresh fruits and veg-
etables are in plentiful supply
and therefore cheaper.
