When John Lennon was
murdered a few months ago, a
whole generation of people
mourned for the man who had
spoken to them as a prophet and
a poet. For the women of my
age-group, Natalie Wood's
death will be mourned as
much as Lennon’s was. When
I heard the report of her death
Sunday, it was like hearing a
close friend had died.
Throughout her life, as we
grew up, she seemed to choose
her roles in sync with the lives
and crises of my generation.

My first memory of her is of
a big-eyed child in braids,
clutching a doll. I don’t re-
member the movie but |
remember that | saw the per-
fection of what 1 might have
been. At the end of innocence,
when the Fifties were real life,
not Happy Days, she played
James Dean's girlfriend in
“‘Rebel Without A Cause,"”
and we girls all imagined
ourselves befriending those
lost souls like Dean who
stalked the high school halls in
black leather jackets.

She perpetuated our fairy-
tale dreams when she married
another teen idol, Robert
Wagner. | felt that 1 had
predictd the future because |
had spent years putting to-
gether a scrapbook of my two
favorite movie stars, Natalie
Wood and Robert Wagner.

And then when fairy tales
were quickly yielding to
wrenching reality, she played
a betrayed innocent in
“*Splendor In The Grass,” and
again she spoke to the females
of her age: This is what might
happen to you, but you will
survive,

The Fifties ended, and so
did her story-book marriage to
Wagner. We were all dragged,
kicking and screaming, into
the Sixties and Seventies, and
suddenly were anachronistic,
out-of-date left overs: too old
to be hippies, too ypung to be
truly entrusted by the estab-
lishment. We watched women
of our age struggling with a
new moral code, tranquillizer

Commission Discusses Use Of 550,000 Grant

Gray County Commissioners
discussed the allocation of a
$50,000 grant from the Texas
Acronautic Commission (TAC)
for improvements to Perry
Lefors Airport in a public
hearing at 10 a.m.

Gene Barber of Merriman
and Barber Engineering dis-
cussed the uses of the TAC
grant with the commissioners.

"“The grant will cover re-
designing of the auto parking
at the airport and the overlay
maintenance of the single-
engine taxiway,'" Barber said.

“The 50.000 grant is a 75
percent grant and the county
will pay 25 percent of the total
cost of the project. The coun-
ty's ion is estimated to be
$16,000,"" he said.

CARL CLAUDE WOOD

Longtime area newspaper
columnist Carl Claude **Uncle
Zeb”” Wood, 75, of Claude
died Monday.

Wood was born in Glenrose
and moved to Claude in 1930.
His wife, Georgia, died in
1975, He was a retired farmer
and rancher and was a mem-
ber of First Baptist Church in
Claude.

He served for nine years on
the Claude School Board,
seven years as president. He

From 1954 to 1960 he served
a term as Armstrong County
judge, but did not seek a
second term, preferring to
devote his time to writing and
volunteer work.

He published
“Uncle Zeb and Red River'',
“Plowing Out the Corners’’,
“‘Uncle Zeb's Notebook,”" “*A-
long Life’'s Way,"" and “"Mem-
ories of Uncle Zeb.

We Texans—living in a vate that stretches so far and wide—
can appreciate the value of afine interstate highway system.

Certainly, there is always room for improving our interstate
roads—they're far from beuy fully completed.

For that reason, as ranking minority member on the Senate
Transportation Subcommitiee, I'm pleased that | was success-
ful in convincing the Envronment and Public Works Com-
mittee to approve a highway bill which ends a threat to inter-
state highway funding in Texas and other states.

The Committee agreed, a my urging, to drop a proposal in
the bill which would have made it very difficult for Texas to
complete our interstate highway system

What the Committee onginally wanted to do was redefine
what an interstate highway ;5. They would have narrowed the
definition substantially from what it is today. Such a change
would have resulted in excluding some sections of the system
from federal interstate funding

The proposed change would have cost Texas some $800 million
in federal funds over the next several years.,

Part of the redefinition, for example, would have denied in-
terstate funding for the construction of any interstate highway
lanes in excess of four in rural areas or in urban areas of less than
400,000 population, and lanes in excess of six in urban areas
with populations of more than 400,000.

The redefinition, among other things, would have also ex-
cluded some segments of the interstate system ir Texas which
were originally built with sizte funds and which need irprove-
ments to come up 10 interstale standards.

The proposed change in the interstate program would have
proven costly and disruptive 1o our state’s long-range highway
plans. I'm glad we were able 1o get this provision knocked out.

It is better, | believe, to strerch out the amount of time needed
to complete the system than 1o have an inadequate system.

Under the Committee bill Texas will receive 5.8 percent of all
the federal highway funds 1o he distributed this fiscal year, up
by more than a half percent over 1981. The amount, $395.4
million, is less than the $434 6 million we received last year.
Spending cuts are being made 1y all government programs.

However, even though tota) spending for highways has been
reduced, Texas fares well compared to other states. This year's
Senate Committee highway bij| moves us from the third largest
recipient among the states 1o the second largest—behind only
California.

A well-built interstate highuway system is a strong selling point
for anyistate trying to expand jts economy and attract new busi-
nesses 10 its area. The reviwd. (981 highway bill will insure that
we retain this transportation ayset.

Windbreaks Vital
For Saving Soil

Severe windstorms can
make life difficult in rural
areas of the Texas panhandle.
One of the most economical
ways we can tame these high
winds is through the use of
windbreaks.

A great deal of soil moisture
is lost during wind storms.
Windbreaks are designed to
reduce the wind velocity and
conserve soil moisture which is
s0 important to farming in this
area. This extra moisture at
planting time can play a major
part in getting that good stand
that farmers hope for every
year. Then, after the crop is
up, the dense stand of trees
will protect the plants from
strong winds that could des-
troy crops in their early stages.

Farmstead headquarters is
another area where wind-
breaks play an important role.
The trees effectively block the
wind to provide excellent
working conditions within the
perimeter of the windbreak on
even the windiest days. It is
estimated that a well planned,
established windbreak can
also save up to thirty percent
in heating and cooling costs.
Two or three rows of trees not
only protect the farmstead
from high winds but also
improve the beauty, privacy
and overall quality of life
within their boundaries.

One last benefit derived
from windbreaks is their im-
portance in providing good
wildlife habitat. Strips of trees
can provide year round cover
for quail, dove, and pheasant.
Trees that will provide food for
these birds can also be used in
a windbreak.

THE PRICE OF FEDERALISM

AUSTIN During the
last session of the Legis
lature, we passed a bill to
regulate the disposal of low-
level nuclear waste stored in
this state. We made sure the
dump site, wherever it may
be, would be in an appro-
priate location. It must be
well-maintained, licensed,
elc.

We had the power to reg-
ulate a state site for storage
of low-level waste generated
in this state. We, the Texas
Legislature, do not have the
power to regulate federal
disposal sites for high-level
waste.

First, we should decide
what we're talking about.
Low-level waste is things
like used X-ray film and
gloves worn by workers in
nuclear power plants.
High-level waste is the fuel
used in nuclear power
plants, the explosive used in
nuclear bombs and plutoni-
um.

Test crews have been in
the Panhandle periodically
to look for a site for perma-
nent disposal of high-level
nuclear waste. This does
not mean such a site will be
established in the Pan-
handle. It does mean it is
possible.

Disposal of high-level nu-
clear waste is the respon-
sibility of the Department
of Energy in Washington.
That agency will make the
final  determination of
where to put the site. Now,
it is considering sites over a-
bout a 1,000 square-mile
area which includes Randall,
Donley, Oldham and
Swisher Counties.

We want all of the people
we represent to know that
we are absolutely opposed
to the establishment of any
kind of nuclear waste dump
anywhere in the Panhandle.

We will do what we can to
stop the storage, but the
matter is in the hands of the
federal government.

Officials of the DOE will
drill a major test hole by
late 1983, They plan to test
this shaft extensively, and
decide which site to use by
1985. Actual storage would
begin by 1990,

Two other sites are in the
running to become high-
level storage facilities; one is
in the Gulf Coast and one is
in Utah. We do not know,
nor does the federal
governmen: know, which
will be chosen.

We may not be in the busi-
ness of disposing of high-
level nuclear waste now, but
one thing seems certain -
we will be in the business of
generating such waste soon
after the opening of the
South Texas Nuclear Project

near Bay City and the
Comanche Peak Nuclear
Project near Fort Worth.

Other states are reluctant to
store “foreign™ high-level
waste, that is, waste from
other states, just as we are:
Next week, we will outline
the technical requirements
DOE is considering in its
choice of a site, and tell you
what you can do to object
to the establishment of a
high-level nuclear waste
storage site in your area,
Normally, we close this
column by inviting you to
write us and tell us what we
can do for you. In this case,
there is not much, if any-
thing, the Texas Legislature
can do. If you are inter-
ested in nuclear waste
storage, or in the workings
of the Department of
Energy, write the DOE,
Nuclear Waste Terminal

43201.

income years, producers may
benefit from recent changes in
the tax laws. The maximum
tax rate on capital gains has
been reduced to 20 percent for
all transactions completed af-
ter June 9, 1981. Capital gains
earned before that date will be
taxed at just below 28 percent.

Sales of breeding stock kept
for 12 months or longer qualify
for taxing as capital gains.

While there's currently little
incentive to invest in new pro-
duction facilities, the new tax
law--designed to spur business
invesiments--speeds up the
tax write-offs of farm build-
ings, machinery, and breeding
stock to allow you to recover
your costs faster

This will allow you to re-
place old, inefficient equip-
ment sooner than under the
previous law and help improve
your efficiency. Previously,
you had to depreciate income-
producing assets over their
useful life

The new simplified Accel-
erated Cost Recovery System
has replaced the old method
for determining useful life. It
applies to all assets placed in
service after 1980, It's easier
to use, and in most cases, the
write-off periods are shorter

The new law also eliminates
the salvage value deduction,
which means you no longer
have to subtract an item’s
salvage value when your cal
culating depreciation deduc
rons

With the tax law changes,
you'll be able for the first time
to write off farm equipment
and breeding stock as a busi
ness expense in the first year
For 1982 and 1983, you can
deduct qualified purchases up

Freshress is an important
key when sclecting your tree
Ihe needles should be re-
silient, but not brittle. Run
your fingers down a branch---
the needles should adhere to
each twig

Shake or bounce the tree
on the ground lightly to see
that the neeldes are firmly
attached. If only a few drop
off, the tree is fresh and with

CHRISTMAS TREE CARE
Following steps of good

selection should insure a heal-
thy attractive tree, but the care
of the tree does not stop here

If you buy your tree several
days before it will be decor-
ated, store it outside. Cut the
butt of the tree at a diagonal
about ome inch above the
original cut. This opens pores
and aids in absorption of
water. Place the butt end in
water. Water plays a crucial
role in keeping your cut tree
fresh

When you're ready to set up
the tree, saw the butt again,
squaring off the diagonal.
Keep the tree in water and
refill the container daily. Some
trees may absorb as much as
two quarts each day

Sprinkle water on the
branches and needles before
you decorate the tree to help
retain freshness.

Be sure the tree is placed
away from fireplaces, fur-
naces, electric heaters, televi-
sions, and other heat sources
Following these care and pre-
caution measures should in-
sure an attractive tree that
stays fresh indoors for more
than a week and a holiday
season free from Christmas
tree mishaps.

STORING DRIED FRUITS
AND PECANS

Most homemakers in-
crease their use of dried fruits
and pecans during the holiday
season becausc those foods
are often featured in cakes,
pies, candies, and other holi-
day goodies.

To keep dried fruits at peak
quality, store them in tightly
closed containers. Dried fruits
will keep at room temperature
for several months in a tightly

ness, and professional agri-
cultural workers in the private
and public sectors.

Because of their high fat con
tent, pecans readily absorb
odors and can become ranad

Stored at room temperature
shelled pecans will last about
two or three months. Re
frigerated, they'll keep six to
twelve months. If frozen
they'll keep at least two years
often longer. Under the same
conditions, unshelled pecans
will generally keep twice as
long as shelled ones.

Frozen pecans need not be
thawed to use in cooking
Also, the low moisture content
allows them to be refrozen
many times without losing
quality.

Hands Around The World On Display

The world of children
from every hemisphere is now
on display at Lovett Memorial
Library in the touring exhi-
bition, "‘Hands Around the
World."

20 paintings from South
America, the Far East,
Europe, Central America, and
Australia--each the creation of
a child from another land--may
be seen at Lovett Memorial
Library from Dec. 2-Dec. 23.

‘'Hands Around the World"'
is an international goodwill
program for school-age child-
ren in Texas and their coun-
terparts in more than sixty
nations throughout the world.
The program, created by the
Texas Cultural Alliance, a
non-profit organization, pro-
vides elementary and secon-
dary students the opportunity
to create something out of
their world in art which they
prepare as gifts to schools in
countries around the world.

Each year thousands of
Texas children prepare paint-
ings based upon the theme
“Texas, Our Texas,"” which
find their way to schools
around the globe in the suit-
cases of private Texas citizens
who agree to serve as couriers.
Others are mailed directly to
schools which have partici-
pated in the program for
years. Though the program is
typically a grassroots project
depending on local initiative
and support, even Heads of
State have participated in
‘*Hands Around the World."
Most recently, Queen Noor Al
Hussein, the wife of King
Hussien of Jordan, personally
directed the collection of art
from art centers throughout
her country. The Alliance is
the recipient also of the first
collection of children's art ever
to come as a permanent gift
from the People’s Republic of
_China.

“‘Hands Around the World"'
began as an of art
between students of DeSoto,

Texas, Mountain View C,
(Dallas), and stndcn:k?(
schools  throughout the
Republic of Guatemala. Since
then, the Alliance has received
almost 3,000 from
children throughout the world.
In December, 1980 GONG
Mumne. the weekly tele-
vision guide for West Ger-
many, invited students to send
paintings about German life to
Texas; three hundred and
ﬁheen students res
“Hands Around the World""

is an international citizenship
project that has touched the
lives of people in more than

sixty countries. In 1977 the
program received the ‘‘Jeff-
erson Award for Outstanding
Public Service'' sponsored
the American Institute for
Public Service.

This fall three exhibitions
are touring libraries through-
out West Texas coordinated
and s by the Texas
Panhandle Library System
with offices in Amarillo. Six-
teen participating libraries are
scheduled to receive the
“‘Hands Around the World"
exhibitions between Septem-
ber and January.
