If I un-
derstand the situation
correctly, Sandy is being
criticized for her '‘lack”
of coverage of Follett's

sports

Now the Lipscomb
County Limelight is a
county-wide newspaper
and covers every town in
that county. | read the
paper every week, and
I'm always amazed at
how much news they
manage to squeeze in
about all those towns

Follett, of course, has
had their football team in
the state play-offs, and
the Lipscomb County
paper has given the Pan-
thers front page coverage
every week. When 1 look-
ed through some of the
Limelights in our shelf, |
noticed pictures of the
Follett team, and num-
erous stories.

But Mrs. Woods has
been subjected to ob-
scene phone calls, rude
behavior, and slanderous
words painted on the
street near the news
oftice because some of
the fans think she has
"“Slighted’’ their team
One reader also criticized
her for wearing the
“wrong'’' colors at the
Booker-Follett game. |
suspect that part of the
problem in this situation
is that Mrs. Woods' son
attends school in Booker,
so some of the Follett
people think she is natu-
rally prejudiced to that
school

As an objective out-
sider, | think that the
Follett critics are all wet!

I'm sure that the con-
troversy will die down,
and Sandy will weather
this storm as she usually
does. But her predica-
ment points up a problem
that each of us editors
face: how do we maintain
objectivity in reporting
the news in our small
towns?

My problem is differ-
ent from Sandy's. | can’t
be accused of mixed loy-
alties to different schools,
because the Mclean
News covers the activities
of McLean only. The con-

She said that the worst
part of her job has been
the coroner’s inquest. In
Texas, the justice of the
peace is called to the
scene of traffic accidents
involving fatalities, the
scene of homicides or
suicides She has been
called out about 30 times
for cases like this. “It's
just something you don’t
ever get used to,”' she
said

The job is stressful, in
some ways, Mrs Pat
terson said, because
people are usually in a
bad mood when they are
afraid. 'On windy days,
everyone seems to be in a
bad mood,”’ she said
"“Sometimes they just sit
and stare at me. One lady
was su angry that she
yelled, and her husband

The Gray County Com
missioners Court Wed
nesday approved a 1983
budget that is $127,276
less than the 1982 bud-
get, according to County
Judge Carl Kennedy,
who presides over the
court

Kennedy and County
Auditor A C. Malone at-
tribute the difference to
lower capital expendi
tures in 1983. For ex
ample, money that was
necessary for the High-
way 70 storm drain pro-
ject is not necessary in
the 1983 budget. The two
areas in which the county
will spend less money In
1983 are in jury fees
(money to paid to jurors)
and road and bridge
funds

With the new recently
approved county tax rate
of 10 cents per hundred
dollars of valuation (or $1
per thousand) a person
with a $30,000 home that
has not been reappraised
to a higher value in the
last year will pay less
taxes on their 1982 bills,
which are currently due

rate and the budget have
gone down is because the

And Justice For All...

The morning after Charlie Brooks Jr. was killed
by lethal injection down in Hunstville, many of us
watched televised interviews with witnesses to the
execution and read printed reports of his death with
great interest

-Perhaps it is our inborn fascination with planned
death that made this story so compelling, maybe
not  After all, we didn't know Charlie Brooks
personally in this area, nor, probably, did any of us
know his victim

Death is the final adventure, however, and the
various forms it takes has always fascinated
mankind And when we watch a person die, even
by remote means through witnesses and the press,
we want to know whether or not it's painful, and
how the person held up emotionally during the last
minutes

But is that the only thing that fascinated us about
Brook's death?

Probably not

Charlie Brooks was “‘put to sleep”’ in the same

" fashion as our vet puts down the old and sick family
dog. When Old Blue is injected, it is over in
seconds  This seemingly painless method of
dealing death tends to salve our consciences

There has been a rebirth of enthusiasm in capital
punishment lately as more and more of us become
the victims of crime, and the press tells us almost
daily of the crowded conditions of our prisons. The
simple answer that occurs to many of us is to make
liberal use of capital punishment and thin down the
supply of inmates. At the same time, many of us
think, this will also act as a deterrent to others who
may consider breaking the law

This may or may not be true

But what is interesting now is to examine our
feelings about lethal injection One witness to
Brooks's execution said he seemed to yawn
wheeze a little, and that was it And we kind of
sigh inside and say to ourselves '‘Well, that
certainly is better than the violence of the electric
chair, the gas chamber, or Utah's firing squad ™'

And it probably is, too

But there is one flag that perhaps should be
thrown on our playing field at this point.  Will this
seemingly humane method of killing someone lead
to a greater public acceptance of capital punish
ment?

Chances are good that it will, and that it may dull
in some of us the realization that a life is taken from
someone, no matter the method

And there is one fact about capital punishment
we need to keep in mind: Wealthy people are never
executed for crimes in this nation

Plenty of them have been convicted and
sentenced to die, but none are executed Why?

It is only when a convict’'s money runs out that

.his life runs out Convicted California rapist Carryl

Chessman lived on death row for 12 years, writing
books and sending in appeals His royalties from
the books ran out, and so did his appeals, and he
finished his career in the gas chamber

While we sit and think about crime increases and
crowded prisons, and this seemingly painless way
of dying, we should perhaps keep in mind that only
